The French Canadians Celehrate the Day.

A MAGNIFICENT AND IBIPOS-
ING DEMONSTRATION.

—————

Every people bave ore Gay in the year upon
which they cama together in one way or an-
cother to celebrate the glories of thelr country
or religion. The festival of 5t. John the
Baptist {5 that which the, French Canadians
dedicate to the horor of both. During recent
vears the French Canadiznc of Montreal kave
won for themselves a remarkabis roputation
for really grand and imposing demonstra-
tions, which reflect the greatsst credit upon
them. Their eystem of cantraliz itlon, aided
by good organizing powers, epsures the suc~
cess of the celebration of the National and
Deliglous Fustival, and afford to the rest of
the citizens an admirablo epectacle of union
and strength.

Monday’s demonstration was simply magni-
ficent. The sun rose in. the clesrest and
biuest of skies, wiich was the signal far the
various branches throughout ths city and
suburbs to prepare end march to the place of
gathering opposite the Chemp de hMare, to
¢we!l the mighty column, From early morn-
ing the city was all astir; thers were echoes
of music in every direction; the national
emblem, the tmaple leaf,” scemed to be on
every breast ; flags innumerable were floating
gayly in the braeze; the streets wera lined
with green and thronged with people in their
Yest. oll directing their steps towarda some
standlng polnt on the lengthy lina of march.

At the ecens of formation everything was
in perfect order, and the marshal-in-chier, Mr.
Aug. Labelle, succeeded in getting tbe nu-
nisrous coutingents into marching order with
the greatest poseible vase snd dispstch,
The various detachments, according to num-
ber, wera told off to the croas sireets along
Craig, 50 that a8 coon as ono branch had filed
out another would follow without making
apny breach.

To judge of tks immenss siza of the pro-
cession it 18 only necessary {o cousider that
the 14 sections or branches which composed
its Jength wera themeclves composed of the
various teligions and paional focietion of
their rospactive pavishes, tho achocel boys and
college students, iko members of the clergy,
the literary socivtivr and athletic nysocintions,
and the represeututives ol diflirent predownl
naut trades in the section. ldach branck iad
s reprasontation ot about 1,000 prople on the
average, which would giva soms 14,000 In
in procession.

THE LINE OF MARCH.

The procession, which formed on Cralg
gtreet, opposite the Champ de Mers, proceed:
ed eaet along Cralg to St. Denis, up 8¢. Denia
to 5t. Catherine, slong St. Catlerine east to
Visitation, down Visitation to Dorchester,
alopg Dorchester east to Maisonneuve, up
Mawerppeuve to Onterio, along Osntario west
to St. Dunig down S:. Denis to 5t. Oather-
ine, along St. Oatherine west to 55 Lawrence
Maln, up St. Lambeit Hill and along Notro
Dame to Place d’Armes Squars,

ARCBES AND DECORA'I'1ONS; -

5t. Lawrence Maln strest presented a gny:
appeerance, Flags and streamers of every
description spanned the roadway. At the
corner of Craig street, the larze arch used on
Proceesion Sunday waa still standlng, it hav-
ing changed its garb, however, frow the
pesceful palm to the fluttering maplo leaf.
At thie corner of Bt. Qatherine another double
arch stood decked out in all the glaries of
the embiem 'of Canadian nationality ; in fact,
on looking upthe ‘street, ‘the prospect -was
“one wass of maple leaf and bunting. - Long
bafore the procession paeied, the sldewalks
were Hred with with sightseers, From every
dry goode'store’(and there aré many) stream-
ers of red and ‘white flannel orosged the strest,
and hundbedsof*flage Were'hing from the
housetops and windows. Business in general,

The citizsps dwelllog on St. Denis street
trusted mare to nature than their own efforts
to celobrate the nationale fele. Several hnuses
wery adorned with flags and streamers, but
outside ot this thexre was but little show.
There wore no arches. ‘The trees planted so
abundsntly along the sidewalk foraisbhed na-
tural arches, which replaced by their leufy
foliage the exertions of the citlzans.

St. Catherlne street was the only thorough-
fure which did proper homage to the patron
gaint of Oanadlang, St. John the Baptist. la
the short distance from 8¢, Lawrence Main to
8t. Denis streets thers were tlhiroe erches,
each of them constructed with care and
trouble, san emblom of the love felt for the
national suint of Canada by its children.
The aych on the ¢orner of St. Lawrence Main
osnd St. Catherine streets was one of the
fivest on the routs. It was a four columned
structure, and wsr gally adorned with tiags
and streamers of red, whits rnd blue.

The next archi wos st tke corcer of St.
Catharine and St. Elizabeth streets. 1t wes
corzpoded of sipgle pillare, euch side being
guily sdoraed with bunting of a!l hues and
ghades.

Anothor double arch bad been erected on
the corner of St, Cathurice aod Senguinst
strocts. It was second to none on the line
of procession, and stood thexe a mouument
of the patriotism apd devetednoes of ihe
Cunadiacs of that section:

On the corner of St. Catherine and Jacquen
Cuttier streets a very fine arch was erscted,
wkich was much admired. In conspicucus
latterts were the words: | Honneur «
Churette et @ ses Zouaves.” At the corner of
Plessis and Dorchester streots, a neat arch
was erscted, and preity ones were also built
on the corner of St. Catherine and Beaudry
and corner of St. Catherine and Montcalm
streate.

