natural position, though they constitute a most impor-
tant branch of the legal profession. The apotheca-
ries, or “general medical practitioners” are com-
pelled, by Iaw, to occupy an inferior place to the
physiciau or surgeon, although their professional ac-
quirements embrace, in addilion to their own, a com-
petent knowledge of medicine and surgery also.—
Now both these bodies have so repeatedly endeavor-
ed to obtaio from the English legislature just and
satisfactory enactments, and have so often failed,
that they hase given up as hopeless any future appeal
to Parliament. And wherefore have they been re-
duced thws to bear with passive submission hose
wrongs of which they complain, and against which
they bave recorded their protest? Because they are
only fractional parts of the entire people—beoause
they petitioned for the advancement of their own in-
terests exclusively, and oot for gereral measures,
calculated to improve the condition of the people at
large. Wence the other sections gave them no as-
sistance, and indeed regarded their movements ra-
ther with suspicion and disfavor, believing their ob-
ject to be selfish, and intended to aggrandise them-
selves.at the expense of the community.

So it is with all other classes. Separately they
are powerless. 1t is esseatial to the success of auy
political movement, intended to benefit our country,
that Trishmen of every class shall be thoroughly per-
suaded of this truth. Gatholics and Protestants,
Repealers and anti-Repealers, Conservatives and
Radicaly, Old and Young Trelanders, Moral Force
and Physical Force agitators, Tenant Righters, the
Fools who driok the * glorious, pious, and immortal
memory™” of William—and those who, equaily fool-
ish, drink the glorious, pious, and immortal memory
of the grey borse that killed him !—all these should
uaderstand that, though separately they can do much
mischief, yet separately they are all alike - powerless
for good. The experience of the past proves this
—the miserable condition of our oppressed and de-
graded couatry confirms it.

T protest it appears tome that though, as wmes ad-
vaaced ia years, we pride ourselves on our intelli-
gence, we are nevertheless inferior to childres in
knowledze, and require to be agaia taught like chil-
dren. Every child is familiar with the fable of the
1 Bupdle of Sticks;"’ and finds no difficulty ia under-
standing how, though each stick by itself is weak
and flexible, yat when several are tiad together they
resist any attempt to bend or break them. This s
precisely the case with regard to Ireland. He who
would reader good serrice to- our country mist labor
to oblain the co-operation of the several ‘sections
into which Trish society is divided, and biading them
all togetber by the powerful infuence of self interest,
coavince every man, that while he assists.in the re-
geaeration of Ireland, be, at the. same. time, mate-
rially promotes his own individualadvancement, The
state of socicty is so artificial,’ and- competition is so
excessive that no man can work for nothing.” He
must look to his own interests, and adopt evety legi-
timate means to secure them, or he will be shoved
aside and be distanced by.his more eaergetic oompe-
titors. -So long as such efforts are not opposed (o
the geaeral interests of the community they should
be respected and encouraged. = It is therefore oa this
basia, the basis of self interest, that I intend -to-re-
commend: the formation of : a.nerw movement. for:the ;

is more difficult, not a little to ualearn—for hitherto
they bave been badly taught, they have run wildafter
idle delusions, believing’ themselves to be sufficiently
poserlul to dictate to others, when in point of fact
their strength consisted only of bluster, long winded
speeches, mere empty souad and fury siguifyisg no-
thing. There must be an eod to this, or Ireland
will never cease to be trampled oa by her enemies,
and despised even by her friends. The country waats

-deeds, not words. It wants plain, substantial, prac-

lical deating, the value of which every man can ua-
derstand and estimate for himsell. It is instruction
of this kind that the country requices, and this ia-
struction can neither be imparted nor permaneatly
acquired by a few irregular efforts, I want to teach
the people by teaching them to think, and by (u:-
nishing them with 7naferials for thought. But this I
shall do after my own fashion, sometimes referring
lo'gnd soretimes repeating what I may hare already
said.

Thare spokea of the more prowineat of the griev-
ances connected with the English Church. T shall
naw explain in what way (hey ought, ia my opinion,
to be removed, so as to relieve the country from the
perpetual disquiet of religious animosity. The Eng-
lish Church, originating from accidental circum-
stances and the brutal passions of a tfrant king, is
altogetber a creation of the legislature. Tt exiss
by the mere will of the people. It was eetablished
ostensibly for their benefit, and therefore can by
them be at any time either altered or abrogated.—
This is sufficiently prored by the maay acts Lhat
hare been passed to regulate its discipline and secure
to it its privileges. As z Protestant I have a right
to inquire into its discipline, to call in question ity
privileges, and Lo discuss, if it shall so please e,
the orthodoxy of its theological doctrines. Its dac-
trines T pass over as matters in which the public
hare no immediate concern, requesting the public,
however, to keep iz mind the important distinction
between ¢ Religion” and ¢ Money.,” Religion is
not Money—NMoney is nol Religion. [ndeed the
phrases, % God's money,” * God’s property,” rightly
toterpreted, mean nothing wmore than property or
money possessed by churcbmen, and employed by
thém in protiding, aot for God’s wants, but for their
otvn, - As applied to God, such expressions seem to
be rather profane, while in their worldly sease they
are too often used to turn to a profitable account the
credulity of the taeducated multitude.

