Mr. Heeney was born in Montreal, P.Q., on
April 5, 1902. lie attended the University of Manitoba
and wvor a Rhoces Schoiarship in 1623, continuing his
studies at bt. Johu's College, Oxford, where he received
the Bachelor of Arts degree in Modern History in 1925.
He received, in 1529, the degree of Bachelor of Civil
Law at McGill University, in 1946 and 1950 honorary degrees
of Doctor of Laws from the University of British Columbia
and ths University of Manitoba. He also received honorary
degrees in the United States from Michigan State University,
Fraenklir aand Marshall University and Kenyon University.
Yr. Heeney practised law in lMontreal, 1¢23-3E,
was created King's Counsel in 1S41, and lectured in law
at McGill, 1°34-3E. He was president of the lontrezal
Junior Beerd of Trade, 1931-32, and becane Couiasel and
Secretary of the fuebec Protestant Education Survey in
1¢38.
in 1¢36 kr. Heeney joined the Office of the
Prire Minicter as Principal Secretary and served as Secretary
to the Cabinet war Cormittee, 1$3S-45. From 1S40 to 1Sk
he wae Clerit of the Privy Council and Secretary to the
Cabinet. ke zccompanied the Prime Minister to the Quebec
CTonferences, 1643 and 1944, ané to the United Nations
Conference on internatioral Crganization, San Francisco,
1945, and also attended the Peace Conference, Paris, 1546,
r. Heeney [oilned the Department of External Affairs
as Unéer-Secrevary in 1749, was appointed in 1952 Permanent
Representative cof Canada to the North Atlantic Council and
Representative to the Office of European Econonmic Co-
operation, Paris, and in 1953, Ambassador of Canada to the
United States of Anerica. lir. rHeeney has been Chairman of
the Civil Service Conuission since 1¢57.
Mr. Heeney is married to the former llargaret Yuile.
They have two children.
