- RfelLES-
For the Government of Members using the

Grounds, as adopted by the Managing
Committee.

(a). Lady members shall have the use of tlie Club

grounds and materials on Monday, Wednesday and

Friday mornings and Tuesday afternoon of each week, as

per clause 4 of the Constitution.

(d). Saturday afternoon shall be " Ladies' Day," as

perclause 25 of Constitution.

(c). When there are members on the ground waiting

to play, no person shall play mcMre than one set in suc-

cession ; also, that when all the courts are in use, the

members shall not play the single game if there are

other members waiting to play ; but in case the single

set was commenced prior to the arrival of other mem-
bers, the players shall have liberty to finish the set.
