tem, prepared by E. A. James, of the

Toronto, the village engineer, have
Just been approved by the provincial
,health department. Tenders have
! been accepted for the main part of
the work, and the New Toronto Coun-
cil is confident that all parts of the
village will be supplied with water
by the fall.

The filtration plant and pump house
will be situated on the lake shore, on
three lots recently acquired by the
village, between Sixth and Seventh
streets, and just west of the Grand
Trunk pumping plant.

The intake will be between 800 and
1000 feet out in the lake. At the 800
feet point there is a depth of about 23
feet, .

The main flistributing pipe, whieh
will be 10 inches in diameter, will be
lald up Seventh street and along the
T.ake Shore road east and west. The
side streets will be fed from these
mains by means of pipes 6 inches in
‘dlameter. These will be laid on the
local improvement system, and the
hecessary bylaws have already been
Passed. The village as a whole will
pay one-third,

Big Stand Pipe.

The stand pipe will probably be
pituated on New Toronto street, at
the top of Sixth or Seventh street.
It will have a capacity of 75,000 im-
Yerial gallons.

The laying of the mains on the Lake
Bhore road will delay the work of the
bighways commission, and it is not
anticipated that the good roads work
thru the village will be done this year.

For the work in connection with the
Wwater system, debentures to . the
amount of $27,000, guaranteed by the
County of York, have been sold at par,
pearing Interest at 5 per cent.

Some 40 hydrants for fire purposes
will be required, and these will be on
the City of Toronto pattern, so that
should any serious outbreak of fire
occur, the village would have the as-
sistance of the Toronto fire depart-
ment. That such assistance should
be necessary, however, is looked upon

Tall Flowering Plasts in
Blossom Soon

The larkspurs .have passed their
beauty day, the foxgloves are long
since gone, and most of the lilies are
no more. © Sonfe - tall-growing poppies
are still in their heyday, but most of
’th;s/g,:are also bereft of their silken
petals, tho, true, the poppy seed heads
are growing. increasingly odd.

In a day or two the giant perennial
phloxes will ‘be in -brilliant masses the
country over. GQaillardia, of bizarre
coloring, vies with gleaming waves of
coreopsis and redhot poker plant,
Cardinal flower and campanula pyra-
inidalis, from three to four feet tall.
flaunt various shades of blues and pur-
ples.and: cardinals from the inner
dgbths of the herbaceous borders.
But have you seen the tall flowered
Vieronicas, three and four feet tall?
The veronicas are the old speedwells,
farmous the country over for the two
and. three-foot spikes of long, slender
or small deep blue blossoms,

There are two well-known epeed-
wells cultivated here, the Japanese
speedwell, or blue jay flower, and the
Slénder .  European speedwell, of
rather shorter habit,

The:former veronica (longifolia sub-
sessile) i a fine hardy border plant,
easily grown in!this country. There
are only two other perennials known to
me that send out such amazingly sky
blue blossoms, namely, the royal blue
larkspur and the Jovely blue spider-
wort,’ which, as everyone. on earth
knows, has been blossoming away as
hard ‘as it can ever since the middle
of March. “October will find it con-
tinuing its work.

As 1 say, veronica subsessile is blue;
it'is very blue; the truest sky blue you
can imagine. 'The long waving plumes

J are boldly "handsome.

