Consolidation of all freight erests of
all railroads in the country—N# short, the
formation of a gigantic pool—is said to be
the latést product of the brain of J. J.
Hill, president of the Great ﬁﬁﬂhern road.
The scheme is one that is €o large in its

proportions and so far-reaching in its effect
that -railroad officials in Chicago discuss it/
only In whispers. !

President Hill's plan comprehends a divi-
sion' of all the freight business of the'
country. In carrying it out the necessity |
of the fast freight lines, which are now
adjuncts of nearly every great railway
system, would be removed, as there wounld
be no igcentive to extraordinary expedition
from the handling of freight. For the sgme
reason the freighi agents and freight so-
licitors, who form g considerable portion of
the army which draws pay from the rail-
roads, would become useless appendages.
At great distributing centres the freight
would be handled by a joint bureau, and
in the smdller places each road would be
represented by the same agent.

Would Cut Off Thousands of Men.

The plan would cut off thousands of men
apd save milllons in -salaries alone, to say
nothing of the millions nowslost in rate-
cutting. Competition would be a thing of
the past, and under this plap, ideal from
a railroad standpoint, there would be abso-
lute stability of freight rates.

BRITAIN POWERLESS TO RESIST
RUSSIA’S GRIP ON MANCHURIA

AbSorptIon of the Province

Chicago, Jan. 4,—The Record prints the
following from its London correspondent:
Bound by the terms of the convention
wkich Lord Salisbury councluded with Rus-
sia last July, England is said to have been
powerless to object to the newly announced
Russian  “protectorate” over Manchuria.

In London diplomatic circles to-day it was
generally conceded that the Czar had finally
challenged Great Britain dnd Germany to
enforce the famous “independent action”
clause of their recent China agreement,
Gives the Anglo-Russian Terms.

Commenting on the situation, a high Chin-
ese official here said tp-night: “Months be-
fore the Anglo-German compact was seal-
ed Lord Salisbury voted Russia carte
blanche in North China in return for an
unmolested sphere of influence in the
Yangtse Valley. It was agreed that all the
territory lying north of the great Chinese
wall, meaning Manchuria, indisputably
shculd be Russia’s stamping ground.
Neither government made representations
with respect to the wide strip of country
lying between the great wall and the
Yangtse region.

MILITARY NEWS FROM OTTAWA.

The Quarrel of Cols. Cole and Cooke
May Be Opened Up Again—Men
for South Africa,

Ottawa, Jan. 4.—In regard to the trouble
between Lieut.-Col. Cole and Lieut.-Col.
Cooke, the following statement is made:

The article published in The Montreal
Star of Dec. 81 does not give a fair ac-
count of the major-general’s decision in
this matter. The article is stated to be

FIRST TROLLEY FATALITY,

Woodstock Street Car Ran Into Mrs.
Thornton’s Buggy and the Wo-
man Was Killed.
