The reportéd landing of Japancse at
Poslet Bay, near Viadivo:toek, has not
yet been confirmed. This movement,
however, is considered not improbable.

The Army of Corea,

In all the discussions about Japan
and Russia in the far east which are
oceupying the attention of the world,
one Hhears ‘no mention of the Corean
army. Yet the Corean soldier is by no
means a bad-looking type. There are

120000 of them in’ the standing army,

8000 of them. in Seoul, BO0O cn tne
northern frontier, and the rest are
sciattéred thruout the ' country. ‘They
are clothed and equipped atter the
Japunese - fashion, ¥n  blue wumiforms,
boots, and ¢anvas leggings, but have

[in addition large padded cotton over-

coats and sheepskin collars. They are
well armed with 10,000 of the latest
pattern Jopanese -rifles, 10,000 Gras
rifles, and an equal number of an old-
er pattern Russian rifle. With the ex-
ception of constant parades and guard
work, they have had little training,
however, and the officers are without
military knowledge or experience.

In 1896 it was taken in hand by a
Russian colonel with three commission-
ed and ten non-commissioned officers,
who retired, howevér, in 1898. A royal
bodyguard of 1000 men was formed
and has been well drilled, and period!-
cually a draft of well-trained men is

transferred from it to the other regl- |

30 o'clock Kennedy entered the court=
room, walking directly to the prisoner's
box. The nerve-racking trial of the
week had begun fo tell on him. His
facé was pale and cireworn, yet he
steped briskly and with the usual erect
military bearing. His lips were tightly
drawn and he appeared ready for any
cmergency.

Mr. Justice Street  entered shortly
afterwards, the jury being already in
the box. The silence was intense.
Every person present realized that the
end of a dramatic frial was near. The
preliminary proceedings were quickly
dispensea with.

- “Gentlemen of the jury, have you ar-
nived at a verdict?” asked the cierk.

“Not guilty,” returned the foraman.

The commissioneérs go on to say that
an importation of “that noble game
Wird,” the capercailzie, was made from
Europe. The birds were set at liberty
in the Algonquin Park, a spot consid-
ered by those competent to judge ad-
mirably adapted by nature for their
requirements. As to larger game, the
report says:

Plenty of Deer Running.

““The province is to be congratuldted
on the abundance of deer and moose
in qur northern country. Spdrtsmen
in dncreasing numbers are coming to
us every season from England and the
United States to enjoy the invigorating
sport of hunting the antlered monarch
of aur forests; and with a fair amount
of protection a gopd head of game will
be assured for many years to come,
and prove a source of revenue, ‘not_only
to the settlers in our newly~opened=up
districts,. but, also to the province.”

'I‘.wo hundred and fifty-nine nou-
resident licenses and 5707 deer-hunting
and 153 moose licenses were issued

‘during the season. The Canadian Ex-

press Co. carried 2950 carcasses of
deer and the Dominion Express Co.
416. a total of 33606, an increase of 176
over 1902. Ninety-three moose were
killed by licensed hunters.

The beaver is reported to be increas-
ing in numbers in some sections, but
the otter is stil] very scarce,

The crossing of the sea urchin and
the star fish i’ Dr. Loeb's recent
achjevement. Star fish and sea ur-
chins live in the ocean under the same
conditions, but scientists have founi
that in the natural sea water the two
do not cross as do many species of
animals, b )

Dr. Loeb used an alkaline solution
containing the salts of sea water and
godium hydrate. The result was a new
child of the sea, neither sea urchin nor
star fish, but combining the qualities
of both. Dr. Loeb has repeated tha
experiment more than once.

One University of Chicago professor
says: “If the sea urchin and the star
fish can be cressed thru the medium
of an alkaline solution it is reasonable
to believe that other species of animals
can be treated in a similar way. ‘This
is another illustration of the view that
the life in animals consists of chemi-
cal reactions of matter.”

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MAYOR TIRES OF THE WRANGLING
IN STREET RAILWAY SETTLEMENT

8ays Controllers Who Go Back

-

on Their Own Proposal Can-

not Be Called Men.

