histori¢c cry of “Night or Blucher” has,
been succeeded in government circles
at Ottawa, according to some authori-
ties, by the cry of “Sir Thomas White
or a general election.” In short, the
rumor is current that some of the
present cabinet are now ‘anxious to
make Sir Thomas White. the next
prime minister of Canada. It is quite
certain that Sir Robert Borden's resig-

nation will be delivered to the gover-
nor-general at an early day, and that
the parliamentary caucus of Unionist
memuoers will have the naming ot his
successor.

8ir Robert's resignation was held
over at the urgent request -of his cabi-
net colleagues . until the question ot
his successor and the future of the
Unionist coalition could be dealt with
by a parliamentary caucus. The cabi-
pet at that time was divided, it is
said, between the contending claims
of Hon. Arthur Meighen and Hon. N.
W. Rowell. At any rgte, they were
unable to agree. Hence the decision to
pass on the difficult problem to a par-
lidmentary caucus. ;

That caucus, however, will soon have
“to be held.
to hold over his resignation indefinite-
Jy, but the same is to become-effec-
tive as soon after the opening of the
‘pession as a caucus can be held for
the purpose of agreeing upon his suc-

or.
Cabinet to Compropise.

It is now said that the members of
the cabinet have composed their past
differences and are ready to join in a
recommendation of Sir Thomas White
as the successor to Sir Robert Bor-
den. A number of Unionist members
have been quietly sounded, and it is
sald that the selection of Sir Thomas
a8 & compromise candidate meets with
approval. Some Liberal Unionists in
gnd out .of the cabinet regadrd Mr,
Meighen as being too much of & Tory,
and a number of the Conservative
Unionists in and out of the cabinet
will not follow the leadership of Hon.
N. W. Rowell. Moreover, both Mr,
Meighen and Mr. Rowell, it is sald,
are objectionable to Quebec, and it is
deemed important for the future of
the Unionist party that recruits be
tecured for the party in that province.
Sir Thomas White was for years a
Liberal, but since 1911 has been a
staunch Conservative; he enjoys per-
gcnal . popularity among members of
parliament, and is said to have friends
ir. the province of Quebec.

Three Courses Possible:

The World was told by a Unionist
M.P. today who enjoys the confidence
of the government, that only three
courses are possible—the parliament-
ery caucus might agree on a new
leader, 'or it might call a national
convention, or it might formally dis-
polve the Unionist coalitiom Person-
glly, he thought the coalition should
continue for another year or two at
least, and he saw great difficulties in
ithe way of a national convention. He
believed, however, that the Union gov-
ernment, under the premiership of Sir
Thomas White, might carry on until
efter the 1921 census and the parlia-
mentary redistribution, and get into
fair shape to run a successful election
in 1921 or 1922.

SUCCUMBS T0 DOUBLE PNEUNONIA

Sir Glenholme Falconbridge, chief
justice of the King’s bench, Ontario,
succumbed yesterday ' morning - to
double pneumonia, following less than
The late chief jus-
tice was taken ill while in court at
the efty hall on Monday, Feb. 1, and
altho' the indisposition - was at first
slight, double pneumonia 'developed,
his condition becoming serious on
Thursday. On Friday he rallied for a
few hours, but suffered a reélapse on
Saturday, from which he never re-
covered. Dr. C. A. Temple, the family
physictan, was hopeful of his recovery
until shortly before the end came. He
stated that the pneumonia crisis was
past, and it'was a question of whether
or not the patient’s heart was strong

eflough to carry him thru the period of ,

convalescence, which did not prove to
beé the case.

His friends and assoclates have paid
many glowing tributes. to his worth as

a chief justice, and his sterling quali-

ties as a friend and sportsman.
The following tribute comes .from
Wallace Nesbitt, K.C.: “As a judge,

the late Sir Glenholme Falconbridge

presided with great dignity and uni-
form courtesy, . listening with sympa-
thetic patience to argument and arriv-
ing at accurate conclusions, which he
expressed in the tersest and most
grammatical English. As a judge of
fact, he was unrivalled since the death
of Chief  Justice Simons. Common-
sense, plus a very complete knowledge
of the world, gave him an unerring
instinct in detecting where the truth
lay.

