HAD A CONSTABLE
AT THE SCHOOL

Quite a Breeze Over the Dis-
missal of Teacher W. H.
Allingham of Carleton.

Carleton has a ‘“school question” that
threatens to make a little stir before it is
finally adjusted to the satisfaction of all
concerned. For some tie there have been
differences between the teacher of Tower
Hill school, Wm. H. Allingham, and the
trustees, H. Colby Smith, Fred Hender-
son and Richard D. Damery.

The question of replacing Mr. Allingham
with another and younger man was con-
sidered by the board over a year ago and
it was decided to make a change. Mr.
Damery alone dissenting. It is said, how-
ever, that Mr. Allingham on this occas-
ion succeeded in prevailing upon the board
to defer action. In May last the board
again fook the gquestion up and the decis-
ion was again arrived at to make a change,
Mr. Damery, as before, dissenting. Con-
sequently notice was sent to Mr. Alling-
ham by registered leter. Whether or not
Mr. Allingham was given the tip that such
action was taken is not known. It. is,
however, told that he declined to accept
the letter from the postal authorities.

In the meantime' the trustees advertised
of a first-class school teacher. Walter P.
White, who holds a certificate from the
Provincial Normal School, and who had
been teaching at the Narrows, replied to
the advertisement, and was accepted.

This morning was the time fixed to
make the change and for a time matters
looked ominous. There gathered at the
school, trustees H Colby Smith, Fred Hen-
derson and Richard D. Damery, with Mr.
Allingbam and the new teacher; also Con-
stable Richard Rawlings.

At first Mr. Allingham declined to hand
over the keys or to retire, and asked con-
stable Rawlings what he was doing on
the scene. The latter replied that he
was there merely to keep the peace. At
first there were only Messrs. Henderson
and Damery present, representing the
board, and as one of these was for and one
against his going, Mr. Allingham wanted
something better. H. Colby Smith was
accordingly sent for. He at once told the
irate teacher that it was the decision of
the board that he ehould go. After being
satisfied that the majority was for his
going, he handed over the keys and re-
tired, Mr. White at once taking his place.

An endeavor was made to see Messrs.
Allingham and Damery this morning, but
they could not be locited. H: Colby
Smith when seen by a Times’ man said
the board had merely decided to make
this change by way of improvement and
efficiency. He was unable to understand
why Mr. Allingham had acted as he ha.d.
The board were satisfied that proper notice
and were taking the
hesponsibility for what had been done.

Tt is understood, however, that Mr.
Allingham takes the ground that he has
not received proper notice, and it is also
freely intimated that the last has not
yet been heard of the matter.

COST OF LABOR
MAY TIE UP WORK

All Work ‘of Laying Water and
Sewer Pipes May be Aban-
doned.

The scarcity of labor in the city is now
reaching an acute stage. In every line of
work in which laboring men are required
higher prices are being paid than ever be-
fore and even then enough men cannot be
secured to do the work.

Ald. Frink, chairman of the water and
sewerage board, said this morning that it
was probable a recommendation would be
presented at ‘the monthly mesting of the
hoard cn Wednesday next that all work
now being done ahout the city in repair-
ing or putting in new water or sewer pipe,
be abandoned, owing to the scarcity of
labor and the high wages asked. The al-
derman said that work now being done
was costing about double the estimates
made. ~

WORRIED

OVER THE JAPANESE INVASION

WINNIPSG, Man. Aug. 26—(Special)—
Aen. Frank Oliver, who is here, en route
to Aston, on Saturday gave to the press
a long statement of his views on the Ori-
ental invasion of British Columbia, which
he has been investigating. The Japanese
influx, he says, is a little different from
any Oriental question that has arisen hith-

* erto. Labor organizations and all labor-
ing classes naturally object to the presence
of a large number of men who are com-
petent and able to work for very much
less wages.

