1t is most unfortunate that in the King
James version ithe word “Rosh” dees not
appear; it does appear, howsver, in the
Revised Version, in 'the American stand-
ard edition.

Its omisgion from the older versipm is
an illustration of the unfortunate varia-
tions of that version from the meaning of
the sacred text of the Old Testament.

There are, of course, various explane-
tions of the words Gog and Magog. The
common opinion, however, is that they re-
fuvboapeoplewhowerextooomnlm
the north, to invade the land of Terael
and to suffer defeat in rhat land. The
names were generally understood to be
natives of Asia, or more particularly for
the Scythians or Sarmartians, who, it s
bélieved, are in part at least: the ancestors
of the Russians of today.

Nothing that has recently occurred has
been the occasion of so much comment
amopg members of the Boston trade as the
announcement on Wednesday that the cele-
brated QCosgriff ciip of Wyomding, between
400,000 and 500,000 pounds of fine and fine
medium Territory wool, had been bought at
the epoch-making price of 22% cents. But
it was mot the price alone that caused such
a stir but the fact that the purchase was
made by the most conservative firm in Bos-
ton. It was a sealed bid trade and the next
highest bid was 205 cents. Only thirty days
ago the clip could have been contracted at
19 cents. Last year it sold at 134 oents.
With .two cents added for freight the land-
ed grease cost in Boston is close to 25 cents.
The clip is lighter this year than last, its
estimated shrinkage being sixty-nine per)
cent., making the lowest calculation of
scoured cost 78 cents, a pound, and it may
run up to 80 cents, as stated in the Tran-
script’s Rawlins special yesterday. This is
costly wool and the price not so very far
from the dollar mark to which some in the
trade predict that Territorial wool will go
before the boom is over.

Not only is the Wyoming clip practically
cleaned up so far as growers are concern-
ed, but similar conditions prevail in Nevada,
Utah and Idaho. Montana, it is estimated, is
80 per cent contracted, with omly between
5,000,000 and 7,000,000 pounds left unsold.
From 22 to 2% ocents has been pald. About
75 per cent of the Oregon cMp has changed
hands, leaving only the Shaniko wools, it is
said, to be disposed of. From 18 cents up to

reds | 19% cents has been pald to growers, making

the landed scoured cost in boston €72 to 70
centas.

In Texas the markets are excited, eight
months’ clips selling at 22 to 28 cents and
twelve monthe’ at 25 cents in some in-
stances, but mostly at 24 cents. Trades in
New Mexico are weported at 21 cents. There
is great excitement in San JFrancisco, the
best northern California clipe bringing 25
cents upward, and no good clips to be had
under 24 cents. Nevada scoured wool has
sold in San Francisco this week at 70 cents,
.the same moving at 60 cents last year.

There is considerable increase in the clips
of Wyoming and Montamna, and almost all
sections will produce more wool than last
year, according to good authorities. With a
good winter and excellent financial returns
last year, growers have had every induce-
ment to increase their flocks. The clip will
be generally lighter than last year, early
samples_from Wyoming showing a shrinkege
three to five per cent less than in 1904

Large quantities are being sold to manu-
facturers at the ranches and accumulative
centres in the West.

The American
Bridge Co. alone booked 12,000 tons the past
week, and a total of 40,000 tons is pending,
while in addition 80,000 tons will be re-
quired for the new Manhattan Bridge, for
which spesifications go out on June 1. In-
dependent wire manufacturers are sched-
uled to meet in Chicago this week to con-
sider the advisability cf an advance in
prices.

Additional rail orders for 33,500 tons placed
by the Pennsylvania Railroad Co., bring its
total for 1906 up to 136,000 toms.

He Already Almost Sees an
8-hour Day in St. John.

A Times rcpmter_——c:ned on William
O4. Campbell, provisional eecrstary of the
Hight Hour League movement, this morn-

h&r. Campbell says the league will meet
with success in St. John, as the members
of the labor unions are all in favor of the
movement, and he thinks the employers
will also uphold the scheme, when they
thoroughly understand ‘what it means.

