The rainy scason is proceeding fuvourably - 24
inches, or two inches beyond the average for June,
having alieoly fallen at the Presidency. Afer an
interval of a week of fine weather, we have had
two heavy thunder storms, and all 1he sppearances
of an immediate resumption of fall,

On the 224 of May an extraordinary fall of ice
occurred near Bangalore, during a stoim of thun
der, lightning and rain.  I'he hailstones which a
first made their appearance were abont the size of
limes and oranges, and broke through the tiles and
roofs of honses, and destroyed garden and fruit
trees.  Sowe of the hailstones found next morning

B,
or vver an area of 11 degrees from North to South,
and 10 from East to West, nearly 700 miles in
each direction, the largest expanse we can remem-
ber over which any meteor or set of meteors of
well-ascertained identity has been observed.

The Boinbay army has had occasion to lament
the lose of one of the most upiight and estimable
staff ofticers in the service, Lieutenant Culonel
Ogilvie, Judge Advocote General, Ile was attack-
