1London, March 6.—The British official eye witness at the front in his 
latest report dated March 2, says:

In the last few days there has been little to record beyond further suc­
cess on the part of our artillery and one minor infantry action which was bril­
liantly executed. The British advance north of the Bethune la Bassee road 
has now worked forward closer to the enemy’s lines.

“Our guns have maintained their superiority in the daily artillery duel 
On the right centre, two German machine guns were knocked out by direct

hits, and on the left, south of the Ypres-Comlnes canal, a hostile saphead 
blown in by a shell.

“In cases where a few of the enemy have established themselves to linn 
with our trenches, they have stretched wire netting across the top of their 
trenches fixed at a slant, so that bombs roll off It.

GALLANT WORK OF PATRICIAS

"In the early morning of February 28, a very dashing exploit was per­
formed by a detachment from one of our battalions (the Princess Patricias.) 
In the neighborhood of’St. Blois, southeast of Ypres, a sudden attack was de­
livered against a German trench. Eleven of the occupants were killed and five 
wounded.

“When the work wa^thorougfaly accomplished our men retired. They had 
suffered only two casualty A few were hit to the retirement, but the losses 
were very slight to comparison with the results attained. The operation took 
only twenty minutes. , i

“Early on March I, the enemy attacked one of our trenches near St. Blois 
after a heavy bombardment by guns and mortars. The attack was repulsed 
with severe losses to the assailants.

N.C., March 5.—George '

Feds Blamed for Depression
New York, March 5—The annual re­

port of the National Baseball Commis­
sion blames much of the loss of interest 
in baseball last season on the Federal 
League. Chairman August Herrmann 
says :

“The Federal League’s aggressive ac­
tivity in enticing players from national 
agreement clubs, to which they are un­
der contract, loss of public confidence in 
the integrity of those who play the 
game, because of these desertions, and 
the industrial and commercial complica­
tions which followed the European 
war affected the patronage in practically 
all national agreement leagues.”

The financial report of John E. Bruce, 
the secretary and treasurer of the com­
mission, shows that the commission has 
not a large amount of money in reserve 
to use as a “war fund,” as has generally 
been reported. In fact, the expenses of 
the commission were so high last season 
that the balance in its treasury is only 
$1,486.07.

The commission’s report also shows 
that it gave financial aid to the Inter­
national League last season. Last Sep­
tember the commission made two loans 
to the International League, one of 
$8,000 and another of $2,500. The re­
port also shows a refunder from Ban. 
B. Johnston to the Buffalo club of the 
International League for $8,218.65.

Having aided the International League 
financially last season, it is believed 
that the National Commission will also 
come to the aid of the league this sea­
son, if necessary. At the present time 
the International League is negotiating 
for aid from the commission.
