FARM HOUSE NEAR 
MONCTON BURNED

LEON, Guanjuato, Mexico, June 26. 

— Three hundred and eighty-seven 
bodies have been recovered from the ! 
flood devastated area in this city and ! 
the surrounding countryside, and mem- 1 
bers of relief parties searching the 
ruins of homes believed that many oth­
ers were still buried in mud brought 
down by the raging Gomez river.

The waters of the stream stood be­
tween seven and ten feet in the lower 
sections of the city today. It was said 
that many persons were swept down­
stream with the flood, and the work­
ers believe the bodies may never be 
recovered.

In many places entire families were 
buried in the collapse of mud houses. 
Authorities fear that the death toll 
will reach 1,000, and that losses in com­
merce, agriculture and industry will 
total 7,000,000 pesos.

agents look upon curtailment as 
necessity for another couple of months 
at least. Many print cloth mills have 
been reducing their output 25 per cent, 
for two months past. This has not pre­
vented a steady decline in prices and a 
further accumulation of stock.

Curtailment of production is being 
rigorously and generally followed in 
South Carolina and Georgia cloth mills. 
North Carolina gray cloth mills are not 
curtailing as generally as those of other 
States, but a very drastic cut in produc­
tion has been made there by yarn and 
colored goods mills. Cotton duck prices 
have become most unprofitable, and 
many of the larger mills have ceased 
to run save on order. Some of the 
smaller mills already have reduced their 
output over 30 per cent.

The pressure to increase curtailment 
is continuing and the present course of 
trade leads agents to believe that ad­
vantage will be taken of the summer 
months to stop machinery where it can 
be done without disturbing working 
organizations, or causing a drift of 
working people from one town to an­
other.

BERLIN, N. H, June 26—Smoke 
will be the most effective weapon of 
human destruction if another war 
embroils any of the leading nations of 
the world.

PHILADELPHIA, June 6-Paul 
Dobele, a coal loader employed by the 
Bethlehem Steel Corporation, has just 
been awarded a gold medal by the 
company for loading 538 tons of coal 
In twelve working days. The coal 
was loaded with a hand shovel in the 
Dakota Mine of the Bethlehem Mines 
Corporation in West Virginia.

Etobele’s average daily loading of 
45 tons was the equivalent of the 
amount of coal carried in a full-sized 
railroad car.

In France, Dobele’s native country, 
the average production per miner is 
150 tons of coal a year. In Germany 
and the United Kingdom, the average 
output of coal is 225 tons per year.

“I was referring only to the Conser­
vative majority—1 Mr. Meighen in­
terrupted again and demanded answer­
ing from the Speaker. Speaker Lftn- 
ieux ruled that Mr. Meighen’s point of 
order was well taken.

Mr. Dunning declared that Conser­
vative Senators and members met in 
caucus to concert their plan. To this 
Mr. Meighen gave “explicit denial of 
any concerted plans” and added that 
the minister’s remarks were unworthy 
of a member of the House.

The facts, Mr. Dunning maintained, 
were common knowledge.

held last winter that a sum of money 
was paid one holding a high position 
in the local Amateur Association. 
Does Such official deny that he re­
ceived money in this relation?

As a result of this was not an 
amendment added to the rules of the 
Constitution governing amateurism 
making it O. K. for an official of a 
purely amateur meet to be enumerated 
for his services Was this belated 
rider inserted to cover up past com­
missions or merely to meet contin­
gencies.

Was there not an evasion of rules in 
the re-instatement of one of the delin­
quents now playing in a City League 
team. When the player was asked 
only if he received money from the 
Commercial Club? Did not the ques­
tioner know all the while that this re­
instated player received money from 
an individual who served in a private 
capacity, as it were, but all the while 
to all intents and purposes apparent­
ly acted as manager for the Com­
mercial Club team?

If this is so, why not relnstatment 
in the same way for all the other 
players ? But the others must ans­
wer as to whether money in any way 
whatsoever was received ! Not being 
able to answer in the negative these 
ball players are denied reinstatement. 
Is this not a fact? Don’t you think 
it a huge joke? To my mind, the en­
tire question can be solved in but one 
way and that is by establishing In 
our midst an Independent Amateur 
League which can start and keep a 
clean record after having been ab­
solved of the past by willing public. I

One week’s suspension from June 26
