London, Feb. 8—Sr Albert Stanley, 
president of tbe board of trade, an­
nounced this morning that an arrange­
ment with union executives bad been 
reached and that railway service would 
be resumed as soon as possible.

This announcement followed a confer 
•nee ib which Sr Albert, Sr Edward 
Thortt, secretary for home affairs, and 
other government officials discussed tbe 
ituation with executives of the National 
Jnion of Railwaymen and representa- 
ives of the managements of the under- 
•round railways.
Acting Secretary Hudson of the unions 

subsequently declared that he was satis­
fied with the agreement. He said that 
accredited representatives would be ap­
pointed by the union to care for the phy­
sical needs of the men, pending arrange­
ments which would be made in prepara­
tion for tbe establishment of an eight- 
hour day. He expected that tube trains 
would be running normally at noon to­
day.

The situation on the Clyde is virtu­
ally unchanged. A six-hour conference 
was held today at Belfast, Baron Pirrie, 
controller-general of merchant shipping 
presiding. Proposals were submitted by 
both sides, but nothing was settled. The 
Scottish miners have all resumed work, 
pending discussion of the whole situ­
ation at the miners’ conference at South- 
port on Feb. 12.

SMOKE MACDONALD’S INDEXa, TCAUSED :Washington, Feb. 8—Willingness to 
undertake development of an interna­
tional gold exchange fund to facilitate 
financial transactions between nations 
without actual shipment of gold was ex­
pressed today by the federal reserve 
board in its report for 1918. This ar­
rangement would be similar to that now 
maintained by the board to settle bal­
ances between banks in the United 
States.

The fund might be developed among 
the Entente nations and a few leading 
neutrals, “but it is conceivable that all 
civilized nations may eventually be par­
ticipants,” said the board. The gold 
would be deposited in trust in some gov­
ernment bank or banks to guarantee ex­
change obligations, and it was proposed 
that the fund should be limited to cur­
rent commercial and exchange trans­
actions.

Ottawa, Feb. 7—The Canadian dis­
tillers have entered the prohibition fight 
with an alternative proposal. During 
the period of the war they contend that 
they have opposed no serious objections 
to the war measures of the government 
in connection with restriction of the 
liquor traffic. Now with the prospect of 
permanent and complete prohibition 
staring them in the face they have en­
tered the arena. Their representative, 
Robert T. Ferguson, of Winnipeg, has 
come east and will remain in the east 
during the “critical” period when the 
question of the validation of existing 
orders-in-council passed under the war 
measures act is being discussed.

The Canadian distillers are absolutely 
opposed to the re-opening of the bars.
In their own language they are “opposed 
to any legislation which has for its ob­
ject directly or indirectly the re-estab­
lishment of the public drinking bar."

In fine they propose that each prov­
ince be divided into “rones,” that at the 
head of each zone there be appointed a 
government “factor” and that under his 
supervision distillers and agents of dis­
tillers be licensed to sell liquors. An 
applicant for liquor must apply in his 
own zone, else he will not get it. His 
order will he placed with the firm or 
agent manufacturing the liquor required v 
and that order will be sent to him with­
out recourse to the middleman. Any 
man who abuses the use of the beverage 
may be blacklisted and cut off from 
supply in the particular zone ip which 
he resides and he cannot get It from any 
bther zone," so that he is entirely cut off. 
The advantages claimed by the distillers 
for this system are as follows:
