Mr. Churchill -was greeted with a rous-
ing reception from the 6,000 people: gath-
ered within the tent where was enthus-
jasm which not even the depressing sur-
roundings were able entirely to quench. A
steady shower bath poured through the
canvas ropf, makmg the floor an incipient
marsh. A band played popular a&irs inter-
mingled with the Irish melodies, ‘“The
Wearing of the Green” and “The Boys of
Wexford.”

Mr. Churchill immediately got on good
terms 'with his audience, promising them
that the government intended to pass a
home rule bill, which would be harmonious
with unperml interests, smooth the path
of the British Empire, liberate new forces
for its service,’ and for ever do away with
the accursed machinery by which hatred
had been: manufactured in the past.

The government’s home rule bill, contin-
uwed Mr. Churchil, would fit into a general
scheme of parlmmentary evolution leading
ultimately to the federation of the em-
pire. -That was the only way to free the
House of Commons from its present con-
gestion.

“Look at our great rivals, the United
States of Americh, and Germany,” he
said. “Both of these powers conduct their
business ‘through separate parliaments,”

Mr. Churchill contended that the settle-
ment of the long quarrel between the Brit-
ish government and the Irish people would
be a boon to the empi® beyond compare,
as the Irish throughout the world were a
power for good or ill, who had in the
past mostly worked counter to Britivh
interests.

Without closely particularizing the terms
of the home rule bill, Mr. Churchill said
that the Irish parliament and  senate
would fairly represent the minority as

well as the majority of the people of

Viscount Selby, who -arrived in New
York yesterday with Lady Selby from
England, on board the German T
Kronprinz Wilhelm, is the eldest son of
the Right Hon. William Court Gully, who
was for ' so many years spesker of the
House of Commons, and is a great grand-
son of John Gully, & celebrated prize-
fighter, book-maker, and Derby winner.
He enjoys: the experience. shared by the
Farl Russell, but otherwise unique among
the members of the House of Lords, of
having undergone a term of imprisonment.
Whereas Lord Russell, however, suffered
incarceration for bigamyy owing to the in-
validity of his American divorce and mar-
riage, Lord Selby’s’ detention in jail was
on & charge of mere eontempt of court.

Lord Selby’s first marriage to. Miss
Pirrie, had been an unhappy one, and the
couple had separated; not through any de-
cision of: khe divorce court, but merely by
private agreement, drawn up by his and
her lawyers. Both had stipulated that ihe
young daughter of the marriage should be
made a ward in chancery. The lord. high
chancellor - had accepted the trust, end
had ordered that the ' child should live
part of the time with her mother, and
part of the time with her grandfather, the
late Lord Selby. The child’s father vio-
lated this order when carried off the
child with him frem his father’s house to
an island on the coast of Sweden, and he
was in consequence punished on his return
to England, for contempt of court, in 2b-
ducting a ward of the lord high chancel-
lor, even though the ward in question was
his ‘own little' daughter.

Tn 1000, Lord Selby, who had not then
succeeded to his father’s peerage, man-
aged to bring about a dissolution of his
union to his first wife, by the divorce
court, and three months later, the presid-
ing judge of the divoree court availed
himself of a privilege with which he is en-
dowed by law, but which he was not gen-
erally known to possess, to make absolute
the .decree nisi without waiting for the
customary six months to elapse. It seems
that the law, dating from 1866, runs as
follows: “No decree nisi for a divorce shall
be made absolute until after the expira-
tion of six months from the pronouncing
thereof, unless the court shall, under the
power now vested in it, fix a shorter
time.”’ Tmmediately on the deerece being
made absolute, Lord Selby married a lady
to whom he had long been devoted. Miss
Dorothy Grey, first in the registry office
of St. . George's, Hanover Square, Lon-
don, the union afterwards receiving the
blessing of the church in 8t. Paul’s, On-
glow Square, at the hands of the Rev. E.
§. Buchanan, of that parish. The present
Viscountess Selby is a daughter of the late
Sir William Grey, a cousin of Earl Grey,
and Tady Eden, of Maryland, who has
been painted in turn by Whistler, and by
Sargent. Lady Selby is' an aunt, there-
fore of Lady Eden’s daughter Margaret,
married in 1909 to Lord Brooke, eldest
son and heir of the Eatl of Wartvick.

The Parnelt Family

Caroline, Lady Congleton, who has just
died at the age of minety, was of the
house of Parnell, to' which Charles Stew-
art Parnell, the great Irish Nationalist
leader and statesman belonged. In her
girthood -she was a maid of honor of
Queen Vietoria. She was the widow of

RULE BIL ARE
* NOW GNEN OUT

Belfast, Feb. 8—The essential features
of the liberal government’s- home rule bill
were set forth in the Bpeech of Winston
Spencer - Churehill  today. The billis to
contain - previsions for a fair: representa-
tion in fhe two houses of the Irish parlia-
ment of all classes of the Irish people, and
restrictions will be ‘placed ‘on the passing
of laws on, or the imposition of taxes,
which might be unjust to any party, while
religious freedom is to be secured:

The armed forces in’ Ireland are to be
controlled by the imperial government, but
Ireland is . to comtrol its own finances,
while the imperial govérnment will. con-
tinue its land  purchase and pension
schemes. o o

The crown:will " be in a position to re-
fuge its assent toiany unjust law, and the
imperial parliament will be able to repeal
any such law. 4

Religious freedom will be secured. .

