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THE PROVINCIAL BUDGET,

Hon. Dr. J.‘E. Hetherington, Provin-
cial Secretary, in his budget speech
,yesterday presented frankly and clearly
the condition of the public finances,
and his comment upon provincial
affairs and his optimistic and con-
structive counsel for the future will be
received with commendation by the
country. <Considering the state of
business throughout Canada and the
world at large, New DBrunswick’s
affairs justify the confidence which the
Provincial Secretary expressed. No
new taxes are introduecd, which is a
matter for congratulation at a time
when other provinces are compelled to
find new sources of revenue at the
public expense,

Owing to.the condition of the lumber
market - and: the reduced cut this
winter, the revenue for the current year
will be reduced materially, and in view
of this the Provincial Secretary made
it known that a prudent reduction in
expenditures is peing made. Notwith-
standing this course, although prospec-
tive income is less by something like a
quarter of a million as compared with
last year, Hon. Dr. Hetherington is
able to say that ordinary expenditures
will be less than income by some
$10,000. This, as he makes plain, does
not include the deficit on Valley Rail-
way interest, a charge of some $260,000
which the province is unable to meet
without allowing the public services to
fall below a reasonable level of effi-
clency. Hon. Dr. Hetherington rightly
holds that the federal government
should relieve the province of the
Valley road, and he: says that the
government looks forward confidently
to such action at Ottawa. Success in
this would mean that the province
wbuld be relieved of a debt of more
than $7,000,000 and an annual interest
charge of more than a quarter of a
million, which hag been funded year
after year for # long time past,

The Provincial Secretary, in looking
ahead, predicts great and far-reaching
benefit to New Brunswick as the pro-

‘vincial hydro policy is developed and

as Grand Falls is set to work. He
feels that the Maritime Provinces have
not received their due at the hands of

that our scenic beauty and our fishing
and hunting grounds may bring to the
province the immensely increased num-
ber of tourists which our attractions
Justify.

He speaks with pride of the high
credit of the province and the receat
sale of prm;incinl debentures at the
highest price yet offered in Canada

_gince the time of the great war for ten-
year bonds. His statement regarding’

the sinking funds is another which
gives satisfaction. During 1924 there
was paid out. of revenue into this fund
the sum of $262,226, or 6.88 per cent.
of the total revemue for the year.

In discuésing our forest wealth, Hon.
Dr. Hetherington sounds a serious note
as to the danger from fire losses.
Aﬁhough the fire waste last season
was comparal&ly small, he points
out that with respect to its Crown
forests the province has the duty of
protecting a natural resource worth
from $50,000,000 to $75,000,000, and
that the present outlay for protection
against fire might well be increased.
He speaks in high terms of appreciation
of the work of the Department of
Health. “It seems to me,” said the
Provincial Secretary, “that the future
promises great prosperity, not only for
our province but for all Canada.” This
wiew, he said, is supported by the lead-
ing financiers of this country. ‘He feels
that to-day is one of opportunity and
that New Brunswick must proceed
without delay to develop its natural
resources.

e —

THE MENORIAL,

Resolutions passed at last night’s
meeting in connection with the War
Memorial, favoring its erection at the

~~head of King street, well represent

public sentiment in this matter. Tt
must be thought that the Mayor and
Commissioners are naturally eager to
meet the  plainly expressed public
desire, and it will be felt confidently,
therefore, that they will agree to this
site when the committee appointed ut
last night’s represeptative meeting
appears before them.

Any extra expense attaching to the
selection of the right site must be
regarded as a small matter in com-
parison with the impogtance of making
the right choice. The action taken at
last night’s meeting is a strong con-
firmation of the sentiments expressed
by many organizations, among them

being several representing returned
soldiers and officers, the 1. O. D. E.
and others whose work during the war
and after it entitle their views to
consideration.

The point to bé heeded now is that
the great volume of public sentiment
favors the head of King street site.
We shall be making this decision but
once, and it is all important to do the
right thing. Also, there is some merit
in déing it gracefully. '

HE STANDS BY.

despatches; are worth recording. As a
British subject and a Canadian, he says
that he does not desire to join the pro-
cession to the United States. He feels
that to do so would be like giving his
own country a black eye. In spéaking
to his congregation of the matter, he
said that the post to which he had been
invited” would present a larger field for
service than the one he occupied, but
that other considerations moved him to
remain where he is. He added:

“The question of a change in citizen-
ship has given be deep concern. The
large emigration of Canadians to the
United States must be a matter of
worry té those who love our country.
I cannot tell you how serious this
problem appears to me. It helped more
than anything else in my decision, so
that I am able now to say that you will
have to bear with me a little longer.

