Says our Pacific Coast con­
temporary : ‘The fisheries, the recipro­
city treaty, and the little dark cloud that 
has arisen in the political heavens, from 
the threat of retaliation—a nasty word— 
the discussions in the Canadian Parlia­
ment, in the American Congress, in the 
press, and among the statesmen and 
publiais of both couutries, have given it 
a prominence not before accorded to it. 
The two countries ought to be under the 
one government The geographical boun­
daries, the character of the people, the 
use of a common language, productions, 
markets, lines of transportation, the 
necessities of common defense, prove that 
the interests of both sections are identic­
al; their security from war and the con­
tentions of peace are interdependent If 
this Canadian empire can be peacefully 
acquired, it will vastly contribute to the 
dignity and safety of onr republic. If 
anybody is insane enough to desire it to 
be acquired in any other than a peaceful 
way, he is mad beyond hope of recovery.” 
The sentiments here uttered are quite 
unobjectionable from an American stand­
point The Argonaut grows eloquent over 
the idea of a republican English speak­
ing empire streatching from whefe the 
aurora-borealis flames in the northern 
sky to the borders of Mexico, but we al­
ready belong to an empire on which the 
sun never sets, and are satisfied.

The Local Government should go slow­
ly in considering the demands of the 
North Shore lumber operations who 
want a lower rate of stumpage. 
rate is $1.25 per thousand, with a mileage 
tax of $4, while in the Province of Quebec 
the stumpage is 65 cts. and the mileage 
$3. The North Shore operators would 
like to have both mileage and stumpage 
brought down to the Quebec standard, 
but the circumstances tire different and 
they have an undeniable advantage over 
the Quebec operators in the readiness 
with which logs cut on the rivers can be 
brought to tide water and in the near­
ness of their ports to the English market. 
For a long time, under the old mileage 
system the splendid lumber of this Prov­
ince was almost given away to the lumber 
men and a return to this state of things 
could not be tolerated.

THE BALANCE OF TRADE-

The Ottawa correspondent of the Hali­
fax Chronicle has discovered that, in the 
last fiscal year, there was a balance of 
t ra ie against Canada of $20,000,000. The 
editor of the Telegraph has made the 
same important discovery, and would 
like to harp upon it, if he only dared to 
do so. The old fashioned theories in 
regard to the balance of trade, which so 
greatly tickled our ancestors, were wholly 
absurd. They had an idea that a coun­
try which imported goods to a greater 
value than the value of its exports must 

. be growing poorer, and that the so-called 
adverse balance had to be paid in coin. 
Now coin and bullion are articles of 
merchandize just as much as
wheat and dry goods, and if

find, as the result of a long 
series of years of trade, that our 
imports of merchandize including coin 
and bullion largely exceed our exports 
of the same articles, while at the same 
time we are contracting no permanent 
debt abroad, we will be forced to the con­
clusion that the old balance of trade 
theory is a fiction. If a farmer carried 
t load of produce to market which he 

valued at $100, and succeeded in disposing 
of his stuff so well that he brought back 
$120 worth of good,s which he had per- 
chased with the proceeds, he would not 
lie likely to complain that there was a 
balance of trade against him, yet this 
is just what the believers in the balance 
of trade theory are doing. It is time 
that some of our glib tongued politicians, 
as well as somejof our editors, learned the 
first principles of political economy, and 
ceased to make themselves ridiculous by 
harping about the balance of trade.

There is no doubt that the Republicans 
will have a majority of the next House 
of Representatives; the only question is 
how large it will be and whether it will 
be a workable majority.

It will be seen from above that the in­

crease of the population of the Maritime 
Provinces has been three times as great 
in the thirty years as that of the three 
New England States which lie nearest to 
us. The Province of New Brunswick has 
added almost twice as many to its popu­
lation as the State of Maine ; Nova Scotia 
has added not much less than three times 
as many, while the increase of the little 
Province of Prince Edward Island has 
been as great as that of New Hampshire 
and Vermont combined. If we look at the 
relative increase the case is still worse 
for the three New England States 
which in thirty years have increased 
their population only 9 per cent while 
the increase of the three Maritime Pro­
vinces, during the same period, has been 
upwards of 60 per cent The increase 
of New Brunswick has been 66 per cent, 
or just six times as great as that of 
Maine, which was only 11 per cent 
The increase of Nova Scotia was 59 per 
cent and of Prince Edward Island 73 per 
cent while the increase of New Hamp­
shire in 30 years was only 9 per cent, 
and of Vermont 6 per cent. If Commer­
cial Union or Unrestricted Reciprocity 
are the only things needed to make 
prosperous and to increase our population 
how does it happen that these Maritime 
Provinces increased in population, three 
times as much actually>and nearly seven 
times as much relatively in thirty years, 
as the three New England States which 
lie on our borders?

SOME SHORT BIRD STORIES. HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Lamp oil well rubbed in will remove 
the white spots on a table caused by hot 
plates.

To preserve the elasticity of india rub­
ber, wash it five or six times a year with 
slightly alkaline water.

Coffee is improved by keeping in a 
cool, dry place, but loses its flavor if 
kept long tutor browning.

In mixing mustard for table use -never 
add vinegar, which destroys its life and 
flavor. Boil water for moistening it, 
and let the water become blood warm.

A teaspoonful or more of po' 
borax thrown into tho bath tub 
bathing will communicate a velvety soft­
ness to the water, and at the same time 
invigorate and rest the bather. Persons 
troubled with nervousness or wakeful 
nights will find this kind of a bath of 
great benefit.

One of the nicest contrivances for 
keeping knives, forks and tablespoons in 
is a pocket tacked on tho pantry door. 
Make this of enamel cloth, and line with 
red canton flannel, stitching small divi­
sions to fit each article. Tho canton 
flannel will absorb all moisture that may 
be left on these articles.

To season glass and china ware to sud­
den changes of temperature, so that it 
win remain sound after exposure to sud­
den heat and cold, is best done bv placing 
the articles in cold water, which must 
gradually bo brought to the boiling point, 
and then allowing to cool very slowly, 
taking several hours to do it.
