opportunity of referring it to their own 
supreme court but in their case the

for by President Harrison and Mr. 
Blaine but an opportunity to bully the 
British government and to place them­
selves in the front as the champions of 
American rights. They fondly hope 
that by dragging the United States into a 
contest with Great Britain the merits of 
the controversy, as well as their own 
demerits will be forgotten and that they 
will thereby obtain a new lease of power. 
The business of working up indignation 
at the conduct of the British govern­
ment has already proceeded some 
length, and the New York 
aid’s Washington correspondent writes 
to that paper that the proceedings “have 
excited the deepest feelings of resent­
ment in the president, his cabinet and 
members of the senate and house com - 
mittes on foreign relations, without 
regard to party.”

Instead of 
coming direct to Portland they go away 
across the ocean and back again and de­
spite the additional freight it costs less 
because Canadian duties on American 
products are so much more than on 
English. Great boxes of straw hats, and 
all kinds of dry goods were among the 
cargo all of which is destined for Can­
ada except some crates of crockery for 
Chicago.

The Caettne Away of Mrs. Booth.

The Methodist Evangelist (Methodilt,
New Connexion) contains ’recollection of 
Mrs. Booth, ’by Sigma, who thus describes 
how the Connexion got rid of General and 
Mrs. Booth:—‘After a ministry of mar­
vellous success in one of our nothem 
circuits for three years the conviction 
took decided root in the heart of Mr. Booth 
that he was providentially called in the 
scriptural order—not of the pastor, but 
of the evangelist; and he appealed to the 
conference that in this capacity, and not 
as a regular circuit preacher, he should 
be permitted to labor in the connexion.
The case was considered by the Liver­
pool conference of 1861. There was a pro­
longed and heated discussion. The ap­
pointment of an evangelist was fiercely 
resisted by many of the leaders of confer­
ence, and I remember that the proposal 
was resisted by one, not be­
cause it was oppposed to the 
Bible, but to the deed poll. If Mr.
Booth had been in the Roman Catholic 
church he would have been at once uti­
lised, and have become a figure therein 
as great as Peter the Hermit or Francis 
of Assisi. But the New Connection lost 
the great opportunity, as it has since 
lost similar ones; and Mr. Booth and his 
wonderful wife went out from us, not 
knowing whither they went.
