J. Fraser Gregory, resuming, was exam-
ined by Mr..Jones. He said that the esti-
mate of milling properties given did. not
include working capital. He first came to
St. John in 1881, as bookkeeper for Mur-
ray & Barnhill. Mr. Jones asked of wit-
ness what he knew through Mr. Murray,
how many logs had come down river for
manufacture. Mr. Fellows objected and
Mr. Jones pointed out that this was the
only way the information could be obtain-
ed as it was necessary.to get back some
years.

MEDICAL MEN
IN SESSION

An Interesting Paper and Dis-
cussion on Tuberculosis
This Morning.

The ‘second day’s session of the annual
convention of the New Brunswick Medi-
cal Association began this morning about

10.30 in the council chambers. No new
business was done, but a highly instruc-
tive and very enjoyable programme Wwas
carried out, consisting of papers and
addresses on current medical matters by
some of the physicians. About twenty-
five members ‘were present this morning.
The newly elected officers were in thir
respective places. -

The' first number on the programme was
an interesting paper on the report of a
case of fracture of the base of the skull,
read by Dr. F. H. Wetmore, of Hampton,
in which hé dealt with the methods of at-
tending to such cases, and the results like-
Iy to accrue from neglecting to administer
the proper treatment. The paper was Tist-
ened to with a great deal of attention and
the speaker was loudly applauded at its
conclusion.

. A paper on Psoriasis, by Dr. G. G.
Melvin, showed clearly’ that the speaker
was familisr with his subject. He told of
the effects of the disease, which included
almost all kinds of' cutaneous -ailments,
and referred to several cases which had
‘come within his notice while practicing.

"One of the best papers yet read was that
of Dr. W. B. McVey, on the Actiology of:
‘Tuberculosie, in which he referred ‘to: the
good  work ‘already accomplished by the
society, which was founded here recently
| to check -the dread disease. He also gave

his views on the methods of treating con-
sumptives, both for the. prevention and
cure_of the ‘patients. :

The paper wae discussed at length by
Dr. Thomas Walker, in a very able man-
 ner. He dealt also with the home .and
sanitorium treatment of -tuberculosis in
New Brunswick. He commented on the
absence of consumptive beds in hospitals
and’ sanitoriums in St. John, and said that
there' was only one institution in the city
which provided beds for consumptives.

Dr. Walker - also touched on the disin-
fection of schools, which he said should
be different. Pure fpod, fresh air ~and
| rest " were ‘the requisites essential to: the
downfall of this terrible disease of tuber-

culosis. : L

Dr. Bailey, of St. Martins, spoke for a
{few minutes on what had been said by
the last two speakers and deplored the
fact that the founding of the. tuberculosis
preventative society. in the county had not
been more widely advertised.

THE DOMINION STEEL CO.
GETS COAL FROM ABROAD

Class of Men Imported.

That Company Can Easily Develop Its Own Coal Areas—No
Important Change in the Strike Situation—Very Poor

Glace Bay, N. 8., July 21—(Special) —
Shipments of coal from abroad to the Dom-
inion Steel Co. have aroused a feeling of
public uneasiness in regard to that in-
dustry. The fact is that Dominion Steel
is in no danger, even supposing the strike
extends to the mines of the Nova Scotia
Steel and Coal Collieries on the mainland.

The Steel Company some time ago secur-
ed an option on the areas of the Cumber-
land Coal Company. Last year these
areas were thoroughly proven by extensive
borings, and it is reported that they have
been taken over by the Steel Company.
A line of railway about eight miles has
been surveyed, and engineers are now locat.
ing. The Company’s solicitors are exam-
ining the title of the right-of-way, and
matters are in a state of forwardness to
make an early development of the propos-
ed mines. The line of railway passes
over a- very level country, without heavy
grade or expesive filings., The road
could be built at a cost of ten thousand
per mile. The coal areas can be worked
with slopes and the coal mined practically
from the surface openitgs downward. In
case of mnecessity, the Steel Company is

practically independent of Dominion Coal

and could commence their own supply
at an initial outlay of less than a quarter
of a million dollars.

The strike situation remains unchanged.
Men brought in by the Coal Company are
not miners; most of them are inferior
shovelers, and are generally the scum of
the Jabor market gathered up in Montreal.
Large number of men brought in are ap-
plying to the U. M. W. for funds to send
them home.; The U. M. W, is indiffer-
ent whether they go or stay.

RECORD FLIGHT
IN AEROPLANE

He Circled Fort Myer Grounds
for One Hour, 20 3-4 Min-
utes in Course of a Spectac-
ular Journey. : X

Washington, July 20—A new record for
avistion in Ameriea was -established by
Orville Wright in the Wright aeraplane
late today at Fort Myer by a spectacular
flight of onme hour, twenty miputes and
forty-tive seconds duration; The longést
previous flight in the United States' was
of 74 minutes, made by Mr. ,Wright at
Fort Myer last fall.

