SLOCUM OWNERS
SHIFT BLAME.

Not Their; Fault
They Say.

Disaster

Responsibilty Placed Upon Negli-
gent Inspectors and Some People
Who are Dead.

e

NEW YORK, Oct. 4—Counsel for
Frank A. Barnaby, president, William
H. Van Schaick, and other officials of
the Knickerbocker Steamboat Com-
pany, who were indicted by the fed-
eral grand jury on the charge of mah-
slaughter in the General Slocum dis-
aster, have filed demurrers to the in-
dictments in the United States circuit
court, southern district.

In effect the demurrers admit the
truth of all the charges contained in
the indictments, but assert that upon
the facts set forth no crime is ad-
equately charged upon which the de-
fendants can be tried, The demurrers
will be considered in court on Wednes-
day, October 12, and a date set for
argument. United States District At-
torney Burnett will ask that the de-
murrer be overruled on every point.

One point upon which Mr. Barnaby
will rely is thus stated in the papers
filed: by

The facts in the indictment show that
the Knickerbocker Steamboat Com-
pany, the owner of the General Slo-
cum, duly demanded an inspection ac-
cording to the laws of the TUnited
States therefor provided, and that the
officers in charge of such inspection
assigned two inspectors, who duly in-
spected the vessel and made a report
and filed the same, as required by
law, in the office of the collector of
customs; and that as a result of said
inspection and report, finding. the ves-
sel properly equipped with suitable life
preservers and fire hose, and under
the authority of the certificate of in-
spection, the proper government au-
thorities permittéed said vessel to
navigate for one year from ‘May 2,
1904, New York harbor and its ad-
jacent waters, including that part of
the East River wherein she met with
the accident mentioned in the indict-
ment.

That it is not alleged that the lifé
preservers or fire hose on board the
General Slocum at the time of the said
nspection were any different from
those on board at the time of the ac-
cident, or that there had been any
change in their condition between the
time of the said inspection and the
time of the said accident.

The demurrers also raise the ques-
tion of the propriety of indicting a
corporation for manslaughter.

Contributory negligence 1is charged
against some of the persons who died
in the disaster,

Three Excellent Speeches.

If all the people Who gathered at
the St. John Opera House last even-
ing to hear Hon. T. Chase Casgrain,
M. P, and E. F. Clarke, M. P., had
been comfortably seated, it would
have been necessary to have a much
larger building than the oresent one.
The auditorium was packed and many
were standing in the aisles, while the
balcony could hold no more, to &ay
nothing of the fourscore and more
who occupied seats on the platform.
Among those in the audience were
many old-time liberals, and it is not
too much to say that the meeting was
a grand one from every point of
view Seldom have speakers in this
city been given a more cordial recep-
tion than that extended to Hon. Mr.
Casgrain and Mr. Clarke last evening.
Time and again, as the speakers re-
ferred to some broken promise, some
neglected duty of the liberal party,
the action of the audience plainly
showed that, to a man, they were tired
of it all and were happy to know that
they could look for relief to the party
represented by the speakers before
them Hon. Mr. Casgrain. and- Mr.
Clarke are able speakers, and their
addresses last evening were pro-
nounced by many to be two of the
deepest and clearest speeches heard
in St. John for many years.

As usual, the address of Dr. Daniel,
the first speaker of the evening, al-
though brief, was a good one, and it
was well received by the audience.

J. D. Hazen, the leader of the local
opposition, was in the chair, and in
introducing Dr. Daniel, M. P., the first
speaker of the evening, said that he
was the man in whom the people of
$t. John had placed such great confid-
ence in February last. They had done
g0 then and he had no reason to doubt
that they would do so again on the
third of November. (Applause). Mr.
Hazen referred to the ability and dis-
tinguished career of the gentlemen
from the upper provinces and the work
they had performed not only in the
house of commons but in the provinces
dn which ttey live. He bhelieved that
the large number present had come to
ghow their sympathy with thé policy
of the liberal conservative party and
their detestation of the policy of the
liberal party, especially in connection
with the Grand Trunk Pacific scheme.
No one could be anything else than
oposed to this scheme, which Mr. Blair
described as indefensible and a sheer
waste of public money, (Applause).

A GREAT RECEPTION.

