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TWENTY FIVE LABORERS WERE

DROWNED IN

Were Drilling Under Ground
and  Piercgd the  Wall
Separating Them from a
Large Body of Water—
Twenty Lives Lost in a
Steamhoat Collision

BERNE, Switzerland, July 24—A
frightful accident early today. in the
Loetschberg Tunnel in Berne Alps,
resulted in the death of twenty-five
workmen. The men were drilling inside
the tunnel and pierced the wall sep-
arating them from a subterranean riv-
er or lake, the existence of which was
not known. The wall gave way with
a crash and a torrent of water and
mud rushed into the tunnel and filled
it. All of the workmen, who were Ital-
ians, were drowned. Fortunately, ow-
ing to the early hour, only compara-
tively few men had entered the tun-
nel.

It is believed that the men tapped the
Kander River, which flows through the
mountains above the tunnel. The water
now chokes the tunnel within 1,000
yards of the entrance.

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TRAINHANDS T0O MUGH

CHICAGO, July 24—A despatch to
the Tribune from Appleton, Kas, says:
A lone highwayman tried to hold up
the St. Paul north bound train on the
Chicago and Northwestern Railway
yesterday near Appleton Jct. a mile
and a half north of here.

The train had just passed the junc-
tion when a masked man climbed over
the tender into the cab of the engine
from the platform of the blind bag--
gage where he had been hidden, Re-
volver ‘n hand he commanded Louils
Wandell, driver of the locomotive, to
stop the train, . uncouple his engine,
and run up the track a short distance.
Wandell, covered as he was, was about
to comply when Gustave Pahl, his
fireman, %it the highwayman a heavy
blow with kis ccal scocp, knocking the
revolver from his bands. Pahl was
swinging the scoop for ancther blow
when the man jumped from the door-
way of the cab while the train was
running twenty miles an hour. 1t is
said there was a large sum of gold
on the train from Chicago to St. Paul
and that it was this treasure the man
was after.

THE GREAT MARATHON. RACE WAS
CAPTURED BY DURANDO, AN ITALIAN

The Quebec Tercentenary.

Escort to Lord Roberts at the English Cathedral

‘At this morning’s session of the Cen-
tral Railway inquiry E. C. Elkin grve
evidence regarding the option held £y
himself and E. G. Evans on the Central
' Railway, and regarding their banking
operations. The rest of the morning
was devoted to the examination of the
books of the Bank of Nova Scotia for
further information regarding these
operations.

Mr. Elkin testified that he was in-

terested in the option on the railwav
as a legitimate speculation. When he
went into the transaction he had no
assurance that the road would ever be
taken overby the N. B. C. & R. Co.
They operated the road for a weriod,
spending large sums of money 9n it,
and finally sold out for $180,000 at a
very slim profit. He allowed Mr. Evans
to attend to the business affiairs of the
firm. Their banking was all done
through the Bank of Nova Scotia.
- Thos, B. Blair, formerly manager of
the Bank of Nova Scotia, gave evi-
dence regarding the . bank’s  transac-
tions with Elkin and Evans. An im-
mense pile of bank ledgers were
prought into court and, Eric McNeil
accountant of the Bank of Nova
Scotia, was present to explain the en-
tries,

It was shown that the firm of Elkin
and Evans had no account at the bank
and the information secured was got
by going through Mr. Evans’ private

account, Mr. Powell got from Mr, Blair
figures purporting to be the maximum
amounts that Elkin and Evans had
from the bank at different times. Mr.
Carvell afterwards showed that these
figures 'were $5,000 out in at least omne
case,

Mr. Carvell entered a protest against
the commission starting to go through
private accounts. He held that mnot
only was it going beyond the powers
of the commission but that it was
wasting a lot of time in getting in-
formation in a round about way that
Mr. Pugsley could give as soon as he
appeared on the stand. He had re-
ceived assurances from Mr. Pugsley
that he would present at the inquiry
and stated that when the minister did
come he could give the court the dis-
position of the bonds, which they had
been wasting time trying to get from
other sources.

The session was again marked by
some lively tilts between the counsel.
At several times almost everyone in
the room seemed to be talking at once.

The bank’s systems'of book-keeping
came in for a number of disparaging
remarks, Mr. Powell saying that they
were not as clearly kept as those of an
ordinarily intelligent farmer.

The session opened at ten thirty.
Thos. B. Blair, local manager of the
Royal Bank of Canada, and formerly
loecal manager of the Bank of Nova
Scotia for the years 1901, 1902, and 1903,
was called.

POWELL WASTED THE WHOLE FORENOON
DICCING INTO PRIVATE BANKING ACCOUNTS

In Spite of Mr. Carvell’s Assurance That Dr. Pugsley When Called Upon
Will be Prepared to Tl What the Commission Desires to Know---
The Truth of the Elkin & Evans Option.

Mr. Blair said he had had transac-
tions with Messrs. Evans and EIlkin,
Each man had a separate account;
there was a joint account for the firm.
He had a record of notes discounted in
what was known as the McLeod ledger.
Mr. Powell asked for complete list
of notes discounted for the firm. The
witness said the discount ledger was
not in court and it would take a long
time to get the information. Mr. Mc-
Dougall asked for the liability ledger
and the securities ledger, saying that
they could easily get the information
from these books. Some discussion fol-
lowed in which Mr. Powell cast severe
reflections on the completeness of bank
book-keeping systems.

