THE WINTER IN ENGLAND.

Daring the lust two imonths we have had the se-
verest weather experienced in England since 1514 |
‘The whole year had been wet. rough, and uncer-
tain. A state of things which the towns apd bathing
places on the sea coast felt lnavily in their finance,
for they were nearly deserted by their ladholders,
who felt no great satisfiction in “travellnig fitty or a
hundred miles to face premature winter, in the hile
hovels for which the conscience of the landivrds for
Brighton. Worthing, and the other summer eamps
of’ vitizenship, charge so rapacionsly.  But on the
Oth of Nov. the war of elements hogan.  Storin
swept the whole coast of England and the western
shores of the continent; the sea was covered with
wrecks, and the shore with eorpses.  But it.was on
the 20th of the same month that the most tremendi-
ous tempest swept up from the Atlantie, and moy-
ing north-east, devastated all within its vast expanse,
np probably to the pole. ‘The wind raged for three
days with fearful fury, houses were blown down,
mail coaches hnrried away waggons overturved by
force of the blast, and though these way appear
trivial instances of its mischiel, they give an extra-
ordinary concertion of the power of the wind. The
year closed with the ‘great snow storm. -~ A slight
fall on the night of the 24th of December seemed
ouly to attire Christmas in his ancient robe, and the
sight of the snow was almost welcomed.

Buaton Christmas night down came the whole
weight of the vast fall.  Before daybreak the entire
face of England was a bed of snow.  All the mails
and conveyances of every kind were stopped at
once, ax the snow had drifted in some places from
1010 20 feer. The few carriages which ventured
out were buried in the drifis, and were either lefi
where they had sunk, or with infinite dithculty were
dragzed back to the towns from which the
travelled. This state of things continaed for nearly
a week. The single night's fall had the efieet of
impeding almost the entire machinary of commerce
and public communication. © Great efforts were
made to clear the roads, the peasantry were put m |
mation by hnndreds and thousands, but the tasks
frequently bafiled them, and some of the mails were
fourdays due. “The snow was so deep on the Kent
road that all interconrse was suspended nntl nearly
the close of (i werk, thongh the pioneers of W ool-
wich and Chatham were employed to open the five:

‘The doors
of this house were made of solid iron, and while
they were beating them in, the alarm was given.
‘The General eommanding there, collected what
forces he could obtain and tmrehed against the
Taurgents; retook the mngnzine By the bayofiet,
and killed several of the conspirators. Isidor and
his son escaped to the woods, . This happened
about three weeks ago, since which time they have
beeti puesaed, found, und shot dead on the spot
whicl finishos thia attemnpt to overtarti the govern-
mett.— Portsmouth Journal.
