Government candidate. In spite of
the fact that the meeting came at the
close of a week of hard work, the
Lorneville voters gathered in large
numbers to hear the speakers.

There was great enthusiasm. Mr.
Mosher, who is well acquainted with
the electors of the southern portion
of Lancaster was given a most hearty
reception. The same was true of the
Premier, whoge speech was punetuat-
ed by treuq{nt bursts of applause. Hon.
Mr. Maxweéll was given a rousing re-
ception and the applause with which
his remarks were received showed
that he had the audience with him.

Mr. R. Walter Dean was chairman
of the meeting and called upon, Mr.
Mosher first. The candidate delivered
an excellent address of half an hour's
length in which he showed conclusive-
ly that the policy of the Hazen Gov-
ernment during the fifteen months
they have been in office has been most
beneficial to St. John County.

The Disgusting Conditions of Roads
and Bridges Under Old Regime.

Mr. J. P. Mosher, as he stepped up-
on the platform, was received with
a burst of hearty applause which
plainly showed the regard in which
he is held by the people of Lorneville,
in which locality he is well known.
It was at the request of a large num-
ber of the electors, said the. speaker,
that he had consented to be a candi-
date in the by-election to be held to
fill the vacancy caused by the eleva-
tlon of their friend Mr. McKeown to
the bench. He knew what a canvass
of St. John county meant, as he had
been in 1908 a standard bearer of the
party mow in power at Fredericton.
‘As he had not before had the oppor-
tunity of thanking the electors of
Lorneville for the handsome vote they
had given him on March 3 of the year
mentioned, he would do so then.

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arched over the roadway. There is the
Loch Lomond Road which when it was
made was as fine a plece of road as
there was in the Lower Provinces.
Now it is in a state of disrepair. Un-
der the old government not $300 a
year was spent upon it. Everywhere
road beds are worn out and they could
not have been worn out in fifteen
months.” (Applause).

Mr.. Mosher then outlined the plan
of road work which he had advocated.
Thé roads should be skirted, the trees
and bushes being. cleared out for a
sufficient distance on both sides in
order to give the road a chance to dry
out. The gravel should be put on.
Since the  Hazen government came
into power the speaker had devoted
his attention to the highwegs and had
urged upon the foremen in the par-
ishes the necessity of -PROPERLY

been done on the section of road out
of St. Martins and the Premier, who
had passed over it in an auto the night
before could testify. that it was an
excellent stretch of highway.

In|St. John
County the boards are not giying it a
chance, in order to try to beat me.
That is especially the case in Simonds
where one of those who had to do
with the roadd told me he would see
me trimmed on the 20th of this month.

“ ‘Perhaps you will’ I answered,
‘but you’ll have to get up into the
branches to do it’ ” (Laughter).

S8t. John County Satisfied

The people of St. John County, said
the speaker, were satisfied with the
Government at Fredericton. It was
in their interest and not in his to-elect
him as a supporter of that Govern-
ment.

To the Editor of The Standard:
Sir—1t was a coincidence that we
arrived in Vancouver on Dotninion
Day, just twentywo years from the
date of a first visit. The first trip
was made some 18 months after the
completion of the C. P. R. as a trans
continental route, when one passen-
ger train each way daily, with five
cars in the traln, was sufficlent to
carry all the traffic. Now three simi-
lar tralns with an average of ten cars
all told are much more fully occupied
than formerly with through traffic,
while many trains are usged to supply
the needs of local rraffic in the coun-
try east of the Rockles.

Twentytwo years ago Vancouver
was & small village trying to recover
from the effects of & fire that had de-
stroyed pretty fhuch every bullding
in the place. About three thousand
people were living in the roughest
sort of bulidings. The shops were
duplicates of these seen in St. John
on the Market Square just after the
great fire in that city. Lots of busi-
nesses and many homes were bullt
merely of rough boards, One then
iacked the vision to see that within
twenty-two years 100,000 people would
be lying in comfortable homes, do-
ing business in stone and brick struc.
tures with handsome exteriors, and
be erecting fourteenstory office build
ings in many blocks to accommodate
the meeds of business; but that is
what we now find, and marvellous in-
deed is the transformation.

And not only here has there been
such development. Twentyiwo years
ago Winnipeg had perhaps onetenth
its present population; certainly it
did not have onetenth its present
opiimism.
