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- CUBA DEVASTA

Havana Flooded and
Valuable Properly De-
stroyed--LossWill Mount
Up Into Millions.

Only About Ten Per
Cent. of Annual Crop

- Will be Harvested--
Many Lives Lost.

Havana, Oct, 17,—The Island of
Cuba has probably sustained the great
est material disaster in all her his-
tory in the practically continuous cy-
clone which began with light rains
on Thursday morning, developing into
torrential floods and devastating hur-
ricanes, and continuing this evening.
The western half of the island suffer-
ed more severely than the east. The
first cyclone of which there was some
warning had hardly abated on Sun-
day night, when suddenly the wind,
‘which up to then had been southeast
changed to southwest and with renew-
ed fury the cyclone blasts swept over
Matanzas, Pinar, Del Rio and Havana
provinces, completing the destruction
wrought by the first storm,

Even now there are fears of anoth-
er cyclone on account of the rumors
of the approach of a third storm r e-
ported to be forming south of Jamaica
At nine o'clock tonight the rain was
still falling in frequent heavy gusts,
but the wind had abated considerably
and the sea was falling, It is im-
possible to estimate even roughly the
amount of the damage, which doubt-
less will aggregate many millions of
dollars,

In addition to the great destruction
10 sugar. and tobacco plantations,
many thousands of peasants in the
three western provinces have been
rendered homelegs and destitute by
the loss of their homes and the food
crops, especially plantains and corn.

i le.all. pommunication with the
interior has been cut off, there is rea-
fon to hope that Orienta, Camaguey
and Santa Clara have escaped the
greatest fury of the storm.

Havana Inundated.

In the city of Havaua the losses
probably will exceed a million dol-
lars, mainly due to the destruction of
the custcms house shed which was
filled with perishable goods, the sink-
ing of scores of lighters, many of
them containing valuable cargoes
which had been unloaded from steam-
érs and the submerging of about one
square mile of the residential secticn
of the city facing the sea. The flood-
ing of this section was caused by the
tremendous waves which when the
wind suddenly veered this afternoon,
were driven with tremendous violence
over the Malecon sea wall, inundat-
ing as well a great portion cf the
suburb Vedado. Few fatalities up to
the present have been reported. Three
men were drowned in the harbor, but
no deaths from the storm occurred
in the city, It is probable, however,
that the casuality list in the interior
will be large. The prospective crop
it s asserted will not exceed ten per
cent. of the normal.

The sugar plantations suffered less
seriously, but great damage has been
done to standing cane by the change
of wind in the second storm.

Within an hour after the seas be-
gan to rise, the pounding of the wa-
ters had broken a breach through the
malecon sea wall in this city, The
waves quickly mounted to mountain-
ous height, flooding the handsome res-
idences facing thereon for a distance
of a mile.

The waters, still rising, invaded all
the seaward part of the city until 3
o'clock in the afterncon there was
three feet of water.

President Gomez in an automobile
visited the inundated section and other
threatened sections of the city. He
directed the work of rescue and en-
couraged the soldiers, police and fire-
men, and later he vigited the hospitals,
to which many injured and destitute
persons had been taken.

All the steamers in the harbor re-
mained at afichor, the engines work-
ing and helding their ground.

Two blind men. Fhe loss of sight next
to the loss of reason, is perhaps the
most serious affliction a man can sus-
tain. A man whose eyes are open is
practically in possessicn of all the
gifts of this and other worlds. He
can see. What wonders present them-
selves to the vision of the man who
has eyes to behold? Is there any more
serious loss thap to be deprived of
physical sight? There is, it is to be
without spiritual vision.

To have eyes to see, is to own ev-
erything. You can only hear half a
mile, but you ean gee a hundred and
fifty million miles.

Not only blind, but begging, were
these two men. Blinduess and begging
do not always go together, One of
the moest distinguished Ilawyers in
England today 8 blind, A man may
be blind and yet be a most celebrat-
ed musician,

But in the moral and spiritual
realm, blindness and begging are nev-
er separated, The man who is blind
to the eternal realities of God's king-
dom is a beggam even though he be a
millionaire. Why' gre people of the
world always tooking for a new sen-
sation?

They are blind, and because they
are blind they are beggars.

In a dramatic way, for which Mr.
Booth is distinguished, he pictured
the two men crying to Jesus for mer-
cy. The proud Pharisees rebuked
them, They did not like even to hear
two blind men address Jesus as the
Messiah, These , however, were
not to be silenced.! eried the more
earnestly, “Son id, have mercy
on us.™ It'is always'the earnest, sin-
cere ery of the heart that causes the
Son of God to stand still. The crowd
rebuked, but Jesus sald, “Some one
appealed to me for mercy, where is
he? I neyer allow any ome to cry to
me for mercy to go away disappoint-
ed and unblessed.”

