Petrograd, via London, June 12—
The number of Austrians captured by
the Russians in the new offensive
operations have been increased to
wmore than 114,000, In many sectors
of the front, the statement says the
Russians are still pursuing defeated
Austriane, The statement follows:

“Owing to storms in South Russia
and consequent temporary rupture of
telegraphic communication, reports
are delayed and news of ouf armies
is reptricted. Nevertheless it is con-
firmed that Gen, Brusiloff's offensive
continued yesterday. In many sectors
of the front we are still pursuing the
defeated Austrians and in some places
we attacked him hotly. He counter-

Incident in Dublin Rebellion,
Hitherto Kept  Secret,
Brought to Light Yesterday
at Court Martial.

He is charg-
ed with the murder of Lieut. A. Lucas,
of King Edward’s Horse, and William
J. Rice, who was empioyed at the
brewery,

The prosecutor explained that Lieut.
Lucas took over command of the
guard on the night of April 29. It was
very dark at the time, Lucas was un-
known to the sergeant, and when he
opened a window, which was contrary
to instructions, Flood ordered his ar.
rest, the prosecutor said, and later his
execution, as well as that of Rice.

Later Lieut. Warwick arrived st
the brewery and, rushing up towatd
the guard, also was shot., According
to the prosecutor, the guard was veéry
“jumpy.”

Some of the commands which Lueas
gave were misunderstood by the guard
the prosecutor sald, leading him to
suspect the lieutessss” was not what
he represented himself as being.
