MEN AND THINGS AT OTTAWA.

Municipal Elections —The Dissolution
ot
Afraid to Trust to his Majority of
Deserters—Glass and other Traite-
ors Become Political Orphans—
Walks about Lake Superior.

[FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT. ]
OT1TAWA, Jan. 6.

Unlike the “wise men in the East,” the
people of the West have, of late years,
introduced the political element into their
municipal elections. To the Toronto
@lobe and the Reform party belong the
honor of this movement. They intro-
duced it as being essential to perfect
party organization, and in all the elec-
tions since Confederation, they have
found the “system” to be of immense ad-
vantage. Of course for the smaller civic
offices, a large number of votes are al-
ways thrown on grounds of personal
qualifications; but for the Mayoralty,
nearly every Western city makes it a
party question. The elections are held
‘at a very inappropriate time, the first
Monday in the new year; and that holi-
day season,—when men are supposed to
forget old animosities, and society to be
permeated by the spirit of peace and good
will—is generally marked by all the ex-
citementand ill-feeling incident to ‘‘elec-
tion times.”

IN TORONTO
the Mayor’s chair was fought for yester-
day by three candidates—all chosen by
the mewspapers! The Globe nominated
Mr. Smith,an influential and immoveable
Grit; the Mail nominated the retiring
Mayor, Manning, (Conservative); while
the Leader nominated Alderman Medcalf
(Conservative). Manning only received
about four hundred votes, the Conserva-
tives generally voting for Medcalf, who
beat Smith by a handsome majority.
IN KINGSTON

the Grits brought out a strong candidate,
in order to test public feeling, prepara-
tory to opposing Sir John A. Macdonald’
for the Commons; but they cannot be
particularly well pleased with the result,
as the Conservative. candidate Jwas elect-
ed by a vote of nearly threc to one.

.~ IN OTTAWA -
the contest was also largely political, al-
though the Grit candidate, Featherstone,
constantly denied this. The Liberal Con-
servatives were beaten—not for want of
votes, which is the usual cause of defeat
but for want of a place to vote in. In
Wellington Ward,—which includes the
greater part of the wealth and influence
of Ottawa, and which has one thousand

provided. After the first hour’s voting,

Conservative voter to take the oath, thus
delaying the voting sufficiently to decide
the day. Men waited from morning till
five o’clock, vainly trying to get & chance
to vote, and when the polls closed, over
three hundred of Dr. Hill's supporters
stood around that booth, disfranchised,
and all for the want of accommodation.

We must «ndeavor to arrange
with British Columbia for such relaxation
of the terms as may give time for the
completion of the survey, and the acqui-
sition of the information necessary to an
intelligent apprehension of the work,and
for the subsequent proseeution of it with
such speed and under suéh arrangements
as the resources of the country will per-
mit, without too largely increasing the
burden of taxation. Meantime, with a

WE mesns the facilitate the construction of the railway
jtself, it will be our policy to utilize the
enormous’ stretch of water communica-
tion which lies Letween a point not fur
from the Rocky Mountains, Fort Garry,
Lake Superior, French River and Georgi-
an Bay; thus avoiding for the present
the construction of about thirteen hun-
dred miles of railway estimated to cost
from sixty to ecighty millions of dollars,
and rendering the resources ot the coun-
try available for the prosecution of those
links of the Pacific Railway which are ng- &
cessary in order to form a complete line
of rail and steamboat communication from
East and West. This will involve the
construction of a short line of railway
from the mouth of French River and Geor-
gian Bay to south-cast shore of Lake
Nippissing, and instead of granting aid
of extension to that point of existing and
projected lines in Quebec and Ontario,
we propose to facilitate construction of
Fthe branch line from Fort Garry to Pem-
bina, already provided for by Parliament,
although we cannot hope that the time
limited by the late Government for its
completion will be suflicient. .

We shall endeavor by these means t
promate immigration on an extensive
scale, and to secure the settlement and
development of these fertile territories
on which our hope for the future o}‘
Canada are largely fixed.

The proper mode of dealing with the
question of Insolvency has long been a
problem in other countries besides our
own. Our preeent Insolvent law gives
great dissatisfaction. It will be the oL-
Jject of the Government to trame a mea-
sure which, while preserving to creditors
the ud_vant.age of obtaining a summary
and fair distribution of the assets of their
insolvent debtors. shall be calculated to

He de-
nicd abusing ler, except occasionally
when he was drunk. She said he was
always drunk, and lLad several times
taken an vxe to Kill her and she had had
to leave the house. Ile denicd this, said
he had only once taken an axe to break a
chair, and she was in the way (sitting on
the chair). He insisted that her relatives
were plotting against him, a peacable
man, and had put her up to de this. The
Magistrate thought ram was putting him
up to act as he did, and sent him to gaol
for two months, without the option of a
fine. Good.

Larceny Trials.

Daniel Gordon was brought from Gaol
this morning and tried for taking a coat
from Samuel McPherson’s house. The
evidence was not sufficient to convict
him. He said he took the coat, but ic-
tended returning it. He was discharged |
from custody.

Charles McCarthy, the very small boy,
arrested on Tuesday fo~ stealing $25
from James Gordon. was also brought
from Gaol. He is only nine years of age,
and is a bright lad. He confessed the
theft and said he gave the money to Mrs. |
Maxwell, who lives in Duke street.
When asked if Lis mother ever taught
him to know good from bad he said she
taught him his prayers. ‘“How does it
happeu, then, that you have be-
come such a bad boy?” asked the
Magistrate. ““ Oh, I lived in York Point
for some time,” was the reply. This
answer created a general laugh. Mrse
Maxwell was in Court, and denicd get-
ting the .money, or telling the boy to
steal it. The lad, however, stuck to his
story and carried on a lively argument
with her. There was not evidence to
convict Mrs. Maxwell. of aidlng and
abetting the theft, and she was discharg-
ed, and the Chief directed to get his dc-
tectives at work to hunt up evidence.
The boy was sent for one month to gao!,
the Magistrate remarking on the necessi-
ty of some sort of a rc'or 1a o'y for ju-
venile offenders. It was a sin, and a dis-
grace to the city, he said, that there was
not some institution where a bright lad
like the one before him could be sent to
get a Christian education and learn a
trade.

City Police Court.

There was more excitement than
usual about the police court this morn-
ing. The police made fourteen arrests,
and the prisoners waited patiently in the
dock for the Magistrate to arrive. He
entered  the room, looked benignly
around, smiled on friends, and frowned
on the violaters of the law. .

William Gray was the first to answer
to the charge ot lying drunk in Drury
Lane. He admitted that he took one
glass, and now hejthinks it a very expen-
give proceeding, as it-will cost him $8
before he can breathe free air for some
time.

Patrick Dollard was hilarious in Prince
