remembered his mother In- his absence.
She has waited so long for this letter,
urely it has come at last! She grasps
he yellow envelope eagerly, sees the tail-
or’s address in the corner, and the shin-
tng fabric of auticipation dwindles into
the reality that her boy at home has been
indulging in new clothes, leaving the
payment to his father. The boy away
has not remembered her after all, she
thinks, gazing with & eertain hopeless
passion into the stolid face confronting
her, but the man: of fate having ascer-
tained that weither of his two cents is
bad, closes the door with the decisive
slam that only postmen can attain, and
plods along to his next stopping place.
It is & girl this time that answers him, a
girl whose flying feet can hardly keep
pace to the rapid heart beats that sing
over of themselves a line or two of the
old, old story, *Is it from him, I won
der? Ah! it must be HE would not dis-
appoint me.”

A moment or two of breathless wait-
ing, the letter has slipped somewhere out
of sight, and the carrier Is in no sympa
thetic haste to'find it.

The Deecher Trial—-Ladies in Court.

Judge Neilson's warning on Mounday
that ladies should not attend court next
day was utterly disregarded. Indeed, it
had the natural effect of increasing their
Interest and swelling the number in at-
tendance yesterday morning.

gation and the group of spectators to the
right.of that body.

When he came he was also attacked with
stones by the woman, her son and two
daughters. The policeman and the Ser-
geant ot military police arrested Mrs.
Grainger and another woman. The first
named was fined $10 or 50 days, and
ordered to give security to keep

the peace. The soldier lmving
been proclaimed a deserter, .a war-
rant was obtained yesterday for his
arrest and ' entrusted to the police.
They gained admittance to the house
without any resistance.” The soldier was
seen working his way out through a hole
in the foundation, and was captured out-
side. Several hundreds of persons gath-
ercd on the street, expecting that reelst-

A New Provincial Debt, and a Dn-
rect Provincial Tax.

Those who are inclined to rejoice at
yesterday's deeision of the House of
Assembly to authorize the issue of de-
bentures to the amount of $90,000 for
the purchase of the St. John Suspension
Bridge and in aid of a bridge at \Vood-
stock, would do well to remember that
this is the nueleus of a Provincial debt
that will cutail an annual burden on our
limited revenue. This is the beginning.
There will be another bridge to build, a
ferry to buy, & railway to subsidize, a
public building to erect, when another,
and another, and another batch of de-
bentures will be issned. It is so easy to
issue debentures, yon know! All it re-
quires is a vote of the Legislature and
an order to the printer. They always
sell at or.very near par, no matter how
tight the money market may be—in fuct,
Government securities sell best when a
general want of confidence in private
enterprizes creates what is technically
known as a searcity of money. There
is no trouble whatever, therefore, about:
getting any reasonable amount of
money with Provincial debentures. It
would be a most desirable method of
raising money for relieving people of
the troublesome burden of paying toll
and ferriage, building bridges and rail-
ways, or working for their own living,
if it were not for our little drawback—
the thorn beside the rose, a thorn not to
be plucked out—INTEREST. Rollicking
fellows like poker-playing legislators
never think of this little afterclap, their
attention being too much occupied with
salary grabbing and other purely per-
sonal matters, but sober citizens can not
help 1eflecting on it. Our authorized
debt,—:n addition to the debt left on our
hands at Confederation, the interest of
which is subtraeted from our subsidy,—
is $90,000; but what will it be a few
vears hence? The answer to this con-
undram will be easily found by
looking over the history of the
other: debt and recent legislation.
The old debt began with the issuing of
a small amount of debentures, which
were to have been retired in a few
years by a sinking fund, and grew to
the amount of $9,000,000. The new
debt will grow in just the same way.
One act now in force authorizes the
raising of over $2,000,000, for railway
subsidies, and companies have -been
formed and surveys ordered for some
of the lines mentioned in it. Now how
is the interest on this new debt to be
paid? Not out of our regular revenues,
because they are only sufficient for run-
ning expenses, and, imstead of econo-:
mizing, our ruler, by a flagrant breach
of faith thatshould consign them to the
penitentiary, have voted themselves
$6,000 a year extra out of the public
fands—have nsed their public positions
to pick the public pocket to the amount
of $6,000 a yoar. Not by indircet taxa-
tion, because the Legislature can not
raise money in that way. - Not by an in-
crease in any present source of revenue,
because the Dominion subsidy is fixed
and the other sources of income
are not capable of yielding much
more than they de now. Direct taxa-
tion, pure and simple,—taxation on real
and personal property, polls,and wages,
—is the only possible way in which the
interest on any considerable amount of
Provincial debentures can be raised.
The Government foresee this,and its bill
for the adjustment of the basis of assess-
ment is preliminary to the imposition of
a Provincial tax.

