Paris, Sept. 1.--W. S. Fielding, 
the Canadian minister of finance, 
will leave here to-morrow for Lon- ] 
don to lay the new commercial j 
treaty before the British authorit 
ies.

Any even numbered section ol< 
Dominion Land» in Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan and Alberta, except­
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may bo- 
homesteaded by any person who la 
the sole bead of a family, or a*y 
male over 18 years of age, to t*e 
extent of one-quarter section pi 
160 acres more or less.

Entry must be made personally) 
at the local land office for the dis­
trict in which the land is situate. 
Entry by proxy may, however 
made on certain conditions by the 
father, mother, son, daughter, 
brother or sister of an intending 
homesteader.

The homesteader is required to 
perform the homestead conditibea- 
under one of the following -jlaxh:!

(I.) At least six months’ rçpH- 
deuce upon and cultivation of the 
land in each year for three y carp.

(2.) If the father ( or,' mother, 
if the father is deceased) of the 
homesteader resides upon a farm in 
the vicinity of the land entered fpi 
the requirements as to residence 
may be satisfied by such person, 
residing with thtAfather or mother.

(3.) If the settler has his re­
manent residence upon farnupg. 
land owned by him in the vicinity) 
of his Homestead, the requirement» 
as to residence may be satisfied by) 
residence upon the said land.

Six months’ notice in writing 
should be given to the Commission­
er of Dominion Lands at Ottawa 
of intention to apply- for patent.

But this blow has fallen so heav­
ily on us all that I feel there are 
no words in the language suffi­
ciently strong to condemn the 
cruel carelessness that led to that 
accident.

BRIDGE FALLS,

Without Any Warning the South­
ern Extension Collapses 

Into- the River.

SCORES DROWNED.

Many Crushed to Death by Falling 
Girders, And Only 

a Few Rescued

Quebec, Aug. 29.—The great 
Quebec bridge collapsed this after­
noon, and now the vast .mass of 
steel work lies a tangled wreck 
across the St. Lawrence channel, 
while so. far as can be estimated 
84 men have lost their lives in the 
disaster.

The bridge fell exactly twenty- 
three minutes to six this -evening, 
just as many of the workmen were 
preparing to leave. It was, how­
ever, so horribly effective in wip­
ing out the lives of the men em­
ployed on it that very little is 
known as to how it happened, and 
those who are left are so complete­
ly benumbed by the horror of the 
situation that they, can do little to 
aid the situation.

It was the southern extension of 
the bridge which collapsed, and 
this was rapidly nearing the zenith 
of the immense steel arch which 
was to span the river. For 800 
feet from the shore the massive 
steel structure reared an arch, with 
no support but the piers from the 
shore and one pier erected in the 
liver about 200 feet from the shore 
while the outward extremity was 
180 feet above the water.

Suddenly those on the northern 
shore saw the end of the half arch 
bend down a little, and a moment 
later the whole enormous fabric 
began to break down, slowlv at 
first, then with a terrific crash, 
which was plainly heard in Quebec 
and which shook the whole count­
ryside so much that the inhabit­
ants rushed out of their houses, 
thinking an earthquake had hap­
pened.

There were about ninety-two 
men at work on this part of the 
bridge, and only eight have so far 
Teen taken out alive.

The bodies rescued sb far are in 
a terrible state, crushed and broken 
until they can scarcely be recog­
nized. Only one man was taken 
irom the bridge alive, and he was 
so frightfully injured that T t died

few minutes after being taken to 
his home.

Work was going on as us* .»! * ! v 
men being employed in plariug t.,e 
immense girders in position. At 
th s work, a track had been laid 
on the bridge and an engine with 
freight cars and several moving 
cranes were employed on getting 
the steel into position.

The engine was seen to start out 
for the end of the bridge with a 
load of steel, and as it approached 
the end, the lirst premonition of 
disaster was experienced by *he en­
gine driver who felt his engine 
jerk. He at once shut off steam, 
but the engine continued to move. 
TJie outward side of the structure 
literally ducked a little, and a mo­
ment later collapsed.

This much has been gathered 
from the engineer who by some 
marvellous chance escaped the gen­
eral destruction. He fell with hi:; 
engine, t*s the bridge gave way, 
but is not able to say how lie es­
caped. He was picked up later by

PURE FOOD LAW 
IH EFFECT,

Strict Regulations For Canning 
And packing Food 

Products-

FORTY INSPECTORS-.

All Must be Marked With Name 
of Firm and “Canada,

At proved.

The packing and canning busi­
ness of Canada came yesterday un­
der the inspection act of last ses­
sion. All establishments doing an 
export or interprovincial business 
trade in meats, fish, fruits and 
vegetables, are subject to it. Es- 
tablishments preparing meats will 
be under the act and are liable to 
inspection at any time.

The act provides and the regula­
tions declare that only healthy, 
wholesome meats, fish fruits and 
vegetables can be packed and that 
all must be marked with the name 
of the firm and after inspection the 
words, “Canada approved."

There are from 25 to 30 meat 
packing places which will at once 
come under its inspection. There 
will be a staff of 40 inspectors set 
to work on Sept. 3 and for this 
year's work there is an appropri­
ation of $75,000.

The most striking feature of the 
‘regulations are the provisions for 
cleanness.

It is declared that all establish­
ments having inspection shall be 
suitably lighted and ventillated. 
All appliances, such as tables, 
trucks, vats, machines, containers, 
etc., must be kept clean and sani- 
ary.

All steps in the course of pro­
duction shall fcc carried on careful­
ly and with strict cleanliness, and 
under the supervision of an inspect­
or.

Rooms in which carcasses, parts 
or products thereof, are prepared 
shall be frequently whitewashed or 
painted and shall contain facilities 
for cleaning all equipments.

Employes of the establishments 
engaged in handling foods must be 
free from tuberculosis or other 
communicative diseases, and must 
observe such general rules as to 
sanitation as may be deemed nec­
essary by the inspector in charge. 
No carcasses or parts thereof ca­
tering into the production of food 
rihall be allowed to come into con­
tact with anything that will con­
taminate or deteriorate them.

Covering used by employes to 
protect their clothing or persons 
shall be of material easily cleansed. 
Dressing rooms and lavatory ac­
comodations shall be ample, sanit­
ary and fully equipped, and shall 
be entirely apart from any room 
or compartment used for the pro­
duction or storing of food. Tne 

.yards or pens belonging to or used 
in connection with any establish- 
ment shall be maintained in ‘a 
clean, comfortable and sanitary 
condition and shall not be used for 
the fattening of swine or other an­
imals, nor shall any offal or other 
refuse from the establishment be 
utilized for feeding purposes, ln-
