Some of the greatest fools 
of history have grade ted with honour from a learned institution, 
and some of the wisest men in the world have wrested the secrets of 
life and living from the stern experiences of life and never had the 
privilege of going to the classes of a famous college.

That the pnxent generation needs to learn to view life aright, no 
will deny. That the problems facing the world at the present time 

are colossal every right-thinking man recognizes.
That there is a need for real sanity on the part of statesmen and 

leaders is likewise abundantly clear.
But that the need of sanity and clear-thinking is as needful on 

the part of every person holding the privilege of the franchise is not 
h> clearly recognized.

The profound philosophy of “letting George do it” is very easy, 
because if George does not do it to please us, we con blame George so 
much easier than we can blame ourselves.

We have blamed the war for everything wrong in the social sy­
stem for the past six years. The highway robbery in the big cities, 
the prevalance of youthful crime, moral misdemeanour on vie part 
of young people, the divorce evil which is spreading in Canada at an 
alarming rate, the jazz music and the jazz dancing, the, in 
ee at least, questionable dress of young girls and women who'qvould 
be young, the lack of thrift on the part of those with moderate in­
comes and the lavish expenditure on the part of the newly rich, the 
drinking amongst men and women and boys and girls, the erotic lite­
rature wheih pollutes the news-stands, the collapse of banking institu­
tions, the scorn for established law and order, and standards of so­
ciety which can be seen on every hand—these and dozens of other 
things have been laid to the door of the Great War. We speak of the 
reaction and the revolt of the young, and it is easy to say, “it was the 
war."' But is it not about time we stopped making excuses and got 
down to old-fashioned methods of looking at thinks? Whatever, the 
reeson for the present situation is, is it not about time we looked to 
ere where we are drifting?

Is it not time for parents to assume a little more the responsibil­
ity of their parentage—for if the father and mother are jazz hounds, 
the sons and ‘laughters will assuredly follow in their parents stead.

Is it not lime we respected the law to the exent of not trying to 
evade it, even if the Government winks at our so doing?

Is it not time for us to exercise our faith in the ordinances of Re 
ligion to the point of sacrifice?' The man or woman who does not at- 
t«6d a church or fulfill the duties of their religion, or show any in­
terest in the teaching of the. Christ, is neither Catholic or Protestant 
whatever he may claim—he is nothing.

We need today more of faith—more of common sense in ilealing 
with existing evils, more old fashioned home teaching, more heart to 
heart talks on the part of fathers and mothers to their children. We 
need better examples on the part of the older people. We have read 
«luring the past year or two of two or three strikes in different high 
schools on the part of the young people who disagreed with a teacher 
or with the trustees. We are not sure that we do not need a return to 
the sterner methods of our grandfathers when they applied the strap 
to a vital part of the anatomy of the young people when they showed 
signs of rebellion.‘We need a greater thrift on the part of the whole 
population. Tile question should be asked by us all, not how much 
can I spend, but how wisely can I spend, and how much can I do 
without?
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; Li But the remedy lies not in one or in all of these things, hut in 
the whole nation—we might say the whole world returning to a san- 
«•r, healthier, and simpler idea of life, and when that happens the 
things we deprecate today will pass away.

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This means that in spite of her 

haggling over words and party phras­
es, Great Britain is now committed 
to a policy of Protection for British 
industries.

It is now 21 years since Joseph 
Chamberlain made his attack upon 
Free Trade and was defeated. Since 
then, the English people have held 
fast to Free Trade through thick and 
thin. They held fast until the last 
week in 1924. Then they let go.

There are two of Chamberlain’s 
sons now in the Cabinet. Lord Derby 
who is a Free Trader was left out.

Free Trade has no champion now- 
in the new Parliament, except the 
little remnant of the Liberal party, 
now reduced _ to 43 members. Even 
the Liberals are divided, and Mr. 
Lloyd George himself is not at all 
an orthodox Free Trader, of the old 
Cobden-and-Bright sort.

As Lord Rothermore gays, "the 
whole Liberal Party can now go to 
Parliament in one bus, with a dozen 
seats to spare.” They are the only 
friends that Free Trade has left; 
and they do not take their friendship 
very seriously.

New Slogan “Safeguarding of 
Industries.”

The political problem was to es 
cape the word "protection,” which is 
not popular in England. So, Mr. Bald­
win has taken up the phrase—"safe- 
ugarding of industries." This phrase 
was invented by Mr. Lloyd George 
during the war, and means the same 
thing as protection.

The only difference is that no in­
dustry is to be safeguarded unless it 
can prove three things :

(1) That it is a large and impor­
tant Industry.

(2) That it is efficient.
(3) That it is being injured by ex­

ceptional competition from foreign 
nations, such' as depreciated exchang­
es, subsidies, lower wages, longer 
hours, or lower taxation.

As practically every industry in 
Britain could easily pass these three 
tests, there is no vital difference be­
tween the "safeguarding of Mr. Bald­
win and the "tariff reform" of Joseph 
Chamberlain.

As Lloyd George pointed out, this 
is only an indirect way of putting on

general tariff; but Parliament voted 
in favor of it by a majority of 188.
