| INFANTILE PARALYSIS—SAFEGUARDS |

(By a Physician.)

Should children come to school
homes where one of the
has infantile paralysis?

Is the disease contagious or not?

Do you think homes in which there is
a case of this disease should be quaran-
tined?

Such questions as these are frequently
being asked and the purpose of this talk
is to give some few suggestions regarding
the disease itself and safeguards against
its spread.

Well people as well as the sick ones
can communicate the disease, For In-
stance, there is greater danger that a
milk wagon driver will spread infantile
paralysis than that one will spread scarlet
fever when a child has that disease, since
scarlet fever seldom spread by well
people, while infantile paralysls frequent-
ly is.

Infantile paralysis is a disease of small
cities, towns and country neighborhoods.
It is worse where there are many horses
and cows.

First, to curb it, infantile paralysis
should be made a quarantinable dlsease.
The quarantine should be enforced and
no one in contact with the sick person
should be allowed out of the quarantine.

Nobody in contact with the sick person
should be allowed to sell, distribute or
handle milk or any other food.

Children from the infected homes should
not be allowed to attend school. The
convalescent and those who have come in
contact with the disease should be quar-
antined for four months after the disecase
or the exposure.

The Chicago department of health has
issued a leaflet containing “information
in case of Infantile paralysis.”

“Other children in the family must stay
at home; must not go to public places,
churches, parks or theatres.

“Flowers brought to the sick room
should not be thrown out, but be placed
in disinfecting fluid or burned.

‘“Phe nose and mouth of the nurse or
others who are compelied to come In con-
tact with the patient should be thorough-
lyv washed out Dbefore leaving the  sick
rocm, using freely a 2 per cent. solution
of peroxide of hydrogen or 1 per cent.
menthol in oil,

“Disinfect all dishes, utensils, bedding,
towels, eclothes, handkerchiefs, clothing,
books, papers and remnants of food, re-
moving them from the room. Sweep and
clean room with a cloth wet in a dls-
infecting solution,

“Do not use a broom unless frequently
dipped in a disinfecting solution, and use
while wet.

ing should always be simple in design and
very delicately executed.

Only the softest, most delicate color
tones are allowable; pale pink, tender
blues and the faintest lavenders are alone
in good taste. Either these shades or all-
white are secen In infants’ layettes, and
when either color is chosen it is adhered
to in the entire outfit,

A pretiy little sacque
mere embroidered with pink or Dblue
makes a charming gift for an infant.
Patterns for these small garments can
be bought for a few cents, and after the
material has been cut out the embroldery
design is stamped around the edge and on
the cuffs that finish each little sleeve.

A lining of soft Japanese silk should
be cut with the cashmere and basted
firmly around the edge, so that when the
scallops that edge the sacque are work-
ed the lining will be caught in with the
outside,

Before the embroidery is started the
sacque is joined at the under-arm and
shoulder seams, which are finished with
feather stitching to keep them flat. This
done, the design on the sacque is work-
ed after it has been padded slightly
with soft darning cotton. The sleeves
are sewed in with the seam about an
inch in front of the under-arm seam. Silk
tape is used to bind the armholes.

A pretty vine design or one szhowing
very small flowers is best to choose for
these garments, and they should be work -
ed in the satin stitch, using fine silk floss
and a fine needle. The sacque is fastened
at the neck with a bow of inch-wide wash
ribbon the color of the embroidery silk
used.

A cape hood is another very useful
garment for the young baby. This Is
made from a square yard of white cash-
mere or flannel lined with china silk,
either white or in a dellcate shade of
pink or blue. One corner of the square
is rounded off, the lining basted ly to
the edge all around, then buttonholed in

> rounded-off corner is shirred up to

the top the hood by two rows
shirring abhout an inch from the
edge. These are held tight by stitching
through them after they are adjusted.
Ten inches back from the rounded corner,
extending diagonally across the corner
from edge to edge, two rows of stitching,
placed an inch apart, form a casing
through which narrow wash ribbon is
run. This forms the neck size of the hood
and can be adjusted around the baby’'s
throat at will.

Then, of course, there is the cashmere
or flannel blanket or carriage robe, with
its scalloped edge and embroidered cor-
ners. This can be lined or unlined as
you wish. Petticoats of flannel have thelr
embroidered edge, and all the little gar-
ments of fine nainsook and cambric, linen
and lawn have a touch of fine handwork
used in their construction. A set of im-
fants’ patterns will suggest many ways
of artistic decoration that can be work-
ed by the needlewoman of experience.

