NO CONFESSION
IS MADE BY
EITHER HOTRUM

OR MFADDEN

Executions Are Carried Out in
Toronto Jailyard This
Morning.

BOTH CLUNG TO STORIES

Hamilton Youth, Contrary to
Expectations, Made No
Admissions.

Toronto, Aug. 3.—Roy Hotrum and
William McFadden were hanged at*the
jail at one minute to 9 o’clock this
morning (Toronto time), for the shoot-
ing of Leonard C. Sabine in March last.
No statement nor confession, and, in
fact, no word was spoken by either man
before the hanging. They each walkea
to their death with the utmost coolness,
while Hotrum appeared to smile before
he left the death cell. They partook of
breakfast at 7 o’clock, consisting of
fried eggs, tea, toast, bread and butter,
They slept well during the night and
were awake early. Chaplain Brydges
arrived at 7 o'clock and was present
while they ate breakfast. Executioner
Arthur Ellis carried out the dual hang-
ing in less than four minutes.

At five minutes to 9 o’clock Execu-
tioner Ellis informed the governor,
Major C. Hedley Basher, just outside
the governor’s office, that the execution
should commence. Sheriff Mowat was
in the governor's office.

Governor Basher, followed by Execu-
tioner HEllis, guards, representatives of
the Toronto police force, Chaplain Rev.
Mr. Brydges and officers from the sher-
iff’s office, walked from the main cor-
ridor up the first flight of stairs in the
east wing. The jall was quiet, all the
prisoners having been confined to their
cells.

McFadden Remains Slient.

Hotrum and McFadden had been con-
fined in cells directly at the top of the
first flight of stairs. McFadden in the
cell around to the right of the top of
the stairs, and Hotrum in a cell to the
north about 20 feet. A gloominess was
over the corridor, while the flicker of a
low-burning candle could be seen

CARUSO LEFT
FORTUNE OF

Memory of Great
Tenor,

REALIZED END AT HAND

Told His Son He Did Not
Think He Could Recover
From Last Attack.

Naples, Aug. 3J.—Sorrowirg Naples
and Italy today paid tribute to the
memory of ¥ Caruso, the great
tenor, who died here early yesterday
morning. Thousands gathered at a
solemn requiem mass celebrated at the

fco

Church of Madonna Della Gra o1
stood uncovered along the siree lead -
ing to that edifice while the funeral cor-

tege passed. In the choir which assisted
n the impressive ceremonies wevre many
men and women who have played steliar
roles on the operatic stage.

The body was clad in evening clothes
and over it was shed the mellow light
of four candles, two at the head and
two at the fee At the dead tenor's side
were garlands of roses arranged person-
ally by Mrs. Caruso.

The master singer, who had for nearly
a quarter of a centurv enacted roles in
which death was an unseen player, ap-
parently was cognizant of his critical
condition, following his sudden iliness on
Monday. Just before he sank into the
coma which was the prelude to the end,
he said to his son, Rodolfo:

“1 feel very ill. This time it will be
difficult to escape.”

Caruso, according to estimates in the
newspapers, left a fortune of about 30,-
000,000 lire. At the normal value of the
lire, this would represent about the sum
of $6,000,000.

WIRE FENCE IS NOT
LOVED BY TALL MEN

"Chicken Wire Inclosure Hard
On Fat Men in Crowd.

GET SLIM SYMPATHY

Holiday Orowds Find Much
Amusement at Expense
of the Victims.

Much has been said in words more

expressive than eloquent about the new
inclosure of barbed-wire and chicken-
netting which constitutes the latest al-
ieged improvement made by the Port
Stanley raliway commission at the lake-
side jumping-off place. This much has
Feen chlefly sald by the more impatient
and less restrained members of crowds
struggling to reach a train returnMg to
London.

