— A gentleman who 
took considerable interest in the North 
Renfrew election told the Globe yester­
day that he had the best of reason for 
knowing that Mr. Hale’s expenses did 
not amount, to anything like the sum 
named by him.

This 
left $2,000 worth of accounts incurred 
by friends of Mr T*e, and he told me 
that he intended to suggest to the 
party heads that if they would pay 
half he would put up the other $1,000.

French Energy in the Sahara.
Though France has an almost sta­

tionary population, and though she 
sends forth but few of her sons to 
colonize new regions of the world, she 
nevertheless has a colonial policy 
which she is carrying out with a really 
remarkable degree of enterprise and 
energy.

In Africa, her possessions are not 
scattered around in fragments all over 
the continent, as are those of the other 
powers, but form for the greater part 
a continuous empire of over 2,000,000 
square miles area. They touch the 
coast of Northwest Africa at half a 
dozen different places, and are all con­
nected together by the great Sahara 
hinterland. The French Congo and the 
French Somali coast are the only dis- 
connected possessions on the continent.

Working from Algeria south. France 
has gradually established effective oc­
cupation over Figig, Igli and Tidikelt. 
On the Morocco border she has estab­
lished a strong and orderly rule. Re­
cently she has explored the routes be­
tween her Southern Algerian and 
Northeastern Sudanese posts. Now she 
is about to take Into occupation the 
region of Adrar, which lies in the 
western part of the Sahara just behind 
the Spanish possessions on the Atlantic 
Coast. The expedition will start from 
the port of St. Louis in the Senegal, 
its route being toward the northeast 
from that place.—Chicago Record- ( 
Herald.

Most people would suppose that the

If he does his duty faithfully, he 
will always be more popular with the 
Opposition than with the Government, 
because his criticisms of the adminis­
tration come in very useful to their op­
ponents.

COST OF NORT
RENFREW ELECTION 0The War During the Week.

The dispatches from the seat of war 
indicate that another critical stage of 
the campaign is at hand.

The Russians are preparing for the 
worst in the event—which appears to 
be imminent—of the general advance 
of Oyama’s army. Their seat of opera­
tions is the Tie Pass, about 40 miles 
north of Mukden on the line of the 
Manchurian railway. They are forti­
fying the southern approaches to the 
pass, upon which they will fall back if 
driven from Mukden. Between the 
Japanese main army and Mukden lies 
the Hun River. It may be that Kuro- 
patkin will elect to oppose the progress 
of the Japanese at this waterway, or 
make a feint at resistance while his 
forces fall back upon the defenses of 
the Tie Pass. St. Petersburg Is dis- 
quieted over the report that Kuropat­
kin has lost track of Oyama’s right 
wing, commanded by the invincible 
Kuroki. The supposition is that Kuroki 
is engaged in a flanking movement and 
is making a wide detour with the object 
of falling on the Russian rear. It is 
hardly conceivable that Kuropatkin 
will allow himself to be caught in such 
a trap. If the Japanese could get 
securely astride the railway behind 
him, his army would be starved into 
submission, for the railway is its staff 
Of life.

Meanwhile the grim old war dog. 
Stoesseï, continues to hurl definance at 
the besiegers of Port Arthur. He senas 
out dispatches which breathe a stout- 
hearted hope and determination, though 
he must realize that the end is up.

Dr. Niven Convinced of This Fact 
During His Visit to the 

Great Wheat Country.

W hat struck the doctor most forcibly 
was the pressing need for railways in 
the west. The Canadian Northern was 
branching out as fast as it possibly 
could. But this was not enough. In 
Manitoba, the oldest part of the set- 

itled lands, many farmers had to cart 
their grain twenty miles to have it 
shipped. This state of affairs, however, 
was good, compared with that in more 
outlying districts.
The Doctor emphasized the fact that 
the lack of railways held the country 
back, because the settlers could not 
and would not take up land which lay 
at any great distance from the railway 
line. Grain was worthless unless it 
could, be shipped. Hence, there were 
thousands of fertile acres which could 
not be touched by the plow until they 
had been reached by the freight cars. 
The railways had to precede population 
and cultivation, not follow them. The 
doctor thought the question of rail- 
ways was the most vital one in the 
Northwest today.

