Pilgrimages to Mecea.

A recent publication of the Mistry of‘

Algerna und be Colonics makes some curi-
ous statements relating to the pnlgrlmu;es to
Mccen, during the pust year. The ceremo-
nies at Mecea ierminated on the 11:b of last
mooth, in the presence of about 50 000 pil-
grims, of whom 17,850 had cowe by sea,
and 82 150 by lacd. In 1858 there. were
160 VU0 pilzrims; in 1857, 140,000; and
in 1836, 120,000. Tmis great decrease in
the number: in 18359, i3 owing, the patives
declare, to the events of Djeddah, ard also
to the dread of the cholera, which made ex-
tensive ravages in 1858 As soon as the
pigrim sets foot on the sacred soil of Mecea,
bke must put on two picces of white cloib,
one tied round his loins with ends hangiug
down to the middle of the leg, while the
otler ia thrown over the shoulders so as 10
leave the right arm free. He mast go bare-
headed and wear saudals. * As long as he
wears this guiment, he is bound to lead a
pure and regular life. At Mecca he tegins
ceremonies under ihe direction of a
guide,one of which requires that he shall
repair on _the ninth day of the month to
Mount Ararat, about twelve miles from
Mecca, after morning prayer. Mobamme-
dan tradition tays t1hat on this bill Adam
built a temple, and Mabiomet performed Lia
devotions. . Oa the foilowing day the pil-
grims all go in a body to the valley of Mouna
and there sacrifice propitiatory viciims;
they also cut ther hair and nails, devoutiy
bury:ng the portions cut «ifl.  After remain-
ing two days at Mouca, they sgain visit tbe
Temple of Mecca, aud then prepare for their
_departure.

It is not profes-
sedly a book of scieoce, aud yet in vain
wouid proud science attempt fto teach the
mind to stray, if revelation bad not first illu-
minated the track of invesiigation, and in
vigorated the inteliect of the inquirer. i
18 not merely a Law-book ; but it contains
national laws institutcd belore Lycurges or
Solon had framed their famqus statutes, and
moral laws promulgated before Socrates or
Piato 1aught the philosophy of moral sci-
ence It is sometbing more than a book of
poetry, but it bas in it ‘poetry, still march
less 1o its strains, composed before Homer
eung, or the rules of verse were made.

“ It hath & vo'ce high and clear
From the bnroiwmg lips of heaven taught seer ; -
From the harps of Z.or which charws the esr ;
From the choir where se aphi-ninstrels glow »

But then its bighest excellence is that its
profoundest thoughts and divinest mysteries
are communicated in language so simple, so
clear, so transparent, that even a child can
be interested and a savage will listen with
delight.

The poor Greenlander will hear, for the
first time, the story of the cross, and ihe
light of inteliigence will gleam from his eye,
his frozea heart will b2 moved and melted,
and be will say * wha: is that, let me hear
that agam, for I too wou'd be saved.” And
again, with Rajarnsk listen, with softened
beart and streaming eyes, to that wondrous
theme of redeeming love which even angels
delight to rebearse,

The Hindoo devotee in his journey to the
far off Himslaya Temple, with burdened
heart, and tearfui eye, will hear for the first
time, from the lips of a Missionary tbe word
of Trath, and that word brings a strange
sweet p.ace to his miod, he stops in his
dreary pilgrimage, unbinds the spikes and
sindies from hs lacerated feet, and tears’
the charms from his neck. He bas found a
more efficacious charm, that precious text :

Decline of Mormonism.
NEW CHANGES==GOOP®P PROSPECTS.

