While Hezekiah was king and 
Isaiah wan prophet there came up 
against Jerusalem, which was the 
chief city, a great army of soldiers 
called Assyrians. For every one of 
Hezekiah’s soldiers inside of the city 
there were aliout four Assyrian sol­
diers outside trying to capture it. 
There were high walls around Jeru­
salem in those days and therefore the 
soldiers outside found it difficult to 
take the city. They waited outside 
thinking that the people inside of the 
city would starve. This almost 
proved to be true, and the time came 
when Hezekiah’s soldiers had nothing 
to eat. Besides this there was no 
water to drink, and they were dying 
from hunger and thirst. Then the 
people came to Hezekiah and Isaiah. 
The good and wise Isaiah said to 
them, “God is our judge, He will 
take care of us.” That night the 
angel of the I/ml killed the Assy­
rian soldiers and the people in the 
imprisoned city were set free.
