The homesteader is required to per-
form the hamestead duties under one
of the foliowing plans’

(1, At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
eéich year 1or three years.

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de-
sires, perform tae required residence
duties by living on farming land own-
ed solely by him, not less than eighty
(80) acres in extent, in the vicinity
of his homestead Joint ownership
in land will not meet this require-
ment.

(3) It the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on farming
land owned solely by hiny, not less
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in
the vicinity of the homestrad, .t up-
on a homestead entered for by .im
in the vicinity, such homesteader mauy
perform his own residence duties by
living with the father (or mother)

(4) The term ‘‘vieinity’ in the two
preceding paragraphs is defined as
meaning not more than nine miles in
a direct line, exclusive of the width
of road allowances crossed in the
measurement

(5) A homesteader intending to
perform his residence duties in ac-
cordance with the above while living
with parents or on farming land own-
ed by himself must notify the Agent
for the district of such intention.

Six months' notice in writing must
be given to the Commissioner of Do-
minion Lands at Ottawa, af intention
to apply for patent.

of the Catholic faith A leading fac-
tar in the reforms proposed are ar-
rangements for a much increased cir-
culation of Catholic papers.

An item of the programme that will
be sure to meet with the highest re-
sults is that of awakened interest in
the industrial and agricultural dis-
tricts. Benefit societies and other
plans for the betterment of the toil-
ers are to spread themselves over the
face of the entire country. Direct at-
tempts to revive a spirit of religion
would, it is thought, not meet with the
success of indirect methods. Recep-
tive canditions must be obtained in
|the generality of cases by degrees.

THE PRESBYTERY OF HALIFAX,
N.S., AND CATHOLIC
MARRIAGE LAWS.

In an article which appeared last
week we commented severely on the
recent manifesto of the Presbytery of
Halifax, N.S., attacking the dec-ces
of the Pope on Marriage, now being
published throughout all parts of the
Catholic world (with the exception of
the German Empire) and going into
efiect on next Easter Sunday. We
described this document as marked by
ignorance and brazen assurance in a
superlative degree. The ignorance we
have, we hope, established to the sat-
isfaction of our readers, we now pro-
ceed to justify our charge of brazen
assurance.

“We most earnestly desire to have
it authoritatively and publicly pro-
