THE CLOUD vBREAKING OVER ITALY.

BY THE REV. LEROY M. VERNON, D.D.

Rev. Dr. Vernon, superintendent of our mis-
sions io Italy, in bis last quarterly, speaks in
a tone of encouragement, confidence and joy,
quite unusual to him. We copy the latter part
of bis report, begianing with Milan, the sixth
item of his report. We are mistaken if the ti-
dings do not move the whole cburch
6. Milan is now in charge of Rev. Mr. Mill.
We bave taken two halls in different parts of
this brilliant city— one central, the other to-
ward the walls somewhat. Mr. Mill will preach
in each three to four times per week. They
have required some preparation, and ser-
vices are only now about commencing. Our
locations are good. Mr. Mill is enterprising,
and we are very hopeful of a good work, We
have succeeded thus far in our affairs to the
surprise of ourselves and other laborers there.
7. Bologna is in a reasonably prosperous
state, though we seem like souls battling, all
and singular, the e'ements which encompass
them. Our congregations bave quite sensibly
improved during tbe last three months. We
bave here now a Sig. Borelli, who i« a very
able preacher, specially as to matter. He isa
man of over 50; was a monk, converted twen-
ty years ago. His sermons would do no dis-
credit to any Methodist pulpit.
8. Florence is now graffed with Methodism.
Signor Arrighi bas just written me that he has
enrolled twelve members, and is hopetul of
several others soon. He was mobbed at the
beck of the priests, but six of his persecators
bave been in prison two months and their cases
not yet decided, while he and the truth have
been abroad. I took a ball in the ourskirts of
the city purposely, to afford him a little prae-
tice and experience before opeming in the
beart of the city. The step bas not disappoin-
ted me at all. He is doing very well, and once
fully master of Italian he can be very useful.
T feel well pleased with our prospects at Flo-
rence. We shall seek to have a couple of pla-
ces soon in the city, and probably to occupy
one or two sudburban towns. (Oar readers
will take special notice of the above. Ed. W.)

9. Rome is the place of our greatest prospe-
rity. ** The Church of the Roman Forum " is,
I venture, an almost uoparallelled suecess in
Italy. Brother Gay began there the last Sun-
day of 1873, and by April 1st had enrolled over
sixty (60) members, and tweoty-five of these
were 80 pronounced and clear conversions they
were admitted to the communion on Easter
Sunday, when Bishop Harris and myself were
present. To me it was a most gratifying occa-
sion and day. Tbhis work goes on, and promi-
ses more and more. Brother Gay is a most
choice man, for whom I devoutly thank God.

* The Military Church ™ in Rome, too, is in
a very prosperous condition. Forty new com-
municants were received, after a proper proba-
tion, Thureday before Easter. Bishop Harris
was present on the occision, and presented on
bebalt ot the Church, a neat Bible to each new
communicant. In the pages left blank for a
tamily record was written a certificate of their
membership in the church, accompanied with
suitable passages of Secripture. The bishop
also made the soldiers a happy little address
through an interpreter. The occasion was one
not soon to be forgotten. I do not believe
there is any one Christian enterprise in Italy so
full of joyful promise as this chureh of the army
in the city of Rome. Capellini is an apostle in
enthusiasm and impetuosity of action. He bas
services every day, thus providing against all
the difficulties the soldiers encounter in coming
to the services. Those who cannot come one
day improve another. This continued strain
and the breadth of the work led me to provide
bim an assistant in Orismane Ottonelli. This
latter, to avoid a long service in the army, vol-
unteered for one year according to the law, bav-
ing to pay also 1,200 francs. Mr. Piggott paid
the first 60O francs, but was willing to leave the
young man to me, I paying the other 600 francs,
this being the wish of the young man, This I
did, giving him about 100 francs per month as
support while be assists Capellini and continues
a theological stadent in Mr. Piggott's classes.

