The thististh annual meetiog of the American |
Zulu mission was Leld at ihe Amaczimtole |
station on the 30 h of May, and the four suceed-
ing days. The missionaries, with their wives
and families, were all present, making about fif-
ty souls. Both the sessions for busicess and the
purely devotional meetings were full of interest.
A larger number of hopeful couversions wss
reported than bave ever before occured in one
year, and, on the whole, the prospeots of the
mission were never more cheering. An unusual
interest has been manifested in schools, ard, in
co-operation with the excellent Superiotendent
of Education for Natal. Day-schools are in active
and successful operation at all vur stations, which
are attended by large numbers of children, maoy
of whom are from heatbeu famibes. The mis-
ecion has slso commeanced the buildir,;: for two
training-schools of native teachers and :-sistants,
one for boys and one for girls.

The nstive Christians have contribut: J enough |
for the entire supjort of two native missiou- |
aries in the past year, whose labours are meeting |
with most encouraging success, besides consider-
able sums given to the general funds of the
American Board. A chapel, large and elegaut,
has been completed at Umvoti station, at a cost
of £1,100, more than half of which was paid
by the peojiie of the station. The first sugar-
mill erected ard owned and wortked by natives
had bect completed and got into successful oper-
ation during the past year. The owner is the
son of the first womau converted to Christianity
in Natal. The closing day of the meeting was
especiaily full of nterest. Sermons were preach-
ed in Zula and iu E iglish, after which the mis-
sionaries apd » }x1 2+ number of natiye converts
together partovk of the Lord's Supper, and
anew consecrsted themselves to the mission
work. The mission inciudes the whole coast
region from the north to the south of Natal, the
extreme stations being 160 miles spart. The
first missionaries arived in 1865. There are now
eleven stations, and twelve ordained missionarijes,
with their wives. The annual expense of the
entire mission to the American Board is about

£2,600. The want of teachers for our day-schols,
and éf nstive catechists, is very urgent. The
missionaries hope the school sbout to be com-

least this side of Natal, and amongst 9 section
of them we are now living.

They were welcomed, however, by his friends,
whp showed great attention, almost reverence,
as the missionaries sought to convey to them
some uf the leading points of the Gospel. The
chief having returned, the question of the ac-
ceptance of our offer did not take long to settle :

A
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Advantages of Christian Labour.

In our last we awere unable to pursue our
thoughts on the subject of Working for God to
the extent we had intended. We now offer s
few additional observations on the same topic,
with the view of briefly illustrating the advan-
tages of christian lsbour. Though in all our
service for Christ we should be inflaenced chiefly
by the high aim of bringing glory to our Divice
Master, yet we are allowed to comfort our hearts
with the prospect of receiving the gracious rewards
of faithfulness. Not only have we the promise
of Christ that fidelity in his cause will ensure
the bestowment of the crown of life,.but we are
warranted also in the confid that in
tion with all labour in the Lord’s vineyard there
is & present reward,—a reward of rich spiritusl
blessing to every faithful servant, and a large
endowment of peace and prosperity to the church
collectively that is found doing the Lord’s work.

Necessity is laid upon us. The erjoyment of
high religious privileges, snd the possession of
true spiritual life, impose obligatious to earnest
working for Cbrisi, which are felt to be impera-
tive, and which the loving christian reccgnises
with joy. The day of christian privilege is the
time for christian duty, and every disciple should
be governed by the maxim of his Blessed Lord,
“ ] must work the worke of Him that seunt me
while it is day ; the night cometh when no man
can work.” In the discharge of such sacred ob-
ligations, there is the comforting assurauce of
the presence of Christ,—the conscious manifes-
tation of His favour,—~not only affording strength
for duty, but also filling the heart of the faithful
servant with holy joy. We cannot maintain the
spirit of ready service in the cause of the Re-
deemer, without realizing a rich recompense,
thereby illustrating the Old Testament declara-
tion, * The liberal soul shall be made fat ; and
he that watereth shall be watered also himself.”

