Reduction In Price Of Cement;

! In November, 1910 it was announced
that the price.of cement has been reduc-
ed. That announcement was admitted
by many as corroborative of the opinion
that the merging of the cement interests
in Canada would prove a good thing for
the public. E 3

i The theory of a consolidation such as
q}:e Canada Cement Company are work-
ihg upon the idea of increasing 'con-
sumption by lowering prices, rather
than curtailing production and obtaining
higher prices is clearly shown . by . its
President’s report to the shareholders
at the last annual meeting, wlen it
stated: “It is-confidently expected "that
the increased demand and increased out-
put will result in further savings in the
cost of manufacture and distribution,
and it is the policy of your Director to
give your customers the benefit of these
reductions.”

This is further evidenced by the an-
nouncement, which was made on Nov-
ember 18t 1911, of a still further reduc-
tion’ in the price of cement. The re-
duction in some districts is 10c per bar-
rel, and in others, 5c. On the whole it
would probably average 7c a barrel.
This reduction with the reduction made
last year means a very large saving to
the cement consumers of Canada.

We trust that the éxpectations of low-
er cost voiced by the President of the
Canada Cement Company, will be real-
ized again next year, so that the com-
pany may continue its policy of giving
the benefit of these reductions to its
customers—thereby enlarging the uses
to which cement may be put,

A Narrow Escape.

There came very nearly being a vac-
ancy on Kinloss Council Board and an-
other one in the bank balance of West
Wawanosh council in consequence of an
accident which befell Henry Mathers
and his wife one evening last week.

Forestry Bulletin.

An interview with an engineer given

recently in a western paper to the effect’

that there is abundant timber on the
line of the Hudson Bay Railway is an
illustration of the misapprehension in re-
gard to this matter that exists in the
public mind. Because there are large
acres of land in the north on which there
is timber of some kind, the conclusion is
reached that it is all of present value
and that the country has an unlimited
supply. As a matter of fact a careful
inspection of the timber along the line
of the Hudson Bay railway made in the
years 1910 and 1911, by the Foresty
Branch of the Department of the inter-
ior, shows that there .is not enough
mature timber along the line of that
railway to build the road. There are no
prairie districts of any extent along the
route, there are trees everywhere, but
owing to repeated fires the forest is,
except on the ‘merest fraction of the
area, to small for commercial purposes
and unless it can be protected from fire
until it reaches maturity, will never be
of any use to the country. Explorations
in other parts of the forested districts
tell the same tale. Everywhere fire has
worked havoc, and the forest is a mere
wreck of what it might have been if
fires could be prevented. And unless
adequate measures are taken now to
protect the young and immature forests
which form the major part of the stand,
the outlook for the future is none too
good.

If the northern forests are to continue
to be a permanent source of wealth to
the country, it is absolutely necessary
that the fire ranging system should be
extended and that proper methods of
management of the forest should be
applied, and public education to the
value of the forest is even more neces-
sary.

In Sweden, which has large extents of
northern forest, practically uninhabited,
similar to those in northern Canada, has
about climinated the fire dangerin such

districts mainly by educating her people
to the value of the forests.

Cause Of Outbreak In China.

Much of the political disaffection in
China in recent years is due to the un-
derlying hatred which the Chinese pro-
per bear their Manchus conquerors.
Although the Manchus swept down from
the north and took possession of the
Chinese throne nearly 300 years ago
there has been little mixing of their
blood with that of the native Chinese,
and the two peoples have existed side by
side, two continually clashing elements.
The Manchus were originally called in
to assist in supressing internal troubles
which threatened the overthrow of the
Ming dynasty. Their work done, they
refused to withdraw, but proceeded to
'conqucr the country for themselves.

own ruler as the first emperor of a new
dynasty, the tenth emperor of which
now reigns,

The Manchus have ruled China on
Chinese lines of polity, and in recent
years have made many efforts to conci-
liate the natives. A few yesrs ago it
was said that of the 144 officials then
forming the supreme government of the
empire only 32 were Manchus. In the
provincial administration the proportion
of Manchus chosen in the last five years
has been not more than one-fifth of the
whole number,

The real reason for this change, how-

cver, may be undoubtly found in the
marked superiority of the Chinese in the
mental equiment and in capacitp for
admininistration. Pratically all the
high Chinese officialls rise through a
long course of promotions from the
Jjunior ranks, and most of the Manchus
have found themselves outstripped
early in the race by the Chinese.
The recent widespread movement for
the cutting off of the queue or pigtail
appears to be a part of the native cru-
sade against Manchus domination. The
wearing of the queue is one of the few
really distinctive Manchu customs
which the conqueror enforced upon the
Chinese peopie.

