Said, which place is reported to be full 
ot refugees. Yesterday large numbers 
of persons were brought from Ismalia by 
a German man-of-war, being chiefly Ger­
man refugees from Cairo, Tan tali and 
other towns in the interior. They bring 
alarming reports of the doings of the 
natives at Tan tali.
