Horrible‘F;roc;edure", They Say
This Forcible Feeding.

An Appeai is Made to Ex
President Roosevelt.

[Canadian Press Despatch]

LONDON, April 1—The campaign
was continued to-day with more en-
ergy than ever on behalf of Miss
Zelie Emerson of Detroit, the mili-
tant suffragette, who is undergoing
two months’ imprisonment in Hollo-
way jail for window breaking and
whose case has awakened widespread

| ifiterest owing to her sufferings from

the forcible feeding in prison after
she had started a hunger strike.

A cablegram was sent to Theodore
Rosevelt ‘'by Beatrice Harraden, the
well-known authoress and suffragette
which said:

“I cannot bglieve that American
men, a number of whom expressed
to me during my recent visit to Am-
erica, their horror at the system of
forcible ‘feeding, will remain indif-
ferent when they learn that their fel-
low country-woman, Miss Zelie Em-
erson is now beinz forcibly fed in
Holloway jail and is in a precarious
condition. Surely they will wish to
protest against a continuation of this
barbarity.” ¢

Following a suggestion made by
Baron Von Horst of San Francisco

|a number of suffragettes ‘are collect-

ing various instruments used in the
forcible feeding of prisoners. These
include screws and pliers used to
force the jaws apart, feeding tubes
and other utensils. The collection has
been lent by doctors friendly to the
suffragists. It .will be exhibited first
in New York and then im other Am-
erican cities and will afterward be
offered as a =ift to the Smithsonian
Institute.

“The Ohio River at Cincinnati on
Tuesday morning was at a stage of
60.8 feet, 19.8 feet above flood stage.
It will probably remain, about this
stage duririg the next 24 hours and
then begin to slowly fall

morning was within 0.3 feet of ‘a
stage of 45 feet and still rising. The
Cairo stage was 53.2 feet, 8.2 feet
above flood . stage.

“The flood is expected to reach
New Orleans between April 20 and
30 and at up-river stations
pondingly earlier.”

Ploughing Will be Somewhat,
Retarded Owing to Heavy |
Snowfall.

WINNIPEG, April 1.—With a view
to ascertaining general conditions
throughout the country and the prob-
able date for the commencement of
scéding, the Free Press gathered 200 |
reports, a summary of which shows |
that while snow is deep at a number
of points, varying from 13 inches to
three feet, on the whole the land is
clear, 2nd that seeding will be general
between April 15 and 20. While this
is on an average 12 days later than
1912, there may casily be a better
recotd, as the early seeding of 1912
was followed by two weeks of very
heavy frosts, which.damaged consid-
erably the grain in the groynd, which
had to be re-seeded.

Snowfall thronghout the whole
three provinces has beén unusually
heavy, and there is abundance of mois-
ture in some $ections, so much that it
will retard plowing. Many districts,
especially in Manitoba, report plow-
ing behind. On the other hand, a
large number report a larger percent-
age of cultivated land ready for seed
this year than has been the case for
the last five years.

With reference to the percentage of
the crop of 1912 still to be marketed,
replies indicate from 15 to 20 per cent.
of the crop is still in the hands of ‘the
producer. One point reported 50 per
cent. of the crop still in the farmers’
hands. One or two places reported as
high as 35 and 40 per cent., but on the

Edible Flowers of Butter Trees.

By far the most remarkable of -edi-
ble flowers is that tulled from the but-
ter tree of 1ndia, - The blossoms of this
singular tree are-the chief means of
subsistence with the Bhils and other
Indian hill tribes. An average tree
yields from 200 to 350 pounds of pulpy,
bell shaped flowers that, when they
drop off during March and April, .the
hot months of the Indian year, are
eagerly gathered by the natives. They
have when fresh a peculiar and lus-
sious taste, but the fragrance of them
is not pleasant and is best and most
briefly described as “‘mousy.” Usually
they are cured in the sun, shrivel
one-fourth of their size and then re-
semble nothing so much as raisins.
The natives prepare them for food by
boiling or using them in sweetmeats.—
Suburban Life Magazine.

The Potato.

Whoever may have introduoced the
potato into England, according to Dr.
Doran’s “Table Traits,” it was not
known in North America in 1586, when
Raleigh’s colonists there are said to
have sent it over to us.
