TO SCHOOL BY AUTOMOBILE

Holcomb, in Kansas, has adopted a 
novel plan for securing the attendance 
of children at school.

The town, barely more than a ham- 
1, i has what is said to be the largest 
and finest consolidated grade and high 
school iyr'all. Kansas. It serves a school 
district area of 125 square miles, with 
an i ni roll ment this year of 500 pupils.

Holcomb is just now claiming the 
attention of Western educators because 
of its eminently efficient school system. 
A concrete road recently constructed 
has Wen an important factor.

Of the 500 pupils enrolled, 380 are 
taken to and from school by bus. Eleven 
of these are in use daily, ana a twelfth 
is held in'reserve. The busses travel 
about 300 miles a day, making an aver­
age of a little over twenty-seven miles 
a day for each one, or less than four­
teen mile» for the afternoon trips.

Thus the children are carried quickly, 
comfortably and safely.

One of the easiest things in the world to do is to criticize. U is 

the most popular form of amusement with some people, and we re 
forced to admit we’ve several citizens addicted to the habit. At pres­
ent they’re directing their criticism to the retail merchant.

Maybe the merchant doesn’t deserve all the mean things said 
about him. Probably, in his case, as in most other cases of yioleet 
criticism, a better Understanding of his position would soften the judg­
ment of the party doing the criticising. At .any rate, the merchants 
we know personally are average good fellows -and they declare that 
they are being made the particular goats of this fault-finding.

But, even at that, we suggest that they be more frank with the 
public. If their profits are not great, as they say, they might try 
quoting a few more prices in their advertising, that the public could 
see, and compare them with those quoted by merchants in other 
towns. Nothing could silence the critic more quickly than to read 
each week a list of prices of commodities offered for sale by His home 
merchant. He has a fair idea of what they cost, so he could do his 
own figuring. He would then have no come-back. It simply would 
mean that the critic would have the ground cut from beneath him, 
and he would have no foundation upon which to base an argument.

Merchants in many towns have broken up criticism through 
newspaper advertising through quoting prices right out where 
everybody could see them.’ We invite the home merchant to apply 
the same remedy.

• largely for locomotive fuel and for bunk- 
. ering ships. It it used by industrial pow­

er plants in Eastern Canada and for 
the manufacture of coke ter supply the 
iron and steel fomaces at Sydney. -It is 
also used to a large extent as a domestic 
fuel throughout the Maritime Provinces. 
For domestic use the output of parti­
cular mines and selected seams is em­
ployed, but even At that many consum­
ers in the cities of Halifax and St. John 
and at other points prefer to pay a much 
higher price for Pennsylvania, or Welsh 
anthracite. Much of the Nova Scotia 
coal is high in sulphur and for the man­
ufacture of metallurgical coke a careful 
selection of the coal is necessary. The 
coal so used is further washed to reduce 
Its ash and sulphur content. In 1914 
over 2,600,000 tons of Nova Scotia coal 
were marketed In the province of Que­
bec. During the war this market, was 
almost entirely lost but by 1922 had 
been regained to the extent- of about 
60 per cent.

Production during the first six months 
of 1923 showed a decided improvement 
over the corresponding period of 1922 
with an increased production of 
a million tons and with largely 
shipment to the Montreal market con­
tracted for. ’

It is estimated that the strike during 
July caused a loss in output of about 
400,000 tons. It also resulted in a loss 
or some of the sales that had been made 
in the Montreal market. Within two 
weeks of the resumption of mining, how­
ever. the daily output again reached 
a high level.

Practically every colliery is working 
at maximum output consistant with 
the available labour for work at actual 
mining. A persistent shortage in the 
number of miners has been increased 
through considerable numbers joining 
the ranks of the harvesters going to 
Western Canada. YetSespite these 
drawbacks If there are no further seri­
ous interruption* to output the 1923 
production may exceed that of any of 
the past six years.

At the present time large expendi­
tures are being made on permanent 
improvements that will contribute ma­
terially to a better and safer production 
of coal. ,

With labour conditions jm a more

Quebec 
and the Maritime Provinces have not 
as yet made similar provision, anfl de­
pendent widows and children in these 
provinces in consequence are left to 
their own resources, to sink or swim.

Those eligible are women left depen­
dent whose miebanda are dead or per­
manently disabled in body or mind. 
In Saskatchewan widows only, in On­
tario deserted wives or any othi 
deemed by the Superintendent properly 
included are eligible. The amounts grant­
ed vary In different Provinces. For ex­

We have not the figures for Alberta 
and Ontario.

On one night recently when hi 
cut open the safe in Blenkhom 4 Sons 
office here, using a light weight axe found 
on the premises for their purpose; they 
acquired little cash, but certainly did 
some splendid advertising of the qual 
ity of the edge tools made by that con 
cem. We can only hope this will com 
pen sate for the loss of the safe.

Axe manufacturing is a public instil u 
tion of which the town is justly proud 
About I860 Tiroes Blenkhom andBen 
jamin. Eaton commenced axe making 
in a building known as the " Factors " 
about where the Bigelow mill, now oper- 
ated by the Melvin Bros., stands. After 

disastrous fire of 1866 Benj. Eaton 
and sons Everett and Edwin, known 
as B. Eaton & Sons, continued mam» 
factoring at Sheffield Mills, and Jas. 
Blenkhom operated a time in what is 
now the bam of his homestead, n< 
owned by Amon Bigelow. Later, asso­
ciated with his son Sidney, they used 
a shop just east of Bigelow s mill on the 
comer next Main street.

An Old Country paper gives the fol­
lowing account of a new type of box 
or ‘‘case”, as it is termed in the British 
fruit trade, Which is being tried out in 
the shipment of apples from Australia:

THE APPROACH OF MARS

At present Mars appears as a mod­
erately bright star, and may be found 
in the early morning slightly to the 
south of due east. It is worth while to 
find Mars now, for it will be possible 
to watch from time to time, and see 
the planet gradually grow brighter as 
the months pass and the Earth gets 
nearer and nearer. Our world is ac­
tually racing after Mars. It is a long 
race; it will be nearly ten months, dur­
ing which our world will travel about 
two hundred and forty million miles 
after him, before the Earth in her or­
bit will “draw level” with Mars in his.

This will be be about August 22 and 
23 next year, when the Earth and Mars 
will come exceptionally close to each 
other, and little more than thirty-five 
million miles toll separate them. This 
will be closer than anyone living has 
ever seen Mars, and closer than he will 
be seen for a hundred years to come. 
The last time that he approached near­
ly as close as he will come next year 
was in 1845. At present Mars is about 
two hundred and twenty-five million 
miles away, far beyond the Sun; but 
every day the Earth reduces this, speed­
ing at eleven hundred miles a minute, 
whereas Mars does on an average only, 
nine hundred miles a minute.

During the next ten months Mars 
will appear to grow in size; at present 
he looks like a tiny little globe, almost 
devoid of detail and no larger than Ur­
anus appears, August next Mars will 
be about 30 seconds of arc wide and 
telescopically will appear to have grown 
from the size of a redcurrent to a big 

By then Mars will appear 
about as large as Jupiter, and the con­
tinents, seas, and’ changing areas of 
vegetation will be easy to see in mod­
erate-sized telescopes.

This will be a splendid opportunity 
for gaining much knowledge about the 
fainter markings and the so-called canals.
