WHO ARE UPON TRIAL f
It will probably be taking a correct 

view of the great Pacifie Btihray contest 
if we consider its first stage to hare been 
now passed, and if we look upon the 
meeting of the Royal Commission of 
Judges, for actual business, as the open­
ing of the second act in the drama. By 
dint of constant reiteration, those who 
speak for the Opposition have pretty well 
persuaded their friends that only Minis­
ters and certain suppo rters of theirs are 
upon trial, and that Opposition leaders 
have nothing to do with the matter, and

The powers of the Superior Courts 
are to attach witnesses in civil cases for 

pt in dissobeying a subpoena, and 
by that process to insure their appearance 
for examination; and although no witness 
can be compelled to answer if he chooses 
to refuse, yet he can be imprisoned for 
contempt in persisting in such refusal, 
if the questions asked are such as he ought 
to answer. The Commissioners under 
the Royal Commission have these identi­
cal powers, as they are expressly 
given, ihe powers of every court in 
tivü cases, and if their subpoenas to at­
tend and give evidence be disobeyed, 
they have the power, if they choose to ex­
ercise it, of enforcing the attendance of 
the witnesses subpoenaed ; and we trust 
that they will not hesitate to put their 
authority in force, whether they are 
threatened with the vengeance of the 
House of Commons by imprisonment, or 
with being mulcted in pecuniary damages 
in a civil action by the parties who may 
choose to defy their authority.

We trust that all persons who are 
summoned in this matter will remember 
that this Royal Commission is a Com­
mission to enquire ; that it requires 
neither plaintiff ner defendant, complain­
ant nor informer ; that it can act of 
its own mere motion, summon any one 
to appear before it, and interrogate 
him of its own accord- It has 

that lack of material to work upon,
the -McMullen correspondence alone 
affords it an ample field for investiga­
tion. It may be that prudential reasons 
wall keep some of these Grit witnesses 
back. It may be that it will suit an ex­
cellent purpose to stand upon the privi­
leges of the Commons, and to seek mar­
tyrdom by imprisonment, as a claim upon 
the people in assertions of the people’s 
rights, but we tell those men who have 
stirred up this great scandal that 
they cannot now escape the con­
sequences, by keeping back from the in­
vestigation on the pretence of popular 
rights.

These two gentlemen and the 
other directors of the enterprise have 
asked, and in one or two instances ob: 
tained, bonuses from the townships on 
the strength of a subscribed capital of 
$720,000. The viiiageoooncil of Richmond 
had under deliberation the propriety of 
submitting a bonus by-law to the rate­
payers, and in the course of their nego­
tiations with the Managing Director, who 
was present, some astounding facts came 
to light. The following is a report of the 
proceedings :—

CA NADIA N. SOCIETIES — THEIR 
WORK AND MISSION.

The visit of the Duke of Manchester 
to Canada will be sure to give a fresh in­
terest to thet Colonial question in Eng­
land. He cannot miss being called upon, 
when he returns home, to give his impres­
sions of Canada and ita people, and what 
he haa, to eay on the subject will com­
mand attention. The Canadian Societies 
were fortunate, indeed, in having their 
annual gatherings the other day, at a 
time when so distinguished a visitor as 
the President of the Colonial Society was 
at hand. The event will, in all proba­
bility, turn out to have “made the 
“fortune," so to speak, of the Canadian 
Societies» sad we may expect that there 
will speedily be large accessions to their 
membership, and that soon almost every 
city, town and village will have ita Cana­
dian Society. It is an event which will 
probably do more for the spread of the 
Societies than might have resulted from

Kars of ordinary progress. And it will 
in order to point out that, with the 
new importance which is likely to wtach 

to the organization, a new responsibility, 
hitherto scarcely felt at-all, devolves upon 
its officers and members. In proportion 
as they recognize this increased responsi­
bility, and worthily acquit themselves of 
it, will be the usefulness of the Society.