At the corner of Bt. Catherlne und Wolfe,
and also on St. Catherine and Awmherst
streets, very attractive nrches wers to be
geen. St. Catherine, at this point, presented
a giorious spectacle, flags and festuons were
uumerons ; in act, the strest was one mass of
ovorgreens and bunting.

A little further on one ol the prettis:t
arches on the sutire route had been ersctud,
oo which was placed some pretty children in
approprints costnmer, who from time to time
saug Eome Very cuarming choruses, &ccodi-
panied by music., At this point also ealutes
wera fred, Conepicuous on this arch was
the wmotto © La temperance tend le peuple
meibienr.” .

At the cornmer of Ste. Rose, n neat and
tastufully decorated arch udorued tho etrect,
the following motto appeurisg conspicususly,
« Canada premicr, dernier, el lonicurs”

When Lsfonteine strect was tsached, a
maogaificent oxch came in view, besring the
inscription, v o' Union fait la force.”

At the coruer of Mignonne nnd Maison-
neuvs streets was apother very pretty urch,
adorued with pictares and flags, and also kad
oun it the following words: & Notre reliyion,
nolre lunguage ef nos lois"

Nent archer wete arected at the ccrver of
Ontario and Visitatiou streets nnd corner of
Panet etreet. The latter arch had a very
fine painting on the front ot ht. Jesn
Baptiste. This arch was erected by the 50~
ciety of the « Sacred Heart.” Hero for some
distance tho strests presented a gOrgeous
spectacie, and the display of flags, evergrons
and pictured was very fine.

At the corner of Ontario and Plessis stroets,
8 pretty arch was erected, and on the corner
of Ontsrlo and Amherst. strests, an excsed-
ingly bandsome arch was built, among the
many mottooy ou it belng the followlng:
« [ Union fait la force,” & Le Bien, le vrai, le
bequ «Force, Tempersnce, Justice.” This
arch wos ona of the handsomest on ths

~route.

At the corner of Ontario and Baaudry was
a very benntiful one, bearing the following
inscriptions :—v Dienvenus soient,” « Nos cont-
patriots emigres,” & Encourageontnos industries,”
o Honeur a l'illustre De Charetle.”

A very consplcuons feature of the decor-
ations was the besutifal arch on the corner of
Ontario and St, Andre, which in the centrs
bore the followlng words, # Soyons Canadiens
Avant Teut ; on elther slde were the follow:

ous, tho whele presasting a rich picture of
beauty, taste and splendor. At s few min-
utes past 11 o’clock Hir Lordehip Mar. Fabre,
headed by the clergy, orterud anif knelt belore
the High Altar. The immense organ sent
forth its resounding peels with poweriol effect
while the cholr of scme 600 voices aang ap-
propriate anthems atd hymns. The sceae
was now truly inspiribg as Hia Lordship, as-
sisted by priest, descon and sub-deacon, as-
cended the altar step and begau the Pontifi-
cel Mgss.

FATE OF THE ARCTIC EXPLORERS.

New Youx, June 20.—The Herall corree-
pondeut telegraphs from, the Lena Delta on
April 12th: Mr, Melville found the bodies of
DeLong's party in two places 50 sund 1,000
yards fromn the wreck of the scow. Melville's
party stopped at tue placo Ninderman and
Noros presed the ficst day after leaving Ds
Long, feeling sure the others hsd not got
much further. There they found the wreck,
and following along the bank cams upona
rifla barrel hung up on four sticks. Two
bodles were found here under elght foet of
snow, Melville went along the benk and
8w g camp kettle and the remains of fire
adout 1,000 yards from the tent, and approach-
ing nearly stumbled on DeLong's hand stick-
iog ont of the snow. Here, under about a
foot of snow, they found the bodies of DaLong,
Ambjer and Ah Sam, all partlally covered by
pleces of tent and blanket. All the others
except Alexia, they found af the place where
the tont was pitched, Two boxes of records,
the medicine chest, and a flag on a stafi were
beside the tent. None of the dead had boots.
Their feot wers covered with rags tled on.
In the pockets of all were pieces of burnt
skin and clothing which they had been eat-
ing. The hands of nll were burned and
looked as if when aylog they crawled into
the fire. Boyd was 1ying. over the fire, his
clothing beivg burned to the ekin, Collin's
face was covered with a cloth, All the
bodies were carried to a bill thfeo bundred
feet high, ferty versts to eouthwest irom
where they were found and interred in a
maugoleum constracted of woed from the
scow surmounted by a cross. The mauso-
leem was covered with stones ard will be
sodded in the spring.

A Jarge nudlence filled the-Academy of
Mauslc {ast night, in regponse to the abnornce-
meant that Michael Daviti.-was to be the
speaker ‘of the evenicg.. The platform wga
occupied by » number of prominment citi-
zeng, and the speaker's desk was draped
‘with the flag of the Sixty-ninth regiment.
Mr. Davitt's presence oa the stage was
the signal for a Joud burst of applause, pro-
lIonged and repeated. He was accompanied
by Judge Van Hoesen, of the Court ot Com-
mon Pless ; Professor Brophy, the Rev Dr
Mc¢Glynn and Mr Redmond. Besides these
there were on the stage Jordan L Mott, Dr
Wallace, Nelzon J Waterbury, Dr Coustan.
tine, J Maguire, The Rev Thomas J Lynch,
the Rev Father McCorry, Charles A ORourke,
#Jiss Ellen Ford, Mies Davitt, Miss O’Leary,
Mrs Parmell. Later, while Mr - Davitt
was speaking, Mrs Parnell, mother of
Cbsrles  Stewart Parnell, accompanied
by Miss Rose D'Erina, arrlved. Sho was
enthusiastically received, the entire audience
rlsing to their feet and cheering repestedly
in the enthusiaem of their greeting. Mr.