The State, therefore, has a right in the exercise
of its cotlective wisdom to interfere with and appor-
tion Church property in whatever manaer its applica-
tion shall seer most beueficial—aet to a particular
sect—but to the eatire community. Now, it is ma-
nifest that the properly enjoyed by the Kaglish
Church in Ireland exceeds beyond all reasonable pro-
portion the wants of the English Church, while. the
Catholic Charch, the Church of the vast majority
of the people, and to which all this property origi-
nally belonged, is teft totally uaprovided for. "This
is a flagrant injustice, and one that acts iwjuriously
on Protestants as well as Catholics, by fostering a
spirit of jealousy between (be two Churches—the
one, of recent origia, proud of its wealth, and of
its dorainant position as the « State Churchs" the
other, though poor, proud of its antiquity, ite apos-
tolic succession, its discipline, its compactoess and
solidity, its universality, its claim to infallibility—all
affirmed and recoguised by at least one-ball of the
Christian world. With such claims the Catholic
Church canaot possibly acquiesce, patieatly aad coz-
teatedly, in the legalised domioation of the Church
of the {ew ; while in the stroggle betweea the riral
Churches the followers of each, Protestants aad
Catholics, plunge ioto the contest to their owa ia-
jury, and to the riia of ‘their country.

Is this to continue? Is Ireland oeverto have
peace? ‘T put the question to every iatelligeat and
right-minded Irishman. I ask every Catholic and
Protestant layean, of common inteflect and common
honesty, /is it-not his interest and bis duty to exert
himself to put an-ead to this most destructive state
of things?. If there be oo Irishman so sbameless
and so unpriacipled as openly to avow bis . wish that
such dissensions should coatinue, and of a. certaiaty-
g0 one wishes them to costinue-except the ¢English
enemy,” by is:it that some measure has not been de-
vised o/ pitiag-¢ad : to them 7 "-The" time, perhaps,
hiad oot aftived:formaking any attempt of ‘this kind
with a prospect ‘of success.. It may bave been so;
but the time; T think, now bas arrived, when, looking
to our self-preservation, - we must meet lhus difficalty,
and grapple with it, and ‘surmouat ity or, failing-ia
this, fail in all our other eflorts to save our countrf.

I am aware that it:is impossible to cause the two
Churches "to approximate :ia matters of doctrice—

but to render them less, antagoaistic’ and more dis-.

posed to co-operate ia matters useful to the public,

I's; pecsyaded, is by no, meaos impracticadle. - It

is easy to see that it 130y be accomplished by placieg
both Clurches on a footing of perfect equality.—
The Catholics bare a right to demand this equality,
and Protestants should, in justice, agree to it.

But, certain Protestants fear that the Catliolics
might thus possess themselves of political ascendancy,
and thea tura roucd and persecute them, as they for-
merly persecuted the Catholics. Never was there
a more groundless apprebension. The whole world
is in arms agaiost any attempt, on the part of the
Catholic Church, to exercise political power ; and
in every country, without any exceplion, in which
the Catholic Church possessed property, this pro-
perty has beea appropriated, from time to time, to
public uses. In every country, in times of general
commotion, and in every revolution, the Church, as
the weaker body, is the first to fall—its owa faity,
as well as other classes, in Lheir efforts lo sare or
exalt themselyes, directing the fury of the public
against the Church and against Churchmen. The
Church well knows this, and, therefore, both from 3
sense of duty and from a regard (o its owu interests,
it upholds authorily, and opposes itself to rerolution
and to every form of socwl disorder. 1 affirm it as
1y conscientious belief, that, to the tolerant and hi-
beral spirit of the Catholic Church in Ireland we,
Protestants, are indebted for the peace of the coua-
try, and are enabled to live, surrounded by Catho-
lics, us securely as if the eutire population were
Protestant. The folly of Irisk Proteslants in fear-
inz persecution or extermination al the bands of their
countrymen, the Trish Catholics, is, indeed, so mani-
fest, as to lead to the opinion, tlat e are * but chil-
dren of a larger growth,” easily terrified by our-
sery tales, aad, like children, afraid to walk slone
in the dark,