®

The other veronica, the European,
presents a purplish flowér in tall
slender spikes. Until late in autumn
these splendid perennials will bloom.
Another tall flowering plant is the
lychnis and its half-sister, both of
which were spoken of a couple of
weeks ago.
The. popular golden glow, or dwarf
sunflower, is a cloud of coarse double
blossoms. This plant, I always think,
should be planted somewhere behind
a tall concealing barn, where it cannot
possibly ‘obtrude its brazenness upon a
weary public. Yet its lovers cheerfylly
continue to plant it in the best cor-
ner of the front garden, where it makes
a lovely feeding spot for swarms of
fat yellow caterpillars. And'the lower
leaves wither soon, under. various
drawbacks, leaving either a diseased
covering to the thick stalks or drop-
ping off altogether, leave a strange
shert skirt look to the plant:
Now, there is that wonderful peren-
nial called the blazing star, or liatris
graminifolia, a member of the compo-
site family, and therefore a relation to
the sweet sultan, the cornflower, the
blankét flower and many others. Any-
thing: more brilliantly growing than
these queer several feet long racemes
of blossoms, each close set along the
branch, it would be hard to find. The
flower I cannot describe, but larkspur
only rivals it in height and hardiness.
One of the liatris tribe, namely the
Kansas Gay Feather, grows six feet
tall. without half trying, and the
strange green needle-like leaves
adorning the lower portions of the
flower spikes sets 1tt,x'e plant aside as
e ‘“‘unusuals.
On"la'ho(:nn}here are the tall purplish
lupines; tramps of the wildest wilds,
but like all wlid wanderers, flourishing
like green bay trees under persistent
cultivation. These lupines are not un-

TO REDUCE THE COST OF LIVING.

Ald. David Spence in his argument
against the proposed new market
made one point that {s worth con-
sideration by those chiefly. atlected by,
the high cost »of 'living. He declared
that in many of the thmgs in which
high cost ‘was complained of,. prices
were lower this/ season and at - the
present time than usual. This condi-
tlon was not taken advantage of by
the very people who were complaining
most. The reason, he said, was that
they would not be satisfled with any-
thing; but the highest priced goods on
the market. He instanced the demand
for raspberries at 18c 2 box when cher-
ries were being sent down to the dump
because no one would pay from 15¢ to
20c a basket for them.- The butchers
have the same story to tell as the-fruit
men, and it appears that 'no one will
buy any but the finest joints and the
primest kind of steak. Those who are
satisfied with something not so good
as the very best are able to live com-
paratively cheaply.

It .is true, however, that there is
nothing new in thi« attitude. ‘A hun-
dred years ago or so Wordsworth as-
sured us that “plain living and high
thinking” were no more. Plain living
would reduce the cost of living for
most of those who complain about it,
to an extent which would make present
incomes entirely adequate. An elab-
orate bill of fare made up of the lux-
uries of the season is probably at the
bottom of most of the complaints, as
Ald. Spence states, and the alderman
declares he knows his ‘business as well
as the next man.

THE GERMAN ARMY.

For more than half a eentury after
the fall of the great Napoleon, the re-
putation of France as a military power
rested on the achievements of her
army during the first republic, the
consulate and the first empire. Its
prestige was not dimmed by the Cri-
mean war or by the war against Aus-
tria for Italian liberation. The third
Napoleon in these years took little
account of Prussia, which had been
steadily consolidating her power and
increasing her influence over the North
German states. In 1864, Prussia and
Austria wrested the Duchies of
Schleswig and Holstein from - little
Denmark and their quarrel two years
later ended, after the famous six
weeks campaign, in the victory of Sa-
dowa, which finally transferred the
leadership of Germany to Prussia. The
anoo-Germa.h war of 1870 completed
German unity and in January, 1871,
King Willlam II was solemnly ac-
claimed emperor of Germany.

if Mf. Fisher and his
friends will get down to the duty of
acquiring and circulating information,
more good will be done than by mere
protests or the passing of _resolutions.
Money bylaws are not passed by reso-
lutions, but by getting votes, and votes
are only got by the presentation of
reliable facts:justifying expenditure of
the money asked for.

Our own view is that the bus in Tor-
onto is an experiment, and the first
expenditure is for the purpose of get-
ting experience, If the bylaw had
been submitted in September, as Mr.
Fisher desires, and by any possibility
it had been carried, as he hopes it
would, and if such -expedition could
have been secured that the buses
would have been running in a month,
nothing worse for Mr. Fishers object
could have ha.pp\ened. To start the
buses in winter is to give the very
worst possible conditions to contend
with, and the result would probahly
give bus operation in Toronto such a
black eye, it would not be revived in the
city again till we had a million popu-
lation. Any chances the buses have
of finding public favor, even at a five-
cent fare, are In summer time, anfl if
the bylaw carries on January 1, which
is its best chance, there will be plenty
of time to run the buses by the time
the snow has all been disposed of.