There was a warm discussion at the

meeting of the Board of Control yester-
day afternoon over thg proposed. sei=
tlement of the “omnibus’ case of the
city against the Toronto Railway Com=-
pany. The members were all present,
excepling Centroller Loudon, and there
were also on hand James Bickneil,
K.C., solicitor for the company; Cor=
Poration Counsel Fulierton, Mr. Chis~
holm and Mr, Johusto_n, City Engincer
Rust, Comissioner Fleming and other
officials. Mr, Fullerton had with him
the draft of a consent . judgment, which
he had prepared under the instructions
of the board at their secret session on
Thursday, which he had submitted to
Mr. Bickuell, and on which they had
egreed, with the exception of the claise
in regard to the running of day cars
until midnight. This point they wisheq
to settle by having the city engineer
brepare a special late hour scheduie,
which might be considered without any
prejudice to either party in the suit at
issue. The mayor and Controllers Hub-
bard and Richardson favored this plan
but Controller Spence entirely refusad
to consider anything 1o the shape of a
compromise, and held that the company
were simply endeavoring to delay the
decisiion of the court. 'The discussisn
became very animated, and the result
was that no progress was made in the
way of a settlemsnt.
Running Untif Midnight,

Controller Spence strongly held thot
the c!ausf providing that cars should
etart at 530 a.m. and run until mid-
night, meant that the cars should con-
tinue running from their starting points
until midnight and run thru to thepr
termini. Tt did not matter Whether the
company should be compelled to hire a
new force of anen, build car stables at
the ends of the routss, or what it
should do, it must run the cars accord~
ing to. the-strict terms of the agre--
ment, and run all cars starting beforc
midnight thru.

Controller Richardson said that the
east enders could not depend on any
car running ‘east after 11 o'clock. Thae
passengers on three cars out of fonr
were turned out at the harns and made
to wnit for varying: lengths of time,

Mr. Bicknell said that his ivterprata=
tion of the contract Was that ears
ehould start at 5.30 a.m. and continue
running so that they reach their termini
at midnight and not run unti] 2 o'clack
in the morning.

Confroller Spence insisted fhat if the
Bzretment provided that the cars sheuld
&top at midnight, then all cars must
etant on every route at 5.30 a.m. The

mayor said that all cars in the day sere

Vviee thould run to the limits. Mr.
Bicknell then stated that if that weras
the case it would be necesvary to take
off all cars that were unable to finish
their trips before midnight. He beljeyv-
ed it wonld be profitabls to the company
to run the late cars thru.

Control'®r Hubbard coneidered that it
Wwas reasonable that all cars should run
until midnight and passengers boarding
them after that hour should pay the

night rate, and the board unanimously
concurred in this position, :
Facts and Law.,

Mr. Fullerton said that he and Mr.
Bicknell could not agree on the ques=
tions of law, and the board should deal
with the facts, and Mr. Bicknell ro=-
merked that the city could go to the
courts or not, just as it liked. The
company would give a satisfactory ser-
vies if the city would make a reason-
able proposition, 3

Controller Spence said it was reasone=
able that the engineer should cut off a
portion of the service after 9 p.m., hut
he did not want Mr. Rust to make a
time~table for the company, but one to
Suit the citizens.

M, Bicknall proposed what he term-
ed a compromise. If Mr- Rust would
brepare a time-table and hand it t~ wr.
Fullerton, the lawygers would Bo over it
and, if found satisfactory, the com-=
pany wieuld provide a service accord=
ingly, without amy prejudice fo elther
party to the suit. If ths company gave
the gervice, the consent judgment might
be entered, amd if the service were not
given, then the action might be gone on
with and the principle at stake decided.

Mayor Rebukes.

Controller Spence strongly objected,
holding ithat the proposed ‘‘comproms=-
ise” would delay the suit and surrender
the principle for which the city wu-
contending.

“The mayor then remarked that if this
Jangling were going on 1 orever, it would
be better to have the whole matter szt~
tled by the court. He referred to the
agreement which the board on Thurs=
day had instructed Mr. Fullerton to
bresent to Mr, Bicknell, and said that
thie members could not be ca Hed men if
they went back on tha proposition they
had advanced, just because Mr. Bick-
nell ‘had agreed to it. He did not think
that Controller Spence would cver gei-
tle anything if it were left to him.

Mr. Fullerton wished to adjourn-the
dicicussion to his private rcom, as he
did not care to disclose the terms of the
consent judgment, which he had pre=
pared- The mayor . and Controller
Righiardson thought that the proposad
coffent judgment should be published
at ofce as the counter proposition of
the board. Mr. Fullerton gaimgd. hic
peint, however, amd the board adjourn-
ed with the understanding that the cor=
poration counsel should confer with Mr.
Bicknell and repart to the boird as $0O1
as possiible what terms could be agrsed

The na-
tional debt of Great Britain in 1876
was, roundly, $3,985,000,000: in 1903
it stood at £3,850,000,000 or a decrease
of $135,000,000. Russia's total indebre
edness in 1902 was $3,450,000,000, whish
has since that date been considerably
increased,

Tt should also be noted that Great
Britain has large and valuahle acces-
sions of territory to set off against her
practically stationary debt. The Poor