WHEN SARNIA FERR Y-BOAT JAMS IN RIVER

Barnia, Feéeb. 8.-—Hundreds of late
Eaturday afternoon shoppers on Front
Elreet were given a thrill when a sec-
ond ice bridge crashed and the huge
Dleces, catching the feérry Hiawatha
rear the Sarnia shore, resulted in a
number of men and women passengers
Jumping overboard onto thc ice and
Etrambling from piece to piece on the
Breat six-inch cakes. They all reached
Eaore safely.

Like a crack from a giant whip,
and without any warning, the ice
bridge, which had formed over-night,
broke up, releasing hundreds of tons
of §@s, which in a few seconds had
benned in the small ferry about 30
Yyards from the Sarnia shore. A num-
Ler of men and women who were
ihoard, en route to Sarnia at the time,
became alarmed, when some person

overboard screamed “We're sinking”
and before the boat officials could
prevent them a number had reached
the side of the boat and were jumping
across the ice fields.
Thought Ferry Foundering.

Attracted by shouting from the river
front, and believing that one of the
ferries was foundering, hundreds of

| citizens rushed to the bank of the river

in time to see a dozen or more per-
sons who hasl 4 moment before been
aboard| the ferry making the trip via
the ice route. That no person was
drowned is a miracle, as in some in-
stances the great blocks of ice were
many inches apart.

The ferry service was tied up for a
considerable time, but tugs finally
succeeded in clearing a channel, and
the boats resumed their traffic to and
from Port Huron.

“Scholars have t60 much home work
forced on them,” he ‘said. ‘“This has
a tendency to lower the vitality and
the child’s resisting powers. At the
present time great attention should be
zgiven to physical fitness, and the best
ways and means. of developing. and
muintaining it.”

Dr. Hastings also stated that he
was surprised to learn that smoking
and expectorating was being done at
certain theatres in the ecity. “The
health ordinances strictly prohibit this
sort of thing,” he declared, ‘“and
persons gullty of this are liable to
prgsecution.”

He may also
make temporary use of some of the
supplementary steam plants. He will
'tal’e enough power from the Hydro’s
Seymour plant in the Peterboro dis-
trict to run the Toronto and Eastern.
And all possible energy will be put
into the completion of the Chippawa
Canal for the big new power/produc-
tion program. - b g!

WEALTH MUST TAKE
THE SECOND PLACE

Rev. Dr. Ribourg Shows Place of
God in Civilization.

Rev. Dr. Ribourg, preaching at_ =St
Allban's Cathedral, Sunday evening, on
“The World With God,” said in part:

“Many men have allowed the vision
of God to fade out of their lives, be-
cause their estimates of values are
faise. -The civilization that puts ma-
terial things before God, that values
temporal power and wealth more than
right cannot endure. The civiliza-
tion that puts less valuwe on men's
bocies, which are the temples of the
Sp:rit, than on material accessores
for the production of wealth, machin-
ery, beasts of burden, raw materials
and finished products, is doomed. Man
is a reflection of God, at whose image
and resemblance he was created, and
in the valuation of *beings and ot
tLings God and man should J)e put
first.

“Wealth, material prosperity, we
musi have, and in a measure Surpass-
ing the wildest dreams of Croesus and
of Rockefeller, for the human race is
worthy of all the comforts they can
procure, the sin les in making these
th{n@a the ultimate end of life, and
in ' placing them first in the estima-
tion of values, ‘Man liveth not by
bréad alone, but by every word that
proceedeth out of the mouth of God.”