But the feeling of opposition extends be-
yond this class. There is a panicky feel-
ing among the inhabitants generally, who
fear that it is a preconcerted movement
with some sort of mysterious responsibil-
ity behind it, the limit of which they do
‘.&n know. It is only this spring that the
wovement has taken place and its sudden-
ness has alarmed peopls.

An important feature of the case is that
the immigrants are not coming from Jap-

an, but the Sandwich Islands, and al-
though they are Japanese citizens the Jap-
anese government has no legal control over
their movement. There is no restriction
to the movement to the Sandwich Is-
lands, and after they obtain permission to
go there they may go whither they choose.

Hon. Mr. Oliver says he cannot quote
his authority, but the people who are land-
ing in British Columbia hold passports to
the Sandwich Islands dated only this
epring. If their passports were dated
vears ago it could be readily conceived, so
1t is argued, that conditions of the labor
wmarket there might be the cause of the
present influx; but the idea prevails that
the Sandwich Islands are being used as a
cloak to cover a pre-concerted move to-
wards Canada.

“If the Japanese government,” adds the
minister, “could show that it was adher-
g in spirit as well as letter to the un-
derstanding of years ago, I think there
would be comparatively little cause of
complaint.”

last night while returning on the train
to St. John from Montreal, where he ar-
rived on Saturday, via the steamer Lake
Erie, from a trip to’Scotland.

Mr. and Mrs. White left St. John about
six weeks ago for a trip to Scotland, and
they were on their way home when death
claimed the husband. Mr. White on leav-
ing here appeared to be in his usual good
health, but on the other side he took an
ill turn, and before leaving on the steamer
he cabled to his son Frank, here, to-meet
l;im in Montreal. On the steamer he was
very well cared for by the physician on
board, and on reaching Montreal, the
‘doctor accompanied him to the train,
where -a drawing-room had been secured
in one of the sleeping cars. The doctor
arranged him as comfortably as possible,
and gave instructions as to his care.

Frank White went to Montreal on Fri-
day night, and was there when the
steamer arrived. He and his mother and
F.- 8. Bonnell, a connection by marriage,
were with Mr. White from the time they,
left Montreal until his end came. The
patient seemed to be resting easily before
the train started but shortly after they
got away he took ,a bad turn and.a tele-
gram was sent to Sherbrooke for a physi-
cian to meet them there. Before they
arrived, however, Mr. White had 'passed
away. Death is attributed to heart failure
from which Mr. White had been a-sufferer
for some time. .

The passengers in the car ‘where the
death occurred, were transferred to: other
cars, and this car was given aver to the
stxjxcken ones. On arrival of the train
this morning members of the family were
at the station to meet the sorrowing onés
and the remains.

Undertaker Brennan took the body in
charge to prepare it for burial.

M.r. White was seventy-five years of age,
having been born near Glasgow, Scotland,
on May 22, 1832.

LONDON, Aug. 26—The next issue ox
the Bankers’Magazine will print a table
telling the tale of hundreds of millions
evaporated on the Stock Exchange by the
depreciation of securities of all grades and
of all varieties, which the editor likens
to “a survey of a district affiliated by

| some devastating calamity.”

For August the decline in 387 representa-
tive stocks reached the staggering total
of $680,000,000.© This makes an aggrega-
tion of $1,725,000,000 since the beginning
of the year, of which $555,000,000 is in
American Railroad ebares, $240,000,000 in
British funds, and $180,000,000 in British
railway and ordinary stocks.

Judging from a percentage basis, how-
ever, the most serious losses have been
in the South African market, averaging
about 25 per cent. As regards the month
itgelf, the table indicates that American
railroad securities are far in the froné
with a shrinkage of $260,000,000.