“The employers do not all favor the
movement,” said Mr. Campbell, “but I
will hold e public meeting in York Thea-
tre on Friday evening, May 19th, when
I will explain the scheme fully to them.
I am not forwarding the Right Hour
League movement only for the weifare of
the working men, but aleo for the beneiit
of the employers. I do not wish the men
to take arbitrary measures ageinst their
employers, as this often means a loss of
confidence, and also & loss of time.

“In some parts of the United States to-
day men are receiving the same pay for
eight hour’s work as the working men of
the Dominion are geting for nine and ten
hours. As soon as the employers of the
Dominion see that the movement will be
beneficial to them, I am sure they will
give me their hearty support.”’

“The St. John printers have already de-
cided to adopt the scheme, and they will
bring it into effect on Jaauary let, 1906.”

Mr. Campbell informed the Times that
the League will be organized in this city
sometime this month. A chairman has not
yet been appointed, but Mr. Campbell
has arranged with a gentleman who will
probably accept that pcsition.

When asked if any of the city employ-
ers had yet opposed the movement, Mr.
Campbell replied that one employer in-
formed him that if he pressed the scheme
amongst his employes, he would repent it.

This threat, however, has not upset his
plans in the least.

THE CLOSING OF
THE BEER SHOPS

Some Favor Eleven O’clock

Rule and Others Objec
to It.

Beer shops must close hereafter &
eleven o’clock insbead of midnight, and mo
licenses will be issued after the thirtieth
of this month.

Inspector J. B. Jones told the Times
thet up to midday today the number of
beer licenses issued by him exceeded fifty.
This, it is expected will be about one-
third of the number to be taken out dur-
nig the present month, after the end of
which all who have meglected to avail
themselves of the privilege need not ex-
peot to obtain it; as the board, at its
lest meeting, instructed the inspector to
jesue no more beer licenses after the date
already referred to.

The inspector has issued orders to all
persons holding beer licenses 4o the effect
that tonight and hereafter their premises
must be closed at cleven o’clock, during
the term of Mcense.

While some beer sellers regard the new

closing regulation with disfavor, others
Jook upon it as a decided improvement.
. Restaurant keepers who gell beer claim
that the regulation ds unjust, as the bulk
of their business is done after eleven
o’clock dt mnight, o that as a oonsequence
of closing at that hour, their receipts will
be considerably less than heretofore, and
the adoption of such regulation will in-
jure their business to a considerable ex-
tent.

Beer dealers, on the other hand, think
that the new. regulation will benefit them
in ome respect at least, which is that aft-
er ten o'clock they have to contend with
drunks who have been turned out of bar-
rooms, and whose presence is, to say the
least, very undesirable.

Those who rTun pool rooms in connec-
tion with their beer ehops are inclined
to believe that by dlosing at eleven o’clock
they will lose considerable on that depart-
ment of their business. In support of the
claim they offer another as an argument,
that not unfrequemtly men drop in lateé
for a game of pool or billlarde and only
get nicely under way when the law dic-
tates that they must discontinue.

Needless bo say, the new regulation has
aroused considerable comment among beer
dealers and those who handle it as a
branch of ¥heir business.

CROKER’S SON
FOUND DEAD

Mysterious " Demise of

Son of Ex-Tammany

Leader.

KANSAS OITY, May 13—Herbert V.
Croker, & son of Richard Croker, the New
York political leader, was found dead on
a sotthbound :Atchison, Topeka & Santa
Fe train between Kansas City and New-
ton, Kan., yesterday. He bad died during
the night, evidently from the effeots of
some drug edministered et Kansas City
where he took the train Thureday night
for Bliss, Okla.

The first clue to Croker’s identity waea
letter found in the dead man’s pocket.
This letter was addressed by Zach Mul-
hall, formerly of Oklahama, who is mow
holding a wild west show in New York
city, to Joseph Shiller, manager of the
former’s “101” ranch at Bliss, Okfa. In-
quiry by telephone elicited the informa-
tion that Croker was mot known at $he
Bliss ranch. Hvidently he was on his way
to the Bliss rameh for an outing.

Following a mesage of enquiry sent to
New York eity, the coroner took charge
of the body and empenelled a jury. An
inquest was begun last evening.