The privy council will be able to declare
void‘any such law. which goes beyond the
limits of the 'home rule bill.

The military will. remain under contfol
of the imperial} government. . ;

The financial proposals of ‘the bill will
give a|fair start to the Irish government
and insidious taxes will not be able to' be
placed upon Ulster.

The Irish parliament will havé real con-
trol of its finances, but the ‘'system nsed
must be consistent with the financial sys-
tem of the United Kingdom. A

The imperial goverament will eontinue
to carry out the land purchase and old
age pensions schemes. -

The Irish representation at Westminster
will be reduced.

A Set Back in Efforts to Care for
Victims_of Tuberculosis

The proposal to care for the ynforunate
victims of tuberculosis has received & set-.
back by the attitude of some of the resi-
dents of the district near which it was
proposed' to build the hospital and the
day camp. On account of the objections
which have been made, the members of
the committee of the municipal council
which is dealing with the matter are un-
willing to insist on placing thé institutions
in that place, and at present there is no
other site in view which would be of any
use for the purpose. :

The committee are anxious to do somie-
thing to remove from’ the city the stigma
of having no place in which a dying vic-
tim of tuberculosis can be cared for, but
at present they are rather discouraged. 1f
one section protests, they fear others will
also, if another gite is found. If the hospi-
tal is to be of any use it must be easiy
reached, and this means putting it in some
neighborhood where there are other peo-
ple living. If everyone objects to the loca-
tion, it will be impossible to build the hos-
pital at all. X

In the meantime, said a member’, of the
committee to the Times, there are people
dying in this city whose lives might be
saved by proper treatment. There are
cases, which, for lack of proper pre-
cautions, are spreading contagion all over
the city. At any time there may be a
repetition of the pathetic case of the young
Englishman who was refused admission to
public institutions or private homes, and
left to die in the streets a few months.ago.
In his case the rules of one of the muni-
cipal ihstitutions had to be broken before
he could be sheltered for the few days
which intervened before his death. It ‘is
on account of cases of:thig' kind that the
committee is anxious, to take immediaté
steps. i 3 S

The Emswahon as Viewed By

In a skilful piece of writing, Pierre Loti
t?xe other 'day compared the Italian:aggres-
sion against Puvkey with the spring of a
panther at an ox. He made the parallel
vividly complete, not omitting the action
of the two hyenas whicli eventually crept
on to the gcene to claim the fragments
of the dead beast's anatomy.

‘The morals of the jungle are now
universal in a wortld/ which we used to call
civilized when we were still at school, that
one is somewhat at e logs for a criterion
to apply to the sxploit of this week™(Jax,
13.)  Russia has $aken Mongolia and’one
merely realizes that the hunt which be-
gan in Moroceo is ‘now world-wide. From
Fez to Tripbli, from Tripoli to Persia, and
from Pergia to the furthest confines of
Ching, the eye ranges, alarmed, but not
sl_xrprmed, over the most comprehensive
display of the predatory instinct ‘which
the world has furnished in modern times.
One is c¢onscious of a certain absurdity in
applying ady ethical judgments to these
performances. 8t. Francis preached  to
the birds, but the records of the safnts are
silent about any attempt he may have
made on the consciences of panthers and
hyenas, The latest achievement seems to
be fairly adroit, and the’ prey is probably
well worth devouring.

{s there anything else that one can sy
of it in any language spoken in Europe to-
day? One may describe, but' one hardly
dares to comment. One can just discern
how the pages which deal with this phase
of the world’s development will read in the
Gibbon of the future. ILord Rosebery,
who. can at-least make phrases, has done
it perhaps as well as any annalist-philogo-

Plea to Keep Federal Politics Out of

Premier Flemming and his lieutenants
are evidently realizing the appropriateness
of this saying of the wise man as applied
to the Conservative party in the prov-
ince. Unlike as he is in some respects,
Mr. Flemming has the limitations of his
former leader. Mr. Hazen. He is without
perspective. Obsessed by the question of
the moment, he forgets the past, and is
incapable of conceiving the future. He jis
without vision.

In Mr. Flemming, that is perhaps, mere-
ly a misfortune. Were he surrounded by,

limitations might not be .of such serious
public concern. But, unfortunately, the
dominant element in his cabinet is com-
of men of practically the same type

as himself, energetic, aggressive men, viv-
idly ‘interested in the moment; that is to
say, time-servers. :
Hon. John Morrigey is about the only
member of the cabinet of a reflective cast
of mind, and the North Shore man’s posi-
‘tion in the cabinet is decidedly peculiar.
But Mr. Flemming can see trouble when
he comes to it. Evidently he has reason
to regret that he and his lieutenants en-
tered so fiercely into the fight against re-
ciprocity. He is going about, complain-

pleading with the people to keep provin-
cigl politics clear of federal issues. His
opponents might retort that"he was a very
active partizan at the last domimion elec-
tions; but his personal attitude is not a
matter of much importance. As a eiti-
zen he had an undoubted right to take
part in the federal elections, What is
of importance is that the whole machin-
ery of the provincial government was util-
ized ' to assist the Conservative candidates
for the House of Commons. In view of’
that fact the premier’s present, plea comes
with rather poor grace. .He has little right
to complgin if the people vote on straight
party lines at the coming provincial elec-
tions. But he has good reason to fear
such a contingency.