“My ideals ‘are British. My whole
outlook is Canadian, and I have there-
fore decided to remain where I am for
the present. How long I may be with
you depends on the way in which the
work develops at St. James. I have a
growing fear of remaining on after my
work is done.

“Let us, then, gird up our loins and
labor together that this church may be
‘the candle of the Lord’ in our metro-
politan city.” :

The sentiments expressed by Canan
Shatford and the decision he has made
will be most welcome to thoughtful
Canadians. The temptation of other
fields, under other ﬂags,'is sometimes
great, but men who put thoughts of
country, of duty, of British citizenship
above such other considerations as this
clergymen does, set a valuable and
inspiring example "to their fellow-
citizens. Truly, as Canon Shatford
says, “there is a great work to be done
in Canada.” And it can be done best
by men whose hearts are truly in their

tasks.

ONE EXANIPLE,

\

One example' of useful co-operation
between Canada’s two great railway
systems is given by the Vancouver
Province, which rightly suggests that
an extension of this sort of agreement
is in order to-day. The Province
says: :

“The announcement that the Cana-
dian Pacific and Canadian National
are making plans to run trains over the
same rails between Kelowna and Kam-
loops is evidence that Canada has
learned the lesson taught by her too
great prodigality in building railways
in the past. Maintenance of way and
interest on construction cost form two
very appreciable items on the expense
side of a railway’s ledger, and if these
expenses can be cut in two through co-
operation, the saving is all to the gobd.

«Jt is a pity the desirability of
adopting these methods of co-operation
was not brought home to us twenty
years ago. If it had been our expendi-
tture for railroads would have been
some scores of millions less, and our
tax bills considerably smaller than they
are. But, during the years of expansion
with which the century opened we had
our heads so far in the air we could
not see the folly of building two lines
where one would.suffice, nor of allow-
ing politicians rather than engineers
and transportation experts to decide
on the route our railways should
follow.” .

In the House of Commons recently
there has been some favorable discus-
sion of such co-operation as the
Province commends. Destructive com-
petition between the two systems or
wastefful duplication is not good for
the railroads or the people who support

them.

Sinclair Lewis’ Latest

One of the important werks of fic-
tion of the year is Sinclair Lewis’ new
book, Martin Arrowsmith, writes J. T.
C. in the Toronto Star. It is the story
of a boy who sets out to be a doctor
and the experiences of his life as a
student, as a hospital interne, as a
medical practitioner, a public health
officer and as an expert in medical re-
search, make up the stirring contents
of the book.

1t is, perhaps, the most interesting
book Sinclair Lewis has written. But,
as in his other works, the author gives
himself the task of writing of life as
it is, and not as it pretends to be. No
doubt, it is necessary that some writer
should devote himself to the task of
writing up Americans as he finds them,
as Lewis has done in “Main Street,” in
“Babbitt” and in “Martin Arrow-
smith.” But one likes to think that
people are somewhat more worthy
than Sinclair Lewis finds them.

As a student at college young Ar-
rowsmith is torn between a desire to
follow those who believe in healing the
sick and those who go in for the study
of pure science. The head of the col-
lege is strong for healing, but Prof.
Gottlieb is deep in his laboratory seek-
ing discoveries that will make the
race immune, The young student at-
taches himself to one party and then
the other. In fact throughout his
career this conflict proceeds within him,
until in the end he leaves wife and
home and settles in a cabin in the
forest, with another like him, and car-
ries on research for s own sake.

It is an interesting book from first
to last, and the author must be com-
plimented on his handling of scientific
material in such a way that anybody
can grasp it and feel an interest in it.
But, as in all this author’s books, peo-
ple, no matter how attractive and ad-
mirable they seem on first acquaint-
ance, all turn out to be cheap and dis-
appointing at last—they deceive and
befool themgelves by making profes-
sions to which they do not adhere. Is
it so in real life? Do you meet no-
body who does not in the end prove
to be a disappointment? Dr. Arrow-
smith is disappointed even in himself,
but there is nothing surprising in that.
A man never satisfies himself in the
Inog run.