_ During the entire flight the machine was
under’ pérfect control, ‘buti several times
appeared to the spectators to be on ‘the
point. of diving to earth. Several thous-
dnd people were given an ekhibition which
included the most daring feats of aviation
yet accomplished and at ifs conclusion &
mighty cheer went up.- ’

The machine traveled a distance of about
seventy miles and at one time during the
flight the height attained, between 260

ever veached by 'a‘ heavief-than-air ma-
chine on this continent. The most won-
derful part of the flight was the execution
of three co te “figure eights,” which
ul menoeuvring in directing
the machine. Not the slightest mishap oc-
curred during the flight, but there were
moments when the crowd watched almost
breathlessly, fearing the ayistor was -os-
ing control of his artificial bird. ‘A thyill
passed through the spectators as the white
fiyer, apparently beéginning to dive to the
earth, would regain’ its equilibrium and
speed onward around the pval above the
parade grounds.

It is the rule that by-elections result in
the government’s favor. There are many
who argue that it would be to their ad-
vantage to support the government in
power, at least for the balance of its
term. In a by-election, also, the govern-
ment is able to concentrate its forces and
its money upon one censtituency, and use
these influences to the utmost.
Premier Huzen has had these advant-
ages in Carleton, Northumberland and St.
John counties in turn, and each of his
candidates has met defeat.
Premier Hazen himself stood at the
polls in Fairville all day yesterday. There
were government men and money im
plenty. at every poll in the county. The
most extraordinary pressure was brought
and every possible inducement held out to
persuade Liberal electors to vote for Mr.
Mosher or stay away from the polls.
There has never been a by-election in New
Brunswick in which so many members of
the government took the stump, or so
many seasoned campaigners were import-
ed into a constituency to aid the govern-
ment cause.
Yesterday’s victory of the Liberals,
therefore, was-all the-mere significant. It
proved that with all the pressure the gov-
érnment could bring to bear it could not
dissuade ‘the people from declaring their
disapproval of its policy and its failure to
keep its pledges.
Much is made by the Standard this
morning of the fact that the Liberal ma-
jority is reduced. That <was expected.
The Conservatives never were so well or-
ganized, and they had the support of three
newspapers, two of which were formerly
Liberal. The Standard itself was confid-
ently expected by its friends to bring
about a revolution in public sentiment,
but it failed, even with the aid of the
Globe and Sun.
No one was surprised at the attitude of
the Globe. For some years it has been
steadily veering into line with the Con-
gervatives. It has been especially favor-
able to Mr. Hazen and all the political
enemies of Hon. Dr. Pugsley. The Sun’s
course was unexpected until the cause was
learned, and then it ceased to have any
influence with anybody. The limited cir-
culation of these journals would in any
case prevent them from doing much dam-
age. But they did what they could.
The Conservatives also had the advant-
age of a candidate who had been in the
general elections, and had then canvassed
the whole county, while the Liberal can-
didate was not personally known to the
great majority of the people, and was even
opposed on the ground that he was not a
native of the province, but a Nova
Scotian.
Still another advantage for the beaten
party lay in the fact that Premier Hazen
threw himself into the fight with five
members of his cabinet.
The Hazen government is thoroughly
discredited. It has once more been very
forcibly reminded that gross attacks upon
men not now in provincial politics will
pot take the place of a constructive pol-
icy for the development of the province.
Mr. Hazen is also given further evidence
of the fact that broken pledges are not
good campaign-material, and that his be-
trayal of the Liberals whose votes put
him in power has not been forgotten.
For Mr. Bentley yesterday’s victory is

a triumph. He went into the fight a com-
paratively unknown man. As he went
about among the people, they learned that
he was able and well-informed, and not
merely a “goody-goody man,” as Mr.
Mosher had eontemptuously described him.

He
entered the U. 8. navy as professor of
mathematics in-1861, and from that time
until his death he was constantly in the
service of the government. When I met
him at the Smithsonian Institute I men-
tioned that I had lately visited his birth-
place in Wallace. ‘Ah,’ he said, ‘did you
notice the old elm, near the door, the well
with its great sweep, and the swallow’s
nest under the eaves of the barn. He
nest under the eaves of the barn.”’

Then some of the coloniéts were
induced to leave the country, while others
were forced to move ‘away to the north
in the -hope of enjoying a period of peace.

came KEast, under the auspices of the
North-West Company ,and many.of them
settled in the County of York. ° .

The colonists who had  escaped to the
north, returned a year later, under Goy-
ernor Semple, and struggled to re-estab-
lish themselves. ~But the/ North-West
Company fitted 6ut an expedition againet
the colony and made a direct attack ‘upon
it, killing the governor and twenty other
petsons. This was followed by a second
dispersal, and the razing to.the ground of
every house the colonists had owned.
Lord :Selkirk, learning the situation, en-
gaged a small force and made for the
West. On his way he came across several
of the victims and finally cornered the
authors of the trouble at Fort William.
These persons he sent East for trial. Then
he himself journeyed to the scene of the
|scene of the warfare, gmd\ after bribging
together what was left of‘the colony, re-
established the settlers who were- still .in
the West. The farmens thus located be-
came the first permanent white occupants
of the Territories. :
From beginning to end the pioneer set-
tlement of the West was a great struggle.
It imposed upen .the colonists. hardships
by sea, hardships in the endeavor to cul-
tivate the soil, and hardships in the fight
againt the opposing colmpany. It was not
until the North-West Company was merg-
ed into the Hudson’s Bay Company that
peace was really assured. Lord Selkirk
was the organizer of the first invasion of
the Canadian West by civilized 'humanity,
and everybody must ‘admit. that the
celebration’ ‘of His, work.and  the work
of ‘the cowrageous pioneers whom he in-
troduced is 'iighly desirable.