As Dr. Daniel rose to speak he was
cheered several times, which was only
'a repetition of what occurred on Sat-
urday evening. He said that he was
ipleased to know that the audience had
come there not to hear a local speaker,
but to listen to their distinguished visi-
tors. When the people of St. John
elected him as their representative at
Ottawa they conferred upon him the
greatest honor of his life, and he could
unhesitatingly say that whatever suc-
cess he may have attained in a pro-
fessional way or in a public capacity
was due to the confidence placed in
him by the people of St. John. (Ap-
plause). The influence which induced
them to make a change in February
last still existed and would again do
good work on_the third of November.
(Hear, hear). In Mr. Casgrain they
had one of the greatest lawyers in Que-
bec, while Mr. Clarke was known as
one of the ablest debaters in the house
of commons. They would nothing ex-
tenuate, nothing lay down in 1alice,
but would their plain, unvarnished tale
unfold. Having shown himself to the
people of St. John on deck and ready
for the fray, he would leave any fur-
ther arguments for future occasiors.
(Prolonged applause).

HON. T. CHASBE CASGRAIN.,

Before introducing Hon. Mr. Cas-
grain, Mr. Hazen made reference to
the 1arge nuii:ber of ladies that were
present, drawn no doubt by Mr. Cas-
grain’s eloquence.

As Mr. Casgrain came to the front
he was given a reception that he will
long remember. He said that on his
way to the hall he felt very nervous
about meeting such an audience, but
after the flattering remarks that had

|

been made by the chairman and Dr.
Daniel he must confess that he felt
more nervous, for he was not quite
sure how he was to justify their
praises. (Laughter). He was a law-
yer as they said, and while he was only
an amateur politiclan he felt that he
must respond to the call of his chief
and come down to the maritime pro-
vinces to address meetings in the in-
terests of the party and exchange the
views of the province of Quebec and
those of the provinces down by the
sea. (Applause).

THE SISTER PROVINCE.

Speaking of their tour through Nova
Scotia. Mr. Casgrain said that they
began speaking on Monday night and
addressed a meeting every evening dur-
ing the week. Before he came down
to Nova Scotia he had heard that Mr.
Fielding owned the province, but judg-
ing from the six meetings he had ad-
dressed he felt that the idea was a mis-
taken one, and if all the signs do not
fail Nova Scotia will give a good ac-
count of itself in the cause for Mr.
Borden on the 3rd November. (Ap-
plause).

The manner in which he and Mr.
Clarke had been received in St. John
was most gratifying, and he regretted
very much the fact that they would
be unable to carry on their plans and
finish their programme in New Bruns-
wick. But owing to the early dissolu-
tion of the house and the pressure of
affairs in his own province it would be
necessary for him to return at once.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier had fixed the day
for the third of November, thereby cut-
ting off the free discussion of public
events. (Applause). The premier had
been told that if he did not bring on
the elections as soon as possible the
result would be adverse to his success.

‘(Applause). In their own constituencies

there was lots of work cut out for
them to do, and they must attend to it
at once. From the newspapers he had
learned that his opponents in the
county of Mortmorency were saying
that they were going to defeat him.
They had said that many times before,
but in some manner he had always
come out on top. (Thunderous ap-
plause).

In his constituency Mr. Casgrain said
that whenever he saw a large number
of laiies present at the first meeting of
the campaign he always took it for
granted that he was going to win, for

a woman can turn her husband no

matter if he is the worst grit in the
land. (Applause).

A WORTHY REPRESENTATIVE:

It was not only a pleasure for him
to speak in support of conservative

principles, but also in support of his

good friend, Dr. Daniel. (Applause.)
‘The applause that gentleman received
when he walked onto the floors of the
house after the election last February
would have made the peorle of St.
John feel proud of their representa-
tive. (Applause.)

Everyone was surprised at the mag-
nificent majority which Dr. Deniel got
and they lovked upon it as a sign that
a great change was coming.

Public opinion had changed not only
in St. John, but in the province of
Quebec, and the returns of the next
election will show that Mr. Borden’s
supporters in that province will have
materially increased. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. Casgrain said that he intended
to speak as politely as possible of his
opponents, and he would be sorry to
insult any liberals that might be pre-
gsent. The question -was one on a
higher plane than any personality, and
they could differ without being un-
friendly. Two distinct issues in this
campaign must be considered.

BRITISH PREFERENCE.