It was decided to send for the books
asked for and also to send for E. C.
Elkin, so that he would be able to ex-
plain the entries as they went along.
The messenger shortly arrived with a
few more contributions that brought
the supply of bank books in court up
to about half a ton. -

By looking over the books Mr. Powell
and Mr. McDougall endeavored to get
information on the railway matters.
Erie MeNeil, accountant of the Bank
of Nova Scotia, objected to giving the
details of private accounts. Judge
Landry said the evidence must be se-
cured publicly.

Mr. Barnhill asked if they were go-
ing to over-rule the objection of the
bank. Judge Landry replied: “Oniy so

BRITISH PRESS

LONDON, July 24—The London
morning papers, with the exception of
the Express and the Dally News, re-
frain from commenting editorially upon
what is described as “Unpleasant Inci-
dent” of yesterday. The Express says:
“We firmly believe that American
sportsmen will regrett equally with us
the unfortunate incident which makes
the relations between them and the
British  compettitors more strained
than ever. We hope that no attention
will be paid to wild words on such
subjects on either side of the Atlantic.
Such unhappy occurrences are hest for-
gotten as quickly as possible.”

The Daily News attributes the “un-
savory” incident to the gambling ele-
ment and says: “It has besmirched
the whole character of the Olympic
games and has brought us face to face
with that aspect of modern sport which
makes the revival of this classic event
an irony.”

In the general descriptions of the
race, the morning newspapers unhesi-
tatingly adopt the view of the judges
that Carpenter was guilty of “bor-
ing.”

They quote Malswell as asserting
that he was elbowed out by Carpenter,
who gave him two vigorous blows on
the chest. It is alleged that a doctor
examined Halswell and found bruises

from these blows. | e -3

COMMENT ON

The Standard quotes a prominent
official who is unnamed as saying: i §
should be sorry to say that Carpenter
knew precisely what he was doing but
he so impeded Halswell as to make it
impossible for him to win. To have
allowed the race to stand would have
been a scandal. Halswell was crossed
more than once. The best runner in
the world could not have succeeded
against such tactics.”

The Dalily Telegraph .goes far towards
aecusing the Americans of deliberately
planning to hamper Halswell.

Several of the papers assert that a
close watch was set on the track be-
cause in the Olympic games at Athens
in 1904 Halswell was made the victim
of almost identical methods. Both the
leading sporting papers imply the
strangest language in connection with
the incident.

Sporting Life Says:—“It leaves a
nasty taste in the mouth. Would to
heaven it had never “wecurred. What
needs to be emphasized is that the ut-
most precautions were taken to insure
a fair race. No less than a dozen um-
pires were stationed around the course
with definite instructions as to what
to do in the event of anybody being
guilty of ‘‘boring.” It is well that there
was mute but irrefragable evidence in
the tracks that pitilessly con-
demned the competitor = guilty of
fouling.”

United Xingdom, second, Hefferon
South Africa, third, Dorando, Italy,
fourth, Longboat, Canada, fifth, anc
Appleby, United Kingdom, sixth.

LONDON, July 24—The Marathon
was won by Durando, the Italian run-
ner. He came into the Stadium and
staggered along the track for a short
distance and then fell down,

At the 24th mile Hefferon, South Af-
rica, was leading with Durando see-
ond. Longboat gave up near the 20th
mile. Duncan, the English champion
dropped out at the half distance.

LONDON, July 24—John F. Hayes,
Irish .American A. C., came in second
in the Marathon race. Hefferon, South
Africa, third.

Joseph Forshaw, Missouri A. C., fin-
ished fourth.

Dorando collapsed two hundred
yards from the finish. He struggled to
his feet and tried to cover the remain-
ing distance, but was soon down again.
He could not continue. His collapse
was complete and, officials practically
carried him to the finish., He was car-
ried from the field on a stretcher,

Hayes came in second without any
assistance whatever.

The flag of Italy has been raised over
the staff in the centre of the arena, an-
nouncing the Italian victory.

The Americans have entered a pro-
test against the assistance repdered
Dorando at the finish by the Olympic
officials.

Every person on the press stanc at
the stadium, when the Marathon was
finished, saw the officials pick up the
Italian and carry him for a distance of
several fee#. Hayes finished two min-
utes later without any assistance.

LONDON, July 24—Cne of the best

morning programmes of the Olympic
games, coupled with fine  weather,
brought a big crowd to the stadium
early today. The first event was the
pole vault. Then came four heats in
the semi-finals of the 110 metre hurdle
race. The first heat was carried off
by A. B. S8haw, Dartmouth University,
who defeated Hussey, Walters and
Groenings, three United Kingdom run-
ners, and covered the distance in 15 3-5
seconds, only 1-5 of a second over the
Olympic record.
‘F. C. Smithson, Multomonah A. C.,
Oregon, won the second heat in 15 2-5
seconds, equalling the Olympic record.
Thé first section of the pole vault was
won by A. C. Gilhert, Yale “Univer-
sity, who cleared 12 feet.

Archibald, Canada, was second with
11 feet, 9 inches.

The other two heats of the 119 met-
res hurdles were put off until this af-
ternoon. In the catch-as-catch-car
lightweight to 147 pounds wrestling,
John H. Krug, Jr., National Turnverin,
Newark, N. J., won the first bout by
defeating Herr, United Kingdom on
points, but he lost his bout in the sec-
ond round .to Wood, United Kingdom.