The point of the whole story was
that these two blind men, even if
they did not have their eyes, had
their ears and their voices and by
making the most of the things they
had left, got back the things they
had lost.

That is one of the great priniciples
upon which God works. What God
requires of us is to repent. We have
the power to do it and if we would
be forgiven and saved we must do it,

The sermon all the way through
was vivid in its deseriptions, and
powerful in its delivery.

To a Standard man yesterday he
talked interestingly of his tri] d of
the great progress which he noticed
all through the western country.

“This was not my first trip,” said
Mr, Powell, “I visited the west in
1802 and on that occasion spent five
weeks there. That time I was in Vie-
toria and all the leading towns west
of Lake Superior and on this trip I
could not but notice the great pro-
gress made in the country in the
last eight years.

“The first thing which impressed
me was the great improvement in the
Canadian Pacific railway, It has been
practically rebuilt from North Bay to
Vancouver and is now a magnificent
railway. The section from Fort Willi-
am to Winnipeg and beyond for H0
miles has been doubled tracked and
this portion is the equal of any road in
America, It herring bones the south-
ern portion of Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan, Alberta and British Columbia.
It has three transcontivental trains
daily, leaving Vancouver, one of
which is by way of Moogejaw, St, Paul
the Soo and Sudbury Junction. Its re-
sources equal that of the government
of Canada.’

“The cities in the western country
have grown enormously since 1 was
last there, Fort Willilam which in 1902
was u small town of about 2000 inhab-
itants is now quite a large city. Win.
nipeg, which in 1902 had a population
of 43,000 today has nearly 150,000,
Calgary which had 5800 in 1902, to-
day is estimated to have 43,000, Van-
couver which showed in 1902, 26,000,
has today a population estimated at
from 125,000 to 150,000.

Vancouver’'s Growth,

“The growth of Vancouver is sim-
ply startling and the amount of bu-
siness done there may be judged
from the fact that the Royal Bank of
Canada has in the city eight branches
the largest of which employs about
45 clerks. Calgary also is a beautiful
city and its banking statistics indicate
that much more business is done there
than in either St. John or Halifax, Its
bank clearings are much larger than
in elther of these cities, and I was
informed by an influential member of
the board of trade that it registers
more than 500 commercial travellers.

“British Columbia notwithstanding
its feverish spirit of speculation has
more money deposited in its banks,
it is said, than is required for its
business and part of its moniés is
brought E.tmi the Rockies.”

There éemsto bé some difference
of opinion as to whether Vancouver
will not outstrip Winnipeg, said the
reporter,

In reply Mr. Powell said, “At the
present time the increase in size and
importance is about the same in both
cities, and it is difficult to tell which
will outstrip the other. British Co-
lumbia is rich in forests, fisheries,
mines and minerals, and has cheap
water power in unlimited quantities,
and is, or will be, the great port for
trade with the Orient. At present
there is little manufacturing done,
but enormous development must be
looked for in that line in the future.
It is the chief, in fact I might say the
only business city in the richest prov-
ince in Canada—a province which has
over $6,000,000 of public money in its
banks. On the other hand i t has not
the support of the fast and rich agri-
cultural country which supports Win-
nipeg.”

In reference to the western farms
Mr. Powell said that along the main
line of the C. P. R. the agricultural
development has not been so marked
as in other parts of the Northwest.
Still there is a great improvement
noticeable, The irregation schemes
of the C. P. R. will be completed in
about five years, and this will convert
the arid region between Medicine Hat
and the Rockies into a great garden.

N. B. Men Wealthy.

Did you see any New Brunswick
men in the west?

“Yes, a very large number, and
they all seemed to be prosperous and
full of faith in the future of the count-
ry. Of course one hears only of the
successes, not of the failures of the
west, but the number of men who
have amassed fortunes is astonishing.
One man who had been a farmer in
Westmoreland county, and who re-
moved to Vancouver four or five years
ago, with little to the good when he
got there showed me three bank de-
p&s'l.t’ receipts aggregating over $40,-

How is the money made there?

“As far as my information goes the
money is chiefly made through the in-
crease in real property values. This
applies to the cities and not to the
prairies, or the lumbering or mining
districts, although prices have ad-
vanced there greatly also.