Forty 'I‘Ahieves and One Honest Man.

The people may thank the early ex-
posures and persistent denunciation of
the Salary Grab by Tne TriBUNE for the
saving of $6,000 a year in the expenses
of a useless Legislature. The Grab, as
organized by the Government, and ex-
plained and defe nded in conversation by
members of the Government, if we are
to believe the assurances of gentlemen
whose word no one ever doubted, was
an indemnity of $400, double pay, and
the majority of the members clamored for
it; but the Government, or some of their
supporters, grew ashamed of the Grab,
and it was cut cdown to $300. If the
rest of the ¥ree School presshad spoken
out as THE TRIBUNE did the indemnity
would have been fixed at the honest figure
of $200, and the bléssing of short ses-
sions thus secured. The other Free
School papers assented, by their silence,
to even the $400 Grab, and it is not
strange that the Grabbers persisted in
pocketing half of their contemplated
booty.

Charlie Ross.

A despatch to the Halifax Reporter says :

Beecher’s Explanation of ¢ Sitting
on the Ragged Edge,” ¢¢ Stepping
Down and Out,” etc.

NeEw YoORk, April7.

Mr. Evarts read Beechel's letter to
Moulton, of February, 1872. It declares
that he (Beecher) had gone through a
year of care attending to a great church,
a newspaper and a book. He goes on to
explain how he had to be cheerful at
home, when suffering the torments of the
damued, allaying suspicions and coming
up fresh and smiling.

The witness explained : I felt that these
troubles in Tilton's family, which I felt I
was blameable for,should not be dragged
into church as a matter of inquiry; I felt
I had given the weight of my influence
against Tilton by propagating stories
against him, and that I was bound to en-
deavor to reinstate him.

— Advices from
Heligoland dated the 26th ult., state that
the bark Henrietta, of this port, Simp-
son master, from Baltimore for Hamburg,
| with petroleum, was aground at that
i place; but was got off after landing about
600 barrels of oil, and sailed for the
Elbe. The extra charges for floating her
amount to £240; the vessel is perfectly
tight.

The Charles A. Bovey, before reported
having put into Fayal with loss of fore-
mast, would, according to latest advices,
be rigged as a brigantine, and be ready to
sail about the 24th ult.

Even Sailing.—The barks Advocate,
Spicer, master, at Lewes, Del., 6th inst.,
from Liverpool, and the J. F. Whitney,
Spicer, master, at Boston 7th inst., from
Swansea, Wales,both made the run across
the Atlantic in 29 days, both vessels
leaving and arriving withia a day of each
other. The A. is in ballast for Tybec;
theJ. F. W. has, a cargo of iron. The
Advocate is a new bark on her first
voyage. She made the run across to
Liverpool from this port in 21 days; the

o FREDERICTON, April 8.
The Secretary introduced a bill to - es-
tablish a Board of Health in Fredericton,
which was read a second time.
The bill relating to assessment was
read a third time.
The Secretary committed a bill to au-
thorize the issue of debentures for cer-
tain purposes, Mr. Davidson in the chair.

The bill provides that debentures fora
sum not exceeding $90,000 shall, on order
of the Governor in Council, be issued at
6 per cent., repayable in 20 years. A
sum not exceeding $65,000 of the amount
may be devoted to the purchase of the St.
John Suspension Bridge, and a sum not
more than $25,000 in aid of a foot and
carriage bridge over the St. John River

| | at Woodstock.

Referring to the object of the bill, the
Secretary stated that the Suspension
Bridge was erected about eighteen years
ago, and had ever since been a toll bridge.
It cost $80,000, but, in consequence of a
storm, its flooring and other portions of
its superstructure had been destroyed,
entailing an expense of some $25,000,
making the cost to the company some-
thing more than $100,000 he top
structure that had been restored was a
very superior one, and the biidge is in
excellent condition. The Government
felt that if it could be purchased for
$65,000 it womnld be justified in
asking the House for authority to
issue debentures to that amount.
1t is not absolutely certain, however,
that tha stockholders will sell the bridge,
as a three-fifths vote is required to
authorize the sale. That vote, however,
will, in all probability, be obtained, and
then it will be the duty of the Govern-

.| ment, under this bill, to purchase and

make the bridge free. The bill was finally
agreed to, as was also the bill for the
establishment of a police force and lock-
up at Caraquet. The latter bill was also
warmly discussed.

Suspension Bridge Debate.
FREDERICTON, April 9.

| imany part of the country than the St.

John Suspension Bridge. Its good
character and solidity is the theme of al}
who see it, both citizens and strangers.
He thought there was no guarantee what-
ever that the Dominion Government in-
tended to build a free bridge, and the
statements in that regard were poor
arguments to make for the purpose of
defeating this bill. It was very well for
Covert to say he desired to see a free
bridge there: when he knew the
people had been paying tolls for
twenty years and he would still oblige
them to do it. He was in favor of this
measure of justice to both St. John and
Woodstock, and would wipe such relics
of barbarism as toll bridges out of exist-
ence. Inthis matter we will only be fol-
lowing the example of England. We
must have free bridges first, and when
we are able we can also have free ferries.