Cooking Split Peas.
Dear Miss Grey: Can you spare me a
few minutes of your valuable time? Can
you tell me how to cook split peas?

have tried five or six times and have
soaked them in hot and cold water, and
then cooked them for six and seven
hours, but they always lose there e¢olor,
and will not soften at all

A.—I think you will like this way:
Wash and soak one quart of peas in luke-
warm water over night., In the morning.
drain, cover with fresh cold water; boil
one hour; drain again and just cover with
fresh boiling water, adding a quarter of
a teaspoon of bl-carbonate of soda, 1
pound of ham, cut in pleces, a bay-leaf
and 1 small onion. Boll all together until
they mash easily under light pressure.
Remove the ham and press the peas
through a colander, removing the outer
skins. Return them to the kettle, add a
little butter, milk thickened slightly with
flour, pepper and salt to taste, and let boil
up once. Place the ham in the centre of
a dish and pour the peas around.

King at Hyman Hall
when he addressed the Liberal Club.
On the nava] question, tariff commis-
sion, good roads, and many other im-
bortant matters, the party had taken
its position,

At the present time, the leaders were
devoting much of their energies in
solving the problem of the high cost
of Uving., A solutlon would be found,
and the Liberal party, strong, vigor-
ous, united, would fight the monopolies
responsible for the present conditions,
compeliing them to give justice to the
people of the Dominion. Mr. King's
speech was g strong presentation of
the Liberal party’s platform, There
was a large crowd, in spite of the very
bad weather, and the greatest enthusi-
asm prevailed.

Mr, Claude Sanagan, the presldent,
occupied the chair. e outined the
bprogram for the month, and invited ail
Ulberals to attend.

A Brilliant Canadian.

Mr. Geo. S. Gibbons, former presi-
dent of the club, Introduced Mr. King.
The speaker referred to Mr. King's
brilliant services on behalf of laber,
and declared that the department of
labor would never be properly man-
aged until the former minister was
again in charge, The only claim
that Hon. Mr, Crothers had to the po-
sition was that he made promises,
which helped the party in the ¢am-
paign, but which were promptly re-
pudiated by the Government when
they assumed power. The. depositors
of the Farmers' Bank were still wal
ing to have Mr. Crothers fulfill
bromises. The problem of the
cost of living was one to be faced,
and he was fully aware that Mr. King
and other Liberals were devoting much
of their time to solve this serious
problem,

The Con-
servative party was not ashamed to ac-
knowledge that they had assisted him,
and rejoiced because it hagd given them
an opportunity, When the g¢eneral
elections came on, a secret arrange-
ment wag madg with Monk, Bourassa
and Lavergne., Two cries were used
in the campaign, one for Quebec ang
cne for Ontario. In thig Province the
Laurier navy was styled a tin-pot
navy, while In Quebec all grants to a
havy were howled down, as being too
imperialistic, too British for them.

“I am convinced that when the na-
ture of the contract between Mr. Bor-
den and the Quebec Nationalists is
fully made known, it will be resisted
by the people to the last degree,” de-
clared Mr, King amiq cheers.

The Unholy Alliance,

As a result of this unholy alliance
the Nationalistg captured fifteen seats
in Quebec. They were opposed to any
grant to Great Britain for any kind of
& navy. After the electiong Mr. Bor-
den went to see Mr. Monk, and the
latter dictateq who would Treceive a
cabinet pesition.

| Great Britain.

The Power of Money.

Another unholy alliance Mr. Borden
made was with the interests in Ontario.
When reciprocity was annocunced, the
financial men, many of them Liberal in
politics, got together, and by the great
power of money, waged a successful
campaign against the Liberal party.
‘When the election wag over, the mon-
opolists and combines went to Ottawa
and dictated to Mr. Borden, who was
to be finance minister, who was to have
charge of the financial interests and
ban g of the Dominion of Canada,
and Mr. W. T. White, a former Idberal,
was chosen. How could Mr. Borden
give free and honest government when
he was ailied with such interests?