Some people forget about the barbed-
wire stockade after they finally do get
back to London, but others have a bet-
ter memory, a more vindictive and un-
jorgiving memory, and so they button-
hole newspaper writers on the streets
and say: “Why don’t you write up the

barbed-wire entanglements down at
Port Stanley depot?”
Pity the Tall Man.
Of course it is only an unusually

tall man who gets his hard hat punc-
tured by the four or five strands of
barbed-wire which slant outwards from
the station inclosure, presumably to dis-
eourage athletically-inclined people from
climbing over the chicken-netting. And
very tall men are hated with a malicious
kina of invious hate, just because they
are able to see over the heads of a
crowd. By the same taken, a tall man
ic a better target for the throwers o?
brickbats and empty pop bottles in time
of a riot. Just as a fat man has to be
'peaceful, because he cannot run away,

a tall man has to be diplomatic, be-
cause he can be easily spotted or “gpt-
ted” in a crowd. Nobody seems to

have any real sympathy either for very
tall men or very fat men, but whereas
the meshes of the chicken-netting are
sufficiently close to obviate any Sug-
gestion of discrimination against fat
men, inasmuch as not even a rabbit
could crawl through the netting, the
barbed-wire is just placed low enough
to castigate a tall mwan’s headgear.
Psychologically Obnoxlous.

There 18 something rsychologically ob-
roxious about barbed-wire anyhow. It's
vse has been pretty generally abandoned
by farmers, as a result of many fine ani-
wrals being lost through blood-poisoning
resulting from barbed-wire cuts. But
whereas more urban styles of fencing
are coming into use on the back con-
cessions, the barbed-wire market has
been encouraged by the erection of the
new Port Stanley stockades, and ever
in London one notices its use, on top of
ithe board fence surrounding a convent,
for instance; and there used to be a
|few strands of {t strung across St.
Paul's churchyard to discourage tres-
passers. But enough about barbed-wire.
'"To the sensitlvely inclined, it’s sheer
parbarous barbarity.

Why Not Both Ends?

As for the inclosure itself, nobody has
ever tried to show that the number of
people coming into London is so very
much greater than the number going
out. If barbed-wire and chicken-net-
iting are not necessary at the London
end of the line, why should they be
inecessary at the Port Stanley end? To
'keep free-ride grafters from using the
city-owned road as a Port Stanley street
car, may be one answer. But the num-
_ber of people who rode back from the
beach to the uptown station can scarce-
1y have been =o great as to constitute a
real problem. It ought to have been a
desirable thing, In that the cars after
leaving Port Stanley uptown would net
be overcrowded when the free-ride
grafters got off. As it i complaints
today are fairly numerous about women
and children being crushed in the
crowds that battled to gei through the
gates, and about families getting sep-
arated and children lost by their par-
ents.

One must admit, however, that it adds
a metropolitan touch to Port Stanley to
see 5o many uniformed officials open-
ing and shutting gates and turning turn-
-gtiles at one time.

Why Not Escalators?

The next step will probably be to ex-
tend the fencing all around the city
property and charge an admission fee
to anybody who doesn’t ride down to the
yark on the Port Stanley Rallroad.

Spikes, pickets and thorn-busites could
be scattered or planted along the foot
of the cliffs also to discourage people
from jumping over or rolling down the
embankment. But possibly, if an up-
to-date pair of escalators were installed
to replace the antiquated inclined rail-
road, which cannot be boarded without
delay on crowded occasions, more peo-
ple would be willing to pay a nickel for
riding up or down.

PHANTOM SHIPS
MAY BE BOATS
OF RUM-RUNNERS

Conspiracy Charges Likely To
Involve Many Prominent
Persons.

NEW YORK, Aug. 2.—Federal offi-
cials tonight claimed to have evidence
of a rum-running conspiracy involving
prominent persons in various cities
along the Atlantic seaboard, which go
far to clearing up the mystery of the
phantom ships for
ported bobbing up outside the three-
mile limit.

This claim was made after the liquor-
laden schooner Henry L. Marshall had

been seized off Atlantic City and
brought into this port with four of her
crew, by the cost guard cutter Seneca.
Her captain and mate escaped in a swift
motor boat.

Federal agents declined to reveal the
nature of the evidence at their com-
mand, but intimated that more than one
vessel was engaged in landing liquor

along the coast from Maine to Florida.

Firm belief was expressed that these
were the lightless craft which mariners
had declared on reaching port had been
sighted at sea, but had refused to
answer signals.