— Voltairine de 
Cleyre, atheist, anarchist, poetess and 
author, is dying in the Philadelphia 
Medico-Chirurgical Hospital from tu­
berculosis, aggravated by three bullets 
which a pupil in anarchy sent crashing 
into her body two years ago.

For weeks she has been lying list­
lessly, impenitent, upon her cot. 
Clergymen come and go and blue-robed 
sisters pass noiselessly down the ward, 
but she merely turns her eyes, bestow­
ing an indifferent glance.

From her home on Fairmount ave­
nue, near Eighth street, where she has 
taught music and languages, she was 
conveyed in a cab to the hospital, re­
ports the Philadelphia Bulletin. When 
she learned that she had consumption 
she smiled and said: “It is foolish to 
worry."

Reared in a convent conducted by 
Carmelite nuns in a Michigan village, 
she absorbed the reserve of her tutors 
and became trained in delicacy of ex­
pression, which, applied to the promul­
gation of the anarchistic creed, 
became a two-edged sword of effective­
ness.

"I cheerfully admit that the condition 
of the Legi today is far better than 
when he was a slave, but there are 
many things which operate against the 
colored man—ignorant whites and cow­
ardly negroes willing to hold their 
race up to scorn to curry favor with 
the dominant race. As long as this be 
true the negro’s reputation as a citi­
zen will suffer at home and abroad. It 
amuses some people that the negro 
should aspire to the higher walks of 
life. They would rewrite the familiar 
nursery rhyme to read:

Ei, diddle-diddle, the cat and the fiddle, 
A darky tried to jump over the moon 

Some white folks laughed to see such 
asport.

"The poor whites of the south today 
are a greater menace to the country 
than the negro. They are making no-—No. 1694—100 
effort to acquire an education or to ob- "' 
tan property. They are the class which 
is antagonistic to the colored man. The 
poor whites hate to see the negro have 
anything or know anything. If this 
race question could be left to the better 
class of white southern people, the 
problem would soon be settled. The 
negro in the south has made far great­
er progress since the abolition of slav­
ery than has the poor white. Hence 
the undying jealousy which is keeping 
alive the fires of race hatred. The 
corrupt politician has fanned these 
flames. There is a side to the problem 
which is as black as sin, but it is well 
to remember the time when the negro’s 
lot was harder than it is today.
"Forty years ago the institution of 

slavery existed. It was little dreamed 
then that what has since happened 
would happen. Why, then, should not 
this race look forward to a future 
without despair? Forty years ago the 
negro as a race could not read.

The New 
Yorker ran to the detective department 
with his story of the mermaid that was 
once alive.

Victoria, B. C., Oct. 8. — The steamer 
Barbara Boscowitz, bound from Vic­
toria to Northern British Columbia, 
ports, was wrecked on Sunday night 
at 9 o’clock at.

Preparatory Schools
The best-known preparatory schools 

in the land seek pupils who. at 13 to 
15 years of age, are asked to demon­
strate a most limited acquaintance 
with their native tongue, a meager 
knowledge of arithmetic and geogra- 
phy, and perhaps the ability to rattle 
through the Latin declensions. Your 
son's 14 years need show no more (and 
may show less!) than this pitiful in- 
ventory demands, and he will be wel- 
comed into the typical preparatory 
school, and started expeditiously on the 
designated grind warranted to carry 
him safely into the college for which 
he is labeled. Educationally, these 
requirements are absolutely without 
significance. There is nothing in them 
calculated to reveal the lad’s mental 
and moral assets—his development, his 
outlook; on the one real educational 
comern—the child’s "buried life" 
they shed no light. They come down to 
us sanctioned only by the convenient 
tradition that made the three R’s the 
common educational staple of mankind 
Genuine, inner activity, they neither 
attend, require, nor promote. In com­
placently accepting half-grown boys 
on these terms, the preparatory school 
does something worse than detach 
itself from sound elementary training 
it bec mes a source of actual demor- 
alizati n. It makes no demand upon 
the elementary school: neither does it 
furnish the elementary school any in- 
spiration. It does not presuppose sound 
elementary training; it does not pre­
tend to continue it. Hence, why trou- 
ble one’s self about it? Habits may 
form or not; aptitudes live • r die; ne­
glect and conventionality combine in 
blighting the rich promise and vari­
ety of child life. Fifteen years are 
thus suffered to elapse without an ef­
fort to discover or employ power, 
after which four years more of grind­
ing routine complete the effacement of