Information from the Mormon country
gives the hope that Mormonism is rapidly
approachiog the end of its sway, even in its
own chosen region. Judge Cradlebaugh 1s
actively at work with local and political re-
forms which: will sap its foundations. He
18 now on his way to Washington with a
plan to have the representation in the Uiah
legislaiure in proportion to the legal vote,
which is to be ascertained by a commission-
er appointed for the purpose. The entire
Mormon population ot Eastern Utah docs
no: exceed thirty-five thousand, of whom
not more than eight thousand are enti-
tled to vote. The Genile population of
Eastern Uiwab is three thousand five hun-
dred voters ; that of Western Utah is three
thousasd voters, and as there is an absolute
ceriainty of an increase of Jfifieen thousand
or twenty thousand in the spring, they hope
to outvute the Mormons at the election
pext year. A Geatile Legislature once se-
cured, the capital would be removed to Eas-
tern Utah; the Charch Charter would be
abolished ; Brigham Young would be de-
prived of the power to marry and divorce
at pleasure; aod an act would be passed
authorizing apostate Mormons to bring saits
against Baigham for their share of the church
fuad, the property of which amounts now to
millions of dollars. A fair trial would also
be secured by an act authorizing change oi
venue frem Eastern to Western Uwah. The
Jjudge wiil also warm'y urgo the exteosion
ot the pre-emption laws, with a view to the
early setilement and sale of the public lands.
Tnese things are needed, and it is to be
hoped that Judge Cradlebaugh, in connection
with the representative, Major Dodge, may
succeed in securing them. The judge op-
poses the Mormons not_from prejudice but
conviction He bas witnessed their iniqui-
ties, und as a bold, upright man he has set
himself to work to root them out, Every
hooest man bids him “ God speed.” Mor-

onism reached some time ago the crisis
of its proselyting energy. Spiritualism bas
succeeded it 1n the popular interests of Am-
erica and Europe ; it bas now begun to stag-
nate in its local corruptions in Uteh, and to
lose there its relative power. Cbanges io
progress there will svon break its spell, and
then wiil come the end. What administra-
tive- power, and persecutions eould not do,
wil follow from other and more natural
cavses. Aoy such superstition can rage for
a while by the excitement of its novelty or
tbe reaction of persecution ; but it is too in
compatible with our Chr.stian civilisation o
last long, and Mormonism will soon be
among the many otber fuilores of popular
delusion which bave occurred 1n our history.

and they will retire. He spoke ot the omnipo-
ence and power of the law, and the necessity
of upholding it, and stated that be shouly treat
with atter indifference any vote of want of con-

lﬁdem passed by the House as now constitu‘ed

Mr. Yoang said be bad been in that House
thirty years aod bad never beard such an ex-
traordinary speech as that just delivered. He
denonnced the resolution as a gross violation of
taw,—and from henceforward sbould consider
tbe prestige of the leader of Governmen: as a
lawyer and a statesman bad departed. The
resolution assumed facts which bad not been
proven, and the House bad not the power 1o
send for papers till the Speech was answered
I'bey coud not expel a member 'in defiance of
ibe law. The res.lution’ was an insane act, and
the party who moved it did not deserve 1o bold
office. The resolution called upon the House to
declare the law—that they could pot do. He
hid an ameodment which bad been approved by
bis political friends, wh ch be should read and
p'ace on the table. H: contended that a dis-
puted seat could only be atracked by petition.
Che-bonorable gentieman went very fully into
English law, and challenged the Atty General
o sbow bim were the House of Commons bad
done what be was now attempting to do. Iad
the Atty. Geneial, be said, looked close'y into
our own journals, be would bave seen precedents
1o guide bim.  There w:re a variety of points in
the bonorable gentleman's very effective speech
which we cannot touch for want of fime and
space.

them: to the care of Him without whose
notice a sparrow cannot fall to the ground.
The Word of God was inexpressibiy
dear to her, and when she was too feeble
to read it berself, she would request others
to read to ber ; and she would frequently
say, * blessed word, what comfort it brings
to my soul.” Her sufferings terminated on
the 17th inst., and in the 44th year of her
age, and she went to be with Christ which is
far better—
“ O may I triumph so,

When all my warfare's past ;

And dying, fiod my latest foe,

Under my feet at last.”

The scene, at the house, on the day of her
funeral was one of the mcst solemn we ever
witnessed. Orphan children with their bands
clasped in agony, and eyes swimming in
tears, weeping over the remains of their
motber, who bad watched over them in in-
funcy, and from whose lips they bad received
parental instruction as soft and wholesome
as the dew of beasen. None who had a
heart to feel could be unmoved. A very
appropriate and impressive sermon was de-
livered on the occasion from 1 Joba iii. 2,
by the Rev. W. Allen, who bad been inti-
mately scquainted with the deceased seven-
teen years ago. Now the duties of training
op the younger children in the way in which
they sbould go,devolves, principally, upon
the eldest son and daughter; and from the
untiring manner in which they bave attended
to the wants of an sfllicted mother for two
years, we have every reason to believe that
their instruction and example will be such
‘hat, by the Divioe blessing, by-and-by pa-
rents and children will meet where * corrow
and sighin - shall flce away, and God sball
wipe away all tears from their eyes.”