¢ And now,’ continued he, ‘ I will relate the
strangest incident ot my lite; at the risk of
being called a fool,’ pointing to his left ear,
‘ five years since I entirely lost my bearing in
this ear, until yesterday, when I beard the tem-
perance women sing. Previous to this for years,
I bad only been familiar with the vilest songs.
But since yesterday the songs sung by these
women, are being sung and played ia my deaf
ear, as it played upon an instrument, or sung
by a buman voice. No other songs obtrude;
only religious soags are sung; this gives me
hope.” Looking intently at me he said, * Will
you believe me? I bear them now. There
it is,—

¢ 8bow pity, Lor), O Lord, forgive,’ etc.

" Rocek of Agos, cleft for me,’
sung loud enough for you to hear it.
now it sings, —

Imagine my surprise, when I
learned that be was rapidly recovering. I has-
tened to his room, and & smiling, bappy face
met me. He said, ‘ I want to leave this even-
ing for my bome.' Said be: ‘I am saved.
The prayers of my dear mother and the pray-
ing temperance women have been instrumental
in leading me to Christ.’ Said he: ‘You
thought that my strange experience was the
result of mania @ pota, but believe ma, when 1
tell you that these songs are now ringing in
that ear. I hear notbiog else. This moment
I bear,—

¢ Jesus, lover of my soul.
Let me to that bosom fly.’ "’

THE TERRIBLE HAMPSHIRE FLOOD.

FURTHER PARTICULARS OF THE CALAMITY—
THE SCENES OF RUIN AND DESOLATION——
A DESPERATE RIDE FOR LIFE.

Our exchunges are filled with details ot the
awful disaster by the breaking of the reservoirs
near Northampton, Mass., last Saturday.

The course of the flood through that narrow
Mill River Valley, dealiog death and destruc-
tion as it went, can only be imagined, but
which no pen can adequately describe. Twenty-
five acres of water fifty feet deep suddenly let
loose and seeking egress through a narrow
and populous valley, bad a destructive power
that the imagination fails to realize.

THE SBCENE AT THE RUINS.

It was in Williamburg where the flood began,
and where its effect has been most disastrous to
buman life. Filty-six lives were logt in this
single vlllage. The signs ot ruin are most hor-
rible. At the empty reservoir is seen the jag
ged walls of the dam. Below for a thousand
feet or more the bed of the stream is gouged
out in chasms to a depth of thirty feet. Beyond,
acres of woodland bave entirely disappeared.
leaving not a trace behind. For niiles the fer
tile meadows bave been destroyed, and can
never be regained. They are gouged and gul-
lied, and completely covered with sand and
gravel and embedded with massive rocks, many
o them weighing over a ton a piecce. About a
third of the village hss been destroyed, the
flood baving cut & broad swath through the
place, carrying houses down the stream. The
river just below the meeting of the two branches
bas changed its course and leaving its old bed
bas spread out over the entire meadows, where
it is now runmng between great boulders. In
this typical New England village the contrasts
between prosperity and misery, beauty and

| Great loads of coffins are continually arriving,

| lowed by a tew mourners on foot; the people
[ have too much to do to mourn long, and the fu-
nerals, though many are briet. Under the
hemlocks in the quiet little cemetry on the bill-
top they are digging thirty new graves. The
clothes are a!l vanted tor the living, and dead
are buried in nothing bul winding sheets, as of
old.

In Shiopersville, Mr. Jerome Hillman heard
the Williamsburg bells ringing and the feariul
rush of water sounded in his ears. He jumped
on horseback and ran at full speed toward
Haydenville. He looked behind and the air
seemed to be tull of flying timber, great trees
turning end tor end—now their eaormous roots
were in the air and then their trunks and
branches whirling round. At the top of a per-
pendicular wall ot water advancing down the
valley thirty feet high were seen houses and
barns turning over. He reached Haydenville
and warned the hands in the brass shops, who
all escaped safely. The alarm was caught up
by others and by such means many, of the co-
operatives down stream saved their lives. One
person, it appears, had the temerity to rush to
the Congregational church pull the bell-rope,
but it would appear that he too got Irightened,
for but one or two peals were heard, before the
awful rush was both seen and heard, and men
and women had to run to the mearest bigh
ground for safety.