In connection with the passage just given,
there is another of similar import, the force of
which can be readily apprehended in relation to
the affairs of this life, though frequently lost
sight of in regard to matters spiritual ; it is one
by which the agriculturist, and the men of mer-
chandise and commerce are governed ; and which
in christian enterprise and effort we cannot afford
to forget, * There is that scattereth, and yet in-
creaseth.” We mark the correctnees of this
statement in the manner in which eminent ex-
, /amples of christian liberality bave been honour-
ed of God in the p ion -and i of
means to ensble them still to devise liberal
things. We see it also very pleasingly exhibited
in the influence upon personal piety and chris-
tisn enjoyment of devoted labour for the honour
of Christ and for the salvation of our fellow-
men. On a larger scale we may note the same
results in the history of those churches that have
been most active in doing their Master’s work,
and especially in connection with the efforts put
forth during the last fifty yearsto spread the
kaowledge of Christ in the earth.

No one portion or sphere of Christian work
is intended to interfere with another; on the
contrary all may be mutually belpful, the pros-
perity of one department of church effort, may,
and should tend to the advantage of others,
for the - jject of each is the same, and the vi-
tality of one portion of the body of Christ, will
benefit the whole. The foot cannot say to the
hand, I have no need of thee, nor the eye to the
ear, I have no need of thee. There should be
no collision between the different sections of
christian toil, for they are all engaged in one
interest. In this way Bible Societies and Mis-
sionary Societies reciprocally sid in accom-
plishing one grand sim, and so of other
benevolent and christian institutions. We might
easily adduce in evidence, the m: in which
the Total Abstinence movement has been auxili-
ary to religious revival and progress; arnd which
would be the case to a much larger extent, if a
closer alliance were maintained between the
church of Christ and Temperance organizations.

If it be asked, whether the Foreign Mission-
ary operations of the present century have not
diverted attention from Home Miasionary efforts,
we can have no hesitation in giving an answer
in the pegative. There is every reason to regard
the evangelistic spirit of the age as exerting upon
the Churches cherishing that spirit the very hap-
piest iofiuence, in promoting active piety, and
the vigour and prosperity of such cburches. The
missionary enterprise has greatly tended to the
sugmentation of the power of Christianity in the
prosecution of ber home agencies—s0 that in-
stead of ker strength being weakened by ber ex-
tended efforts, her ability for usefulness, both at
home and abroad, has thereby been vastly in-
creased. She has by her missionary agencies
abroad not only accomplished results not to b-
computed by the arithmetic of earth, but has
also nruch enlarged her opportunity of doing good

at home, and has secured vast benefits to herself
by this means. The Church by ber benevolent
efforts has cultivated and nurtured the spirit of
divine philaathropy—she has acquired greater
spiritual vigour—she has sttained larger faith
and grester power of prayer—she bas fostered
and st the bonds of Chr.stisn union
—she has tested the adaptation of the gospel to
the wants of universal man—and has had full
evidence sfforded of the divinity of the Chrisiian
scheme, and sll in connection with obedience to
the high bebest of the Head of the Chuich, ¢ Go
1l the world, and preach the gospel to

country.

RECONSTRUCTION—NEGRO SUFFPRAGE.

The war is over, and the work of reconstruc-
tion in the late rebellious States is going on as
rapidly as possible. Most of these States bave
held conventions and have reorganized, appoint-
ed their State officers, and officers to represent
them in Congress. They are adapting themeelves
to the new order of things with more prompt-
pess than was expected. The negro suffrage
question is a difficult one, but at present, all par-
ties are quiet on it. It is presumed that such
negrocs as cau read, and those that served in
the war, wil' soon have the privilege of voting.
This privilege would bs granted them immedi-
ately, but for political reasons.
METHODISM.
The Methodist Episcopal Caurch was never
doing better than at present. The Annaal Con-
ferences bhave just held their Sessions for the
season, and we shall soon learn from the general
Minutes, the re:uits of the year. It has been a
season of trial and difficuity in some of our Con-
ferences, in or near the rebellious States, but on
the whole, the work has been greatly prosperous.
Church building and remodelling have been car-
ried on largely. Our literary institutions were
never more prospeious. A good revival inter-
est has been experienced in many of our societies.
Our Missionary work is doing well, both st home
and abroad. Altogether, we can say, that Me-
thodism is doing well in the United States—or
in that part of them not . included in the late
rebellion. And now that peace has returned, we
expect still greater things. Already we see signe
of a great out-pouring of the Holy Spirit on the
churches, and a genera! revival throughout the
nation.