Wm. Burkitt of the vicinity of Holy-
rood, received five pounds of potatoes
from the experimental farm at Guelph,
and had good results from them.

Use an
equal amount of mashed potatoes
and bread crumbs, seasoned with
sage, summer savory, pepper, and
salt, and moistened with beef drip-
pings or butter, and add one or two
chopped onions.

By those who value safety above al.
other investment qualities, Oanadiav
municipal bonds are held in very (anu
deservedly) high esteem. In all the history
of Canada there have been so few cases
of repudiation of municipal obligations
that this danger—always present in the
ocase of United Btates cities—may be en
sirely ignored.

The great safety of municipal bonds
has naturally resulted in these returning
a small yield, and so we have the se-
curities of the City of Toronto selling to
yield the investor less than four per cent.
—a price well above that at which New
York city bonds sell.

A municipal bond, however, cannot be
purchased with safety by one entirely un-
acquainted with the bond business. The
primary investigation into an issue of
any municipality is, of course, to see
whether or not the town .or city has
power to issue such bonds, and then it is
necessary to determine whether all the
necessary legal formulae have been fol-
lowed in passing the necessary by-laws,
etc. These investigations are usually car-
ried on on behalf of the purchasers by a
lawyer skilled in this sort of work, and
are a very necessary feature in order to
prevent loss; for were the bonds issued
illegally it is quite possible that by the
time they were due the mistake would
have been discovered and then it would
be illegal for the municipality to redeem
them.. Of course, in most instances, the
necessary legal machinery would be op-
erated to overcome this difficulty, but it
might happen that in some cases the
citizens would be glad of an excuse for
not paying the bill. Henca the oare al-
ways exercised. It is for this reason
that in all eiroular advertisements of
munioipal bonds you will note, under
each issus advertised, the words, “Legal
opinion of & Lawyer,” which means that
tho said lawyer has passed on the legality
of the issue

Municipal bonds are secured by the
tazable property in the muanieipality —
they are, in faol, &n indirect first llen
upon such property. The interest and
final repayment is met oud of tazes, and
the obligation of the munieipal bond is
legally enforcible before all other mort-
gages or other llens, It is this that makes
the bond so safe, for it is only in the
case of tho utter destructlen of a munk
olpality, or its diminution In population
to & vanishing point, that thers iy danger
of loss. The only recent oases of this
sort ocourred when OCampbellton, N. B,
and Cochrane, Ont., were wiped out by fire,
But the respective Provinoial Governments
stepped in and prevented loss to the bond
holders by guaranteeing the interest for
» sufficlent time to emable these towns
to ged on their feet once more.

Therefore, as regards safety, the Cana«
dian muniolpal bond that s legally fs-
sued, and, of oourse, for a proper pur
pose, stands in an exceptionally high
plane, provided, of course, -it s not is-
sued by a community that {s rapldly de-
olining in population or—as in the pase
of & mining town—one {n which this may
ocour at any time.

In the case of some western rural com-
munities and growing towns and villages
there is a strong tendency to over-esti-
mate the town's future, so that there is
possible a danger of over-valuing the pro-

MAN A MILLION YEARS OLD.
Geologist (‘onsi]iers Race Existed
Before Glacial Period.

That the age of man is no less
than a million years, is the conclu-
sion that Dr. W. Allen Sturge,
president of the prehistoric’socie-
ty of East Anglia, England, con-
cludes from studies based largely
on the neolithic flint instruments
found «in North West Suffolk. He
says: ‘‘Neolithic man goes back
to some period between 200,000 and
300,000 years, and it would seem
that we have not even then reach-
ed the beginning of the period.
Drift man was flourishing from
1,000,000 to about 700,000 years ago.
Neither figure is & limit; the later
figure is probably nearer a limit
than the earlier. Between the end
of the Drift and the beginning of
the Neolithic we have the great
cave periods, which would thus
seem to have occupied anything
from 200,000 to 400,000 years. Be-
hind Drift man are vast ages of
which we are only beginning to get
the first glimpses.