In speeches made at gatherings < 
“Pioneers," “Canadian Societies," ar 
such like organizations, two things are 
constantly bmng brought forward, love of 
British connection and assertion of Ca­
nadian nationality. Some may think the 
latter word too strong, but there is really 
no other in our language that so well con­
veys the meaning of what is really felt. 
The Englishman has his national feeling 
as such, so also has the Irishman and the 
Scotchman, each for himself, but neither 
of the three is on that account the lees a 
loyal subject of the Qurkn and a citizen 
of the Empire. It would be unreason­
able to say that what the Englishman, 
the Irishman or the Scotchman may in­
dulge in is forbidden to the Canadian. 
The Empire will "be all the stronger and 
more coherent the more that each one of 
its separate sections respects itself and 
exhibits the manly virtue of self-asi 
tion. The central authority must 
respected, but too much of a cringing 
dependence upon it for inspiration woul< 
be a sign of the decay of the true patriot­
ic spirit. Let it be remembered, how­
ever, that the problem of harmonizing 
British connection and Canadian nation­
ality is, after all, one not to be solved off 
hand, and that there are difficulties to be 
encountered in the task. On their own 
shewing, the Canadian Societies have 
taken this task upon themselves, and have 
before the world shouldered the respon­
sibility. As their numbers and import­
ance increase, so also will the weight of 
the doty they are taking upon them­
selves. By the simple fact of their exist­
ence they make profession that 
they have patriotic feelings, not 
only as British subjects, but 
something besides — as Canadians, 
British."subjects they are, to be sure, but 
they are this and something more. This 
additional patriotic feeling, that which 
they have as Canadians, has its ample 
vindication and warrant ; its existence is, 
in fart, its sufficient vindication. The 
Canadian feels that he has a right to be 
proud of his country. He only wonders 
that the sentiment has been so long in 
manifesting itself, as it is now doing, and 
he hopes that, now a promising start has 
been made, it may rapidly grow and pro­
gress. The creation of the Dominion 
was a vast step forward ; it gave to the 
name of Canada a new signification. 
Meantime, though the mere existence 
of the feeling is, as we have -said, 
its own justification, it may be 
worth while to make statement of one 
special reason why it ought to be culti­
vated and encouraged, and why ita 
growth should be regarded as something 
not of sentimental interest merely, but 
also of great practical value, aa an aid to 
our country’s material progress.

Numbering over four millions our­
selves, we have for our immediate neigh­
bours a people numbering nine times as 
many, or nearly forty millions. No 
more self-asserting people, or with a 
greater intensity of national feeling than 
our neighbours, are to be found in the 
world. Unless we develope strongly the 
same feeling amongst ourselves, we shall 
not be able to hold our own with them, 
or to maintain our proper position. 
The sentiment of British citizenship is 
not enough, it is too diffused, does not 
touch closely enough to be efficient. To 
be citizens of an Empire on which the sun 
never sets is a proud boast, but looking 
all over the globe destroys concentration 
of effect. The Canadian bom has read 
about the Mother'Country, has heard his 
father toll of it, perhaps, but may him­
self never see it or set a foot in it. 
He has seen the States, however, or may 
veiy conveniently, and the near at hand 
impresses the mind more than the far dis­
tant In the homely old proverb, “out 
“of sight out of mind," a profound 
truth is expressed, and the patriotic 
spirit requires something at hand and 
present to thé senses to sustain it. If 
events had been so ordered that we had 
lor our neighbours people of another

THE VIOLENCE OT FACTION.
From the 14th of August when < 

Globe abused Earl Dueebrin for having 
acted constitutionally, as it admitted on 
the day previous, the whole Grit press 
has never ceased to attack his Excellency 
with the foulest language.

In that crisis he again displayed his anxi­
ety for a searching inquiry by offering a 
Royal Commission ; but therein he was 
thwarted by Messrs. Blake and Dorioh. 
Immediately Mr. Huntington came out 
with portions of his evidence. McMul­
len wss the only witness for the prosecu­
tion, mud hie statements were unequivo­
cally contradicted by the Government, 
Sir Hugh Allan, Sir Francis Hikcks, 
Hon. Mr. Alü-;;, TT >n. Mr. Ouimet,and 
by every other person in the slightest de­
gree implicated. At that juncture the 
Opposition determined upon the most ex­
traordinary policy of asking the Governor- 
General to accept as true the bare word 
of the Chicago witness, regardless of the 
oaths and solemn declarations of the ac­
cused. His Excellency refused to do that 
“ Is the Governor-General,” said he to 
the Cartwright Committee, “ upon the 
“ strength of such evidence as this, to 
“ drive from his presence gentlemen who 
“ for years have filled the highest offices 
“ of State, and in whom, during the re- 
“ cent session, Parliament has repeatedly 
“ declared its continued confidence 1 ”