Davitt’s to urgs what he catls his plan of the
nationalization of the land tpoa tho lrigh
poople fu preference fo the plan for ostabligh-
ing n pemsant proprietary which has been
ndopted in principle at least by Mr. Parnell,
by Mr. Gladstone and by the British
Cousecrvatives thomselves, Drobably not
ona Irlshman 1a ten thousand as yet
understands the differences Dbotwoen Mr.
Davitt’s plan and the plan of Mr, Parnell
and the Britlsh Government. Mr., Davitt
himself admits this, and ina gpirit which does
him great credit he oxpressly says that ho
u can well aftord to walt for tho adoption of
his views by the lrish people.” But every
Irishman can understand thet while dr. Par-
nell ia co-operating or desires to co-oparate
with the British Government to carr out hie
plan, Mr. Davitt I8 working iodependeontly of
the Britlsh (Government, und it is not in
humnn natare that this shouid not incllne
pinety-nine hundred Irishmen out of ten
thousand to listen with more favor and
confidence to Mr. Davitt than to Mr. Parneil.
Tv aay this i¢ not in tho lesst to impugn Hr.
Parnell’s siocerity and potriotism. 'I'o gay
this i not even to intimate that the plan
adoptod by Mr, Parnell and by the leadors of
both the great parties in England may not bo
o wiser and more practicable plan thau Ay,
Davitt’s plan for compassing the objoct at
which both of these champions of real home
rale in Ireland nim. It 1s simply to recoy-
nize the great fundamental fact that the [rish
people do not Lelicve and are not yet ripo for
telng made to bslieve that any mossure af-
fecting [-eland which is adopted aud urged
by a British Admlnlstration can be In its es-
gence of a sort to meet the desep and domi-
nant desire of the Irish psople, which is to
sdminister their own eflairs In thelr own

woy. Few people on either side of tho
water will diffar with Mr. Davitt in
his quletly stated hellef that win

u Irfsh matters Hoglish statesmen have lost
« their beads.” But the penalty which na-
tare exacts of England for her long mlsrule
of Ircland is that the vast meajority of the
Irish people regard tho statesmanship of
England as vitlated wherever Ireland is con-
cerned by defeots not of the head alone, but
of the heart, It would be Iittle Jess
than miraculons if all Irishmen wers cap-
able of considering the relations between
Great Britlan aud lreland in the lofty
and humane spirit in which Mr, Davitt last
night spoke of the interest which the Eog-
lish as well as the Irish peoplehave in a real
und permauent establishment ot peace and
justice in Ircland. And no ons can wonder,
therefore, that the attempt which Mr. Parnell
is making, doubtlese in the truest spirit of
patriotiem, to work out his soulutlon of the
Irish problem in common with a DBrltish
Cabinet, should for a time at least weaken
his grasp upen his countrymen. Mr,
Daviit ¢vidently deplores this— but ag
ovidently this Is fn the nature of
things, and neither Mr. Davitt nor suy one
slse can reasonably expect to eee the In-
stincts, the passlons, the prejudices of a whole
people enlightened in a day or in a year. But
because English statesmen have loat thelr
headk in Irlsh mattera it does not follow that
Americans ehould loso thelr heads aleo in
Irish matters. Such.. grave and profound
changes, sovial and political, as are visibly
{mminent in’ Ireland canpot take place in
Ireland without virtually revelutionizing the-

snd wife to separnte to wmarry others
whom they please. The Freunch com-
mand an unenviable reputation for fickleness
and they scem to exercise it with vengeance
aund to give it very imjudicious ecope In this
directlon. Duriog tho past century divorce
has oft and on been made the law of the
land, and each time to such o palpable detri-
ment of morality, and of the foundation of
society, that the legielators, in tho long run,
could not help but see the {folly of their
course and the necessity of rescinding the
law. There is not the slightest doubt but
that divorce pure and simple creates a
most baneful infinence, but, notwithstandlcg
that tho French have often had to recognize
thia fact, they are calling for another dose of
it, which, if given, will in all probability
sicken the nation before & decade. The
Ohamber of Deputios have just pasced a
Divorce Bill by a vote of two to one,
but the mensure is expected to meet with
severer gcrutiny and opposition in the Senato,
and, it is to be hoped, wili be defoated in the
Interests of morality and of society.

Notwithstanding Mr. Davlitt declared in
his Boston speech that he aurrendered kis

pald taxes on them. If Ireland were inde-
pendent the plan might work, but she is not
and never wounld be, even {n s measure, if
the ideas of George were carried out, for the
nationalization of the land, would mean the
denationalization of the peopls of Ireland.
It is surprising to us: how a man with Davitt's
strength and clearness of Intellect cannot
see this, and It is stlll more surprising how,
even if he thought mnationalization of
the land better than peasant proprietary,
he should ever have promulgated the former
scheme at Liverpool, knowing, as he must,
that the Irish people of all clasaes are steadily
opposed to it.