Protestants have tuch to ualeara. Ube state-
ments of some of their pulpit-orators, who tmost vio-
lently abuse Popery and Jesuitism, are not always
true. Popery they inteationally misrepresent, and
of the Jesuits they kaow pothing. lastead of me-
riling vituperation, the Jesuits deserre much praise.
They are decidedly the most learned and best edu-
cated mea to be lound in any Church. ' Ta all the
departmeants of abstract science, and of polite lite-
rature, the members of the Society ol Jesus hold
the fiest rank. Society owes much lo the Jesuits.
Their system of teaching is unequalled by any tbing
that Drotestanlism has ever invented. ‘L'bey have
coatributed more to the conversion of the heathen,
than any other mea in existeace. Had they not beea
interfered with, and themselves persecuted and ex-
pelled from South America, he natives of that
couatry would, most probably, be at this moment,
more bighly civilized, more pious, more moral, more
bappy, more Christian, than one-ball of the working
population of rich, proud, imperious, Popery-bating
Eaglaad. '

Howerer, be this as it may—and on these subjects
there will aiwways be much diversity of opinion—-one
thing is certain, that Ireland can nesver prosper, or
bope to enjoy even a transient gleam of tranquillity,-
so long as the rival churches shall be at war with
each other, Lhe one pampered and protected, and the
other insulted, reviled, and denounced. Both churches
should be treated alike, by applyiag the public pro-
perty of the Church to pay botb, but ia such maaaer, .
and with such safeguards as shall secure to each
Church its perfect ﬁeedom of action, uetrammelled
by the influence of the LEoglish Minister. Pelty
Jjealousies muet cease, sacrifices must be made ; the
public weal demands this, and the people of [reland
will, I bope, tnsist oo it. There need be no “ifs” in
this matter, except this ose «i[” of mine—If the
Irish people are resolved to settle this question fioally,
I will by and by explain to them in. what. way they

‘are to proceed, and how, should they follow my re-

cammeadation, they wist, to a certaialy, succeed.

A Catholic Priest Fined for the Exercise of His Ministry
—Singular Decision— Connecticut Ignoring the Constitu-
tion Guaranteeing Liberty of Conscience to I Denomina-

" tons, &c.

Qreat cxcitement exists bere regarding a fine of aoe
handred and Sfty dollars and costs of Court, assessed on
ihe Rev. Mr. O'Neil, a Catholic priest, for administering
tbe rites of religion to a dying woman, ai her own repeat-
ed request, and the implied permission of ber husband,
who wag a Protestant.

The decision was given on Thursday, the 22d inst., in
tbo Superior Court in this city, Judge Waldo presiding.

Tho counsel for the plaintif were the Mayer of this city
Judge Blackman, and Mr, Buel: and for the defence of
the priest, R, J. Ingersolland J. W. Webster.

In this case the priest wae fined the above sum for ad-
miniatering the rites of religion to & Mra. Blakesly, who
was always a Cathalic, and descended of Catholic ances-
wrs. At her dying hour she sent for the Catholic priest.
When be came, her hugband, s Protestant, intimated to
ibo priest that he was not wanted. The priest replied he
bad been sent for, and asked Mrs. Blakesly if the message
Be received was from her. She said yes. The husband
then made no further objections, but, at the priest’s re-
quest, left the room while his wife’s confession was being
heard. Yet for doing this, and performing other rites
agusl on such .occasions, the aforesaid penalty has been
imposed. Ok tempora ! ok mores ! In this land of pre-
runed tolexation, where the rights and liberties of eonsei-
ence were supposed to have found a secure asylam, ean-
pot a Christian have the rites and consolations of religion
sdninistered to her, if a bigoted and tyranical husband
intimates his displeasure or chooses to interrupt the final
preparation of a dying wife, going before ber Sovereign
Judge? 1Is the priest who performs this ministry of peace
and consolation, with the implicit consent of her busband,
10 be thus heavily mulcted? At least so says our Superior
Court of Connecticut. And not only this; but the Judge
affrmed ibat he had no doubt, and never bad, but the
priest could be obliged to divulge the secrots of confes-
gion, if it ‘were portinent to the case before the Court.
Gentlemen versed in law know how different have been
the decisions of eminent judges in this country, and even
in Bngland, before the repeal of her penal code,

To be sure, the Judge, in givisg his decigion, acknow-
ledged that “the priest did no intontional wrong,” yet
awarded the above damages. - ,

Had the circumstances been roversed—had a Protestant
clergyman attended the Protestant wife of a Catholic bus-
band, in the samo circamsianees—would the dacision be
zegarded a3 o just one?

Money and sorcerer vanish, and the
farmer's misfortune iz celebrated in the items of & country
newspaper. Some two hundred astrologers, clairvoyants
and fortune-tellers exist in this City. From the spread of
the trade we must perforce conelude it profitable, and pre-
dicate an enormous number of dupea,