God cannot be given the second
place in mankind’s life, withqut man-
kind paying the penalty for its failure
to put first things first—man ca
serve two masters. “Ye cannot serve
God and mammon.” According to the
choice- made shall the race be blessed
or ‘gursed The experience of ages
dem%\ trates beyond doubt that the
naudﬁu that gives God the second place
pursues the road which leads to ruin.
The nations of ancient and modern
times that put God above material
weslth, right above power, honor above
expediency, are the nations which in
the long run manage to survive even
in the face of the worst struggles and
trials, when others which misconceive
values and give God and His stand-
ards the second place go down to ruin
and oblivion. “Rightedusness exalt-
eth a nation and sin igs a reprdach to
any peéople.”’ | :

Hoyes Lloyd Shows How Wild Life Could Be Protected
to Advantage of Spor tsmman, Bird Lover and
Agricu lturist.¢ - :

Hoyes Lioyd, the ornithologist of the
Dominion parks branch of the depart-
ment of agriculture at Ottawa, came
up to Toronto on Saturday and ad-|
dressed a meeting of the bird soclety
held 4n the Central Y.M.C.A. He
took as his subject the protection of
birds in Canada  under the new fed-
eral law and the new provincial regu-
lations, and outlined a program of bird
sanotuaries which has already been
nobly begun.

Mr. Lloyd’s address follows :

“mrom the officers of the society, 1
inderstand that the subject consider-
ed in this course of lectures has been
largely winter birds. - In protecting
and feeding them, many of you have
doubtless had interesting experiences,
and have learned much from observ-
ing them. You have created a sanctu-
ary for the birds at least at your feed-
ing shelf. Bird sanctuaries are being
provided today by government as well
as by individual effort ip Canada, and
[ have thought that mews of some of
the bigger sanctuaries. might prove of
interest.

“Another view of the sanctuary idea
is included, and I have chosen- the,
name, legal sanctuary, for this idea,
which differs, as you will see, from
the. usual idea of a sanctuary.

“A sanctuary is a place of refuge,
A protective law, properly enforced,
makes the whole country a place of
refuge, a sanctuary, during the closed
time under the law. Althe this is not
the usually accepted view of a sanctu-'
arty, it is really more important than
the absolute protection which can be
given in a few closely-guarded places.
Both' methods are valuable, but‘ the
vast majority of our birds will always
continue to live and rear theif young
outside of ‘actual sanctuaries.

“This game law sanctuary depends
for its effectiveness on the law itself,
on funds and men to enforcs the law,
and on the efficiency of the men em-
ployed.

“Provincial and state 'aws in Canada
and the United States werc not giving
the birds the protection ticy deserved.
In fact, many game birds wcie decreas-
ing steadily because some states - and
provinces endeavored to get their share,'
and a little more, while the getting was
good. The birds were being wiped out
of existence according to law. Differ-
ences in the laws between one state and
the next wer{rten distinetly to the
disadvantage J3f( the sportsmen in the
state providing |greatest protection as
compared to his| neighbor,

International Treaty.

*“To solve many difficulties arising in
providing adequate protectioa for birds
which spend a part.of the year in' Can-
ada and a part in the United States, an
international treaty was ratified for
their benefit. This is not the first treaty
for the purpose, being antedated by one
in" Europe, but it is the greatest mea-
sure ever undertaken on this continent
for the protection of birds.

Bird Sanctuaries.

“Bird sanctuaries proper are based on
a clause of the migratory birds conven-
tion act, which states: ‘

‘4, (1) The governor-in-counci] may
make such regulations as are deemed
expedient to protect the migratory
game, migratory insectivorous, and
migratory non-game birds which in-
habit Canada during the whole or any
#part of the year.

‘“(2) Bubject to the provisions of
the said convention, such regulations
may provide: '

“(d) For the prohibition of the kili-
ing, capturing; taking, injuring or mo-
lesting of migratory game, migratory
insectivorous or migratory non-game
birds, or the taking, injuring, de-
struction or molestation of their nests
or eggs, within any prescribed area.
‘“This entails an order-in~-council.

Without going to this trouble, anyone
can make his own garden, his own farm
or his own woods a bird sanctuary. .

“In addition to protecting the birds
which are there, the natural attractive-
ness can be increased to bring others to
you.. There are various ways of doing
this. 'In "winter food can be provided
for thé birds. A‘feeding shelf, if near
a window, is a perpetual joy to grown-
ups, as well as children.

““A ruffed grouse, which I know of, is
wintering in the eity of Ottawa, and cre-
ates more excitement in one house when
he appears outside the window to feed
on apple-buds than any circus that ever
came to town.