Ottawa, Aug. 256—The packing and can-
ning business of Canada will next month
come under the inspection act of last ses-
gion. All establishments doing an export
or interprovincial business trade in meats,
fish, fruits and vegetables are subject to it.
Establishments preparing meats will be
under the act and are liable to inspection
at any time, :

The act provides and the. regulations
declared that only healthy, ‘wholesome
meats, fish, fruité and - vegetables can be

-packed and that all must be marked with

the name of therfirm and after inspection
with the words “Canada approved.” - -
There afe from 25 to:30 meat packing
places which will'at once come under its
inspection. There will be a staff of 40 in-
spectors set to -work on Sept. 3 and for
this year's: work there is an appropriation
of $75,000.

BERGERON AND FOSTER

Four-Thousand People Gathered at Middletown on Saturday
to Hear the Conservative Orators Discuss the Issues of

the Day.

Middleton, N. 8., Aug. 24—This town
has been en fete today in honor of the
visit of R. L. Borden, M. P. Liberal and
Conservatives uniting to give him a fitting
reception. Middleton is situated in An-
napolis county near the Annapolis county

boundary. There are no industrial cen-
tres, but the surrounding country is a
scattered farming district where the Lib-
erals are in a large majority, yet the
farmers poured into the town in hundreds
to hear Mr. Borden and his lieutenants.
Incoming trains from east, south and
west brought crowds of visitors.

When Mr. Borden arrived the town pre-
sented a gala appearance, decorations and
hunting being in evidence on all sides.
Headed by a band the speakers and many
prominent Conservatives were dtiven to a
big fruit house which had been seated
and decorated for the occasion. Across
the front of the building in big letters
was “Hail to the Chief.” Inside were
such mottoes as: “Canada’s hope for a
greater and cleaner future lies in our
leader.” “In 1888 Macdonald restored
Canada’s prosperity; in 1908 Borden will
restore Canada’s name,” ‘“Canada
owes much to her'eloquent tribune, Fos-
ter,” “Greetings to Quebec’s talented son,
the Beauharnois boy,” ‘The grafters
would destroy Foster, but the people un-
derstand,” “Borden’s preference policy
means our apples first in the British mar-
kets and Canada’s resources for the peo-
ple of Canada.”

When the speakers reached the plat-
fogm they found about 2,000 people in-
side the building and fully as many out-
side unable to gain admission. Mr. Bor-
den therefore put it -to vote, and the aud-
ience unanimously decided to adjourn to
the athletic grounds, where the largest
audience ever seen in A Middleton ae-
sembled. Dr. C. Marshall presided, and
with a few appropriate remarks introduced
the first speaker, F. W, Hanwright, of
Halifax. Mr. Hanwright attacked the
Laurier government which he charged
with breach of faith with the people of
Canada.

Mr. Borden was the next speaker, and
his rising was the occasion for loud and
long continued applause. He spoke of
the gratifying significance of the fact that
the audience was twice what the commit-
tee had expected. The Liberals present
who had suggested that he would loan the
Liberal platform of 1893 for the speakers
to stand upon in delivering their ' ad-
dresses evidently thought that as this plat-
form had never been uted it was still in
good condition.

SERMON ON
TOLERANCE

Do Not Criticise Harshly
Others’ Means of Trying
to Do Good.

(Toronto Mail and Empire.)

“After seventeen years’ work in the
ministry,” exclaimed Dr. Fikes, of Frank-
lin, Pa., last Sunday, “I am prepared to
say with every emphasis that I hail with
joy unspeakable all attempts of whatever
kind that look towards the betterment of
the race.” ;

This clergyman had in a previous ser-
mon described the efforts of a London
pastor to draw pedple into his church by
the distribution of tea, and by the placing

of a billiard table in the basement. Many |

church membsrs had written to the rever-
end gentleman protesting against the tol-
eration with which he had spoken of the
billiard ‘table, and intimating that the
piece of furniture should not be brought
into competition with the Bible. The
minister replied that - there was less of
Christian spirit and manly religion in the
lettsrs he had received than in a whole
hall of billiard and tea tables used for
the uplifting of man.