Unfortunately for the Flemming gov-
ernment’s hope of being returned to pow-
er, its supporters will find it excdedingly
difficult to persuade the people that they
have mo further interest in federal is-
sues—such, for instance, as reciprocity.
Mr. Flemming has recently pledged his
administration to do all in its power to
bring new gettlers to the province; and
incidentally gives a very effective illus-

TOOK PART IN THE CHARGE
; OF THE LIGHT BRIGADE

C(_)rﬁet Baynes, Now of Washington, One of The
. Few Still Living—His Graphic Story of the His-
toric Crimean Attack en Russian Guns

Survivers of the famous'Charge of . the
Light ‘Brigade were few indeed an hour af-
ter their historic exploit; and after a lapse
of fifty-eight years there are not, prob-
ably, a dozen living today. Of the SUrviv-
ors at.the present time nome  is better
qualified to tell of that charge than the
.aged man who rode “into the jaws . of
death” as Cornet Baynes, for Cornet Bay-
nes is-an educated man, and has not only
.the faculty of quick observation, but the
1gift of /dramatic narrative.
| ' At present the veteran is in the Nation-
al Soldiers’ Home in Washington, for he
has served under the Stars and Stripes as
well as under the Union Jack, and can ‘tell
an interesting story about Indian fighting
days on the American frontier. It is the
story of the Light Brigade, however, that
ihe loves best to dwell on, for he says it
is the most vivid recollection 'of his life,
and’ that hardly a detail bas become blur-
red by the passage of time,

Tke veath of Nolan

Cornet Baynes, who was a member of
the Fourth Light Dragoons, the “Queen’s
Own,” as it was called, knew Captain No-
lan, aide-de-camp /to .the commander, and
as he stood by his horse in the ranks he
saw Nolan gallop at full ‘speed in:the di-
rection of the Light Brigade, He saw him
salute Lord Cardigan and’ speak to him.
Baynes wa$ near enough to detect some
astonishment in Cardigan’s face, and the
eommander said something to which Nolan
answered in what appeared to him to be
an insolent manner. Then Lord Cardigan
turned and gave an -order to the bugler.
The signal to mount was sounded, and
the' men leaped to. their . saddles. Then

came the ‘order t6 draw sabres and .charge.

Cardigan ‘rode at thé head of the brig-

‘l4de, ‘and 'Nolan accompanied the charge

for a ghott distance. Then waving -his
sword_above his head, he left the forma-

tion .and -started” to cress ahead of thep

troops. “‘No ofie ever knew what the rea:
son_of this mad act was,’ says Baynes,
“but_before he had got ‘two-thirds of the
way across the splinter of a shell from a
Russian gun burrowed ite way, into « his
breast, killing him . instantly. His noble
horse, feeling the change which had come
ovér his master, wheeled and bore him
back to the English reserves, Nolan " fall;
ing from his saddle just before: reaching
his own lines.” < I

To the Bitler End

According to. Cornet Baynes, Lord Car-
digan scemed to think that /it had been
the object of Nélan.to deprive him of his
command, and he resolved to carry. the
Light Brigade the full length of the valley
to. the furthest guns of the Russian. bat-
tery. As they advanced, the - troopers
came within range of the flanking Rus-
sian guns, and they:began to tear through
the ranks. The pace was guickened, and
soon_ the heroes of the Light Brigade were
rushing down the valléy as fast as their
galloping horsés would carry them.

They soom came within the range of the
batteries at the far end of the valley, and
for the last balf mile of the charge were
subject to a fire on three sides. As fast as
‘men fell the ranks were closed up, and
the little force that finally burst upon the

\astonished Russian gunners was as com-
‘pact almost as when it had set out upon

jts ride of ‘death. 'When they got amongi
the Russian gunners the latter were en-
deavoring franticaly to hitch their horses
%o their guns, and the survivors of the
Light Brigade: cut through them, wheeled,
cut. through' them  again, and x"etnrned as
they had come. :

Without a Wound e

Every man, says Baynes, wag supporting
a dead or wounded comrade as they went
back.  For himself, he received no wound,
nor has he a scar to show for nearly forty
years. of service in different parts of ‘the
world, After purchasing his discharge
from the British army Baynes saw scouting
service in New Zealand. He came to Can-
ada, and from here
States, where. he: fought through a couple
of Indian campaigns. :
{ His narative of Balaklava throws mo
new light on that famous charge, nor can
he or anyone else now living explain the
mystery of ‘the order communicated by
Nolan. Yet his story, plain and unvarn-
igshed though 1t is, cannot fail to have an
interest to British subjects, who must
thrill every time the word “Balaklava” is
uttered.