There are, however, many fine peo-
ple in everybody’s world, and if it were
not so life would not be worth living.
Clever as are the people in the books.
by Sinclair Lewis, and clever as is his
latest work, one feels -that there is
more sterling worth in men than he is
aware of.

Wild Geese Carry His Messages.

(Gertrude Blanche Robbins in Ottawa
Citizen.)

Uncle Jack is the name given to the
man who has tamed thousands of wil
geese and sent them far north and
south as messengers of the good gospel.
Wooed by love, which finds expression
in a generous provision of food, count
less numbers of geese each spring visit
Jack Miner’s Sanctuary; then hundreds
of the flock, cuffed with aluminum tags
bearing verses of scripture, take their
flight to distant shores.

It is a far cary from the shores of
Lake FErie to Hudson Bay and Baffin
Land, but in the flight of the wild
goose distance counts for naught. Many
have been the tags returned’to Jack
Miner from the Hudson Bay trading-
posts, which have been taken from
wild geese shot by Eskimos and Indians.
Recently an aluminum tag, bearing the
initials E. R. K., arrived at Jack Miner’s
Sanctuary, Kingsville, accompanied by
a letter, written by Rev. J. W. Walton,
a missionary of the North, telling how
the wild goose, cuffed with the tag, had
been shot in the summer of 1923 by an
Eskimo in Baffin Land.

Instantly Jack Miner recalled the
tagging of that goose. It was in the
month of April, 1918, that four wild
geese, captured one morning by Uncle
Jack, were tagged by four members of
the Essex County Wild Life Conserv-
ing Association. A few months later
the first goose of this party was shot
at Fort Albany, James Bay, by an
Indian. Although more than 30 wild
geese have been reported to Jack
Miner from the east side of James Bay,
the bird shot at Fort Albany is the
only one reported from the west side.
The second tag was returned to the
Bird Sanctuary at Kingsville in the fall
of 1920, that one having been brought
down on the Belcher Islands, Hudson
Bay.

A few years ago, Rev. J. W. Walton,
the missionary, returning to eastern
Canada, gladdened the heart of Jack
Miner as he laid before the birdman
‘25 tags that had been brought to him
by curious Eskimos, taking them from
the geese they had shot on the shores
of Hudson Bay. Touchingly the mis-
sionary told how the gospel messages
inscribed on the tags had been a great
help to him in making known the
scriptures to the Eskimo people seeking
him out of curiosity. Not only have
these winger missionaries carried the
good news of salvation to the North,
but numerous tags have been returned
to Kingsville from Southern States. A
tag discovered on the leg of a .duck
shot in Kentucky brought to Jack

(British Gommercial News.)

One of the most encouraging things
to be noted in post-war trade overseas
is that the phrase ‘the word of an
Englishman' still carries its old signi-
ficance amongst foreign people. - It
comes, of course, from business circles;
it is the foreigmer’'s tribute to the in-
tegrity of the Briton as revealed in all
his dealings, and it is encouraging to
know that not all the trials and tribu-
lations of war-time and of the even
more strenuous period that has follow-
ed it, have tarnished the Britisher’s
reputation for square.dealing.

In the home country, one may still
see extraordinary instances of the faith
that is placed in one business man by
another, and proof of the fact that such
confidence is well and truly placed. One
striking case came to notice recently,
when details were published of the me-
thods of testing Beardmore steel in the
great Glasgow steel works of William
Beardmore & Co., Ltd.

It transpires that the Test-house Man-
ager there ocoupies a most curious posi-
tion. He is employed by Messrs. Wil-
llam Beardmore to run the test-house,
where samples from every casting, forg-
ing and smaller steel product are pre-
pared and tested in the presenc of the
inspectors from- the firm's various
clients. Obviously many of the smaller
firms placing orders with Messrs. Beard-
more cannot maintain a local inspector
of their own, or even ‘““hire” one on
every occasion. Consequently it falls
on the test-house manager to act in
more than a neutral position. He under-
takes to act for the customer, and for
this purpose stamps material to be test-
ed with his own private stamp and is-
gues the usual certificate.