The great mistake the liberal party
made was when they inaugurated
what is known as the British prefer-
ence. (Applause.) There was no
greater admirer of Great Britain and
no more loyal subject of the King than
he was and he was also an admirer of
that practical man, John Bull.
(Cheers.) But what does he do when
he wants to make a treaty or agree-
ment with a foreign country, or even
with the colonies ? asked Mr. Cas-
He asks himself if it is going
to bring him pounds, shillings and
pence, and if it is not he does not
make it.

It wouid be well for us if we took 2
leaf out of John Bull's book. (Ap-
plause.)

That great statesman, Sir Charles
Tupper, had set forth a policy that we
should have a mutual preference with
Great Britain, and that was a good
policy. (Applause.) See the agitation
that is now going on in Great Bri-
tain as a result of the efforts of Mr.
Chamberlain. Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
speaking in London and later at To-
ronto said: “I am happy to find my-
self in harmony with Sir Charles Tup-
per in regard to this matter,” and, he
continued, that if he was again re-
turned to power he would try to bring
about this mutual preference. But Sir
Wilfrid Laurier has one policy in one
place and another in a different place.
He has a different policy for each
province. (Applause.)

In 1897, when they brought down
this policy they gave Great Britain
everything without asking anything
in return, and Sir Wilfrid, speaking in
England, said : ‘“We give you this in
return for the magnificent freedom
you have given us.”

Why did he not take the policy he
advocated in London and Toronto ?
(Applause.)

CANADA’S POSITION.

ow did we stand, said Mr. Cas-
grain, in respect to British preference?
We had given everything we had, and
how can we hope to secure 3 good
bargain now?

The best way to judge of a policy
was by the results of that policy, and
what were the results?

In 1903 Canada imported from Great
Britain and foreign countries no less
than $42,290,000 worth of iron and steel,
$15,000,000 worth of woollen goods, $14,-
000,000 worth of cotton, $4,000,000 of
boots, shoes and caps, $3,000,000 of ag-
ricultural implements. How much bet-
ter it would have been if she had
manufactured part of these at home,
thereby giving the workman and
and the manufacturer the bene-
fit of 1it. (Applause and hear,
hear.) The policy of the con-
servative party is Canada for the
Canadians. (Cheers.) John Bull was
a practical man, but so was Uncle
Sam, who does not import anything
that he can produce in his own coun-
try. As a result of his practicability
we find today that the United States
is, perhaps, the most prosperous
country on earth. (Applause.) Was it
not a fact that when a Canadian has
travelled in the United States and
crosses the border into Canada he is
a little disappointed at the condition
of the country? One did not see the
same prosperity.

Mr. Casgrain again referred to Nova
Scotia and its prosperity, but said
that with a protective tariff Nova
Scotia would be ten times richer. (Ap-
plause.) He was well aware that Can-
ada was prosperous, but he recognized
the fact that it might be more so.
(Applause.)

Casgrain said that it was not signifi-
cant that the conservatives were
defeated in 1900. A great change
had taken place. In this pro-
vince the liberals no longer had
the services of that great Ileader,
Anérew G. Blair, a man with marvel-
lous resources. (Applause.) Angd in
the other provinces party factions are
weakening them everywhere. While
Prefontaine and Paterson were preach-
ing protection in Quebec, Fielding and
Fisher were speaking for free trade in
Nova Scotia. (Applause.)

Referring to a recent banquet to
which Mr. Borden sent a letter of re-
gret that he could not be present, Mr.
Casgrain sald that although Sir Wil-
frid Laurier got a cordial reception, it
was slim compared with the cheers
that were given when Mr. Borden’s
letter was read, for in it he Had stated
that he was to address a meeting of
farmers that evening and would ad-
vocate the same policy that he would
have proclaimed had he been pre-
sent at the banquet. (Enthusiastic
applause.)

Mr. Casgrain quoted from a politi-
cal pamphlet which was circulatéd in
Manitoba, saying that the liberal party
is directly opposed to protection and
that the party stands divided on the
question of tariff. (Applause.) At
Sorel the other day the premier gave
a little credit for Canada’s prosperity
to Providence, and, said Mr. Casgrain,
“I am glad to know that he deviated
even that much from the old lines
which he has been following,
whenever they spoke in parliament
they took all the credit to themselves.”
(Applause.)

CANADA'S FINANCES.