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GONSTITUTIONAL RULE

He addresszd to all the provincial au-
thorities concerned a circular telegram
convening the Chamber of Depulies in
which he pointed out that the method
of forining thie chamber is determined
by an organic statue, which according
to the official communicaticn, is *“an
illustrious institution of the Sultan.”

LONDON, July 24—The Board of
Trade has declined to entertain the
suggestion made by the printing trade
organizations to prepare a new patent
act applicable to copyrights with a
view 10 remedying the injury to the
trade through authors having their
books printed in the United States in-
stead of in Great Britain.

Senor Paul has sent another letter to !

Consequently Canadians are bank-
ing high on the chances of Tom Long-
boat, the Indian wonder, who has
regently acquired such fame, Although
there can be no precise record for the
Marathon race, owing to the fact that
the distance varies from year to year,
it will not be out of place to give the
results since the revival of the Olympic
games at Athens some twelve years
ago. They were as follows:—

This year the distance of the race
will be approximately 256 miles, 600
yards. The contestants will start
(from Windsor, crossing the Thames
to Eton, and proceeding past Eton
College to Slough. They will then pass
in turn Uxbridge, Ickenham, and
Ruislip till they reach Pinner and Har-
row. A 1,200 yards run parallel with the
Metropolitan railway will bring ‘them
to Sudbury, whence they proceed to
Wood Lane via Willesden gnd Worm-
wood Scrubs, finishing in front of the
centre grand stand at the Stadium
where the last one-third mile must be
run in full view of the spectators.

There are in all 73 entries for the
Marathon race, 17 countries being re-
presented. Of these only three—Can-
ada, the United Kingdom, and the
United States—have sent a full team
of twelve, Sweden, with seven, being
next best, The other countries re-
presented’ are South Africa and Hol-
land, with five each; Australasia, Ger-
many and Italy, with three each;

ABOUT PROMINENT PEQPLE.

A GALLANT COMMANDER.

Admiral Sir Gerard Noel, Command-
er-inChief at the Nore, who received
the King and Queen at Port Victoria,
on Their Majesties’ return from Rus-
sia, has had some stirring times, but
his indomitable pluck and skill always
land him on top. One of his worst
experiences was at the tims of vhe col-
lision between the Victoria and the
Camperdown. On the ill-fated day
Admiral Nocl, in the Nile, was follow-
ing the \(ictoria, while tbe Edinburgh,
commanded by Admiral Brackenbury,
was following th: Cariperdown. Di-
rectly the fatal order was given, both
grasped the situation, and, by combin-
ation of skill, and what amounted vir-
tually to disobedience of their im-
possible instructions, contrived to avert
a double disaster. When tie Turkish
trcop joining the mob at Candia slew
a hundred British scldiers and a thou-
sand Christian residents, and pillaged
from housses, Sir Gerard, the :on of a
country clergyman, bombarded the
town and then presented ultimatum.
‘Within forty-eight hours e had the
ringleaders of the massacre handed
over, and the ramparts and forts com-
manding the town surrendered. Ad-
miral Ncel once said: *‘That a man
who lays down a hard and fast rule
for taking a fleet into action s a fool,
for this can only be settled at the last
moment.” Some years agd, when tak-
ing part in the annual manoeuvres, a
yeoman signaller of the opposing fleet
asked who was commanding on the
other side. The signaller, with emphatic
gesticulation, then said: *“Blowed if I
didn’t think it was old De Wet, since
no one ever seems to know what he is
going 1o do next!”

“BAGGING” THE FRENCHMAN.

Quite a number of entertaining
stories have sprung up around@ Lord
Selborne, who recently opened the
Transvaal parliament. He was out
shooting one day with a large party,
among whom was his son’s French
tutor. Everything about setting and
pointing Had been explained to the
Frenchman, but the whole party were
in constant peril from the careless
way in which he handled his weapon.
On reaching the first covey the French-
man was unable to restrain his excite-
ment. Rushing among the birds he
brought down a plump one and then
began waving about the gun. “I say,”
exclaimed Iord Selborne to another
member of the party, ‘“don’t you think
we had better shoot the Frenchman
before we start shooting birds, or tho
chances are he will bag us before lunch
time” One of Lord Selborne’s admir-
ers is a man whom he has never seen.
The unknown person is,in fact, a luna-
tic, and addresses his gdistinguished
hero from the ward of &well-known
asylum.

LORD ASHTOWN AGAIN.

Lord Ashtown, who has secured
damages against the Waterford County
Council for the destruction of a grouse
covey, simply revels in opposition, and
enioys being boycotted. He has play-
ed a prominent part in opposing the
operations of the United Irish League.
He keeps a scrap-book ef newspaper
cuttings recording all the denunciations
hurled at him. One day, whila trav-
elling with a friend in an Irish jaunt-
ing car with a loaded rifle between
them and an armed policeman cycling
behind, Lord Ashtown was gsked if the
game was worth the candle, if it were
not better to sell out and take up his
residence in England? Lord Ashtown,
with a laugh, replied, “J'y suis Jy
reste.” I was born an Irish land-
lord and I will die one. I like the
Irish life, and it is a great sporting
country. I want my son to enjoy the
Irish sportsman’s life after me.”