“What about the crops? Did they
‘'mot have a rather serfous shortage
this year,

“In some parts of the country the
crops were a failure, in others they
were better than the average. Mr.
Mackay, the director of the govern-
ment farm at Indian Head, Saskatche-
Pwan, told me that on his farm the
wheat crop had been better than ever
before.”

Of particnlar rest to those
the grafting is the testimony of M1
formerly president of the Osterman

inte who are uncovering
Henry C. Osterman,

Manufacturing Com-

pany, which repaired cars under contract for the Illinois
Central Railroad He testified that Mr. Ira G. Rawn,
president of the Monon branch, was given 2,700 shares
of stock in the Osterman Company that he might share
in the profits of repairing the cars of his own road. Mr.
Rawn proved both wary and greedy, for he sold back
the shares at $5i cach, which netted him $13,600 spot
cash, Then he levied graft tribute for every car sent
to the Osterman Company for repair, at first $5, then
$10, and finally $ a cal The Osterman Company, of
course, added the graft to the amount of the repair
bill. One lump payment of $10,500 was made to Mr
Rawn for a delivery of 700 cars for repairs,

Mr. Rawn was not the only one who had a private
graft.. Mr. Osterman testified that:—

“Frank B. Harriman received $1,000 monthly, Joseph
“F Buker alsc got $1,000 monthly. William Renshaw
“was paid $500 monthly; W. J. Leahy $100; H. M.
“Dunlap 3100, R. 6. Ranson $25, John Waters $25,
“Matthew Morgan F. A, Jones got §100 on at least

one occasion that 1 know of personally.”

These men w not small salaried employes tempted
to graft by an extravagant scale of living and insufficient
incomes The irresponsible men who had
lost money in speculation and were trying to compen-
sate themselves They were duly elected railway offi-
clals to whom the holders of millions of dollars’ worth
of stock had intrusted the operation of the system. They
were therefore bound in honor as well as by the moral
law to do their best for their fellow shareholders,
They were all men of means, drawing income from the
railway as investors, They
directing the affairs of the corporation.

The disclosure proves that officials of the great
corporations are still human and therefore subject to
all the faults aund follies of human nature. As one
statesman points out:—“They are no more fit to dom-
“inate national, state, or municipal affairs than any
“other class of men, yet they have at times usurped
“that right and some of them are disposed to claim that
“such usurpation is a nm-esxny and their right.”

Sir Joseph Lawrence continues:—'The conclusion Is
thus being borne in upon many people that the game
of the free traders is up. They began by 'attacking
tarift reform, but their bowling has lost its sting. They
are fast losing votes over their taxation schemes. it
tarift reform polled nine months ago over three million
votes or within 41 per cent. of those polled by ‘all the
combined parties opposed to them, how long will it
take to wipe off that 415 per cent. in voting power? $'he
last bye-election (Kirkdale) showed an improvement
of 4 per cent. in the tariff reform vote.”

He adds:—“Oune difficulty free traders can never
overcome if they fight for 100 years, and that is the
difficulty of convincing the British workingman that hos.
tile tariffs are good for our trade and good for em-
ployment, We all kpow that organized laber is dis
contented at the preseat time, and likely to become more
80. Trade unionists distrust their free trade leaders
for one thing. They are now beginning to realize that
there is only ome remedy for unemployment, and that
is employment. They further realize that employment
caunot be created by labor exchanges alone. Their
pugilistic instincts tell them that the way to fight hos
tile tariffs, which chéck employment at home, is not
by offering facilities to people to come in and use our
own market free of cost, but by putting on a counter-
tarif. Free imports' cannot last, when the system is
up against first principles all the time.”

From every side comes information which tends tc
show how rapidly the cause of tariff reform I8 progress
ing in Great Britain, Canada would be ill-advised to
dally with the United States in the hope of gaining some
thing by reciprocity when a preference for Canadian
goods will soon be offered at Westminster.

Apple Crop in New Bruns-
wick Has Been Light as in
Rest of Canada.

A. G. Turney, Provincial Horticult-
urist, arrived in the city yesterday to
complete arrangements for 'the: hold-
ing of the Fruit Growers Convention
and exhibition in this eity on October
31, and November 1, 2 and 3. To a
reporter Mr. Turney said the apple
crop in the province was rather light
this: year,

“They have had poor applé crops in
Nova Scotia, Ontario, and New Eng-
land,” he added, “the only place I
know of where the apple crop is satis-
factory s British Columbla. I TWar
they have a bumper crop there. -

“Other fruit has not turned out bad-
ly. The plum.crop in this province
is good.”

“It is reported from Nova Scotia,
Mr, Turney, that orchards which have
been sprayed and properly tendéd have
produced good crops. Is that applica-
ble to New Brunswick?”