Mr. Tweedie said it was a fact worthy
of comment that the Government had
been quite dilatory during all the Session
in bringing forward its measures, and
néw when the House was thin this im-
portant bill had been sprung upon it.
The Suspension Bridge at St. John stands
in quite a different position from other
bridges in the ¢ ountry, for it was built
by a company for the purpose of money
making and not as a public work from a
regard for the public interest. The com-
pany never thought of selling it until it
became satisfled that its paying capaci-
ties were to be materially injured by the
erection of another bridge alongside of
it, and then a desperate and determined
effort was made to foist it omn this
generous Government. That the Gov-
ernment is a most generous one there
was. ample evidence to show it cared
little for money, and treated such a mat-
ter as the over expenditure of forty-nine
thousand dollars as a joke, deeming it
scarcely worthy of mention in the account
of expenditures submitted to the House.
Before the bill was voted upon, however,
it became every member to do his con-
stituency the justice of weighing ite pro-
visions for himself and the arguments
used in support of it. Who believed
that the Secretary’s recommendation of
the bridge was a sufficient one? Instead
of an engineér being sent to inspect and
report upon the structure the Govern-
ment takes the representations of the
parties owning it as the basis of its esti-
mate of its value. Mr. Elder said the
other day that the statement of a# member
of the Government must he received
with the greatest respect and should
have more than usual weight, but he
(Tweedie) claimed the right to questiog

the judgment of the Secretary, and
thought his recommendation in this case
was entitled to jast no weight at all, for
his facts did not come through the proper
channel.

FREDERICTON, April 9.

The Attorney General committed a bill
in amendment of the Common Schools
Aect. It provides, among o'her things,
that when a trustee declines or refuses
to act the Inspector may remove him
without a requisition. That when trus-
tees submit a Statement to . the
Board of Education showing that
certain sums are required for ex-
penditure in a district, the board shall
have power to extend the assessment for
such sums over several years instead of
one year as now required by the act. The
act provides also an inspector for Mada-
waska at a salary of $200, increases the
salary of clerk in Chief Superintendent’s
office to §$1200, provides that person
paying taxes for school purposes in two
districts may send his children or any
number of them to schools in either or
both districts, that a two-third vote of
municipal or town council shall be re-
quired to remove school trustees or any
of them, besides other provisions.

Mr. Burns protested against the pow-
ers of the Board belng extended any
further and referred to the assessments
of two years ago whieh enacted the com-
pulsory features of the law by which a
district may be saddled with trastees,
compelled to pay assessment and have
schools established by the Boatd against
the expressed wish of rate payers.

Mr. O'Leary committed a bill to incor-
porate Kent Railway Company.

Mr. Coyert, from select committee on
incorporating Counties, rcporied pro-
gress and asked for discharge of commit-
tee. Report received and commitiee dis-
charged.

The Attorney General committed a bill
relating to time of holding Circuit Courts
in Province ; Mr. Elder in the chair.
Agreed to.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL,
FRrEDERICTON, April 8.

A bill to incorporate the Maduxnekik
Stream Driving Co.,committed,Hon. Mr.
Lindsay in the chair. A long discussion
took place. - As explained, the bill seeks
to incorporate certaim parties for the
purpose of clearing the stream which
runs 24 miles through British territory,
and on which,ow to falls and obstruc-
tioms, it is impessible in ordinary sea-
sous to drive lumber to the American
boundary. It did not faterfere with the
Meduxnekik Boom Company.

Hon. Messrs. Lindsay and Purdy sup-
ported the bill.

Strong objections were taken, par-
ticularly by Hon. Messrs. Jones and
Seely, to the bill coming up so late in
the Session. There were only a few
parties in Woodstock in favor of it,
while seven-eighths of the owners of
property on the stream, and parties in
Maine, were opposed to it. y

Hon. Mr. Jones read Iletters from
parties in Maine and St. John against
the bill. The seetion that gave Corpora-
tion power to stop lumber in boom and
charge double rates, 12 instead of 6 per
thousand, if ewner did not pay at ouce,
were held to be very objectionable.

Hon. Messrs. Hanington and Harrison
expressed themselves in tavor of the bill
provided the rights of parties in the up-
per part of the stream were protected.

Hon. Mr. Jones moved an amendment
to postpone the bill to the next meeting
of the Legislature.  Lost 5 to 7.

The bill was then amended to meet ob-
jections that lumber of parties shall not
be detained in boom, and corporation
shall not charge double rates. Passed
third reading. )