“If reciprocity had carried every one

iteen Toronto Liberals would
still be Liberals,” declared Mr, King.
“They are now with Mr. Borden, who
is in power. I again how can Mr.
Borden bring down goog legislation
when on-one hand he is allied with the
Nationalists, while on the other hand
the special interests are dictating to
him at all times?”

Premier Is Afraid.

As pointed out before, Mr. Borden
had done nothing on ‘the navy question
for fear of the consequences. In the
House last session the Premier had
promised to repeal the naval service
act, bring down another in its place,
and submit it to the people. Tho peo-
ple of the Dominion were walting to
see whether or not Mr. Borden would
fulfil his promises on this matter. The
Conservative leader was between the
devil and the deep sea on the problem
—on one side were his Nationalist al-
lies, and on the other the jingoes and
the interests, Mr. Borden does not want
to go to the people. He prefers to hold
office for a longer period of time.

Cooking Up An Emergcncy:

From present information, the Govern-
ment intend to give an emergency grant
to the British Government. This, e
Premier will claim, ig not a naval policy,
but merely a grant to cover an emer-
gency.

g “f{z order to make this grant, the Pre-
mier will have to explaln what Is the
emergency,’”’ said Mr. King. *‘Is there an
emergency? Whose word are we to ac-
cept in this regard? If there is an
emergency, the people of Cannda_ will be
only too willing to help to the hrplt the
mother country. Of course, the Conser-
vatives are quoting the speech made by
Lord Roberts the other day in Manchester
to prove that an emergency does exist.
The Government of Great Britaln does
not share that opinion. Bobs was taken
to task by Slr Edward Grey, mmist‘('r of
foreign afrairs. Later Mr. Runciman,
chairman of the Board of Trade, denounc-
ed I.ord Roberts’ address ag mischlevous,
and stated the rivalry between Britain
and Germany was more commercial than
military. Those who saw the great emer-
gency were a few jingoes, some journal-
1sts, many professional warriors, armor
makers and the like. Mr. Borden’'s
grounds for an emergency grant should
be more stable than anything offered at
the presen<. time,

Canadian Autonomy. i

The Premier also wanted a voice in the
government of the empire in shaping the
foreign policy. This was opposed by all
Liberals, who favored the greatest pos-
sible autonomy for Canada. The Govern-
ment in Great Britain could handle their
own affairs much better than the Govern-
ment in Canada could, and the people in
Canada could manage their own affairs
the better for no interference on the part
of Great Britain. TLet each look after its
own problems, was the Liberal viewpoint.

In contrast with this vacillating policy,
the Liberals stiil held to the policy intro-
duced many months ago—a Canadian
navy, built in Canada, manned in Canada,
but at the service of Great Britain at all
times. The people of Canada could not
be taxed to build vessels in England.

‘‘Canadlans have fought for the right to
manage their own affairs, and thf—}_’ will
cling te that right,” declared Mr. King.

In conclusfon Mr. King spoke briefly on
the question of a grant to properly repal'r
the highways of the country, and the
tariff commission. The Liberals did not
Oppose a grant, but toek the position that
the Provinelal Government, not the Do-
minion, should have the econtrol of the
roads, and should expend the money.

The Tariff, i

The Liberal party opposed the appoint-
ment of a tarlff commission that would
shape the tariff policy of the Government,
That was the work of the cabinet, and in
the scheme of responsible governinent this
duty and right should not be delegated to
any commisston. The Liberals had no oh-
Jection to the eommission seeuring all
possible information on tariff and com-
mereial quaestions. but suggested some
improvements. For Instance, when a
business asked for special protection. the
Liberaj party wammf to know what divi-
dends were being paid, how much watered
stock there was, and the names of the
shareholders. This information would al-
low the commisston te act intelligently
in dealing with the appHeation. How-
ever, this was refused the Conzerva-
tives, but the Liberals will fieht to the
last ditch to have thils inserted.

High Cost of Living.

“A commmission to investigate the high
ieost of living is needed more tham a com-
‘mission 1o _inquire into the tariff,” de-
clared Mr. King in conclusion. “The great
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increase in the cost of the necessaries of
life has been brought home to all, par-
ticularly the workingman and the man
on limited salary. In spite of the enor-
mous wheat fields, the great resources of
Canada, it is hard to live here now,
owing to the cost of food. The power of
the food monopolieg is growing. To bring
down the cost of living here will do more
for the benefit and health of the Domin-
ion than all the tariff commissions. The
United States elections volce the protest
of the people of the Union against the
same conditions. Wa are up against the
very thing in Canada. The Liberals
have thrown the gauntlet down to the
power of organized wealth. Liberalism
has always been against tyranny, and we
will fight the tyranny of the money power
to the bitter end. We are grappling with
these problems, and we will solve them.
Now is the time of opportunity for the
Young Liberals, and I hope they wili seize
it at onece.”