No specific complaint thus far has
been lodged against the schooner Mar-
shall, which with her cargo of more than
1,500 cases of liquor, is being held by
armed guards pending further inves-

tigation. Her cook and three seamen
are being detained as material wit-
nesses.

Captain Aaron L. Gamble of the
Seneca has made an official report of
the seizure to Collector of Customs Ald-
ridge. United States Attorney Hay-
ward also has been called into confer-
ence.

Although the schooner was outside
the three-mile limit and was fiying the
British flag when she was seized, fed-
eral officials asserted they were justi-
fied in taking charge of her by the evi-
dence of conspiracy in their possession.
Reports of transfer to British registry
of the vessel, a former Gloucester fish-
erman, are being investigated. One of
her crew said this transfer had been
made, but federal agents said no sup-
porting evidence had been offered.

WILL SPEND $300,000
T0 REBUILD RAILWAY

City of Toronto To Put Metro-
politan Line in Shape.

— e

TORONTO, Aug. 2. — Following a
conference between Sir Adam Beck and
the Toronto Board of Control today it
was announced that the city would
spend $300,000 of its own money to
rehabilitate the Metropolitan Railway,
which enters the city on Yonge street
and is one of the radials to be taken
over from the MacKenzie interests.
The city’s financing will be in the form
of a loan pending government sanction
of special financing by the hydro com-
mission.

The quesiion of the franchise rights
of York County on Yonge street was
also taken up, and it was decided to
have the lawyers of the three inter-
ested parties get together and draft an
agreement making it clear that the
county’'s franchise requires the Metro-
politan Railway to handle only pack-
age freight and express. The city is
determined that freight cars shall no
longer be operated on Yonge street.
Under the agreement proposed, the city
could discharge its obligations to the
county by operating special express
cars with variable gauge, SO that they
could be switched to the city lines and
thus obwiate the expense of transship-
ping at the city‘s limits.

The reply of the MacKenzie people
to a request for assurance of a supply
of power to operate the street cars
after September 1, under civic control
in case the “‘clean-up’’ deal falls through,
is unsatisfactory, according to Sir
Adam Beck, who announces that the
car system will be linked up with the
hydro current at a cost of a million
dollars. Only four weeks remain in
which to make the connection, and in
case the deal for the transfer of the
MacKenzie power and radial interests
to the hydro and the city is consum-
mated in the meantime, this huge out-
lay will have been entirely wasted..

The ‘‘clean-up’ deal, however, is still
at an uncertain stage, and the city,
says Sir Adam Beck, cannot afford to
take chances.

It will mean that world figures
like the British premier, Lloyd George,
perhaps, and Premier Briand of France
and other notables will gather here
and all circles in society, official, diplo-
matic and residential, will be vieing
with one anotner to entertain them
and to see who can give the most bril-
liant party. There will be entertain-
ments at the White House and Wash-
ington will be gay indeed.

It will rival Paris during the peace
conference, will be even gayer, for the
clouds of war are more a thing of the
vast now than they were then. ‘Wash-
ington is sure to be crowded too, for
each delegation to the conference wi:l
have its own suite with it, and then
every one who can will flock to the
capital to be *‘in” on the gayety and
excitement. The summer wanderers
will return early to get their houses
and their wardrobes ready. Judging
from all signs now Washington will
bave a social season this fall that will
long be remembered.

Italian Visitors Here.

But even the summer season
without its special interests.

Major-General Count Cherep-Spiri-
dovitch, president of the Anglo-Latin-
Slav League of Paris, Rome, Lisbon
and other European capitals, is in
Washington and is staying at the Army
and Navy Club. He has written several
books on political, historical and eco-
nomic subjects and has made an ex-
haustive study of what he calls the
“science of political foresight.” Many
of his political prophesies have come
true, and he has gained wide fame by
his statements regarding the trend of
affairs in Europe.

The Princess Fatima, eultana of
Kabul, who is in New York, where she
went from San Francisco, is expected
in Washington next week to call on
President Harding.

PEERS DEFEAT PLAN
T0 FORGE AUTUMN
SESSION OF HOUSE

Marquis of Crewe Led Party
of Malcontents.