The two presented a pitiable spectacle to-day
dwelling houses ground to kindling wood,
housebold goods torn to fragments, buge bould-
ers, machinery and mud, bedrigged remnants
of clothing met the eye at every turn. From
the bend in the river just below Skinnersville,
where the tidle waye partly changed the cur-
rent of the stream to the fork below the town,
the scenes of destruction were truly appalling.
A tall brick chimney and part of the old foun-
dry were all that remained of that large brass
works of Hayden, Geer & Co., and farther
down, the drift wood, the half-destioyed
buildings and the mud covered streets attest
the damage done. Haydeaville seems to have
becn untortunately situated between two curves
in the river and hence at one end of the town_ is
to be seen the effects ot the mad-rushing torrent
in & swoop of highland; snd, in the other,
the effects of the devastating under current of
the backwater as it receded from and finally
leaned over the lower bank.

It was about eight o'clock, perhaps a few min-
ates before, when the floods came dows. and,
to use the words of a spectator, ‘* & man lived
a lifetime betore nine o'clock.” The brass
works were first swept by a wall of debris from
fifteen to twenty feet high, and with the added
momentum the flood went over the road-bed,
devastating lawus aad porticos of houses, leav-
ing & botiler 2000 feet trom its original position
and placing it on a elevated spot in front of
the houses, tearing out the stone sides of the
river and placing the boulders ia the bed of the
channel or on the sidewalk, and sweeping men
women and children into etervity. Woeden
bouses were seen to come bounding along like
corks, and from the interior of more than one
was heard the shrieks of wives and daughters
whom their busbands and fathers bad leit but o
few moments before in fancied security. It
was a sight which paralyzed every bebolder.
The most borrible fate was that of the occu-
pants of two or three dwelling houses at the
lower bend of the river who were cut off irom
the high land and perished within sight of
neighbors who were powerless to aid. The
only man in the employ ot the Hayden and
Geer Company who lost his lite was a French-
man named Francis roudier, who ran back
to the work room to get his coat trom where it
was banging, sfter he was warned to flee for
his life.

In less than an hour the water had subsided
and the search for bodies began, to be continu-
ed, it is supposed, for days to come, among
the heaps of bushwoods and earth that are to
be too irequently seen. So far thirty-four
bodies have been recovered in the tows, and
the majority of these were lound to-day in the
rear of the elevated buildings, far removed
trom the river bank. These were removed to
the chapel attached to the Congregational
Church, where coffins were supplied, or as
triends came up to claim them they were sur-
rendered to them snd the room vacated given
to the new arrivals. It was bere that the dead
was found in the most borrible condition,
bruised and cut, and generally with every ves-
tige of clothiog torn away. Between twenty
and thirty dwelling houses are wrecked more
or less, and the gas works are entirely swept
away.

During last winter a dissatisfaction with
ur echools and school administration that
had beeu long felt, found expression in a
petition addressed to the Mayor, asking
him to couvene a meeting at which your
opinions on the subject might be elicited.
That meeting was held, and it passed reso-
ations to the effect that Halifax should be

in the City, and that a High School should
be established without unnecessary delay.
In accordance with these resolutions our
Association was formed, and a Bill was
prepared giving to you the right that every
other school section in the proviace has, in
the only way in which such right can be
exercised in a large city. The bill to confer
this right—a right that is enjoyed in Great
Britain,the United States,and Oatario—was
condemned by a large majority of the City
Council, and chiefly on that plea, was rejec-
ted or postponed by the Local Legislature.
On you therefore is now thrown the duty
of saying distinctly whether you are satisfied
with the present system or not? In previ-
ously advocating the bill, we rested our
case on Coustitutional grounds; being uu-
willing to raise irritating questions, or to
make pointed allusions to inefficient Schools,
Commissioners, and Teachers. We had
sufficient confidence in the people to desire
tnat the whole case should be left in their
own hands. We believed that you, both as
parents and tax-payers, hed a better right
to elect the trustees of your own schools
than the Local Government or the City
Council bad to do it for you, aasd that no
ono owing his own position to popular elec-
tion would venture to question this. We
were mistaken. It is therefore neces-
sary now to go more into detail, and to
specify some of the evils in connection
with the administration of our schools that
must be remedied, and the very existence
of which proves that the system on which
the present Board is coustituted is hopeless-
ly bad.