By referring to the Minutes of the late Con-
ference it will be scen, that this one Circuit alone,
contributes more to the cause of Missions, than
the majority of Provincial Districts. The amount
collected last year, was 81,244,586, being actually
more than the St. Jobn District, including the
City of St. Jobn, upon whose missionary plat-
form the talent of the connection is wont annu-
ally to assemble and eloquently plead the claims
of the Society. Nearly twice as much as the
Truro District. Considerably more than twice
as much as the Liverpool District, and much
more than the Sackville and Annapolis Districts.
Lacks only a few dollars of being as much as the
P. E. Island District, and is not very far behind
the combined circuits of Newfoundland. Re-
membering, as we do, that the combined Islands
of Bermuda only cover an area of about twenty-
four square miles, and that the number of mem-
bers, as reported at the last Conference, was
only 452; we incline to the opinion that this is
doing well. Yet, we would ever devoutly say,
“ Not unto us, O Lord, not unto us, but to thy
name give glory.”
We have been accomplishing a little- also in
regard to chapel improvements and erections.
Our commodious chapel in Handitton, is now, we
are happy to state, free from debt. The last
amount, being about $600, is all paid. Our
cause at Ireland Island appears to be rapidly ex-
tending. Here we have a large and increasing
congregation, who from time to time eagerly as-
semble to listen to our feeble utterances of di-
vine trutb. The present building which we use
as a chapel being altogether too small to accom-
modate the congregation ; it, therefore, appear-
ed necessary for us to have a more commodious
and in every respect a better place wherein to
worship God. But great difficulties appeared
to be in our way, in our endeavouring to ac-
complish this desirable object. Ireland Island
is exclusively the property of H. M. Govern-
ment. The Dock Yard is situated there. The
only method we could adopt was to petition.
We therelore, petitioned, in a humble and res-
pectful manner, the Lord Commissioner of the
Admirality, through Capt. Superintendent
Wainwright R. N., for a suitable site whereon
to erect a Wesleyan Chapel. Although we have
not, as yet, received an official reply, yet, we
have been given indirectly to understand that
our petition is likely to meet with a very gra-
cious reception.
The Somerset Chapel is still groaning undera
heavy load of debt, in this condition we found it,
and,notwithstanding all our efforts and schemes
to liberate it, ia this miserable condition we fear
it is destined to remain for some time to come,
unless foreign help is afforded. Could we not,
Mr. Editor, in bebalf of this chapel, secure a
small grant from the Jubilee Fund? We can
assure you that the smallest favour will be thank-
fully received and duly ackmowledged.

Church Dedication.

STREET WESLEYAN CHURCH,
YARMOUTH.