““But it now seems evident that
man was already on the earth in
early Pliocene times, and we must
not be surprised if proofs are ulti-
mately brought forward that genus
homo goes back even farther than
that.

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CONDITIONS IN SIBERIA.

Population Increases at Rate of
Half a Million a Year.

The population of Siberia, mow
eleven millions, increases at the
rate of half a million per annum.
Siberia , contains two contiguous
districts, capable of being eivilized,
each as large as Prussia, viz., the
plain in the Government of Tobolsk,
east of the Urals, and north of
the Trans-Siberian railway,
the steepe in the Government of
Tomsk, south of the railway to the
Altai mountains.
tricts have the dcnsest popu-
lation of any in Biberia, raise the
most grain, produce the most but-
ter, and use the most agricultural
and other machinery. The moun-
tain districts of Middle Siberia
only have a few cultivable valleys
along the rivers, and there is still
less useful land east of Lake Baikal.

In no country was a railway
destined to work such changes asin
Siberia, although it runs exactly
on the old trading route. The
huge difficulties incident to travel
and transportation in pre-railway
times had developed a condition
where all trading was transacted
once a year, while roads and rivers
were passable, at markets or fairs,
and merchandise was nauled, in as
many months as it now takes days,
to its ultimate destination. Trad-
ing instincts naturally developed
in a speculative direction and mono-
poly was the ideal of the Siberian
trader. Prices were subject to
rapid and great variation.

LIVE STOCK MARKETS
TORONTO.

The railways reported 90 carloads of
live stock at the city market, comprising
1325 cattle, 1741 hogs, 1824 sheep and
lambs and 131 calves.

The quality of cattle generally was not
good.

Selling cattle yesterday was no easy
stunt. It was a slow, sticky market, at
declines registered on Monday at the
Union Yards, and in fact, some of the
dealers said it was worse.

Selling light steers and heifers yester-
day was a matter of hard peddling.

"| Some of the salesmen who had been on

the job from the opening of the market
to the close had not been able to make
aclcarancc, despite industrious peddl-
ing. Buyers wanted few or none and
were hard to interest, and, in fact, many
of them were not in the humor to look
at cattle, especially the class that was
on sale. Tne result was that there was
a lot of light cattle still unsold at the
close of the market.

Butchers.—Geo. Rowntree, bought
for the Harris Abattoir Company 397
cattle, as follows: Butchers’ steers and
heifers, $5 10 to $5 90; cows, $3 50 to $5;
bulls, $2 80 to $5 25; canners and cutters
$2to $3.

Besides those bought by Mr. Rown-
tree, there were many light steers and
heifers bought to kill at prices ranging
from $3 30 to $4 75.

Stockers and feedrs.— The market for
stockers and feeders was quiet, not
many buyers being on the market,
especially farmers. Stockers were
quoted at from $3 25 up to $4, and feed-
ers, 800 to 1100 lks., at $4 25 to $5.

Milkers and Springers.—There was not
as much activity displayed on the mark-
et for milkers and springers, especially
for the medium class of milkers and late
springers. Prices ranged from $40 to
$75, and we heard of two top notch cows
going at $90.

Veal calves—There was a heavy run
of rough grassy, heavy calves, 250 to
275 lbs each, that sold at $3 to $3 50,
veal calves of choice quality sold at $5
to $7 50 per cwt., and a few extra qual-
ity at $8 to $8 25 per cwt.

Sheep and Lambs.—Another heavy
supply of over 2000 sheep and lambs at
the two markets had the effect of keep-
ing prices down to Monday’s quotations,
as follows: Sheep $3 to $3 73, and lambs
at $5 to $5 25 per cwt.

Hogs.—Mr. Harris was paying $6 75
for selects, fed and watered at the
market, and $6 40 was the price quoted
to drovers at country points for hogs f.
0. b. cars, which would mean about $6 25
to the farmer. There were 2500 hogs
reported at the two markets for the
day’s receipts.

Shot Proved Fatal.