It was this refusal to prejudge the case 
that brought upon him the storm of abuse 
which is now raging. They knew full 
well in their hearts that he could not con­
stitutionally do otherwise than prorogue 
the House on the 13th inst. They were 
not disappointed there — but they 
thought, and yet think, that to please 
them he might have committed an out­
rage upon justice by accepting their Mc­
Mullen as infallible, and their ex parte 
case as indisputably true. If the “ Re- 
“ form" rank and file will look at the 
matter without bias, prejudice, or regard 
for office, they must admit that the at­
tacks of their organs on Earl Dueebrin 
are uffmerited, uncalled for, and disgrace 
fuL The violent course of some of the 
Quebec and Nova Scotia journals was to 
be expected under any circumstances ;

A dereliction of duty on the part of the 
various Boards of Trade will necessitate 
delay on the part of the Government in 
dealing with the appointment of In­
spectors, especially as regards butter, of 
which all packages of fifty pounds weight 
and over will be subject to compulsory 
inspection ; while, so far as we are aware, 
there are no Inspectors of this article, 
under any Art. hitherto in force, upon 
whom the Government may fall back in 
the absence of the necessary action.being 
taken by the Boards of Trade. Possibly 
the diletoriness of certain of these bodies 
has arisen from their -uncertainty ia to 
the intended action of the Government 
with regard to those provisions of the 
Act which prescribe certain lizes and 
qualities of packages, and which will 
render necessary, if enforced, the re­
packing of four-fifths of the butter now 
awaiting shipment.

If they are exercising themselves on 
this account, we venture to say they do 
so unnecessarily. Several leading firm 
here and elsewhere have been informed 
by the Department having charge of the 
administration of this Act, that the Gov­
ernment are alive to the. objections 
pointed out, and have intimated un- 
mistakeably that st-pe will be taken to 
prevent an Act framed in the interest of 
commerce being made by too stringent an 
interpretation of its minor provisions, to 
result in its serious injury.

THE ADJUTANT-GENERALSHIP.
The vacancy caused by the resignation 

ôl Oolonel-RoBBRTsoN Roes may be ex­
pected to bring a deluge of applications 
for the coveted post. We have heard 
the names of several volunteer officers in 
our own service coupled with this import­
ant appointment, but we have no hesita­
tion in saying that the service would suf­
fer were any such unfortunate selection 
to take place. Those who wild confer 
the honour on Miy other individual than 
one trained in her Majesty’s regular 
army, think more of the recipient of the 
prize than of the Department which he is 
called on to control The appointment is 
an honour, therefore let it be conferred, 
on one of ourselves and not on a stranger. 
This is their line of argument. Our own 
argument is that no officer selected 
from the Canadian Militia would com­
mand the respect of his late associates as 
thoroughly as a man of distinguished 
merit in the field, and theoretically quali­
fied by the studies of the Staff College 
for the development of the system as he 
finds it here. No mere military jack-in- 
office, nor yet a pedantic theorist is want­
ed. Above all things a soldier who com­
bines fame and experience in his profes­
sion with the sense and adaptability of a 
man of the world, is required. The Ad­
jutant-General muet win the respect and 
cordial co-operation of those responsible 
to his authority. The farther we date 
from the stimulating incentive of actual 
service, the harder it is 'going to be 
to fill the ranks of our active militia and 
volunteers with suitable material. And 
this applies as well to officers as to men. 
We must at this juncture secure the ser­
vices of the beet available man, and if to 
other necessary qualifications he adds 
that of being already acquainted with the 
country, we have made some advance in 
our search for “ the right man in the 
“ right place.”