. PARNELL AND DAVITT.
Michael Davitt has durlng his life made
‘many sacrifices, but on last Monday in New
York he made the greatest of all; he made
the crowning sacrifice in surrendering his
cherished scheme of the nationalization of the
land, in order that the Irish pecple would not
be disunited. There have been men—
great men, too,—~who thought it showed
poverty of spirit if they surrendered a con-
viction, bot' they were not truly great, for 1
they were théy would bavo known that the
poblest are the most self-eacrificing. - Davitt
has come to realize that the Irish people
desire peasant proprietary,end he says, there-
fore, let the Irish people have their wish. If
he stood out for his idea it would be a sign
that he is not as great a man &3 his admirers
think him; true statesmanship is mads of
compromisos, and Davitt has proved himself
a trus statesman by hls New York apeech.
For let us suppose that he refused to surren-—
der, and what wounld bethe result? It would
be a decided division between two sections of
the Irish people, n division that would lead
to yreat disasters, At this present time
the Irish people, at lenst the great bulk
of them, at bome and abroad, ask for a peasant
proprietory, and the English of both parties
are disposed to grant the demand. So far
80 good. But if Davitt and the extreme re-
formers who agree with him and Henry
George persisted in their demands, tho Irieh

people could mnot go to Parlisment
and speak nupltedly. The Government
conld say to themw with force and

logic, "We know not what you want—
one guction af you aska for peasant proprietary
another tho uvationalizatlon of the land.
Wheun you agres among yourselves we shail
consider the matter.” Davitt's surrender of
bis scheme, therefore, obviates a great difi-
culty and smoothes over the land question.
Davitt agrees with Parnell and declares em-
pathically that tha tormer js the actualleader
of the Irish 7race, and that he is
prond to be the leutenant of soch a
man. If Davitt did not moke such a pro-
ponncemest it would be a mistake which his
generous nature is not capable of meoking;
the cuwfssion would give stremgth to the
enemy, It seems to us that if there wus no
Parnell there would be no Davitt, for, not-
withatanding his great force of intellact, the
noble man of Portland could not have
succeeded, even in & emall degree, In
his agitation. The fact of Parnell
taking the lend threw an air of solidity about
the movement, which would otherwise bLe
tronted ns a jacquerie. Able, wealthy and
intelligent men threw thems:lves into a
movement governed by Parnell who would
have kept aleof from Davitt, for, while recog-
nizing his honesty, hie ahility, his patriotism,
théy would have considered him an eunthunsi-
aet, while looking upon Parnell as the very
incarnation of ihe practicable.

The State is not prepared to advance $700,-
000,000 for the purchase of the soil of Ireland.
It an Irish Parliament were in existonce then
it could and might be done, but English taxz-.
payers are not yet prepared to carry out such

a novel idea. 1t mny come, and
we believe it will coms {n time,
but tke time is mnot yet. So far as

wo can 8ee, Davitt's scheme waa chiefly
framed to benefit the sgricultural laborers:
of whom there are 500,000 in lreland, who
are the most impoverished ard wretched
class omong the Caucasian raca. Bat this
condition will be very much nmellorated
when peasant proprietary obtains; they will
take their places with the tenant farmers and
if they v'e sober, frugal and industrious noth-
ing can prevent their improving their con-
dition in lite, We are rejoiced at
the sacrifice Michael Davitt has made, it
adds one other wreath to the peaceful laurels
he has galned.

IRELAND AND EQYLT.
Wanar, between lreland and Egypt the
QGovernment of Mr. Gladatone is not in the
most enviable position. If it were Ireland

had to deal with there would be compara-

vely plain salling, for domestic affalrs have
bafore been often as muddled as they are
now, and to have forelgn, but never ln
the memory of this generation at least have
domestic and foreign muddles arisen at oue
and the same time which called for such
anxious attention. Nor would matters be go
bad if England, besides attending to extreme
disaffection, had only  Egypt to contend
with; but it 183 no secret that the Eastern
embroglio may result in n war in which the
European powers will be ranged on different
sides.

Now all is
different, The lrish at home bave become
united and educated under the most skilfal
leaders, while abroad they srs great and
powerful, forming as they do one of the
most potent elernents in the Ubnited States,
Mr. Gladstone knows all this as well nag
any men living, a faét which should
make us cease to be sarprised at
the patlence and timidity he displays
in doaling summarily with Egypt and allow-
Ing British subjects to be slanghtered with-
out reprieal in .ﬁfg streets of Calro, Itisa
mistake to suppose that a Liberal Govern-
ment iy not as eager to go to waras the most
blataut Jingo.