“As spring approaches the question.of
nesting boxes should be considered. Your
hospitality in providing them will be ap-
preciated by many feathered friends,

that is i{f the essary steps are taken
to see that the English sparrow does not
get them all, r other species shrub-

bery is attractive, or you can plan shrubs
which bear fruft that the birds prefer.

“The poacher of the garden sanctuary
is the cat. You will have to consider
ways and means to control it. If they
are kept in at night and when the young
birds are about the harm dbne will be
Tessened.

“In the next type of sanctuary are
included large estates, large city parks
and  cemeteries, - Most cemeteries have
shrubbery and trees which attract the
birds, and because of lack of molesta-
tion have & ‘large bird population. They
could be made even more sattractive to
the birds by consulting thelr needs in
the matter of nest-boxes. An increase
of birds and bird-song would beautify
them just as the gardens of flowers do,

City Zones.

“In this class of larger sanctuaries
should be considered the zones surround-
ing some cities In Australia and the
United States, where all birds are pro-
tected. A three-mile sanctuary zone
around your city would protect many of
the birds from destruction by the cata-
pult and 22-calibre rifle.

‘“The sanctuaries considered so far will
protect chiefly insectivorous birds. For
colonies of sea-birds and areas large
enough to provide adequate breeding
grounds for water fowl government ac-
tion is usually necessary.

““Occasionally an individual can do
great work in protecting water-fowl, as
Jack Miner has done in protecting the
migrant Canada geese. Perhaps in many
gllc in ‘the western provinces the
reeding grounds could be similarly pro-

“The water-fowl need the protection.
The great breeding grounds for the ducks
of North America is the great plains
region extending a little south of the
boundary and north, to include about
one-half of the prairle proviices.  The
duck broedlnf area roughly coincides
with that suitable for agriculture, and
there is no reason:to -believe that the
ducks will ever go beyond. their natural
habitat. The drainage and the farming
of this area, the drainage of feeding
grounds in the southern states and lack
of feeding and resting places on their
migration routes are ous problems to
be faced. 3

Duck Breeding Grounds.

“A series of sanctuaries is being estab-
lished across this area to protect some
of the main breeding grounds of ‘the
ducks of North America. Canada must
do it8 share and then look to the United
States to grant an equal measure of pro-
tection to the birds on their winter feed-
ing grounds.

“In the east, Point Pelee should serve
as a beginning in the protection of the
breeding wild fowl, and, as well, it is a
great migration route for the smaller
birds. \y
“Colonies of sea-birds
tack and the hirds may exterminated
fo: plumage, eggs, bait 1. The Great
Auk was slaughtered for food, oil and
feathers; the Penguins at one point in
the Antarctic are being slaughtered at |
an enormous rae for the same purpose
today, and the feather-hunters from
Japan wrought havec emong the birds
of Layssn in mid-Pacific.

" DUETO OLD LAW

Supply and Demand, Says
French Banker, Gives Rise
to Rate Fluctuations.

Paris, Friday, Feb. 6.—Assertion was
made today that the Paris market has
nothing, or little, to do with the fluctu-
ations of exchange quotations and the

upward trend of the dollar and sterl-
ing by Julian LaFerrier, cashier of
the Bank' of France, whose name ap-
pears on every Bank of France note
that goes to make up its circulation
of 88,000,000,000 francs.

“The initiative always comes from
New York or London,” M. Ferrier said,
while discussing the present situa-
tion.

‘“The cause for the rise in the: dol-
lar and in sterling is simple, and dates

back .to March 15, 1919, in_the non-)