Amongst what other people could such
a position be maintained for a moment?
It has obtained in the Beardmore estab-
lishment, and has worked with con-
spicuous success, almost since the earl-
jest days of the steel era. Naturally
the fact that it can,function so smooth-
ly emphasizes instantly the fact of in-
tegrity of the Test-house Manager, but
also the quality of the steel produced,
and the fact that defects are extremely
rare,

“Before dealing with the estimated
receipts and expenditures for the pres-
ent fiscal year, I wish to say that care-
ful consideration has been given to them
and I am pleased to announce an esti-
mated surplus for 1925 of $10,096. This
surplus if and when realized will go
toward the floating debt caused by the
flood damage of 1923,

REVENUE REDUCED.

“The estimated revenue is- placed at
$3,566,566,723, or $271,360 Iesspthan the
amount received in 1924, while the ex-
penditure is placed at $3,556,627, or
$271,388 less than the expenditure of
1924, and in view of the comparatively)
smgll amount of revenue receivable,
serious consideration must be given by
the Government to the many demands
for special grants. Of the total esti-
mated expenditiire of $3,556,627, $2,456,-
571 is already voted or authorized by
law, so that “we are called upon to vote
the sum of $1,100,056.

RAILWAY DEFICIT.

“I regret to say that we have been
again obliged to provide for the deficit
on operation account of the Saint John
and Quebec Railway for the year 1925,
which is estimated at $260,000, but we
confidently look forward to the taking
ober of this road in the near future
by the Dominion authorities and the
relief of the debt of over $7,000,000,
and annual deficits of over a quarter
of a million dollars. It behooves there-
fore every member of this House to
exert himself on behalf of his native
provinde by recommending to and in-
sisting upon our representatives at Ot-
tawa, both in Parliament and Senmate,
to act with a view to having this road
taken over as part and parcel of the
Maritime system of the Canadian Na-

. LONDON, March 381—Winston
Churchill, chancellor of the exchequer,
has fallen millions of pounds behind
the optimistic goal set for him by
newspapers which predicted that the
surplus for the fiscal year just closed
would amount to 8,000,000 pounds
sterling.

Government revenues for the fiscal
vear which ended Tuesday, are an-
nounced as 799,435,595 sterling, com-
pared with 887,169,284 under a Labor
Government in 1924. Expenditures
amounted to 795,776,711 sterling, com-
pared with 788,840,211 last year.

Churchill announced his surplus as
8,658,884 sterling. The budget esti-
mate was for a surplus of 4,024,000
sterling. The floating debt amounts
to 742,195,000 pounds compared with
774,475,500 last year.

TORONTO TO SAVE
INSURANCE COSTS

City to Form. Company For
Economy—Would Save
$10,000 a Year.

TORONTO; April 1~—~Formation
by the city of its own fire insurance
company is a proposition now iinder
consideration at the City Hall. Those

who have been looking into the project
estimate that a saving of $10,000 a
year on premiums by re-insurance could
be effected if this system were adopted.

The law at present prohibits the ap-
pointment by the city of its own agent
who would refund rebates and thus re-
duce the cost of protection. It is under-
stood, however, that there would not
be anything to prevent the formation
of a company, and this could be done
without expense. The savings on pre-
miums, which at present total $145,000
for each three year period, could be set
aside to establish a fund whereby the
city would carry its own risks.

The city now carries approximately
$10,000,000 insirance. The insurable as-
sets are worth at least double this
amount, so that, to all intents and pur-
poses, the corporation is a co-insurer
with the companies to the extent of 50
per cent. to protect this risk, however,
there is a reserve of only $60,000.

Canadian Press Despach.-
LONDON, April 1.—“We want nol
priestly interference, we ask for no pur-
gatory and we will submit to no com-
pulsory confessional,” declared Sir Wil-
liam Jeynson-Hicks, Home Secretary,
presiding last night at a me-ting in
Albert Hall convened by the World’s
Evangelical Alliance to uphold the doc-
trines of the Reformation,and to pro-
test against an attempt by Anglo-
Catholics to undo its work.

Desire For Re-Union,

“The desire for re-union with Rome
is still in existence,” the Home Secre-
tary added. “Men who do not represent
the Church of England and who have
no right to speak for the Church of
England or for England igself are once
more seeking a re-union while Rome
smiles and sits still, knowing that the
only way is by submission to itself. We
stand for the scripture of the highest
and final authority, and there is a dan-
ger that the spiritiial freedom of the
laity will be taken away.”

Appeal To Others.

Sir - William appealed to the non-
conformists to come forward and join
in the protest and declared that people
who attempted to tamper with the
power of the prayer book would have
to recken, not only with the nation,
but with the Parliament of this coun-
try.