Mr. Casgrain said he wished to re-
fer to another question and that was
the finances of this country. Before
1896 the liberals went round crying
that the taxes levied by the conserv-
atives were robbing the country. It
was impossible, he knew, to run af-
fairs without taxes, but he would like
to ask what the last administration
had done in that respect. This would
be explained by the following statis-
tics.

In 1896 the taxes amounted to $28,-
648,000, or $5 per head; in 1903, to
$49,015,000, and in 1904, to $52,015,000 or
about $9.28 per head. This was an
increase of more than $23,000,000. (Ap-
plause.) The liberals got into power
on false pretences, and to use the lan-
guage of Mr. Fielding, they were
cheats and swindlers.

In 1897, Sir Wilfrid said that he would
decrease the expenditure by three or
four millions, but in 1902-3 the expend-
iture was $58,741,600; in 1904, it am-
ounted to $66,000,000, and this year it
will be at least $75,000,000C.

In view of this fact, said Mr. Cas-
grain, can you continue to support this
party. (Cries of No, no.)

Mr. Fielding claims that during his
regime he has accumulated a surplus
of $57,880,000, and he has been obliged
to admit that he has only reduced the
debt by $1,084,993. “What has he
done with the rest ?”” (Applause.)

In closing, Mr. Casgrain referred to
the work done by Sir Charles Tupper,
Sir John Thompson and Sir Leonard
Tilley, all maritime province men., and
said that in Mr. Borden they had a
gentleman pre-eminent among Can-
adian public men. (Hearty applause.)

THE SITUATION IN QUEBEC.

Mr. Casgrain said that he could well
remember when an audience would get
wup in their seats and cheer when Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s name was mentioned,
but that had gone by. (Applause).
Then it was scarcely possible to dis-
cuss the issues of the day, for every
one thought he must vote for Lau-
rier. There has been a marked change
in Quebec, and the results of the cam-
paign would show that the conserva-
tive party is much stronger than it
(Cheers). Que-
bec was no longer a standby for liber-

| alism, and a great thing to his mind

ras the fact that the majority of jthe

i young men at the two great univérsi-

ties in that province were conserva-
tives. (Cheer3). Mr., Casgrain appeal-
eed to the judgment of the people of St.
John and was loyally applauded as he
sat down.

E. F. CLARKE.

When E. F. Clarke rose to address
the meeting he met with a reception
which must have been gratifying, al-
though his welcome in Nova Seotia
has been most flattering. It was sev-
eral minutes before he was allowed to
speak, so enthusiastic were the peo-
ple. The air seemed to vibrate with
the intensity of the feelimg stirred by
Mr. Casgrain’s eloquent speech.

Mr. Clarke made a most impressive
speech, his treatment of the Grand
Trunk Pacific scheme being particu-
larly lucid and convincing. Mr. Clarke
was vigibly impressed with the
warmth of the reception which he re-
ceived, and expressed his inability to
adequately give utterance to his ap-
preciation of the kindness with which
the magnificent audience greeted him,
and modestly remarked that no doubt

it was because his distinguished col- |

league and himself were strangers
here, and also indicated their warm
sympathy with the cause of the liberal
conservative party.

Speaking of Dr. Daniel, Mr. Clarke
said that since he had been in parlia-
ment no man had ever taken his seat
in the corimons who more sincerely
desired to reflect the opinion of his
constituents. (Hearty applause.) The
services Dr. Daniel had rendered his
country were of such a character that
no doubt when the time came to make
the nominations in the conservative
interest, that gentleman would be one
of the partv’'s standard bearers, and
the speaker felt cnnﬂdent, that he
would be returned by a larger ma-
jority even than he received on the
occasion of his previous election.
(Hear, hear, and applause.) Mr.
Clarke made a graceful reference to
the presence at the meeting of 8O
many ladies, and he took it as an
augury of the popularity of the cause
which Mr. Casgrain and himself were
advocating. The conservative party
has a just and patriotic cause and it
was no wonder that it appealed as
strongly to the ladies as it did to.the
sterner sex. His friend, Mr. Cas-
grain, had dealt so thoroughly with
the fiscal question that he would just
remark, in passing, how greatly im-
pressed he had' been with the great
natural resources of Nova Scotia, but
their development and extension de-
pended mainly upon the inauguration
of a permanent fiscal policy. He was
pleased that Nova Scotia was prosper-
out ,but the fact was patent to all,
that if prosperity reigned it was due
to the originators of the national pol-
icy. Had the liberal government
had the courage of their con-
victions and carried out their
pledges, there would be a different
story to tell. They did not dare inter-
fere with the fiscal policy of their pre-
decessors. Had they done so the in-
dustries of the country would have
been demoralized. He defled Sir Wil-
frid Laurier to point to a single indus-
try .that had been created by the lib-
eral policy. (Applause). Their pro-
testations in this regard reminded him
of a story told concerning the creation
of a new school in the U. S. After the
ceremonies were over and the corner
stone laid a hen was observed perched
in splendid isolation on the stone, and
her cackling was so vociferous that one
bystander asked another what he
thought was the matter with her.
““Oh, I fancy she thinks she laid that
stone,” replied the other. Great laugh-
ter greeted this clever and amusing
fllustration of the liberal party’s atti-
tude in pointing to the flourishing in-
dustries of the country and claiming
the credit for their healthy condition.