A POSTAL REFORMER. <

It does not necessarily follow that
because a man is satisfied he is con-
tented. @Mr. Henniker Heaton pro-
poses, now that the penny postage
with the United States is an - aecom-
plished fact, to devote his energy to
the establishment of penny-a-word
telegrams between Britain and the
Continent, and he won’t rest till he
gets it. The story of how M. Henni-
ker Heaton was induced to become a
postal reformer is extremely interest-
ing. He happened to be present in a
post office when an old woman enter-
ed and asked how much it would cost
to send a letter to her son in Austra-
lia. When she learned that the change
was sixpence she looked very dis-
mayed and intimating that this was
beyond her means prepared to depart.
Touched by her disappointment Mr.
Heaton offered her a sixpenny stamp,
which she gladly accepted, and the let-
ter was sent on its way to the son in
Australia. Some time afterward Mr.
Heaton was again in the same post
office and the postmagter asked him
if he remeombered the incident. On re-
ceiving an affirmative reply, the offi-
cial said that, in answer to her letter,
the old lady received an invitation
from her son to go out to him in Aus-
tralia and that he had offered to pay
her passage. This little romance set
Mr. Heaton thinking, and he deter-
mined to try his hardest to bring
about a reduction in the postal rates.

THE PRINTER’S TERROR.

Count Tolstey is to have an address
presented to him in celebration of his
eighticth birthday, exressing admir-
ation of his writirgs as ‘“‘a source of
high inspiration and delight.”” He is
one Qf the most prolific writers of any
age. He has published over 125 books
and innumerable pamphlets most of
which have been translated into every
European language. The extent of
his output is more remarkable when
his laborious methods are considered.
Some of his chapters have been writ-
ten a dozen times. Nearly always
his pages of manscript are disfigurad
by numsrous erasures and interpola-
tions, and one of his novels had to be
copied out seven times before a fair-
ly eligible manuscript could be sent to
the printers.

A BIG BUDDHIST IDOL.

An amusing incident occurred when
Tolstoy was recvperating in the Cri-
mea. A pariy of lady Americans ar-
rived in a yacht and asked for permis-
sion to see the great Russian. Tol-
stoy sat upon his balcopy “like a Bud-
dhist idol.” Ae he sat, and the Amer-
icans filed slowly and silently before
him—they had premised not te speak
a word; one glimpse was all they

|

wanted—one lady, however, refused to
be bound by the contract. ‘Leo Tol-
stoy,” she exclaimed, ‘“‘all your writ-
ings have had a profound influence on
my lifs., But the one which has
taught me mest is your—" here she
awkwardly forgot the name of
work. The sick author, leaning over
the rail of ~he balcony, whispered with
a smile: “The Dead Souls.” ‘VYes,”
she replied. “That book,” said Tolstoy,
“was written by Gogol, not me!” She
said no more!

CASZ OF BAD EGGS.

Sir Gilbert Parker, who is in Can-
ada at present, has travelled exteasive-
ly, has profited th2reby, and relates
many g&ood -tories of his experiences.
One he tells with great relish about an
English Hfficer and hims21f. At a small
vost in Bgypt the only other food
besides eggs to he had was tinned
meat, and so the eggs weave an impor-
tant item of the dietary. Day after
day the eggs were like the curate’s,
“very good in parts,” but one morning
they were frankly bad. The officer,
who had power of life and death in
that particular spot, was detarmined
that in future the eg3s must ve fresh,
and the egz merchant was summoned
between two sentries. “Open your
mouth,” ordered the offizer. Trembling,
the egg merchant obeyed. Sloxly and
solemnly a foul and evil sm»lling egg
was pored in. Once more the com-
mand was given, and another potential
rooster was gulped down. The third
followed in the same  way. Whozver
else may hava had bad eggs for break-
fast after that Sir Gilbert Parker and
the officer had fresh, or even new-laid
ones.

FROM ARMY TO PULPIT.

The Archbishop of York, one of the
most vanerable figures at the Pan-An-
glican Congress, has entersl upon
his eighty-third yea. He was born on
Waterloo Day, 1826, and an old soldier,
speaking to the proud father, who was
an army doctor, said, ‘“You’ll have to
make a soldier of him, being born on
such a day.”” But the nurse said,
“Aweel, ye ken ’tis the Sawbath, and
the wean maun jist be a meenister.”
As it happened, both the counsellors
had their Wway, for the boy served as a
subaltern in the Madras Native Infan-
try five years before taking holy or-
ders. Dr. Maclagan is 'one of the few
Prelates who has earned “Labby’s ap-
proval; this was for the drastic steps
he took to prevent congregations from
being ‘‘preached to death by wild cur-
ates,” to use Sydney Smith’'s famous
phrase. The Archbishop is very fond
of horses and riding, and, unlike the
late Bishop Bickersteth, of Exeter, who
was always falling off like the White
Knight in “Alice.” He is a good judge
of cattle, a capital curler, a skilful
musician, and a naturalist.

GAKE WALK SHOWN AS
AMERICAN NATIONAL DANGE

BERLIN, July 23—The first interna~
tional congress of dancing masters call-
ed together by the German National
Association of Dancing Professors, had
its first session in this city today. Del-
egates of fourteen countries, number-
ing about five hundred in all, are in
attendance. The United Staies was
well represented.

The American pro-
fessors present, however, consider this
somewhat undignified.