What Spraying Does.

“Where orchards have been spray-
ed and cared for some years, the crop
no doubt has been larger than in
other places, and the apples are nat-
urally of a better quality. Many treeg
in this country bear a large quantity
of fruit one year, and take a year to
recqver their energy. Expert fruif
growers now go over the trees in June
and pick off a lot of the small apples.
This gives the tree a chance to grow
a better quality of apples, and as its
energies are not exhausted, it will
bear fairly well vear after year. DIy
thinning out the trees at the proper
time the grower will get 90 per cent.
of No. 1 apples, where otherwise he
\\nuld be lucky to geét 20 or 15 per
cent.’

Speaking of the fruit exhibition, Mr,
Turney said great interest was being
manifested in it throughout the prov-
ince; and he expected a large attend-
ance. The entrles will be large, and
there will be specimens of fruit on ex-
hibition that will open the eyes of the
farmers and the people generally, The
average farmer does not believe that
Neéw Brunswick can raise as good
fruit as other countries, but he was
sure this exhibition was going to stir up
a great interest in its fruit raising pos-
sibiilties.”

PIOUS JEWS OBSERVE
FEAST OF SUCCOTH

Booths Erected in Backyards
of Homes of Strictly Ortho-
dox Hebrews During Festi-
val of the Tabernacles.

Succoth—the Feast of Booths or the
Feast of Tabernacles, was observed
in this city yesterday by the Jewish
section of the population. Serviee
was held last evening in the Hazen
avenue synagogue and Rabbi Amdur
preached to his congregaticn in the
ancient Hebrew.

This feast is the anniversary of the
ancient Hebrew harvest festival and
the booths commemorate the days
when the Israelites dwelt in booths
during the 40 years of their wander
ings in the wilderness,

During the Succoth festival, the
orthodox Jews have their meals in
temporarily constructed booths, erect-
ed in the backyards of their homes.
These habitations for one week only
are decorated with fruits of the sea-
son, garlands of leaves and flowers
suspended from the corners of the
ceiling. To give is a homelike air, the
walls bear family and religious pic-
tures, The orthodox also say their
morning players with the esrog in
one hand and the lulav in the other.

The esrog is the finest specimen of
the lime, in years past imported from
Italy, but more recently from Pales-
tine, where the new colonists grow
them, The lulav is a branch of the
palm and myrtle,

Simchath Torah is a home and syn-
agog festival, On that day the scrolls
of the law, the Old Testament writ-
ten on parchment, are .ornamented
with gold and silver trimmings, cov-
ered with velvet and carried about the
synagogue aisles in triumph,

Rabbi Amdur when asked last ev-
ening if the observances of the ortho-
dox Jews obtained in this city yester-
day said the feast was not observed
in the same manner or to the same
extent here as in other centres. Some
of the city Jews, however, he said,
did erect booths in their yards as
is the custom in some other places.

Considers it Strange That Of-
fer Should be Made While
His Almshouse Scheme is
Before Council.

Potts sald:—“l am decided-
ly opposed to the city selling the
In
faet 1| cannot see how they can con-
sider any proposition to either lease
or sell it. The city bought that
property to conserve the water rights
and 1 fail to see how they cam do
this and yet sell it to any concern
whereby it will pass.out of the city’s
control. It seems very strange to me
that since the city has been consider-
ing another possible us& to which
this property could be put the prop-
osition comes in, and is recommended
to the immediate congideration of the
council to sell the property to a con-
cern who would operate it for a pulp
mill.

“I am not a lawyer and yet I would
like to ask this question. How can
the city sell a property to a concern
for use as a pulp mill and yet draw
up an agreement by which the purchas-
ers who require to use water for the
purpose for which they bought the
mill, are shut off from the use of the
water or from water rights? How
could such an agreement of sale
stand in equity?”

Board Of Trade

“Now in reference to the members
of the board of trade consulting with
the city in the transaction of the eity’s
business, I cannot see if the mem-
bers of the board of trade are so
greatly interested in the city business
why they don't offer for aldermen and
take their share of the responsibility
for the administration of the city af-
fairs. .

“The aldermen are the responsible
parties and I do not think we require
any assistance from the board of
trade. In this matter.I am unalter-
ably opposed to the city selling this
property. They won't do it with my
vote or with my support.”

Continuing, Ald. Potts said he
thought it absurd that the city should
buy the property for the sum of
$115,000 ahd even think of selling it
for $30,000. It was not in his mind
a business-like proposition and he an-
nounced that he would fight it as
long as he was in the council.