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CITY COUNCIL MUST
GIVE MORE MONEY

Unless They Do Several Local
Charities Will Find Govern-
‘ment Grant Reduced.

NEW ACT NOW IN FORCE

Protestant Orphans’ Home Would Lose
$1,500 a Year Unless City Came
To Its Aid.

A number of the charitahble institu-

tions in the city will suffer the loss of

congiderable financial support by a re-
cent enactment of the Provincial Gov-
ernment, unless the city council comes
to their rescue and increases the grant,

A new amendment to the act gov-
erning Government grants to charities
states that in future all Government
grants shall be equal te the amount
given by the municipality.

An agent of the Government has
been in town investigating conditions,
and it is expected that within a short
time he will notify the charities what
sums they will receive.

As an example of the loss some of
them will sustain, the Protestant Or-
phans’ ‘Home may be instanced. The
city makes a grant of $500 a year to
this institution, while the Government
grant has heretofore been $2,000. Now
the home will receive but $500 from
the Government, the same ajnount that
the city gives. Other organizations
suffer in a similar manner, although
not to so great an extent.

“The charitable organizations in the
city will suffer quite a loss,” said City
Clerk Baker, when questioned regard-
ing the matter. “The inspector was in
the city, going over the books, but he
has not yet made a report. I have not
been able to make out a report of my
own on the matter as yet, but I will
probably do so later. The figures are
not available just now. The Onrphans’
Home, for instance, will lose quite a
sum of money, and I think some of
the others are hit hard.”

Just what amount would be lost to
the organizations could not be learned
today, but would be made public later.

It was an account of the early strug-
gles and delayed successes of a youthful
artist, mingled delightful reminis-
cenceg and amusing incidents, that Mr. F.
Bell-Smith favored
Loondon

with

the members of the
Art Association with in his lec-
ture at St. Andrew’s Hall last evening.
Hig story Is related with a modesty that
becomes the speaker very well, and per-
haps not one of hig hearers falled to be
moved as he told of his boyhood spent in
a factory in London, England, and of
how his chance to become an artist came
through a doctor who attended him dur-
ing a prolonged illness.

After coming to Canada, when quite a
young man, Mr. Bell-Smith met with a
series of discouragements as an artist,
and for 12 years was obliged to take up
the work of re-touching for a photog-
repher in Montreal, ‘Those 12 years of
drudgery as a photographer’s assistant I
shall never forget,” said Mr. Bell-Smith.
“They make a sort of gap which seems
apart from the rest of my life.”

With the establishing of the Royal
Canadlan Academy during the regime of
the Marquig of Lorne In Canada. Mr.
Bell-Smith determined to devote him-
self to palinting, although he also taught
for a time in S§t. Thomas and London.

The artist snhoke of the years which he
spent in this city as being among the
happiest of his life. His well-known pic-
ture, ‘“The Return from School,” por-
trays the faceg of many children then
attending the Colborne street school, and
who used to sit for Mr, Bell-Smith during
noon hour.

Among Mr. Bell-Smith’'s achievements
ig the painting of Queen Victoria’s por-
trait with the specla]l sanction of the
royal lady, and he has also travelled
widely on thls continent and in Europe.
The artist urged those art students be-
tore him to throw individuality into thelr
work, and to €ndeavor to make thelr
painting tell a story. In this conncction
he also discussed the work of such fam-
wus painters sa Landscer, Alma Tadema,
Pougvereau, John Sargent, and others.

BUSINESS INCREASES

G. T. R. Handles Over 200 More Cars
in October Than in Same Month
of a Year Ago.

An indication of the growth of buui-
ness in London is told by the substan-
tial increase of freight carg handled by
the Grand Trunk during the month of
October last, in comparison with the
number of carg used by the company
for the same month in 1911. There is
an increase of 1,481 loaded cars han-
dled by the local crews for October,
1912, over the same period of time last
year.