London, Aug. 3.—Canadian Press.—
Many members of the House of lLords
had to forsake the recent yacht racing
at Cowes to assist the governmeut to
resist the motion by a body of malcon-
tent peers, led by the Marquis of Crewe,
designed to force an autumn session of
the British Parbament. The motion
embodies a now ancient grievance
against the government in throwing so
much legislation upon the House of
Lords in the closing days of the ses-
sion. 1t was only defeated by 25, de-
spite a larze attendance on the gov-
ernment side of the House.

This malcontent movement on the
part of the Upper House meets with
gome eympathy teday in the newspapers
not ufriendly to the government. The
Daily Telegraph declares that a plain
principle is raised for every citizen who
is a believer in the two-chamber system
of legislation, and who asks himself
whether the principles should continue
or be openly disregarded, with the in-
evitable result of progressive weaken-
ing of the position of the second
chamber.

The Times remarks that a measure
of federal devolution might relieve the
growing evil of congestion of public
business, but until such measure ‘s
enacted the House of Lords will remam
the only bulwark of the country against
the very present danger of hasty and
ill-considered legislation.

The Daily Chronicle, chief govern-
mental mouthpiece, remarks that the
fact is that while the Lords might have
some genuine ground for resenting the
practice, it is a practice in which all
government must at present fndulge
from sheer necessity. The only remedy,
says the Chronicle, is devolution.

the prospedt of pending by-elections. As the Gazette
says: [
“To continue in power the Government
must carry seven of the tem proposed by-
elections, and considering the Government’'s
success in recent contests it would appear that
this is improbable, and that an election before

Christmas is very probable.”

Analyzing the situation fully, the Gazette corre-
spondent is unable to see a single ray of hope for the
Government. Defeat, pure and simple, faces them.
FEven Ontario, once a bulwark of Toryism, offers only
a small measure of hope for the party, while the outlook
in the west is dark, with the Maritimes doubtful, and
Where the Tory party 1s to get
any real following at all is doubtful. Possibly we shall
see the disappearance of the Tory party in tederal
politics as it has tended of late to disappear in
provincial elections, both in Ontario and in far greater
measure in the west.

Before going out of power the Meighen Govern-
ment evidently intends to make one last parting gift
to its high protection friends, and give some of the
country’s “infant industries” enough pap to carry them
through the next decade. The Gazette points out
that for ten years Conservative and Unionist gov-
ernments, notwithstanding the fact that their main
support comes from the east, have been trying to
placate the west by lower tariffs, radical nationaHza-
tions schemes, advanced labor legislation and uplift
experiments. But the west has not been satisfied, so
that now “the Government tariff revision, if there is
one, will be upward, and not downward, as expected.”
In other words, the west is to be told to go and hang
itself. This is exceedingly interesting mews for the
consumers of the country, who see the protected
interests of the country adding yet another line of
trenches to their defence. For we have today in
this country, first of all, 2 high tariff; then a sales
tax on foreign goods that adds 4 per cent to the
tariff against American goods; then an adverse ex-
change that is alsp counted in for tariff purposes,
and the exchange itself, equivalent of 12 to 15 per
cent additional protection. There must be innumer-
able items today on which there is in reality a tariff
of from 50 to 60 per cent prevailing, and still we hear the
| lament that there is not enough protection. The
Meighen Government evidently intends to get the tariff
up another 5 per cent or more.

If ever there was a government in this country that
was in the hands of greedy protected interests it is
the administration that holds -.power at the present
time. The gentry who contributed to make up
that mammoth money chest from which a golden
stream flows every time there is a by-election did
not give their money without expecting to have a hand

Ein dictating Government policies. They are doing ‘t
with a high hand these days.

“After us the deluge”
may well be the cry of the Meighen forces at Ottawa.
Their actions cannot be interpreted in any other way.

ACQUISITIVENESS.

Someone recently says that a reason for emhanced
acquisitiveness in our times is Qxe greater security of
life. Infant mortality in former days was so high,
plague and other diseases so prevalent and ever-
present, that there was less motive for piling up
wealth. You might not have a child survive to inherit
your pile. You might not live yourself to enjoy it.
A defective banking system made savings insecure,
supposing disease let you alone. Highway robbery was
the common thing, and safes were not invented in the
“good old days.” So neither life nor pelf was secure.