We direct attention to the following
facts :—

1. The expenditure last year for the sup-
port of our Pablic Schools amounted to
866,205.00, but the present coadition of
one class of schools is so unsatisfactory that
many rate payers, amongst the most heav-
ily taxed, are compelled to edacate their
own children in Private Schools.

2. According to the Inspector’s Report
there is  something radically defective in
the present management of some of the
He

6. In schools with -even 12 or 13 de-
partments, the Principal is completely una-
ble to exercise any intelligent supervision
over the whole school, because his time is
confined to his own department. He is

made no such provision and has pleaded
that there is no law empowering it to
do so.

9. That denomination which in its re-
cent Pastoral has declared its settled policy
to be adverse to the principle of free unsec-
tarian public schools, is, nevertheless, the
only religious body having clerical repre-
sentation upon our School Board.

10. Several schools supported by the
city enjoy special religious privileges, and
are for all practical purposes Roman '
Catholic Institations. Similar privileges '
have not been accorded to any Protestaut
body though application has been made for |
them.

11. The appointment of Teachers to one
class of schoolsis, it is well understood,
absolutely in the hands of the authorities of

that were not enough, at the same time
the Chairman of the Committee for ap-
poioting Teachers to the only schools
available for Protestant pupils, is the Ro-
man Catholic Vicar Geoeral.

12, Three-fifths in number of the First-
class male teachers in Halifax at present re-
ceiving salaries of $500 and upwards each,

for Roman Catholic pupils, although one-
third more pupils are registered as in at-
teudance at the other schools.

13. Iu some of the schools thus liberally
provided for from the public funds, in fur-
therance of the views of a favored denom-
ination, books other than those prescribed
by the Couacil of Public Iustruction for
the schools of this Province are used,
and the children are sedulously songht
to be confirmed in attachment to the Ro-
man Catholic Church, whilst, at the same
time, 0o provision is made in the other
schools for distinctively religious instrue-
}'on, and even the reading of the Holy

iptures is mot required.

. While no Protestants can be ‘intro-

duced as teachers into some of our public
schools, Roman Catholies are eligible to
all the achools indiscriminately, abd are
actually appointed.
The Associgtion does not believe that
such a state of \patters and such manipula-
tion of the publid\schools can be acceptable
to the people of HN\ifax, and it therefore
earnestly desires youx assistance in seeking
to obtain such change'ys will increase the
efficiency of the schoold\ quicken popular
interest in Education, bring the administra-
tion more directly under own coutrol,
and bring to an end the systematic aund in-
creasing violation or evasion of the law in
in our midst.
The Association believes that the educa-
tional interests of the whole Province: are
suffering from the evils and inde(enn’\%
auomalies specified, and that the time hal
come for taking united action on the subject.

~'I'HE SUPERNUMERARY FUND
AGAIN.

Mr. Epitor,—We should always be
thankfal to those who impart information
to us, especially information relating to
¢ Church Affairs.” I accordingly tender
my thanks to the * writer of correction cor-
tected,” for the information given in your
issue of the 18th inst. :
Hitherto I supposed that our guide, te
facts relating to finance and membership,
was the *‘ Latest Minutes of Conference.”
But such it seems is not the case. Some
further information is therefore necessary,
arising from this question,—How long is
the membership of any Circuit to ba reck-
ongd ‘“in statu quo,” ia regard to its
mininum contribution to the Supernumerar
Fuond. Two years ago a part of the Shef-
field Circuit was cut off to help form a
a *“ New Circuit,” called the * Grand Lake
West Circuit.” The number of members
in the part thus cut off was 32. In the
last * Minutes of Conference” 1872.3,
** Grand Lake West ” appears in the list of
Circuits in the Fredericton District, with
contribations to the Supernumery Fund, as
is expected from every Circuit. But in the
article of to-day on the Supernumerary
Fuud, Sheffield Circuit is still reckoned
with the membership of two years ago,
notwithstandiog the above facts, of the re-
duction of membership from 100 to 68.
The financial calculations of the above
mentioned article on the Supernumerary
Fund, were applicable to Sheffield Circnit
two years ago. They were not applicable
one year ago, as the Minutes of the Last
Cooference will show. They are not ap-
plicable to Sheffield Circuit now.—Cox.