'] ALMa MILTON,

This elegant structure—certainly one of the
most elegant places of public worship in this Pro-
vince— the inception of which is due to the acute
foresight and steady perseverac.ce of the Rev. J.
Prince, was erected under tbe superintendence
of C. W. Panter, E¢q, and well sustains the re-
putation of that gentleman as an architect: The
building, including the grounds, cost twelve thou-
sand five hundred dollars ($12,500,) and is an
enduring monument of the perseverance, enter-
prise and Cbristian liberality of the people of
Milton. Though the edifice must be seen to be
fully apprecisted,l have neve r.heless thought that
the following description of it, for which Iam
indebted to the kindness of the srchitect,will not
prove uninteresting to your readers: The new
Wesleyan Cburch, Milton, is designed in the Ro-
manesque style, and cons'sts of a church 47-6
by 80 feet, capable of accommodating 520 per-
sons—with a tower 19 feet square and projecting
10 feei in the centre of the west front, and sur-
mounted by a epire rising to the height of 148
feet. On the east end is an apse projecting 13
feet by 22 feet wide, in whch are placed the or-
gan and coir. Underneath the church is a base-
rent entirely above ,round, containing a Lecture
room that will seat 300 persons, aleo large ard
commodious class rooms. The exterior appear-
ance is very plain, uo attempt being made at or-
namentation ; walls are covered with clap-boards
and finished with s plain dentiled cornice. The
principal entrance is through the tower, with
broad winding stairs in each corner of the church,
‘erminating 1t a vestibule caovered by the gallery,
which extends across {he west-front. The church
is 29 feet high in the centre, snd in order to get
this height, the trusses sre exposed to view and
caced with oak. The pews are circular in plan,
and are built of chestout with black wainut caps
and arms; the pulpit and communion rail sre
made to conform: with the paws, and are built of
be same materials, all the other flnish is of
chestnut.  The church is lighted by six semi cir-
uiar-headed windows; filed’ with figared’ ground
glass, with a narrdw border of stained glass ; the
wal.s are tinted a light buff cclour, and the oeil-
inge a light blus.. The basement is finished with
01k and chestnut—access to the lecture room,
class rooms, &e., is obtained by spacious en-
trance on the south side, with a gorridor in con:
nection with the principal entrance. The building
is warmed by two of Pond’s portable furnaces
placed in the_ lecture-room. Gas is laid op
tnroughout the building ; the church, lecture-
room and class-rooms are fited with two light
Chandeliers suspended fiom the ceiling: The
contract for the structure was taken by Mr. Gec.

THIRD QUARTERLY REPORT.
Missionary Labor.—1 have visited Indians at
Dartmouth, Hantsport, Canning, Kentville,
Halls’ Harbor, Bridgetown, Hillsburg, Victoria
Beach, Milton, Liverpool, Jordan River, and
Shelburne, and my visits were kindly received
in.all those places. Being freed from the ne
cessity of collecting funds, and also freed from
all anxiety about the support of my famuly, 1
have had much more time for direct Missionary
labor, than in former summers, and cannot but
hope that the Lord has been with me. In all
the places mentioned, I have read and expound-
e the Word of God to attentive listeners, and
have again and again been thanked for my visits,
and urged to repeat them. New cases have been
brought to my notice of Indians who have learn-
cd to read. T have distributed copies of those
portions of the Scriptures which we bave pub-
iishe', to a good many applicants, and have dis-
covered by conversation, that some whe canunot
read themselves, are quite well acquainted with
those books from having heard them read by
other Indians.

About the 26th of July, I attended their an-
nual festival of St. Ann’s, at Hillsburgh, N. S.
[lwy have a chapel at this place and several
houses, as well as a tract-of land, They had
collected there from some distance round. I
counted one day about sixty together, and sup-
pose there must have been nearly one hundred
in all. They usually remain several days to-
gether at this festival. This imaginary being,
designated St.‘Ann, is said by the “infallible
charch” to have been the virgin Mary’s mother,
and consequently the grandmether of our Lord.
She has been chosen the Indian’s patron Saint,
and to honour her, and “have a good time to
zether,” they assemb'e July 26th, of every year.
larrived on the 2Tth. The priest had beeL
there the previous day, and was expected again
on the ensuing Sabbath. Hitherto I have had
to report unfavorably respecting my attempts
to preach to the Hillsburgh Indians, or as they
lesignate the place Elsebkook. But on this ec-

sing among themi to my heart’s content. A death
occurred among them one day, and 1 was pre-
sent. A lad about sixteen years old expired
and was buried on the following day. I knew
nothing of the sick boy until an alarm was
raised, and agroup 1o whom I was reading, re-
quested me to close, as a boy was dying, and all
gathered around him, according to custem, to
chant, and sing, and pray.