Among other names, some of them we 
must admit worthy of the highest con­
sideration, has been mentioned that of 
Colonel Middleton, who was long quar­
tered in Canada a few years ago with the 
20th regiment. In point of distinguish­
ed services, this gallant officer more than 
fulfils all the requirements. In the New 
Zealand war, serving with the 58th regi­
ment he saw much of that kind 
of warfare that an invasion of our own 
forest frontier might also illustrate. 
Merftioned in despatches and decorated 
with a medal for gallant services in our 
sister colony, Colonel Middleton was 
destined to add greatly to his renown in 
the course of the troubles in India in 
1857-8. He was iu the advance on Luck' 
now, for the success of which so much is 
due to Colonel Maude, V.C., O.B., at 
present a resident in this city, and he 
was no less than three times mentioned 
In despatches. He was several times in 
action and was eventually rewarded with 
a Brevet-Majority. As Deputy Judge 
Advocate and Aide-de-camp to General 
LuAKD.ho took part in many subsequent 
engagements. As Brigade-Major he as­
sisted at the reduction of the 
Oude forts, Mid earned a medal 
with clasps before the clow of the o 
paign. Colonel Middleton is no less fit­
ted for the post he aspires to on the 
ground of high professional education, he 
being at this time employed at home as 
one of the chief instructors in the Staff 
College. Colonel Middleton has such a 
knowledge of Canada and Canadians as 
would prevent him from falling into 
many errors that a person unacquainted 
With our social and political system 
might readily blunder into. Hia marriage 
with a French-Uamuiian lady gives him 
an interest and a stake in this country 
that we naturally like to recognize in per­
sons promoted to hou< ur amongst us.

The Zanzibar Contract.—This contract 
has been the occasion of much angry discus- 

in English Parliamentary circles, and 
led a few days ago to Mr. Lowe’s resignation, 
though no one thought for a moment of im­
pugning his integrity. It may be of interest 
to state briefly what the foes was all about. 
The facts are these The poet route be­
tween England and Zanzibar is indirect, via 
Bombay. Sir Bartie Frere had bee» Gover­
nor of Bombay for several years, and wm 
considered in all respect* a responsible per­
son to be entrusted with the charge of the 
Zaosibar mail route. When hi* contract ex­
pired he was no longer Governor, but sought 
to have the contract renewed nevertheless, 
and his faithful performance of the duty for 
a number of years entitled his application to 
favourable consideration, particularly as 
was again going to the East. The bids : 
the contract were public, but the Govern 
ment of course "did not bind itself to ac­
cept the lowest or any bid.” Sir Barite 
Frere happened to ba the highest bidder. He 
had previously executed the service, 
knew its cost, which his competitors proba­
bly did not know. In any ease Mr. Lowe, 
being sure of the competency of Sir Bartie 
Frere, and perhaps not so sure of My com­
petitors, awarded him the contract at £11, 
000 per annum in excess of the lowest bid. 
This action was felt to be a mistake, but al­
though Mr. Lowe has been rather roughly 
criticised his reputation is not supposed to 
suffer.

Human Longevity. —Given that long life 
desirable, people in England will 

gratified by an annual report of the Re­
gistrar-General, just imbfished, which 
establishes, from the Census returns of 1871. 
the remarkable fact that the average dura 
tion of life in*Eogland at present ia within a 
small fraction of forty-one years. In other 
words, if we strike a mean between the 

nber of thoee who die in infancy or in- 
youth (and it must ba remembered that in- 
fant mortality is always in large proportion] 
ud the people who live to old age, is will 
be found that forty-one years represent the 
average span of life. This is a remarkable 
expansion of the average duration of life. 
It is not so long since twenty-five years was 
accounted the mean rate, and even at. 
present most persons, if questioned on the 
subject, would probably answer that the 
average is not more than thirty years. It 
has long been certain that the lives of Eng­
lishmen are growing to an ordinary 
duration such as their ancestors did not hope 
for. EriJeooe of this fact is found scattered 
everywhere through history and literature. 
Men were accounted venerable a century 
two back who would scarcely be regarded 
beyond their prime now. “ Old John 
Gaunt, time-honoured Lancaster,” would, 
he were living in our days, have to seek for 
some other honour than that conferred by 
his years. Our public men now are only re­
garded ae mature enough for the confidence 
of the public when they have attained an 
age which in former generations would have 
been held to entitle them to retirement from 
work. The rule, says the Daily News, 
which allows men in the House of Commons 
to claim exemption from attendance on Com- 
mitteeS when they have passed the age ol 
sixty would, if generally availed of, deprive 
the Committees now of the servioes of their 
most active and energetic members. De­
spite all the increasing wear and tear and 
high pressure of life, our people keep living 
longer and longer. The fact was nevermade 
so clear as in the statistics of the Registrar-