A NOVEL SCHEME,
THE ECROPEAN AND AMERICAN FERRY,

Orrawa, June 26.—M1. A, 5, Blackman is
in town on business with 5ir Charles Tupper
in connection with a scheme by which isis
proposed to lessen the distance of ocean
from Europe to America by at least two daya
travel. 'The proposition is to bulld a line of
1ailway to Holyhead, Wales, crossing the
Menai Strait, to be connected by spscially
constructed steamer, with an afr line across
lrelend. From this terminus to St. John's,
Newfoundland, the distance is 1640 miles.
From 8t. Johns to Cape Ray, a distance of
about 320 miles, a line is to be constructed,
for which the Newfouudland Goveroment
bave granted a land aubsidy of 3,000 acres per
mile and an exclusive right for 40 years. From
Cape Bay, Nflid,, to Cape North, C.B,, the
distance is 56 miles, which is to be traversed
by a large steamer, harborage for which will
be constructed, sartlficially, nt the most ad-
vantageous position. In regard to the drift
ice of the Gulf of St. Lawrence, from Cape
North, it is proposed to conatruct a line of
railway to treverse the entire length of Cupe
Breton to the Straft of Canso,a distance of
about 120 miles, the subsidy for the counstrac-
tion of which is 2000 acres and $3,200 per
mile. From Canso the eastern extension of
the Intercolonial Railway is to be naed to
New Glasgow, from wheznca to Oxford, N, S,
8 railway of 80 miles i8 now in course of
construction. Location surveys on the lino
from Cape North to Caneo ara axpacted to be
proceeded with early in the spring, and as
the necessary charters have been secured, it
is the intention of the company to proceed as
quickly as poesibie with the work of con-
straction.

After a little while the St. Louls
engine became fuselcss, when the men aban-
doaed her to help the St, Jean Baptiste Fire
Brigade. Two streams of water were directed
on the bulldings by the steam pump, and the
hand pnmp also contributed one stream to=
wards extinguishing the Dames. A strong
wind was blowing at the time, which served
to incrense the hold of the fire, and at one
time the houses on the opposite side of the
street seemed In great danger. The glass in
the houses cracked with the intensity of the
heat of the flawes. Plucky attempts were
made by the St. Jean Baptiste men to enter
the house of the burning building to se-
cure the goodes, but they were driven
baclc by tho intenso heat. It issupposed the
fire started in the sheds of Joseph Leduc,
grocer. The flamea in a great measure were
fed by the {urniture in the houses, and the
wooden partitions with which the tulldinge
were soparated into tenemernts also afforded
goad materia! for the contlagration.

Nine families are left houselesa by the oc-

currence, aad none of them had an insurance
on their property, Mr, Ledue is the principal
loser, his stock, furniture and fixtures being
a complete loss. A horss valued at $200 was
algo burred. The buildings are situated on
the corner of St. Louie and Carrlere streets,
and a square of about 200 fect is laid waste.
Messrs. Laplerre, Lafebre and Leverdure also
lost heavily.,
Joseph Lefobvre, proprietor of the houser,
lost $3,000 in hard cash. Nothing ever
could persuade the old man to place his
mouney I banks, or stocks, or anywhere else,
but in a wooden box which he kept in hlis
badroom. The box contalned savings to the
amount of $3,000, which was both in paper
and gold ; and fts loss almost sent the old
man wild,

Acrother unfortunate circumstance of the
firo, was the burnlog out of the bridal cham-
bory of a young couple named Duplessis, who
bad just beon married that morning.

FRANCE AND EGYPT,

Loxpow, June 22.—A profound and general-
ly favorable impression was mede in the
Chamber to-day by the unexpected firmness
of M. de Freycinet's statement in reply toa
question of M. Jean Casimir-Perler on Egypt.

and a retorn to the status quo before the re-
cent disturbance and rebellion, more espe-
cially the ratification of the peculiar rights
cocceded to France aud England by the
reigning Khedive, The French representa—
tives have instructione fo withdraw from
the Conference nltogether if anything
contrary to the dignity of their govern~
ment shounld be resolved on by the dele-
gates . of the other Powera. Last, buf
not least, no decision of the Couference will
be considered unless it has been arrived at by
n unanimous vote.” It is somewhat late ip
_ho day, perhaps, for M. de Freycinet to
return to his criginal standpoint of five weeks
‘sgo, bat, better late than never. How muoch

FIRE-PRCGOF- BUILDINGS.
Bulldings constructed of wood, with wallg
and floors made solid by filllng in with con-
crete, mortar or other uninflammable materlal,
burn so elowly that danger to life by burning
in such cases could not occur without crimi-
nal negligence. Indeed, n structure of wood,
bullt as suggested, would rank amongst the
best of fire-prrot buildings and more particu-
larly would this be the cause if all the

tiaber work was protected by plas-
ter; covering, and reslnous woods
and oll paints avolded. General

Melgs, of the War Department, Washing-
ton, in an excellent letier to the New York
Herald, b fow days sgo, makes use of the fol-
lowing language: ¢Iron is not fire-proof.
It is In fact s combustible, and with heat
enough not only bends and yields, but
actually burns up. It resiets a moderate
heat, and when partly covered by brick
arches, exposing only the lowoer edge, it will
gtaud for some time, Bat in such fires as
breck out in the great manufactories and
warchouees in Loandon, New York, Chicogo
end Philadelphie, where large quantities of
inflammn:able goods are piled beneath ceilings
supported ¢n rolled iron benms they yield, and
in falling, ruin sll floors below. If protected
by thick plasters upon wire cloth ot netting,
or by tiles so moulded a3 to cover tho lower
side of the lower flange, they will stand
lopger; but even then I doubt their cefety in
great fires. Cast and wrought iron in the
torm of story posts or- pillars also qulckly

yields to the heat of these great
‘Aand fierce conflagrations. No etone,
unless of horizental Bection  covering