renewal of credits advanced:'by the
English and American treasuries tq
the French government during the
war, the latter in turn handing the
credits to the Bank of France, which
managed to obtain dollars at a rate a
little over five francs, stabilizing ex-
change at 65.46. The withdrawal of
credits threw dollars into. the open
market, and .the trade balance run-
ning agajnst France caused the grad-
ual rise, which was inevitable and to
be foreseen when the credits were not
renewed. i
Old Law Operating.
“Speculation, altho it may,be n-
strumental to a certain extent in the
rise, has comparatively little .to do
with it, It is merely the vld law of
supply and demand. The oxchange
market is very sensitive, There 1z no
doubt that persons owning aollars
will hold them until a favorable mar-
ket can be obtained apnd then load
them upon ‘change,’ whieh sometimes
is responsible for spasmodic rises.
Perhaps you have noticed that after
a big rise, the market” is generally
stable. Sometimes it recedes during
three or four days. This may be ex-
plained by the same speculators re-
buying their dollars with a view to
a future gdvance in prices.” 7
“For instance, yesterday the dollar
closed -at fifteen francs, a rise of
nearly one franc, 50 centimes, in two
days. Today the dollar is quoted at
14 francs, 50 centimes, This may
have been caused by the speculation
referred to above, or perhaps by an
optimistic .article appearin in the
French press this morning concern-
ing the probable meeting of an inter-
national bankers’ .conference in Lon-
don and the participation in. it of
American bankers, ‘even conditional
on the acceptance by Buropean bank-
ers of the point of view expressed in
the recent letter of Mr, Glass, the
American secretary.of the treasury.
Stampede Created.
“But this was merely a  secondary
cause. . The main reason for the sud-
den jump in the price of the dollar can
be laid to the fact that on certain
days American btanks have large bills
upon France which call for payments
of large sums which must be realized
at once, Tais creates a stampede for
dollars in French circles in order that
the bills may be paid,  Paris merely
follows the New York market, instead
of , lJeading, "as. it shewld"do, imasmuch
as the Paris exchange is closed before
the one at New York opens. -
“The Bank of France is heipless to,
assiat’ in the betterment of the situa-
tion in France unless credits similar
to those granted during the war are
again allowed. Such credits, however,
afford merely temporary relief. Per-
manent remedjes must come from the
intemBification of production and ex-
ports and the ruthless restriction of
imports. In this connection, the eight-
h law is a serious handicap to
che, coming at this time after com-
plete stagnatiomn of production for five
yvears. It might have been better if
its adoption 7had Dbeen delayed a few

years.” %
Part of Credit Remains.

M. Sautereau, chief of the exchange
department- of the Bank :of France,
explained that at the present time
there is remaining in that {institution
part of the last credit of $200,000,000
granted by the United States treasury
to the French government. These dol-
lars,  however, are being distributed
under ‘the
specific conditions laid down by the
American treasury, They are given
only to French importers of American
raw material and necessities ‘of life
which are produced and raised in the
United States.

Another cause of the yise in thé ex-
change = quotations. M, Sdautereau
added, was the fact that France set-
tled with America for all temporary
loans made during t war for the
purpose of buying dollars, ‘payment
being made in toreign securities valued
at several billions, If the securities
had been retained’ by France, there
might be some hope of easing up
French exchang®, he said.

Douglass, B.A, who last night ad-
dressed a very poor audience at the
People’s Forum on Elm street.

The system of allowing mort-
gages on farms and Jand was con-
demned by Mr. Douglass, who declared
that in ten years nine to ten thousand
farmers were turned out of house and
heme by the system. He could not
understand why one part of eociety
should live without ‘work and in fine
houses while another section who had
to work lived in shacks. The lecturer
contended it was not right for men
to get rich by speculating in God's
land. 'The church, the pulpit and the
press, he said, were tied down by. the
money class and operated for their
bernefit. Mr. Douglass declared that
for every dollar put into the treasury
by the tariff, the people had to pay
four doliars, to profiteering manufac-
turers. Hé contended the merchant
tock advantage of the fariff to pro-
fiteer. Canada should be governed 1n
purchases by general market values
and by those alone. Take off the
tariff and tax the land would, Mr.
Douglass contended, make life indeed
worth living., Give man free entry to
the mines and the forest, Canada could
produce in abundance by working only
ﬂ\r hours per day.

London is congested with meat, and
steamers from Australia and New Zea-
tand are held at great expense in the
river because there is no other cold
storage for their cargoes. Millions of
demobilized men, who had lots of meat
in the army, cannot afford to buy it
now. ‘ThoSe who can buy, eat less
than: they did before the war, thanks
largely to their beneficent experience
of rationing. The country as a whole
is eating 30 per cent. less meat than it
did six years ago. The glut notwith-
standing, prices do not fall. The profl-
teers, apparently, are managing to
hold on to their profits, and to keep |
in check the law of supply and de-
mand, the first and last article of the
frec trade faith.