CANADA’S CONDITION.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier was fond of
pointing to the growth of the imports
of the country under his regime, but,
said Mr. Clarke, far more significant
was the increase in volume of manu-
factured goods which had taken place
after the N. P. went into force. Native
goods had supplanted foreign goods.
Increase in imports or exports did not
necessarily indicate prosperity. The
home market was the best. Cart-
wright’s pre-election theory. was that
we could never be prosperous unless
we had free trade with the United
States. Under the conservative tariff
our exports of food products to the
mother country had greatly increased.
Our farmers had been given control of
the home markets, and their ship-
ments of products of the - dairy and
farm to England were now of tre-
mendous value. (Great applause).

“By their fruits ye shall know them,”
said Mr. Clarke. They have increased
the taxes of the people by $4 per head
during their eight years of rule. If
the people of St. John judge the liberal
party as he thought they should their
ballots would all be marked for ‘- Dr.
Daniel. (Applause).

Mr. Clarke referred at this juncture
to the number of young men who had
identified themselves with the liberal
conservative party. The number was
increasing every day. In Ontario the
majority of the young men were con-
servative.

LORD DUNDONALD,

Lord Dundonald was in charge of
the militia of this country, and
made a dignified protest against the
prostitution and degradation of the
militia for political purposes. Lord
Dundonald was a soldier, a gentleman,
and an independent man, whose only
desire was the best interests of the
forces under his command. (Vocifer-
ous applause.) His reward for urging
against the degradation of the militia
by political grafters was summary
dismissal. What the young men, and
the old men, and the ladies, too,
thought of it was immediately made
clear. A scene of almost unparalleled
enthusiasm then ensued. Sympa-
thy for the gallant rescuer of
Ladysmith carried the people out of
themselves for some minutes, and the
walls resounded with their cheers and
applause. That the treatment meted
out to Lord Dundonald has incurred
the deepest indignation of the people
of St. John, is certain, and they may
be expected to register their disap-
proval in an effective manner.

TRANSPORTATION QUESTION.

Mr. Clarke then plunged into a dis-
cussion of this question, of which
he demonstrated his complete mastery.
The question should be examined from
a national point of view, and its sat-
isfactory solution meant a great deal
to Canada, and particularly to St.
John. The electors should consider
this great question with a free and
unbiassed mind.

In November, 1902, the Grand Trunk
railway made a proposition to the
government of Canada for the build-
ing of a transcontinental railway,
which they claimed was necessary for
their financial salvation. The only
share of the grain business they could
get was the haul from North Bay.
‘When the grain came down from the

| west the best of the business was of

course obtained by the C. P, R. Sir
C. Rivers-Wilson at the meeting of the
G. T. R. Company, and also Mr. Hays,
the general manager, stated that the
company could not continue to pay
dividends unless the transcontinental
line could be proceeded with. Mr.
Hays and Senator Cox sent a petition
to the premier asking for aid, and
stating that they were ready to pro-
ceed at once. At that time they were
proposing to go no further ®ast than
Montreal. In return for the aid re-
quested they agreed to turn over all
the freight which originated on their
new system to the I. C. R. at Mont-
real, thence to be shipped from the
ports of Halifax and St. John, It was to
be an all-Canadian route, built entirely
on Canadian soil. “That petition was
not made known to parliament until
parliament was almost at an end. Had
it been made known public opinion
would not have allowed -the govern-
ment to make such a foolish bargain
as they had done. (Applause).