A FEW FACTS ABOUT THE
BATTLESHIP INDOMITABLE

During the past two months a
strange monstrous vessel, with three
funnels, oddly placed and two gigantic
tripod masts has been coming and go-
ing at Spithead, England,

She is the famous “mystery” ship
Indomitable, the gigantic armored
cruiser, which is now conveying the
Prince of Wales across the Atlantic
to Quebec, where His Royal Highness
will take part in the Tercentenary fes-
tivities. All the important details of
her construction have been kept abso-
lutely secret. i

She is one of three sister ships, the
other two being the Invineible and
the. Inflexible, which were voted in
1905, but not laid down till 1906, and
which are to all cruisers of the past
what the Dréadnought is to all earlier
battleships.

She is at once the fastest, the lar-
gest, and the most heavily armed
cruiser afloat; indeed, in many re-
spects ehe' resembles a fast battleship
rather than a cruiser. Begun some
months later than the Dreadnought,
and built more slowly, she embodies
many improvements upon that famous
ship.

The first. point to notice is the im-
mense power of her artillery. She
carries eight huge 12-inch guns, each
45 feet long, and each capable of firing
an 850-pound shell twice in the minute.

These guns are mounted in pairs in
four turrets, and the turrets are so ar-
ranged that all the eight big guns can
fire on either broadside, and six of
them ahead or astern. As in the
Dreadnought, there is some risk of the
turrets injuri one another.

To meet s danger, special alarm
trumpets are (fitted in the turrsts,
which sound when there is any ob-
struction in the line of fire. The word
“danger’ appears and the trumpet
emits a note which no one can mistake,
even in the tremendous din of battle.

The guns are directed from fire-con-
trol stations, which are duplicated, one
on each mast, the details of the svs-
tem being absolutely confidential. But
the general arrangement is that elec-
trical transmitters from the fire-con-
trol positions aloft eend down to in-
dicators at the guns the range in yards,
the deflection to the right or left, the
orders to commence or suspend fire and
the final signal, a loud ring on a gong,
to fire the gun.

When the guns are all of the same
calibre or size, as they are in the In-
domitable, the work of fire-control is
simplified. In battle with a big anta-
gonist she would use gnly her 12-inch
weapons, and they would have to do
the work of knocking out the adver-
sary.,

THE BLAST OF GAS.

Some idea of the blast and the force
of these guns can be gained from the
fact—that during her trials two of the
amidships turret guns were trained
right ahead and fired simultaneously.

A boat was hanging on the davits,
well out of the actual path of the pro-
jectiles, but in the tract of the blast
of gas which accompanies them.

After the shots had been fired the
boat was left a mass of matchwood,
lying on the deck. The projectiles from
these mammoth guns will pierce 4 feet
3 dinches of solid iron placed close to
the muzzle. At 5000 yards they will
penetrate with ease 14 inches of the
best and strongest steel armor now
made,

Besides her eight big guns the In-
domitable carries sixteen 4-inch guns
for the purpose of meeting torepdo
boat attacks;  eight of these are
mounted two on the tcp of each tur-
ret, and the other eight on the upper
works.

The angines of the Indomitable are
of the Parsons turbine type, develop-
ing over 41,000 horse-power—the most
powerful put in a British warship.
They drive four screws, and, on her
recent official trials, which were car-
ried out under war conditions propel>
led her at a rate in excess of 26 knots.

The reports that she can do 27 or 28
knots are not correct, but she is none
the less one of the fastest large ships
in the world, though at sea she will
probably be at least two knots slower
than the new monster Cunarders.

DANGER OF MEN GOING TO
SLEEP

The turbine engines run smodthly

Store closes at 10 p. m.

and almost without attention; indeed,
it is said that the engine-room staff in
these new turbine vessels have so iit-
tle to do when running at high speed
that there is danger of the men going
to sleep. Truly an enormous change
from the reciprocating engine, which
had always to be watched with the
closest attention when the machinery
was working at its full power.

The bollers are fitted with appliances
for burning oil, though coal is the main
fuel. But if it is desired to raise the
speed in an emergency with the help
of the oil the work can be done with=
out imposing any strain on the stokers.

This capacity of making sudden
spurts and maintaining the speed for
many hours almost without effort is
one of the most valuable results of the
mixed oil and coal fuel system in mod-
ern_British warships.

The Indomitable displaces 17,250 tons,
and is 530 feet long, so that she is the
longest vessel in the Royal Navy. She
has armor of Krupp steel 7 inches
thick on her side, or sufficient to de-
feat the attack at battle range of any
gun under the 10-inch weapon. Her
turrets are of 7-inch steel.

All her equipment is of the latest
pattern. She has a long-distance wire-
less signalling installation, which will
exchange signals at distances up to 600
or 700 miles, and for shorter distance
signalling the very powerful form of
flashing searchlight devised by Sir
Percy Scott. With this messages cen
be rapidly sent to' a range of thirty
miles.

IMMENSE ADVANCE IN SIGNAL-~
LING.

The immense advance in signalling
which the last twelve years have wit-
nessed will be understood when it is
remembered that in 1896 there was no
form of signal fitted in warships wnich
could be :rustel to send messages
more than ten miles with any certain-
ty.

In external appearance the Indomi-
table, with her two masts of equal size,
is a more graceful-looking ship than
the Dreadnought. She is in every way
worthy of representing the British navy
at the Quebec Tercentenarv, and will
surpass the foreign warships present
on that cecasion. Her effect on naval
construction has already been re-
markable.