There may be something in this argument. Other
reasons for modern grab may, however, be’ imagined.

More ways of ostentatiously exhibiting wealth have

been invented. Cornering the market by combination
of resources Is a lure to the high financier. The

i power of mere money is no longer countered to any

extent by the prestige of birth and family. Respect for
traditions and standards has evaporated, and men find
themselves free to launch out unrestricted. Rapid
locomotion speeds up every aggressive faculty.

But, after all, acquisitiveness is as old as the hills,
and in some ways it is hard to improve on the exploits
of early profiteers. Look at Joseph, for example.
Chaucer’'s characters in the Canterbury Tales were
the most unblushing pirates, some of them, within or
without the law (quite loose then as now). Dr. Johnson
says a man can hardly be more harmlessly employed
than in making money, and Benjamin Franklin held
that it was as easy for an empty sack to stand upright
as for & poor man to be honest! Thus it seems to
have always been the sensible thing to store up treas-
ure, fight off the moth, the rust, the robber and death,
and keep clear of the courts.

CONCERNING SWIMMING.

In a recent issue, I was very pleased
to read an article advocating compul-
sory lessons in the art of swimming for
the school children of the city. It was in
this manner many years ago that I
gained my experience in the art. Twice a
week a batch of us were taken by the
teacher to the public baths, where a
properly qualified insiructor taught us
to swim.

This was one of the subjects in the
school that I attended, and was com-
pulsory for all pupils who were fit. At
the end of the season a medal and cer-
tificate were awarded to each pupil
who could swim a certain measured
distance; this encouraged the boys, and
they were proud to possess them.

Now this is nothing more than
should be done, not only in this city,
but in every town and city of a reason-
able size. It is a remarkable, but never
the less well-known fact, that for some
unaccountable reason the governing
bodies of towns and cities in this coun-
try do not, or will not advocate public
swimming baths to be open, not only
in summer, but all the year round, the
water being slightly heated in the win-
ter months.

There is not the slightest doubt that
in a city the size of London, two such
baths would well repay eventually, any
investment made. Every year we are
making improvements in the city in
the way of pavements, local improve-

ments, etc., but to advocate a pub-
lic swimming bath in the city
would probably be considered a
most outrageous waste of money. 1

will likely be informed that we already
have two public swimming camps,
holes, or whatever you like to call
them, in the city, at present, and I am
informed that there is one outside of
the city called the north end camp.
These, however, are practically useless
to people living within a half-mile
radius of Dundas and Richmond, on
account of the distance, and they are
absobutely useless to anyone during the
period from October to April, as the
water Is too cold. We must bathe in
the winter as well as In the summer
if we are to keep fit. o

Now, another thing 1 want to draw
your attention to. In regards to the
sulphur baths, there has been a lot
written lately in your columns, but
after the experience of a friend and
myself this evening, it is a wonder
they are patronized at all We went
down there at 5:40 p.m., having walked
in the heat for a considerable distance
and were refused admittance, although
a ten-foot signboard proclaimed the
bath open from 9:30 a.m. to 10 p.m. 1
inquired of the man in charge why we
could not get a swim, and he informed
me that the ‘‘other fellow” had gone to
supper, and that he was going also,
and would not be back until 7 p.m. We
could either wait or get out. Now, Mr.
Editor, there must be something wrong
with the management when they allow
two men to go to supper at once, or
else the signboard is a liar. I, for one,
would like to know why the public is
invited to ust the bath between the
aforementioned hours, and then turned
away when they show up, no matter
how far they have walked to get there.

A state of affairs like this would give
visitors to our city, and there are a
lot just at present, a very bad im-
pression, and the soomer it Is corrected
the better; no one likes to be fooled
in this manner.

PREACHINGS AND PERFORMANCES. |
[Hong Kong Press.]

Urged, no doubt, by the Anti-Opium
organizations and the attention which
is given to the questions by the League
of Nations, the president of China issues
from time to time fulminations against
the recrudescence of the traffic. A man-
date was lssued last year, afd another
about ten days ago. This last one

THE COCOA-PALM.
[Herman Melville, in “*Omoo."]