Every
item of the report evidenced substaotial
progress at home and abroad. The income
is within a few pounds of the munificent
sum of £168,000, being £11,000 in ad-
vance of last year. The debts are all paid,
and plans are laid for further extensiou of
the society’s work. The speeches were all
good. The high tone of the Meeting was
sustained throughout the whole of the pro-
ceedings. and Dr. Puoshon’s arousing ap-
peals and eloquence fittingly led the way
for the collection. The reports in our Wes-
leyau journals are full and tolerably cor-
rect, yet they do not furnish in all cases,
llhe gratifying facts, and the magaificent
appeals which secured the earnest a‘ten-
tion of that splendid audience for nearly
five hours.

I will oot attempt to refer in detail to the
other important meetings connected with the
Wesleyan Methodist Church, all of which
were successful. The Reports speak of sub-
stantial progress, and consolidation. Our
people increase in the amount of their gifts,
and have enlarged the number of the sacred
objects for which they. toil and contribute.
There are no sigos ot withdrawal, no iodi-
cations of any abatement of heart or hope,
but on the coutrary, the schemes are being
extended, and plans are laid for yet larger
and grander effort for the souls of men, and
the Kingdom of the Son of God.

The foregoing remarks are also strictly
appropriate to the works and gifts of the
other great Associations It has been a
year of liberal effort and unmistakeable
progress. The papers teem with reports
of meetings. Anniversaries of every sort
are being held, and all are the outgrowth
of our holy Christianity. The animating
q spirit of pearly all appear to be, love to
Christ, and love for the bodies and souls
of men, for whom Christ died.

We have just returned from the sessions
of our May District Meetings. [hey occu-
pied three full days, and it was with diffi-
culty that the varied business could be trans-
acted in that time. Several new arguments
were submitted to the District meetiogs,
from Committegs which have been sitting
during the year, and these in some cases
were somewhat freely critized and altered.
We had a plan for the spiritual care and
oversight of our young people, suggestions
for the re-arrangement of all the Districts
in England ; and a scheme for the better
sustentation of the ministry. There is a
decided advantage in this mode of ascertain-
ing the opinion of the District meetings,
and enabling the Conference to ascertain
the feeling of Laymen and Preachers on
the important questions which the necessi-
ties of the times are ever bringing up. The
increase in the membership of the Church,
is as far as ascertained, above 3000.
Maoy Districts report serious losses by rea-
son of agitation on the question ot wages,
aod extensive removals aud emigrations.
The great Revival movement in the North
has not yet been felt in any appreciable de-
gree in the South and but partially in the
Midland Districts.

There are earnest effort, and hopeful indi.
cations everywhere throughout our whole
connexion, and a belief that we shall soon
see yet greater things than these.

When Bro. Nicklin went to Egmont, so
called in the Minutes, rather Fifieen Point,
he found only here and there a Methodist,
but a number of other Protestants who had
been for years without the ministratious of
the Gospel. Now he writes that two classes
are in operation, one at Fifteen Point, con-
sisting of seven members and ten on trial,
the other at Sheep River, with twelve in
oumber, all of whom have recently found
peace in believing. An item or two from
his quarterly report, indicates that this
Brother is pot aun idler in the vineyard.
* During the thirty weeks that I have been

preached 109 times, paid 190 pastoral vis-
its, and atteuded ten missionary meetings.”
A church is about being erected at Lot 16,
while the finances of the circyit are quite
encouraging,