out grinding, the grain should be weil boiled,
until the bran of most of the kernels cracks open.
A quaantity sufficient to feed the number to be
fattened for three or four days may be boiled at
one time. If kept too long after boiling, the
grain will sour. Whea meal is fed, put & quart
of unbolted wheat flour sad & quart of Indisn
meal into s pail, snd ‘pour boiling water on it,
while stirring it repidly, until it becomes 89 thick
that it will flow slowly. This should be done
every morning. Prepare enough to last them all
day, and no longer as it will be liable to spoil. 1f
milk can be cbtained cheap, mingle a small quan-
Lity with the scalded meal after it is cool.
Prepare a feediog trough three or four inches
deep, by nsiling sirips of boards to the sides, in
s vertical manner, so that the fowls may thrust
their beads between the slats, and not be able
get to into the trough with their feet. Let feed
be kept in the trough all day; snd it will be seen
that fowls will eat s small qunatity, and often
from morning till night. Keep also a box of
sharp gravel stonesin the ysrd, as well as a dish
of quickiime, es they occasionally need s little
lime to rectify the acicity of the stomsch, Let
them have suflicient space both night snd dey,
to move about in, to insure pure sir. No ani-
mal can fatten well—not even swine—when con-
fined to e vinali aparument, where the sir appears
at all impure.

Io addiiion to these things, s shallow box of
dry sand sud ashes is very importsut for them to
roll in, in case they are infested with vermin.
Fowls magaged ia this manner will be well ;fgt-
tened in two or three weeks ; and their flesh will
be tender, buttery, ane exceedingly delicious. A
last spring’s gueling, or gebbier, or pair of black
Cuyuga dacks, prepared in the f;)ugoin‘ manaer,
will crown & Toanksgiving festive board with
luxurious viands, that would regale the palate of
old Epicurus himseif,

Fire-proof Wash for Shingles.
Mr. Johu Mears communicates the following
to the Boston Cultivator. He states thet afier
an experience of eicven years, and using seven
forges in his blacksmith shop, he has never seen
s shingle on fire, or a nailstarted. The follow-
ing is his method of preparing them :—

“ Having a large trough, I put into it & bush-
el of quick-lime, balf a bushel of refuse salt, and
five or six pounds of potash, adding water to
slack the lime and dissolve the vegetable alkali
and the gait, well knowing that picces of an old
lime pit, & soap barrel, or a pork tub, were nct
the best kindiiug stuff, and having long sipce
learned, while st the Viaeyard Sound, that bot
salt water white-wash wollld endure far longer
than that made with frésh water, absorbin.g moie-

A New Fowl.

A fearful giant in the sbape of a barn-yard
fowl bas been introduced into Scotland from
Central ladia, called the “ Begum Gayusa,” a
cut of which is given in the August number of
the American Agriculturist. The male is thirty
inches high, and «ppears like the Shangtm, ex-
cept that on the bead a couple of minute horne
rise, instead of a comb, from a heavy base which
projects some distance along the upper side of
the bill. The wattles are also larger and fuller.
he chickens of this kind of fowl, it is reported,
grow to the weight of eight pounds at seven and
eight months old—limbs of course included.
We have uo account of the laying properties.

To Stop BLEEDING.—Asa Kemper, of Ross
county, Ouio, writes to the American Agricul-
turalist that bleeding from a wound, on man or
beast, may be stopped by a mixture of wheat
flour and common salt, in ¢qual parts, bound on
with a clotB. If the bleeding be profuse, use a
large quantity, say from one to three pints. I’
may be left on fer hours or even days, if neces-
sary. Io this manner he saved the life of a
borse whhich was bieeding from a wounded ar-
tery ; the bieedivg cessed in five minutes after
the application. It was left on three aays, when
it worked locse, was easily removed, and the
wound scon healed.