Assault and Battery.—A brutal attack 
upon a Mr. Gray, of Brixton, near London, 
by thieves, leads some ef the London papers 
to question thé sufficiency of punishments 
in vogue for personal assaults. In the pre­
sent case, the victim was terribly beaten 
about the head and face, so that his teeth 
were broken. His face was severely wound­
ed. and his eyes were so much injured that 
his sight was for a long time after seriously 
affected. One hand, with which he strove 
to guard his face, was so maltreated that it 
is believed to have been rendered perma­
nently useless. For hia assailants saw that 
there was a diamond ring upon his finger, 
and when they had got possession of his 
watch and chain, they strove to have the dia­
mond too. The ring would not easily come 
off, and the ruffians actually endeavoured 
to tear the finger from the socket. 
They hammered at it until the bones 
were crushed, and then twisted it 
round and round, with the hope of dismem- 
bering the hand, in order to get at the ob- 
jeet of their cupidity. For this offence a 
punishment of five years’ imprisonment was 
inflicted, and the papers say it was not suf­
ficient, and the reader will be inclined to 
agree with them. But, as a rule, is it not 
the custom to view assault and battery as a 
lighter offence than it really is. A man 
steals some trifle, and is, perhaps, sent to 
prison for two years. Another inflicts a 
blow, the consequences of which may bo 
serions and permanent, but the blow ia 
called a common assault. In the one case 
the safety of property in a general sense is 
■ought to be consulted, but the most valu- 
able property a man has is his body and 
senses. There are certainly frequent fail­
ures of justice if the latter theory is worth 
anything, and people who knock other peo­
ple about to the peril of limbs or weakening 
of nerves, do not often get a quarter their

France. For the first tin e sinoe the death 
of Louis XVI. we may see in France a prince, 
born to the throne, succeeding to the dignity 
of his ancestors, without having solicited 
this succession, without having intrigued for 
it, without having resorted to violence for it, 
and we may also witness the strange fact of 
a prince renouncing his competition for 
power, and from the moat formidable of pre­
tenders becoming one of the moat loyal of 
subjects. All, this, too, occurs at a moat 
unexpected moment, and when the moat 
ardent partisans of ‘fusion* had almost aban­
doned all hope of it. The sole obstacle, in­
deed, which seems at this moment to stand 
in the way of a restoration of a French mon­
archy is the Prince himself, who for forty 
years has declared that monarchy is the 
only salvation of the country. All this 
sounds incredible, but thus it is.

“When the Assembly meets again there 
will be 400 voices raised to proclaim the 
monarchy, if, indeed, the excitement of the 
time will allow us to await patiently the 
period fixed for the reassembling of the 
Chamber. The two Conservative fractions 
together reckon 400 votes ; that ia a ma­
jority sufficient, whatever those who. are 
interested in maintaining the contrary may 
say, to proclaim the establishment of 
monarchy. There can bo no doubt that 
this majority will bo increased by some 
thirty or forty votes, and that, notwith­
standing the probable defection of the Bona- 
partbts, when the time comes for counting 
the numbers there will be found 440 in 
favour of a proclamation of monarchy 
against some 270 dissentioniate. After the 
step just taken by the Count D'e Paris, the 
crown must be offered to the Count De 
Chambord. It may, therefore, bè said that 
a relative majority of 140 votes, certain of 
the adhesion of the nation, and convinced 
of the validity of its decision, is prepared to 
proclaim the Count De Chambord as King 
of France. Everything seems prepared for 
the accomplishment of this great undertak­
ing. but still there is hesitation. That 
hesitation arises because it is not yet known 
whether the theory of Divine right will per­
mit the Comte De Chambord to reign as a 
modern king,' and tp govern in accordance 
with the roles of social justice which have 
become impressed upon French minds during 
the last eighty years.

In the event 
of the Comte’s refusal they would reply that 
it only remained for the Chamber to defini­
tively proclaim the T . ’ \ *
their adhesion to it They consider tEat the 
Comte de Chambord, being desirous st any 
price of preserving France from the Repub 
lie, which he believes would be fatal to it, 
and not wishing to renounce thé principles 
he has always professed, or to retract the 
declaration he has made, will, in consider­
ation of the Comte de Paris’ visit, content 
himself with the title of King, and will 
authorise the Comte de Paris to carry on 
the Government with the title of Regent. 
In my opinion they must be very simple