more floor space than can be ordinarily
spared, will safely resist these fires, and when
iron or stone ylclds it ylelds suddenly and
disastrously. A more unsafe stalrcase tban
one of slate upon wrought iron beams can
bardly be made, Slate explodes under a
moderats heat like granite, but with greater
violence. I have seen the occupants of a
new log hut in Lookout Valley driven out of
it by the flylog slate of the walls of ita
chimney and open fireplace. Brick is the
only really fire-proof material avallable at
reasonable commercial cost, and it should
be used In masses of considerable thickness
to be safe. Light equare pillars will not
stand. Pilers of some thickness and of con-
siderable horizontal length will long resist.
The safest story post—i.e., & post supporting
a floor at reasonable cost—is one of gome
hard and not resinons timber. Posts of oak,
of fourteen Inches eqnore, will stand sately
through almost any fire, until the powerful
force and means of our cily fire departments
ate able to quench the fire. If wrapped with
wire netting, covered afterwards with plaster,
.they will suffer still lesa; but the naked
wooden post will remain, coul and strong In
its centre for hours, and tha fire will not for
o long time char it to sdepth sufticlent to
much ipjure its strength, —The Builder.

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MR, JOHN DILLON ON THE NEW
BLOOD TAX.

In the debate on the Repression Biil in the
House of Commons on May 25, Mr. Jchn
Dlllon made a powerful speech., We glve
its concluding passages :— :

The honorable and learped gentleman (the
Bolicitor-General) launched into a tremen-
dous burst of enthuslasm over the sabject of
the blood tax, They were perfectly famiiiar
with the blood tax in Ireland. It had been
trled in tkat country as well as in many
others, and any one who read the history of
its operation could not convince himself that
it stopped a single murder (hear). The men
who wounld have to pay the blood tax were not
the men who would commit the murder. If
1t were true that there was an extensive
system of terrorlem, as the Government be-
lieved, did it not occur to them that the Irish
peasant would prefer to pay the blood tax
than to risk bis life? The blood tax might
make the Irish peasant sorry for the murder
unless he obtained some advantage from it;
but he failed tc see how it would Induce him
to risk his own life in order to avoid the pay-
ment of a #mall sum. The only effect of the
blood tax wounld be to farther impoverish the
country and to plont more deeply in the
minds of the people the Lellef that they were
to get no justice atall. They had been told
over and over again by the Government that
the persons who committed these outrzges
were sirapgers in the district. By this bill
they proposed to impose an enormous tax on
the people for crimes which, eccarding to
themsslves, had been committed by bhired
assaseins. The proposal was 80 un.
reasonable that he felt it diflicult to under-
stand why it was ndvocated by Irish land-
lords, except they wished to break down the
epirit of the people. T'he Solicitor-General
mentloned that the infamous Major Sirr pre-
served his life by putting his name into the
leases of all the tenants of Tipperary. That
wal un~oubtedly n very ingenions methog,
and b~ r.oped tha Solicitor-General wonld re-
comar....ad It to all the Irish landlords (laugh-
ter) He believed the effect of this bili would
be 1 make the people more opposed to the
law, nd to promote secrot combiunations to
defe .+ its provisions,

Bu: it would also bave an effect uponthe
landlu-ds of Ireland. The only policy whick
gave v promise of peace in lreland was
the abandonment of coercion. The lapdlords
of Irelend Lud reackted that stage that they
were anxiour to part with their land on rea-
sonable terms to the temants. He had el-
way said that until that moment arrived there
was no hope of settlement. But the new
Cosrclon Act instantly chnnged the minds of
the Irish landlerds. 'They no longer intended
to part with their land, and if they did, they
intended to use thg Coercion Act in order to
compel tbe tenants to pay four or five years’
purchase more for it, If the (Government
abandoned coercion they would have taken
20 or 22 years’ purchase for it; but now they
would msk 26 or 27. lf they could, by
means of the Coercion Act, break up the
combination of the temaats, and deal with
them individuslly, they wonid bully them
{nto paying {ar more than the value for the
land. What was to be the result of all
this? He did not soppose the Honse would
take the slighteat notice of what he eaid; but
that would come to pass nevertheless. The
tenantry would not buy, becanse the propo-
gals which would be made to them wonld be
of such a characier that the Land League
could not advise them to buy. The land war
would therefore go on smouldering, with oc-
casional horrible outrages nnd secret combina-
tion, until the bill expired, then the Land
League would spting up agein, and the Gov-
ernment would be face to fuce with an Irieh
land movement greater than they had to deal
with two yearsago, If they bad abandoned
coercion hs was convinced that the Irish
land question would hkave been settled
within the next five yenrs in e peacenble way,
and Englishmen would no longer be troubled
with it in that house. ‘The Irish lncdlords
kad begon to realise tne situation. They
would hare scen what they were now be-
gloning to forget, that when the next land
movement came they would be glad to take
ten years’ purchase instead of twenty. He
was aware that In [reland he was denounced
by men as a.heretlc, because he said any
number of years’ purchase at all; and he
warned the House that these were becoming
the men of the future. If the Irish landlords
brought back upon the necks of the people
another and infamous Coercion Act,
if they had to pass through a horiible
period of outrsge in Ireland, when Cap-
tain Moonlight would take the place of
the Land League in spite of thelr Coercion
Acte, if the loyalty of the people was entirely
turned to him and away from the Land
League, then the moment the right of public
meeting was given back to the people the
Government would have to face s much more
advanced platform than the platform of the
Land League, and the lrish landlords would
awaken to a real sense of thelr position. The
House must depend upon it that the Irish
peasantry would make their voices heard in
the Legislature, and the English Government
would becomse convinced of the folly of rang-
ing their power on the side of & small and
insignificant knot of aristocracy, while they
loft the representatives o1 Ireland who were
independent Nationallsta to stand with the
masses of the people, who must in the ead
provail (cheers).