The profiteering committee has found
that some woolen manufacturers
have made 3000 per cent. pl‘oﬁts on
varn. In the cotton trade, profits are
also fabulous. The manufactunrers
say they cannot help themselves, be-
cause, when, being full of orders, they
ask what they regard as prohibitive
prices, customers insist on buying.

The late Chief Justice Falconbridge
was a bencher, U. C,, 1883, Q. C., 1885;
wrote the .introduction to the Cana-
dian edition de luxe of Burke's works,
1901; was a member of several im-
portant. royal commissions, 1897-1902;
a vice-president of the Imperial Mari-
time League and was made an hon-
orary colonel in the Canadian militia.

Since 1900 he has been chief justice
of the King’'s bench, Ontario, and in this
capacity was widely and = favorably
known. © As a judge of the supreme
court of judicature for Ontario and
senfor puisne judge of the King's
Yench division of the nigh court of
justice, he served from 1887 umtil a
weck previous 'to his death. In 1908
he was knighted.

“Speaking as a judge recently ap-
pointed from the outside bar, I think
the two great characteristics of Bir
Glenholme were his kindness and his
knowledge of human nature.” . This
was the tribute of Mr. Justice Logie,
who has been recently associated
with the chief justice. “On conflicting
evidence, his judgment of where the
truth lay was unerring.

‘““This gift, combined with a wide
learning and the heart of g gentle~
man, endeared him to the profession
and made him the great jurist that he
was.”

Admirable Trial Judge.

“The lJate chief justice was my parte
ner for some years before his appoint-
ment to the bench,” said Hon, Feath~
erstone Osler. “He entered upon his
legal career with prestige and high
honors from the Toronto Univesity.
He was appointed some time after -
1879, and showed immediate qualities
of being. an admirable trial judge.
Possessed of a good legal mind, he
brought all the r&juirements for his
high office to that position. His was
by nature a courteous one, and he
showed tolerance both to the legal

,who appeared
before him. Added to this he had &
great fund of common sense which
never failed. him. He possessed in a
marked degree the ability to make
friends, and his death will be deeply

eved by many in all walks of life.”

A close relationship between cer-
tain old Toronto families is recalled
by his death. The late Sir Thomas
Moss, the late Sir Charles Moss, and
the deceased, all of whom presided on.
the king's bench, married three sis-
ters, daughters of the late Hon. Rob-
ert B/ Sullivan, at one time chief
justice of Upper Canada.

Three of Sir Glenholme's daughters
have married into the legal profession,
and his:only son is a“lawyer,

W.D. SMITH TALKS
" ON ALIENS’ RIGHTS

Frugal, Honest Foreigners

~ Asset to Any Land, He
Says.

“Should aliens enjoy the natural re-
sources of our country?’ was the
question asked by W, D! Smith, the
lecturer at the Open Forum, yester-
day afternoon. According to Mr. Smith

they should—to a degree.

“When a country opens its doors
for' the exploitation of its resources,”

he confinued, “that country has

right to declare what kind of aliens
shall bé“admitted. Canada needs to
take care what kind of immigrants
enter her ports. We want neither the
physically nor mentally deficient, nor
the illiterate, and those men who will
not take upon themselves the respons-
ibilities of common citizens should
not' be allowed to live in our midst.”

The topic of Mr. Smith’s address
was YAliens, Naturalized and Unnat-
uralized,” and in his talk he brought
out the fact that only about 40 per
cent. of the non-British element in
Canada are naturalized. A large per-
centage of the remainder return to
the land of their birth after they
have saved up enough of Canada’s
money to keep them in comfort for

the rest of their lives.

“When an alien,” he continued, “is
industrious, frugal, honest and law-
abiding, he should -be given the fran-
chise and naturalized, for such men

are an asset to any country.”

Mr. .Smith advised that all men who
have the above qualifications should
| be admitted, but all others excluded.