If the government hod
known enough to take the advice ol
Russell and Blair, they would have
acquired the Canada Atlantic, and ex-
tended the I. C. R. to Georgian Bay.
(Applause.) After having Mr. Blair's
most vigorous denunciation of their
scheme, they appoint him to the most
important office ever held by a citi-
zen of Canada, thereby admitting that
they regard him as their most eminent
railway expert. By allowing the
Grand Trunk to secure control of the
Canada Atlantic they have literally
sewed up the I. C. R. The disposition
of the management of the G. T. R. is
well illustrated by their violation of
the traffic agreement with the I. C. R.
(Applause.) The only man in Canada
who had contributed materially to the
solution of the transportation problem
was Premier Roblin of Manitoba, and
he was in favor of the extension of
the I. C. R., Mr. Blair was in favor
of it, and so was Robert Meighen, the
great miller. (Applause.)

The Canadians have pledged their
credit for nine-tenths of the cost of
the road, and we might as well pa:
the other tenth and own it ourselves.
Mr. Borden for his patriotic endeavors
to conserve the interests of the ports
of Halifax and St. John had been as-
sailed by men who were unworthy to
polish his boots.

Fielding stated that ‘there was nothing
in-the contract to prevent the G. T. P,
from carrying the freight to American
ports instead of Canadian ports, but
they must charge no higher rates for
the business. Well, if the Grand
Trunk brings grain to Quebec, if it Las
its own line to Portland, and if it can
get the same rate for carrying freight
317 miles to Portland that it can get
for carrying a much greater distance
to St. John or Halifax; is it reasonable
to suppose that they will carry it the
longer distance. (Applause). Mr.
Fielding's last resource in argument
was to state that he would trust to
the patriotism of the Canadian, ship-
per. (Applause). The premier said
that he had very little hope that Can-
adian ports would get the business if
the people had to depend upon the con-
tract. It must be a queer government
if they are unable to draw a contract.
All the interests of the Grand Trunk
are at Portland. They have spent mill-
fons on their terminal facilities there,
and it was only reasonable to supposa
that the company would forward the
grain by the cheapest route. (Ap-
plause).A sample of the government's
railway bargaining was the purcha:’s
of the Canada Eastern railway,
which about paid expenses, and letting
the Canada Atlantic, which paid 4 per
cent. on a capital of $15,000,000 slip out
of their hands.

Mr. Clarke closed with a most elo«
quent tribute to his leader, who he
stated was the man of the hour, who
had a policy in the interests of all the
people, and who had steadily grown
in stature until he was hnow a most
worthy successor of the most worthy
statesmen who had preceded him in
the position. Mr. Borden had the con-
fidence of his entire ‘following, and he
would be a premier of whom the coun=
try might well be proud.

The meeting closed with cheers for
the XKing, Messrs. Caczrain, Clarkey
Dr. Daniel, and the chairman.

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CITY WILL BUY
CARLETON PLANT.

AnotHer Victory for Muni-
- cipal Ownership.

City Will Pirchase Carleton Electric
Lighting Plant for Twenty Five
Thousand Dollars.

’

The comomn council made another
advance in municipal ownership yes-
terday when it decided to buy the Car-
leton electric light plant.

The meeting had hardly been called
to order when Ald. Maxwell moved
that the report of the committge re-
commending the purchase of the plant
be adopted. Then ensued a discussion
in which the majority showed their
approval of the purchase of the plant.

Ald. Christie thought that the price,
$85,000, which the owners asked, was
too high, and believed that $15000 was
all the plant was worth. He question-
ed if the plant would prove a profitable
bargain.

The mayor said that it appeared that
this was a pretty profitable business
now, and if the city proposed to buy
this plant apd carry it on as it is he
would not oppose it, but if the city in-
tended to pay $25,000 for the plant and
then expend $25,000 more, he thought
the council should well consider the
matter.

Ald, Maxwell replied that no one had
yaid that there would have to be an
¥xtra expenditure of $25,000 except
those who opposed the purchase of the
dlant.

Ald. Carleton said that if the city in-
tended to buy that plant they would
have to build a new power house on a
new foundation. One boiler has been
running 21 years, the other 18 years.
1t would take $25,000 to repair it. If
the city would pay $15,000 for the plant
he would vote for it.