In Germany two even more gigantie
and powerful cruisers are now being
built of her special type, while Japan
is also constructing cruisers of the
same general design.

It is gratifying to British national |

pride to reflect that she represents the
conception of British genius, and that
the highest compliment to her quali-
ties is being paid by those who are
copying her many novel features.

The Sydney Land & Loan Company,
in which many St. John persons are
heavily interested, has gone into lqui-
dation. Liquidators were appointed at
the instance of Michael Farrell of this
city.

The Sydney Land & Loan Company
was incorporated under the laws of
Nova Scotia in 1902 with a capital of
$500,000. The object of the company
was to purchase lands, building sites,
and wharves in and near the town of
Sydney, N. S., with a view to reselling
for building lots and manufacturing
purposes.

Preferred stock was sold to the ex-
tent of about $200,000. In_March, 1904,
the shareholders at a meeting at which
only a portion were represented, a for-
mer resolution of the directors was
ratified to the effect that the preferred
stock be converted into first mortgage
bonds and in accord with that resolu-
tion the majority of the preferred
stockholders took bonds in place of
their stock. Subsequently a case arose
as to the commission in disposing of
the company’s debentures, in which the
question as tr the validity of this issue
of' bonds was involved. The case ultl-
mately went to the Supreme Court of
Cansda. The court held that as the
convention of the preferred stock into
bonds was not within the scope of the
company’s act of incorporation, and

GETTYSBURG, Pa., July 23.—As the
result of a terrific electric storm which
passed over the Pennsylvania National
Guard encampment here tonight, it is
reported that at least six troopers were
killed and two score injured, some of
them seriously, by being struck by
lightning.

Elkin and Evans held 2an option
grom Clark and Co. and the N. B. C.
pnd R. Co. purchasedl the road from
them.

Judge Landry asked if it was not
Yeally the N. B. C. and R. Co. that
theld the option. Witress replicd “No."”

Mr. Powell asked if Elkin and Evans
did not take the option with the wun-
derstanding that the Coal and Rail-
way Co. would take it off their hands.
Mr. Elkin zaid that he had no such
pnderstanding. Mr. Evans hoped they
would.

Mr. Powell asked if Mr. Evans had
ot taken the optior for the N. B.
IC.-and R. Co. Mr. Elkin said this was
pot so, but they hoped and believed
ghe railway would take it over.

Judge Landry asked what profit El-

iz and Evars made on the option

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when they did transfer lt to the N. B-
C. and R. Co?

Witness said that they had to kesp
the road runnirg until it was taken
over and these expenditures were
larger than they exvected. ‘Witness
thought he had seen an agreement by
which the N. B. C. and R. Co. finally
dgreed to take over -the road; he
thought the price was about $180,000.

Judge Lancry asked if Eikin and
Evans were not really go-betweens in
this mattsr. Mr. Elkin said that this
was not so; as far as he knew they
were acting for themeselves.

Judga Landry read an extract from
a report made by Mr. Evans dated 2nd
April, 1903 in which he stated that
$30,000 had been paid on account of
the purchase of the road by the N. B.
C. and R. (o, and another payment
of $12,000 on the option as then due,
and asked if tkhis did not go to show
that it was really the Railway Co.
which held the opticn,

Mr, Powell sdid that the counsel had
no right to question the evidence unless
it Concerned the interests 02 their
clients. Mr. Barnhill asked for a de-
cision on this,

Mr, Carvell rose to object to the me-
thod of investigation. If the commis-
sion waited until Mr. Pugsley could be
present he ecould give all the informa-

Judge Landry said that when asked
for adjournment he could not in-
definitely postpone the investigation
for Mr. Pugsley. If the counsel cuuld
name a date when Mr, Pugsley would
be present and could say that Mr.

Mr, Carvell asked if the ledger sub-
nritted showed all the discounts made
by Elkin and Evans.

UNSURPASSED MAGNIFICENCE OF
TODAY'S MILITARY DISPLAY. AT QUEBEC

Great Body of Troops Reviewed by the Prince of Wales-;He Hands the Title neeils‘ uf the
National Battlefields to the Governor.

QUEBEC, July 24—Treading the
very earth upon which three centuries
ago their forefathers had fought and
died, fifteen thousand soldiers and
ten thousand sailord paraded in review
order before a brilliant - assemblage,
the ceentre of which was the group
around H. R. H, the Prince of Wales.

Sir Frederick Porden, Minister of
Militia. and Defence and all the mem-
bers of the militia council, were in
attendance on the review stand.

A royal salute bad been fired when
the Frince left the Citadel for the re-
view, and whken at the conclusion the
massed bands played “God Save the
King,” and the twenty thousand ms=n
assembled in review order gave the
royal salute the scene was one which
for impressiveness has never been sur-
passed here.

But ' the proceedings were not then
concluded. With a few well chosen
words of congratulation His Royal
Highness handed to the Governor Gen-
eral as trustees of the Dominion dur-
ing his tenure of office the title deeds
to the battlefields of the Plains of
Abraham and £te. Foy- His Excel-
leney received them and ‘with his words
of thanks, ¢eremony at the reviewing
stand came to a significant conclusion.