The cocoa-palm is by far the most
important tree in the tropics. To the
Polynesian it is emphatically the tree
of life; transcending even the bread-
fruit in the multifarious uses to
which it is applied. Its very aspect
is imposing. Asserting its supremacy
by an erect and lofty bearing, it may
be said to compare with other trees as
a man compares with all other crea-
tures. The blessings it confers are in-
calculable. Year after year, the islander
reposes beneath its shade, both eating
and drinking of its fruit; he thatches
his hut with its boughs, and weaves
them into baskets to carry his food; he
cools himself with a fan platted from
the young leaflets, and shields his head
from the sun by a bonnet of the
leaves; sometimes he clothes himself
with the cloth-like substance which en-
wraps the base of the stalks, whose
elastic rods, strung with filberts, ‘are
used as a taper; the larger nuts, thinned
and polished furnish him with beautiful
goblets; the smaller ones, with bowls for
his pipes? the dry husks kindle his fires;
their fibres are twisted into fishing lines
and cords for his canoes. he heals his
wounds with a balsam compounded
from the juice of tke nut; and with the
oil extracted from its meat, embalms
the bodies of the dead.

The noble trunk is sawn into posts to
uphold the islander’'s dwelling; converted
into charcoal, it cooks his fcod; and
supported on blocks of stone, fences his
land. He impels his canoe with a
paddle of the wood, and goes to hattle
with clubs and spears of the same hard
material.

The cocoanut i{s thus planted: Select-

roots, pushing away the stoppers which
close two holes in an opposite direction,
penetrate the shell and strike vertically
into the earth. A day or two more, and
the shell and husk, which in the last
and germinating stage of the nut, are
so hard as to resist a knife, spontane-
ously burst open; henceforth the hardy
young plant thrives apace; and needing
no culture, pruning or attention of any
kind, rapidly matures. In four or five
years it bears; in about ten years it be-
gins to 1lift its head among the groves,
where, waxing strong, it flourishes for
almost a century. Its fruitfulness is re-
markable. Asg long as it lives, it bears;
and without !ntermission. Two hun-
dred nuts, besides innumerable white
blossoms of others, may be seen upon
it at one time; and though a whole year
is required to bring a blossom to ger-
mination, no two_ perhaps, are at one
time in precisely the same stage of
growth.

JAPAN AND THE CONFERENCE.
[New York Evening Post.]

It may very well be that Tokio wants
preliminary assurances in regard to the
general program, just as it has been
suggested from ILondon that opinion
there favors preliminary discussion. But
this much is obvious: If Japan should
enter the conference with a caveat
against extending the armament ques-
tion into a Far Eastern question, she
would find herself at a distinct disad-
vantage. Great Britain has accepted
the call unreservedly. So has China. We
have, therefore, only to imagine the
United States, England and China sit-
ting down to discuss the Pacific and the
Far East out of the conference, she has
seen that this would mean Japanese
isolation, an almost certain rupture of
the alliance with Great Britain, and its
replacement by an Anglo-American un-
derstanding, with China as the lesser
partner. If it is really Japan’s inten-
tion to keep the Far East out of the
conference, she has already been out-
manoeuvred. No matter with what
purpose she enters the discussions on
the Far East, enter she obviously must.

BRITISH RAILWAYS
USE MOTOR BUSSES

Big :Development in Coﬁnec-
tion With Road Trans-
portation.

LONDON, Aug. 2.—British railways
wish to develop transportation.
which means the use of motor buses,
according to a proposal presented to 2
meeting of seventy members of the
House of Commons by Gen. Harry
Thornton, general manager of the Great
Eastern Railway Company. He ex-
plained that he wished a clause added
to the railway Dbill empowering rail-
ways not now in such a position to de-
velop subsidiary service. He argued
that under the grouping system an im-
i possible position would arise if some
railways had the power to use road
transport while others had not. He as-
| serted that the railways had no inten-
tion of undercutting rates or destroying
competitive road tro isport, but were
anxious to enter into agreements with
existing organizations.