The work of the Lord on,’Ze other mis-
sions is advaocing. Souris of late has
been without a minister, in consequence of
the severeillness of Brother Berrie. Una-
ble to obtain a suitable supply, I paid a
visit last week to that distaut part of the
Island. Nearly sixty miles of travel
through bad roads is not very desirable at
auy time. Was pleased to find a hopeful
state of things 1hroughout that lengthy
circuit. Preached six times in as mauy
days. Found the people anxious to have
a minister, and willing to the extent of their
ability to support him. Souris is a thriv-
ing village in the midst of a Catholic coun-
try. Most of the commercial business
however is in the hands of Protestants.
We have a charch in course of erection,
which will be finished during the summer.
Quite a variety of denominatious are found
among the few Protestants, yet all seem
willing to receive the word from a faithful
Wesleyan Minister. We shall endeavor
to secure a good supply for this growing
field ot labor, at Conference. Mount
Stewart is the westerly extreme of this
Station, over thirty miles from Souris. It
is also a thriving place, especially in ship-
| building, fifteen being now on the stocks.
[ Here we have a church, but vital godliness
is at a low ebb. Our afflicted Brother
Berrie is slowly improving, but there is
very little hope that he will be able to do
auy work for six months.

We are anticipating a good tinie in our
coming Cooference. The Brethren on the
Island are ready to give a hearty greeting
to the Brethren from the main, and to
throw open their churches and pulpits, for
their occupancy while relaxiag themselves
for a little season. It will be a grave
time. The countemplated union, though
not promoting disunion, will tend to separ-
ation, and less frequent interviews as min-
isters of the Gospel. It should beé a time
of special prayer, for we shall require much
of the wisdom which is from above, in ad-
justing the details of the new arrangement.

Bath instita-
tions are evidently bighly appreeiated, the
numbers in attendance during the year just
closed baving been 90 young ladies, 71 of
whom were boarders in the fine and spacious
academy.
Nothing sbows more convincingly the im-
mense value of these institutions than the look
of Sackville itself. Kvery where there are
evidences of cultivated tasto to be seen. The
private dwellings look neat and ‘bandsome,
and if you enter them you are sure to find
abundand proof that Education has wrought
wonders in the cultivation ot a taste for the
elegant anduthe neat. As it is in Sackville,
where almost every young lady bas availed
berself of the Educational facilities afforded
by the location of these institutions in the
neighborhood, so it mast be, to s more or
less observable degree, all over the provinces,
which come under the infiuence of such ap
institution as that of the Ladies’ Academy of
Sackville.

1am trying to keep my ornamental plants
alive by watering them, aitbough this is an irk-
some task where one bas not made preparation
forsthrough irrigation. I think most persons
make & mistake in giving too little water at
time and aspplying it frequently instead of

sosking the sail at once and then
applyisg 8¢ more for 8 week or more. This
sprinkling the surface does little or no good,
for the water makes the soil bake a little harder
each time, keeping out the air, forming an ex-
cellent conductor for the beat to penetrate the
earth, driving out what little moisture it may
contain.

Water should be applied in sufficient quan-
tities to saturate the soil down to the lowest
roots, and if this is done, there will be no need
of giving frequent applications. Around
trees and all coarse plants as much of some
kind should be applied after watering, to pre-
veot evaporation and keep the s0il cool as well
as moist. Ameng small plants the bhoe and
rake must be kept in constant use, to keep the
:ildloon and prevent it becoming baked and

Heat will pass through a brick and drive
out every particle of moisture in much less
time than it will through the same quantity of
loose soil. The particles of which the brick is
made are pressed together, forming an excel-
lent conductor for beat, and evaporation pro
eceds slow or rapid as beat is transmitted
through the mass. A beavy, clay soil is usually
very wet or very dry, because of its compact-
ness, but to talk of breaking up deeply, aerat-
ing and draining a soil that gets as hard and
dry as brick in summer, may appear to some
persons the beight of folly, but is it the cheap-
est and mest expeditious way of making it dry
in wet weather and moist in the time of drouth.

Haundreds of ornamental trees bave died acd
are now dying in my neighbourhood simply
tor the want of moisture that bas been driven
out of the brick-like soil about their root. A
little water and a breaking up of the earth
about them would have prevented their death.
Trees that are worth five or more dollars each
could bave been saved by an outlay of from
five to teo cents; but there is little use of talk-
ing to those who will neither read nor reason.
— Moore's Rural New Yorker.

THE SOIL FOR TOMATOES.