THE OUTBREAK IN ZULULAND.

LoxrpoN, June 22,—The cause of the civil
war in Zululand referred to in the recent
cable despatches is a8 follows :—Cham, the
brother of the Zalu King Celewayo, was in-
duced by Lord Chelmsford with his following
—nearly half of the old men of the natlon—
to desert to the Eoglish after the battle of
Irandblwana, Later, on the capture of the
King, oll Zaluland was divided into niue
counties, over each of which the British
placed chiefs, the wholo constituting a pro-
tectorate. 'To Chief John Duunn, a Xaffirized
Enpglishman, territory was given on the coast
of the Indian Ocezn bordering on Natal,
His oppressions of his people and ralds
ageinst some of the other ecight new
chlefs have been ‘motoricus, and as a con-
fidentlal agent of the British he has ever
misled Her Mbsjosty’s representatives 88 to
the feeling In Zulnland about the restor-
ation of the late Eing. He was instru-
mental in preventing national deputations
prayiog for the restoration ot Cetewayo en-
tering or obtaining the ear of Governor
Buiwer. The Zolu nation, belng pereiatently
told that tho majority did not really desire
the return of the King, have how revolted
under his brother for the purpose of ovor-
throwing Sir Garnet Wolseloy’s settlement,
of driving out Dunn and hie eight co-chiefs,
and of securipg attenticn to their demand for
natlonal autonomy under Cstewayo. The
national party comprises four-fittha of the
Zulug, but Doun'’s peoplo are better armed.
The period chosen by the revoltets 13 favor-
able to their movement, as the crops are all
in and the sesson certaln to be open and dry
for ive months ; after July cavalry movements
will be almost impossible becanse of drooght.
The Zulus fight on foot and are, therefore,

favorably situated for holding their own

against refnforcements from the Britlsh divl-
slon stationed in Natal. ‘

1118 RECEPTION IN MONTREAL—TEOUBANDE GO TO
B1D THE EX-FOUAVE A IIEANRTY WELCOME—
AN ENTEBUSIASTIC THRONG.

The ¥rench Canadian cltizans, with n large
contingent of their Engziish fellow.citizenr,
sagembled Tuesdny woek in tho Boneventure
Depot, and &8 near to it as the crowded space
would permit, to receive the famous French
General, Baron de Charstte, and commander
of our cld Canadian Zouaves ia tho Pontifical
war, ‘'l'he welcome which was extended to
bim by the tem or twelve thousand
people who woro present was as enthuslastic
a8 it was spontaneouns. At about hali-past
ten o'clock the headlight of the Delaware &
Hudson train loomed up in the distance, and
the crowds began to sway to and fro. The
thropg was 80 dense that the platform which
had been erected for the purposes of the re.
ception began to sink, and in a few seconds
the beames gave way with a tremendous crash,
precipitatipg those assembled upon it to the
ground. Fortunately no one was hurt by
the accident, which only served to
increase the excitement. It was, how-
ever, the cause of blocking the prin.
cipal entrance, and obliging Mr, Kirkham
to atk the reception committes to proceed to
the Mountain street crosslng to receive the
General., The G5th band, the Zouaves and
the committse accordingly directed their
steps thither. Aktout 40 ex-Papal Zouaves
in civilianse’ dress and 36 in full military cos-
tame were in sitendance, and among those
present wa noticed Dr Piche, President of the
Mcunt Allet; Hon Senator Trudel, ex-Mayor
Rivard, Mr G B Bedard, Rev N W Morean
(slmoner of the ex-Zouaves); hMr Mignesulr,
President of the Union Catholique; His
Honor Recorder DeMontiguy, Rev hr Ousl-
let, Rev Father Bernard, Dr Besudry, MrJ B
Poitras, Mr Alfred Larocque, Mr N Reaaud
and Mr Gaucker. The ex-Zouaves carried
the national ensign, whick was presented to
thom by the ladies of Montres|, and was taken
by them on their first vieit to Rome in 1868,

Tho train bad now reached its destination
and the Genoral stepped on to the platform
with Madsme Charette, and the Marquis de
Larcche Faricault. Their sppearance was
the signal for throe ringing chéers, which was
followed by the military air of Pius IX.
played with spirit by the City Band. At the
conclusion of the piece, Dr. Piche came for-
ward and read an address of welcome which
bad been besutifully engrossed by Mr. Drouin,
of St. Famille, Isle of Orleans, an ex-Zouave,
and also presented Madame Charette with a
handsome bouquet of white and yellow
floweors, emblematic of the Pontifical coloura.

In reply tu the address the General said he
could not but be deeply affected at this signal
expression of the high esteem in which he
wae held by them, and he accepted it, not
oaly for himeelf, but in the nome of theregi-
ment of which they once formed a part. He
thanked them most heartily for all the kind
thiogs said of him in the addrers, and con~
cluded amid cheers which struck the roof of
the depot with unwonted force and volume.