Ald. Tilley said that the foundation
when built was one of the best foun-
dations in the city.

BOY HAZERS DROP
VICTIM INTO WELL

Blindfolded,
Hand and Foot, Little Lad is
Tortured All Day,

Gagged and Bound

o

Bound hand and foot with
stout cords and with bandages over his
mouth and eyes, eleven-year-old Her-
bert Howe, son of George O. Howe, a
travelling salesman, was led into the
woods by a dozen schoolinates at
Fushing, I. 1., yesterday morning and
thrown into an abandoned -well. The
boy remained there without food all
day and was rescued about five o'clock
last evening by. his mother and three
detectives. He was carried to the home
of his parents, at Ne. 250 State street,
Flushing, where he is slowly recovering
from the effects of his hazing.

As near as can be learned from the
lad’s story, corroborated by that told by
his younger brother, Sherman, a child
of seven years, Herbert was made the
victim of “initiatory ceremonies”—an-
other name for hazing—which has been
practised of late with more or less seri-
ous results by a band of Flushing school
boys. The Howes have been resideuats
of Flushing only two weeks, going
there from Borough Park. Young Her-
bert has been attending the Washing-
ton public schools and up to the first
of this week was unmolested. A few
days ago, however, veiled threats were
whispered close enough for him to hear
them,

CAPTURED BY BAND.

He started for school bright and hap-
py about eight o’clock after kissing his
ymother goodby. The lad was obliged to
pass through Percy street, an unde-
veloped thoroughfare, which connects
Btate street and Broadway. He walk-
ed briskly along until suddenly out of
a clump of bushes at the side of the
road sprang a dozen young fellows,
yeilowing like Indians and brandishing
coils of rope. Before he could utter a
cry Herbert was seized by a score of
hands and his arms were pinioned be-
fiind his back. Two black silk hand-
%erchiefs were produced by one of his
captors, and these were tied over his
mouth and eyes, acting as an effective
blindfold and gag. The boy was then
ordered to walk along with his captors.

Interferes in Double Tragedy

Cirl {of Sixteen Injured

in Newark.

NEW YORK, Oct. 1.—Clasping his
sixteen year old daughter Teresa close
to his body with his left arm to pre-
vent her from interfering with his
vlan of murder and suicide, Philip
Stryble, sixty-three years old, reached
around her with his right arm, stab-
bed himself in the heart and fell dead
ahout eight o'clock last night on the
porch at his home, No. 82 Kossuth
street, Newark.

He did not mean to harm the girl,
but she received a severe gash on the
right hand. As he fell the body of
Stryble landed across that of his wife.
He had stabbed her in the neck two
or three minutes before. She was taken
to St. James' Hospital, where it was
said late last night that she was in a
dying condition and probably would
be dead by this morning.

The daughter was taken. in charge
by the police and after her injury was
dressed she was locked up as a Wwit-
ness. No one but the girl saw the
double tragedy, which it is believed
Stryble had deliberately planned, as
bis weapon was one of the metal han-
dled table knives used by the family.
It had been ground to a razor edge
and a sharp point. There had long
been trouble between the Strybles be-
cause of the man’s drinking habits
and his continual allegations against
his wife.  On Saturday night he had
her and a man and woman he found
in the rooms with her arrested. The
man, John Begler, and Mrs. Stryble
were committed to jail to await the
action of the grand jury. The other
woman was released.

Mrs. Stryble obtained a bondsman
and yesterday was released on bail
She met her daughter and they went
to the Kossuth street house and found
that Stryble had sold some of the
household furniture and was preparing
to dispose of all of it. Mrs, Stryble
and her daughter began to remove
various articles still left in the house
and give them to neighbors to keep.
While they were thus engaged Stryble
returned. He encountered his wife on
the rear porch and at once attacked
her.

Two or three steps up a stairway
leading to the floor above the young
daughter stood and watched the fight.
She did not interfere until Stryble
drew the knife. Then the girl sprang
on her father, intending to throw her
arms about him and pinion both arms
to his sides. Just as she landed on
him Stryble stabbed his wife. Then
h|°. cdught his daughter about the body.
At the same instant he brought the
knife-down on himself with great force
and the weapon sank to the hilt in his
left breast.