It had been arranged that the Prince
should not return to the Citadel with-
out first having visited ‘the monument
“Aux Braves,” erected to the memory
of the French soldiers who died on the
battleficlds, and the royal carriage
drove there on the termination of the
presentation ceremony, His Royal
Highness saluting at the monument on
arriva{ there. Earl Roberts accom-
panied the Prince,

Vice-Fresident Fairbanks said in
part: - With unusual ‘pleasure I bring
you greetings from the President and
the people of the United States, who
rejeice with you in the progress you
have made in the manifold ways which
make for the strength and honor of &
great people. We are not indifferent
to your welfare nor are you indifferent
to ours. The blood of a common ances-
try is in our veins. We have much
in common. We glory in many of the
same traditions and we have the same
jurisprudence. Our standards of civili-
zation are alike here, side by side, ow-
ing allegiance to different sovereign-
ties, we are, in God’s providence to
work our destiny. We wish you that
contentment which comes from the cul-
tivation of the arts of peaceful indus-

try under these political institutions
which are the guaranty of justice and
liberty among men. The United
States and Canada have but
fairly entered upon their car-
eers, each has vast areas either
sparsely settled or unoccupied where
many will make their homes in the fu-
ture. We have no rivalries except in
the ways of peace. We neither covet
the other’s territory. We covet only
each other’s neighborly esteem. We
have no need to fear that the relations
between the United States and Great
Britain will ever again be disturbed.
‘We have faith to believe that our flags
which grace this historic occasion and
which mingle together and salute ea,ch
other upon the Plains of Abraham will
never confront each other in conflict
upon either land or;sea.

Lord Strathcona arrived here t
morning. He was met by Colonel For-
sythe, Collector of Customs, and pro-
céeded to the Citadel. Later he was
received by H. R. H. the Prince of
‘Wales, the Governor General, Lieuten-
ant Govarnor and the Mayor. He is in
excellent’ headth and speaks enthusi-
astically of the Tercéntary and what it
will do for Canada.

GAVE HIS BLOOD
TO SAVE HIS WIFE

New Jersey Man First Made Ready
for Death

NEW YORK, July 22.—Patrick Brad-
ley, of Hackettstown, N. J., will leave
St. James's Hospital, Newark, today
after having successfully undergone na
operation by which he placed his own
life in jeopardy to save his wife from
death. An artery in the man’s arm
was opened and his blood was trans-
fused into the body of the woman,
who for more than eight years has suf-
fered a succession of hemorrhages.

Because of these attacks Mrs. Brad-
ley has been threatened with death
several times, and her condition be-
came s0 bad that on July 1) it was de-
cided to take her to St. James's Hos-
pital for a consultation. The doctors
there said her death was only a mat-
ter of a few days unless fregh blood
could be transfused into her veins, and
her husband, a man of 180 pounds and
in  perfect health, offered his own
blood.

The danger of the operation was ex-
plained and both were willing to take
the risk. For fear that the operation
would have a fatal ending the hus-
band took a few days tu arrange his
business afrairs and left Newark for
Huckettstown last Wednesday. He
returned on Friday to the hospital and
went to bed, and arrangementis were
made for the operation. The last rites
of the Roman Catholic church were
administered to both.

At 8 o'clock the mnext morning the
husband and wife were subjected to
the operation, cocaine being the antes-
thetic. Bradley’s arm was cut at the
wrist, an artery was opened, its end
was tied and a small silver tuhe was
inserted. In the meantime a vein in’
the wife’s leg had , been similarly
treated and the other end of the tube
pierced it. By this means the blood
in the man’s veins immediately begani
pouring into the shrunken veins of his
wife, For an hour the blood of the
man was allowed to pass that way.

It was estimated by the doctors that
perhaps a quart of Bradley’s blood
flowed into the bndy of his wife. While
the flow was under way the physicians
could notice the color coming into the
woman’s cheeks and her pulse grew
weaker. Bradley recovered from the
operation in less than a day. Mrs.
Bradley will remain at the institution
until all danger is past. She is get-
ting along excellently,

ACCUSES RAILWAY OF
POLITICAL AGTIVITY

Cantidate for Governor Says . Boston and
Maine Issues Four Hundred Annual
Passes to Active Politicians

MANCHESTER, N. H.,, July 22—The
campeign being conducted agairst the
Boston & Maine R. R. by Rosecrans
[W. Pillsbury, a candidate for the Re-
publican nomination for governor,
reached an interesting chapter today
when letters between Mr. Pillsbury
and President Lucius Tuttle of the
Boston & Maine R. R. were made pub-
lic. The subject of contentiba appeared
to be the number of free passes, if
any, that the railroad has and is said
to be issuing. Mr. Pillsbury made a
demand on Mr. Tuttle, that in the in-
terests of public policy he furnish a
list of the free passes, and the names
of the holders. President Tuttle ans-
wered by denying that his railroad was
taking any part in politics or that any
persons were being influenced in New
Hampshire by the gifts of free passes,
adding that it would oe improper for
the Boston & Maine R. R. to issue a
campaign document for the alleged
benefit of any candidate for a political
office.

Mr. Pillsbury made reply that it was
inferrable that the Boston & Maine R.
R. this year had sent out between 500
and 700 annual free passes to persons
in New Hampshire and about 400 of
these were sent to men whose political
activity and acumen were well known.
Mr. “Pillsbury makes a demand upon
the railroad for some statement that
will explain the consideration for
which these alleged passes are issued.