The appeal is taken to mean that the
railroads are worried over the compe-
tition of roads with automobile service
which has grown so amazingly in link-
ing railroad services in England, Scot-
Jand and Wales that the roads realize
they cannot compete unless the‘y do t,m
same thing.

NEW YORK, Aug. 2.—New Yorkers
&re noted for their indiffe’ence to the
attractions of their own city and its
environs. Gothamites return from other

states and sigtseeing trips abroad and
' degjare that “little old New York” is the
best of all, but they seldom explain in
what respect it rivals other states and
cities. "Phe fact is they can’t. Fre-
guently one hears people say in almost
bragging tones that their country
cousins know more about “‘sight places”
in New York than they do themselves.
Alany others are driven to observe some
handsome building, nearby bit of scen-
ery or historical spot because some for-
cigner has written in praise of it.

Perhaps the reason for this is that sé
many things are brought to our atten-
tion every day the old interests are
neglected for the new. That is why
every once in a while we read with con-
sternation that another city landmark
whose clronicles simply teem with his-
torical sentiment has been pulled down
to make room for a new office building,
factory or public institution

New York can boast of the greatest
literary shrine in America; and yet it is
a deplorable fact that any gardener em-
ployed in Sleepy Hollow Cemetery, im-
mortalized by Washington Irving, will
tell you that more piigrims to the grave
of the beloved author come from Idaho
and the State of Washington than from
New York. I know an Irving enthusiast
who read every line of the great author
25 years ago and promised himself an
early visit to the sacred spols in Tarry-
town and Irvington. Although he has
.Jived in New York and passed Tarry-
town by boat and train countless times
not until guite recently did he set foot
vpon the land made famous by Irving.

Wealthy New Yorkers, however, have
shown appreciation of Irving's land by
l1ving and ccnverting into estates vrac-
tically all of the surrounding country-
gide. In fact, the only spot left to the
public is Sunnyside Lane, which runs
fro mthe Albany Post road, or Broad-
way, as it is now called, to Sunnyside,
the house in which Irving wrote “The
Life of Washington” and many of the
legends and in which the gentle spircit of
America’s greatest author passed away
on November 28, 1839.

Sunnyside Lane most closely resem-
bles some of the lanes in rural England.
It is full of curves and delightfully

shaded, although the sun pops through '

the trees at unexpected places as if it
were playing hide-and-seek. And then
suddenly you hear the brook, the thrile
ling” brook, still “babbling down the
ravine and throwing itself into the little
cove where of yore the water guard har-
bored their whaleboats.”

More than half-way down the lane
one comes to the big iron gate that
guards Sunnyside, which Irving has de-
scribed In ‘““Wolfert's Roost.” The pil-
grim may follow the lane until it brings
him to a spot where a splendid view
of Tappan Zee may be obtained.

By walking a hundred feet along the
railroad track one may get a fairly good
peep through the trees and shrubs at
Sunnyside, the “little
stone mansion, all gable ends, and as

full of angles and corners as an oldi

cocked hat.”

Every inch of this locality teems with
historical traditions and legendary lore.
While gazing over the waters of Tap- |
pan Zee, celebrated in New York’s his- |
tory, one’s mind reverts to the doings!
there of other days when ‘‘stout galleys

armead with 18-pounders and navxgated'
with sails and oars cruised about likel

hawks.” And then he is suddenly
brought back to the present by a strik-
ing contrast when an excursion boat
gives a sociable squeak as it passes
peacefully up the river.

One wonders what old Wolfert Eckers,
who built ““Wolfert’s Roost,” and whose
motto, placed over the door, was ‘“Lust
in Rust,” which being interpreted means
“Pleasure in Quiet,”” would think of the
noise made by the passenger
that tear past the Roost every few min-
utes, to say nothing of a fifty-car feright
train, with its locomotive belching fire
and smoke and its chains and rusty
joints rattling, creaking and gliding|
around he curves like a giant dragon.

Nen ritis.

One of the requests appearing most
frequently in my daily mail is: ‘‘Please
suggest something good for neuritis.””