Everybody talks—-few know the resulis of
practice—and simply because they donot daily
study and think. Each and every plant needs
its food tor lite, growth, support, and maturity.
These are all that are needed. It you sunply
elements of rapid growth ot plant, be it vine
or stam, you take away the fountain of the
rm of fruit. This simple idea holds good in
all of vegetation, and in the tomato it is espec-
ially to be counted. The * Love apple plant,”
ot our eatly days in life, was a gem ol beauty,
loaded from the ground upward wi:h its rich,
red fruit, but until about 1832 we knew not its
value as an esculent table fruit, whea cooked ;
and it took us along te 1842 ten years—to
learn that to eat as we gathered it from its
plant stem, it was as good or beiter, thaa the
balt o1 the sour oranges sold upon the market.
8o we go along learning a litfle day by day,
aod only a httle over a quarter of a century
passed ere the tomato becomes one ot the in-
valusble esculents of the family table from one
year's end to the other. It is dried, casned,
and pickled. Itis cooked, stewed, fried and
boiled ; is eaten raw, is made into jelly sauce
(espiato), and makes a flavor to every dish ol
soup, and yet the masses of the peopis don’t
how to grow it. Too many make the soil so
rich the plants grow mainly to vines, and then
they neglect to or don't know that they ought
to pinch back tlie ends of the stems aad so keep
it in a bush form and tied to little stakes, by
which course the intelligent amateur gets nu-
merous crops of besutitul fruit.

The way, however, for all of us who have
little time to spare and want tomatoes to eat
and can, is to obtain plants that bave made
their second leal, and about the 20ih ot May
plant them out three feet apart esch way in
good ordinary common corn growing ground.
Now, if time can be bad, as soon as the fruit
blossoms show, the eads of the main stems and
also the branches should be stopped by pinch-
ing off the shoot just beyood the last leat.
This pinching back of the growth of ths bran-
ches should be continued, say until August, all
and any and every time when the stem or
brapch bas wade three leaves. Keep the
ground clean and level, and it you can coaven-
iently lay a lkttle small brush under each
plant, so as to keep its fruit and stem above
the ground. Some tie to stakes and train
them up as they would a grape vine. We don't
believe in it.—Ohio Farmer.

To Kexp Hams 1N Summer.—Much bas
been written on the subject of keeping bams
during the summer months. To bag them and
whitewash the bags is troublesome snd expen-
sive. Some pack them in barrels with wood
ashes, and some with pice shavings, but we
think as good a plan as any is to sprinkle the
home and shoulders with cayenne pepper and
wrap them up well in newspapers and hang in
a dark, airy place. Uniform darkness is a
complete protection against the attacks of in-
sects, and the bams keep better without any
prepaiation against noxious insects, but most-
ly always by bap or mishap the door is left
open and the intruders enter and do some mis-
chief, 80 it is best to wrap up the ham even
though they be in & dark smoke-house.

WATER-PaiLs.—The New England Farmer
says:—** Wooden water-pails, whether to be
used in the kitchen or at the staple, should re-
ceive two or three good costs of gum-shellac
varsish; dissolved in alcobol, well laid on
bothindide and sutside. This will last a year
or more belore the wood will begin to soak
water. It is much better than lead paimt for
therinside of pails. Lead is poison and soon
peels off in freezing weather, and then the
pails soak water and get very heavy to lift;
besides which they rot tast and leak through the
pores of the wood.  Shellac can be procured
of any painter, ready mixed, and, if corked
tightly, will keep any length of time.

Tomaro Custarp.—This is said to be a
bemeficial diet for consumptives. It is made
by straining finely stewed tomatoes through
a course sieve, and adding two pints of milk
and one pint of tomatoes, for four eggs and one
teaspoonful of sugar. Bake in small cups
quickly. X

Tak CeLLar.—Whatever you do or fail to
do, do not neglect the cellar under the house.
Remove everything that is decaying. Clean
up. Whitewash the walls. Ventilate thorough-
ly and often.

.Maxze Your Warks Dry.—Put down
planks or boards if necessary; but it is far
better to get the water off. You can do
this if you sttend to the matter before the

water sbaks into the ground.