The party then entered carringes and pro-
ceeded to the Richelieu Hotel, escorted by
the vast multitude, the route being enlivened
by military music and songs by tho ex-
Zouaves. Arrived at the botel, the General
appeared on the balcony, whore he was again
enthusiastically received, after which he
upent a few minutes in conversation with his
old comrades in srms in the dining ball
below.

The suite of rooms in the Richelieu Hotel
which will bs occupied by General and
Madame Charstte duaring their stay in Mon-
treal have been gorgeously decorated with
pictures and ornoments, the subjects of the
pictures being mostly scenes from battles in
which the famous General took part, one of
thom representing the Battle of Patay, where
the Gueneral with 500 men protected tho re-
treat of the French army from 12,000 Prus-
sians and had two horses killed under him.

When Qalvert & Co., an immenee London
firm, failed tor $7,500,000 in 1858, they return-
ed in their schedule 350 public houaes of
which they had the freeholds or held leases,
with stringent etipulations tkat they took no
other but theirs, Hence the “ Calvert & Co,,
Entire,” « Barclay Perkins & Co,, Entire, &c.,
jiogcribed over London public houges. The
Calverts were soon flourishing again.

The Militar Wochenblalt, organ of the Ger-
man General staff, records Lieut. Rodgers’s
ride, with his eervant, from Strasburg to
Gravada, 1,560 mitles, in fifty-three days, in.
cloding eight days of resf, the aim being to
discover how far it was possible to draw, un-
der certain cooditione, upon the strength of
rorses, Lieut. Rodgers wore no epure, and
earrled only saddle pockets and a waterproof.
The borsemen rode mares, Englieh nnd Proe-
sion, steel shod, and went at quick walk or
brisk trof, and tho animals arrived in such
fair condition a3 to be sold to advantage.

It is curious now to read in the Irish rec-
ords of Mazch, 1783 :—¢Two huudred fami-
lies from the county Meath, weary of drag-
giog on an existence in cold, tunger and
wretchedness, are determined to emigrate,
fully convinced that if they do not better
themselves, they cannot be worze, The Lord
Lieutenant, justly sensible of this alsrming
event, has, we henr, represeuted tbis matter
to his Majesty’s Minister, and recommended
an immediate session of the Irish Parliament,
that tomething may be devised to check in
its infancy this impending calamity.”

Forty ragpickers of St, Louls have formed
an association. « Gentlemen,” sald the Presi-
dent, “the object this organization was form-
ed for was to place oarselves in position to
show the public that men can be ragplckers
and gentlemen at the same time.” But it
sesms that ragpicking, 1ike every other cnll-
1ng, is some times engaged in by men who
are not really gentlemen, for une of the by~
laws adopted i3 as follows: ¢ When the
President finds out that a member has been
guilty of any crime or crimes, he shall have
power to expe! the guilty member from the
union,and thet without any debate whatever)

Captain Rois with 50 rangers, who lelt
Tucson two months ogo, has returned. The
rangers trailed the repegade Apachea for 200
miles from the Arlzona line into Chiunaha,
Mexico. ‘Fhoy counted 300 dead Indians
ovidently Lkilled ty tho Mexzicace, and the
body of the chief Loco was juentified. The
rangers met the BMexican troops uader
General Reys and were arrested and cis-
armed, snd after four days were ordered to
leave Mexican territory. Reys informed Ross
that he had anthority a3 Deputy Sheriff
from Arizona that the lived of himself and
mwen be epared, but he must go back unarm.
ed, Ross demanded a voucher for the arms
of the Rangers, which was finally granted.
Reys stated he warned Col. Forsythe that any
body of armed men found on Mexicah sgoil
would be shot, but he should make an excep-
tion in this case. The Rangers were com.
pelled to return through Indian country two
hundred and fifty miles without a eingle
weapon for self defence. RIeys admitted he
was aware the Rapgers meant no harm tothe
Mexicang, but declared it was a viclation of
internstional law which he would not
tolerate,

AMERICA'S ANTI-CHINESE ACTION — THE COREAN

THE RAILWAY AMALGAMATION,

LioxpoN, June 25.—The agreement between
the Grand Truok apd Great Western, which
has been signed by the presidents, will be
submitted to a mecting on the 29th instant.
The united company will assume the name
of the Grand Trupk. The Boeard includes
all Grand Tronk and Great Weetern direc-
tors, except Mr. Piunkett, M.P., who suc-
ceeds Mr. John Bwift.. The terms of agree-
ment provide that if 30 per cent of the net
earnings appropriated to the Western share
of capital be insufficient to pay a dividend of
five per cent on preference, awd six per cent
on remninder of capital, then the amount re-
quired to mnke up the deficienoy shall be
taken from the 70 per cent of the Grand
Trunk earnings if the net earnings do not
yield the par cent. The dividend which re-
msins is a cumulative deficiency which shall
bs a first charge, payable out of ths earnings
of subsequent years, as additional security tox
regular payment of 3 per cent dividend on
Grect Western etock and the protection of
the 70 per cent appropristed to the Grand
Trunk, when a deficiency occurs in the 30 per
cont accruing, the Great Western united
company will be at liberty to apply such por-
tion as may bs neceseary to make the defi-
ciency from the present reserve fund of the
Great Western.