POISON IN TOBACGO SMOKE

Large + Quantify of Deadly Carbon
Monoxide 6as is Present

B )

LONDON, July 22. — The Lancet,
which has already had something to
say on the “toxicity of tobacco smoke,”
returns once more to the subject. 'The
smoke, it says, contains quite a large
proportion of the poisonous gas carbon
monoxide.

It has been calculated, in practical
experiments, that one ounce of tobacco,
when smoked in the form of cigar-
ettes, gives as much as one pint to
four pints carbon monoxide gas, while
the same amount of tobacco smoked in|

a pipe gives from two and a quarter }

to five pints of the gas. So far, it
would appear that the pipe ought to
be more pernicious than the cigarette.
it it were not for the fact that it is
practically only with the cigarztte that
inhalation of the smoke is indulged
in.

The symptoms of monoxide poison-
ing resemble in a noteworthy manner
the symptoms of tobacco smoke poison-
ing, a tendency to dizziness and short-
ness of breath on exertion, and heart
disturbance, while the senses, power
of judgment and of movement are fre-
quently impaired. The symptoms of
monoxide poisoning resemble in some
respects those produced by an immo-
derate or chroni¢ indulgence in
alcohol.

There can be little doubt, therefore,
that the association of smoke and alco-
holic drink is a poisonous one, both
aiding to brlng about similar toxic ef-
fects. When we consider the quite
large amount of carbon monoxide pre=

BURNS COMMITTED ON
THE CHARGE OF THEFT

Sent Up for Trial for Retaining $7.80 of
Collier & Go’s Fands

Frank Burns, whoe is charged with
cpnverting $7.80, the property of Col-
lier and Co., to(his own use, appeared
in court this morning and asked to
be tried by a jury. A preliminary
hearing was commenced. J. H. Barry
for the defence and J. H. A. L. Fair-
weather for the prosecution,

H. Earle, of No. 1 St. David street,
gave evidence that he gave Burns $7.80
for some magazines on March 4th and
the defendant gave him a receipt for
the same.

ROYAL QUARTERS IN THE
CITADEL ARE VERY GOSY

Suite of Rooms Fitted Up for His
Royal Highness,

QUEBEC, July 23—Cosey and com-
fortable rather than magnificent and
paiatial Jescribes the suite of rooms
in the Citadel which His Royal High-
ness the Prince of Wales will occupy
during his' visit here. Everything is
absolutely new, everything is as neat
as a pin and every convenience that
could possibly be tkcught of has been
arranged for. The o!d& barracks, in
which so many- of Canada’s disting-
uished soldiers -have lived their mili-
tary carcers, is a barracks still, but &
barracks of far more prepossessing ap-
pearance than was the case a month or
so ago.,

His Royal Highness will live in
what were, up to a short time ago,
the quarters of the officers in charge
of the Royal Canadian Garrison Ar-
tillery here, and it is through their
permission that thes Prince, the Gov-
ernor-General and their staffs and
guests will be able to enjoy the fresh-
est air, the finest view and the great-
est privacy of all Quebec.

The old hous2, long, low and ramb-
ling, with its thickly built stone walls
and its arching ceilings, stands just
within the wall and moat of the Cita-
del on the river side. To the west it
is flanked@ by the King’s Bastion. On
the right is the parade ground and
old and useless battery of half de
molished muzzle loading guns.

The color scheme throughout the
part of the house which will be occu~
pied by the Governor-General and his
royal gucst is a dark velvety red.
Red carpets, into which even the little
jingle of the officers’ spurs is muffled,
are laid on corridors and stairways.
Red tapestries, richly inlaid with gold
and silver braid, adorn the walls.

While here, during the few hours in
which he will be alone, His Royab
Highness will live most simply. His
bedroom, situated in the east wing
of the house and beyond those occu-
pied by the Governor-General’s party,
is furnished in old rose. Wall paper,
carpet, furniture coverings and even
the finely woven coverlet wupon the
royal bed all bear this predominating
color. The room itself is not jgore
than twenty feet square, is very plain-
ly, almost sparsely furnished when it
is compared to Buckingham and
Windsor, and only has one window.
The ceiling is arched and low and adds
a general appearance of old world-
iness to the otherwise more or less
prosaically modern architecture.

From the bedroom an aperture,
which looks like a beautifully carved
marble tunnel, has been cut to the
bath room which is a model of luxury
and cleanliness. It is all fitted with
the latest up-to-date porcelain ap-
pliances, so nice and white and clean
and looks in strange contrast to the
other rooms -with their thick rough
walls so slightly disguised in their
modern clothing of pictures, paper and
tapestry.

Across the hall is His Royal High-
ness’ sitting room, a oSy little -den
of dark green. The remainder ‘of the
house has been renovated almost
throughout. The old dancing room has
been transformed into a banquet hall,

where the state dinner will be held.
Just outside, between the house proper
and the wall of the Citadel, the “tent”
room has been added on. This is a
temporary frame structure with %alls
of canvas which may be raised or low-
ered in accordance with the demands of
the weather. 1t is fitted up with ham-
mocks, comfortable lounging chairs,
cosy corners, books, periodicals and
everything necessary for the comfort
and ease of the royal occupants. These
rooms the Governor-General, the
Prince, Lord Roberts, all the other dis-
tinguished guests and their suites will
use in common.

o