Long ago women - whose husbands
beat them and dragged them around
the washtub on Saturday night de-
veloped nervous prostration. Then
some genius conceived the idea of mak-
ing the allment more fashionable, which
he did by re-christening it neuras-
thenia. For years it was all the rage,
this neurasthenia. Sounded so ex-
clusive—something only the idle rich
could afford. Thus old N. P. became
popular. And now this fancy of ex-
clusiveness—and such fancies do pre-

vail regarding diseases—has fastened’

itself on neuritis, and victims of all
kinds of aches and paing of an in-
deflnite character are delighted and
flattered when some healer or near-
healer calls the trouble neuritis.

Please do not misunderstand me,
victims of neuritis. I am not trying
to place you in the category with vic-
time of rheumatism and victims of
catarrh. Let those deluded folks en-
joy their rheumatism and their catarrh.
Your neuritis is neuritis—nerve in-
flammation—in about one-fourth of the
cases so designated. Far be it from
me to imply that there is nothing “the
matter with a neuritis subject or with
the victim of rheumatiz or the victim
of catarrh, for that matter. I merely
emphasize the fact that whereas the
diagnosis of ‘“rheumatism” is a bad
guess in 97.8 per cent of the cases,
and that of ‘‘catarrh” is a bad guess
in 100 per cent of the cases, the diag-
nosis of neuritis is a mistake in only
75 per cent of the cases. And in at
least 90 per cent of the 75 per cent
of mistaken diagnoses of neuritis, it is
not the physician, but someone elise,
who has suggested neuritis,

There is nothing I can say to cor-
respondents who ask me to suggest
something gocd for neuritis. T am
quite as much at loss to do that as
I would be to suggest something good
for a run-down condition, an indefinite
ache or pain, or a tired businessman.
The mere word neuritis codveys no
tangible idea of the nature of the
trouble. Too many easy-going folks
have learned to call every ache or pain
which formerly passed as neuralgia
(nerve ache), by the more classy, up-
to-date and impressive name of neu-

ritis—keeping always in the back of

the mind a hazy notion that it is
somehow related with rheumatism—
which it is, both terms being meaning-
less as popularly employed.

A_feature of neuritis (nerve inflam-
mation) which is practically essential
to a correct diagnosis is atrophy or
wasting of the muscle or muscle group
supplied by the nerve trunk involved

in the inflammation. Without such
wasting and weakening there is little
on which to hinge the diagnosis of
neuritis. Another feature is the long
duration of the trouble—always many
weeks or months.

Common causative factors of inflam-
mation of une or more of the nerves
are alcohol, arsenic, lead, injury, in-
fection through wounds, or from ad-
Jacent lesions (such as the facial
neuritis sometimes appearing as a com-
plication of middle ear disease.)

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS.
Glasses Do Not Weaken Eyes.
Please state in your column whether
glasses weaken the eyes. My left eye
is 20-20, while my right eye is 8-20.

Do I need glasses? (L. R. L.)
Ans.—You need only a fhonocle, or
glasses ‘with the correction over the
defective eve and plain lens or none
over the sound eye. Wearing glasses
when there is a defect of vision never
weakens the eyesight, but often con-
serves it. That is, provided the glasses
are accurately fitted and properly sup-
ported before the eyes. Many are not.

Hot Water and Salt Water.
Please give your opinion of the prac-
tice of drinking hot water taken half
an hour before breakfast and using
salt water to bathe the eyes when they

Ans.—Many persons find that a cup-
ful or two of hot water taken bhalf an
hour before breakfast has a laxative
effect and aids digestion. It can do
no harm in any case, provided it he
taken not less than fifteen minutes be-
fore eating. Hot water at meal time
tends to decrease the secretion of the
gastric juice and slow down or delay

digestion; cold water at meal time
stimulates secretion and tends to im-
prove digestion. Plain water irritates

the eyes, but the addition of a rounded
teaspoonful of salt to the pint of boiled
i water cooled to body warmth, renders
: the water about the saline strength of
the tears, and that makes it non-
irritating for bathing the eyes.
Stronger salt water should not he uged.!
This ‘‘physiological”” or ‘normal’ salt!
]solution is all right for such purpose,
though it is not advisable o bathe the
eves as a constant practice.
