WAGNER THE CAMPAIGNER.

One of the motions voted down 
in the House of Commons related 
to Philip Wagner, whose dramatic 
history may bfr recorded here. 
Philip Wàgner is a man of Burop 
ean birth, familiar with several 
languages, also with a gift for 
winning the confidence of ignor 
ant people, as well as the favor of 
a certain type of politicans. Pre­
vious to 1899 Wagner had been 
residing in Edmonton, and accord 
ing to the statement made by Mr. 
Oliver last year, he worked for 
the government in such a way as 
to make himself quite offensive to 
the other party. His sphere 
influence *was among the Gali 
cian and Russian people, whose 
language he spoke, and whom he

aber, Oliver
aister of the Intothy, and 

then representing Alberta, had 
Wagnor appointed government in 
terpreter at $30 a month, 
would seem that he was at the 
same time carrying on a tailoring 
business,and through the same in 
fluence was engaged to supply 
uniforms for the government 
Wagner entered npon bis duties 
in January, 1899. By the nest 
year his salary was increased 
$40 a month and he wanted more. 
In the meantime he had already 
began to take advantage of the 
confidence of the simple Galician 
emigrants. Daring the eeeond 
year Abbe Olszewski, Catholic 
missionary at Beaver Lake, wrote 
to the government making com 
plaint that Wagner was abasing 
the confidence of the poor Gali 
cian. He did not assist them at 
the land office. He had taken 
$275 from one man to pat in the 
bank and had kept it himself, 
He had sent $729 to Hamburg 
for another Galician to have 
changed, and kept the proceeds.

that be had forwarded the money, 
giving different dates, and both 
statements evidently false. He 
seems never to have paid it and 
finally the Government admitted 
liability, paid the money and the 
Galician family got their clothes 
sometime before the end of the 
winter.
OLIVER TO THE RESCUE.

At the beginning of 1901, Mr 
Oliver, who had been assisted by 
Wagner in the elections of 1900, 
wrote asking for an increase of 
pay for his friend. The Depart­
ment replied that Wagner’s deal­
ings with the Galicians were not 
so satisfactory as to justify the 
demand. In March 1901 Wagner 
was committed for trial for steal­
ing the money mentioned above 
as sent to Hamburg for exchange. 
About the same time the com 
missioner of immigration m the 
West said he had received informa­
tion which compelled him to re­
commend Wagner’s dismissal. It 
may be said here that the Jury 
disagreed on the charge of steal­
ing.
WAGNER CONVICTED AND 

SENT TO PRISON.
Two other criminal oases began 

with information laid in March 
and came to trial at Edmonton in 
July 1901. On July 18, Wagner 
was convicted of inducing an 
gnorant Galician to sign a lien 
note for $25 under a false pre­
tence. The foreigner, who could 
not speak English, gave Wagner 
: 125 and the note also in con­
nection with the purchase of a 
cow, in which transaction he had 
ought Wagner’s help, For this 

fraud Wagner was sentenced to 
two months in prison with hard 
labor. The next day he was sent­
enced to three months imprison­
ment with hard labor for stealing 
$80 given him by a oonfiing fellow 
countryman to deposit in the 
bank,
DISMISSED FROM OFFICE.

Meanwhile the Government had 
been purchasing uniforms from 
Wagner and held np the pay for 
some of them pending the settle­
ment of claims. In Aprffi 1901, 
the department of justice at Ot 
tawa was seeking information and 
evidence from the interior depart­
ment records to assist in the pro­
secution of Wagner for retaining 
some of money received from con­
fiding Galicians to pay for home­
steads. The interior department 
reported that Wagnar had sent 
no money and no application from 
Wagner. But as the officer was 

jail before this proscution
reached a head the department of 
interior was content with dis­
missing Wagner. The local com­
missioner was ordered to notify 
Wagner that his official career 
had ended May 91st, 1901. Com­
missioner Smith replied that 
notice had been given at once, but 
Wagner nevertheless continued to 
draw pay until the end of Jnne 
or a few days before he went to 
hard labor at Fort Saskatchewan. 
This was because Mr Oliver again 
interposed and declared, apparent­
ly on Wagner’s high authority 
that his friend had never received 
notice.
WAGNER NOW GETS. TWO 

OFFICES.
After bis release Wagner re­

turned to Rdmonton, where he 
resumed business and polities. 
He was there daring the election 
of 1904, and in April 1905, when 
Mr Oliver became minister of the 
interior, In less than three 
months alter |fjp fjliver became 
minister he had Wagner sp 
pointed, not to one office at $30 
or $40, but to two, at $25 and 75, 
a total of $1Q0 a month. Mr

The minister defiantly repli 
that Wagner wee in public em­
ploy, and that though he had 
been in jail he was punished as 
much because he wae a Liberal 
worker es for anything else. Yet 
the records show that Wagner 
was prosecuted by officials ap­
pointed by the government

DECEIVING THE HOUSE.
Lastly, Mr Oliver was guilty of 

deception when on March 14, 
1906, he was asked in the House 
whether Philip Wagner, an em­
ployee of his Department, had 
even been convicted and sent to 
prison. Mr Oliver's answer was 
“there is nothing on record in the 
Department of the Interior to 
show that P Wagner had served 
any time in prison.” Mr Oliver 
had several days notice of this 
question and framed his answer 
deliberately. He knew of 
Wagner’s imprisonment for he 
had discussed it a few weeks be­
fore at the public meeting at 
Edmonton. At the time that 
Wagner was tried at Edmonton, 
Mr Oliver was trying to get the 
government to pay him for the 
time following his dismissal from 
the service. Because the House 
was not then informed of the fact 
Oliver made a substantially in­
correct statement, taking advan­
tage of the fact that the record 
was in the Department of Justice 
and not his own.

PARLIAMENT ENDORSES 
WAGNER,

It only remains to [be said 
that on Tuesday George W 
Fowler, M. PM for King,8 New 
Brunswick, set forth all the above 
facts closing with the motion that 
Mr Wagner should be forthwith 
dismissed, or if he denied the 
statements that an investigation 
be held in regard to them. Mr 
Oliver opposed the motion, vio­
lently charged that the numbers 
supporting it were guilty of “gut­
ter snipe politics” and asked the 
House to kvote down the resolu­
tion. The majority of the House 
kindly did so on the usual party 
division.

THE GROWING TIME.
Mr Fielding has brought down 

a second list qf estimates of ex­
penditure for the fiscal year be­
ginning next month.

HOW THE FILES CAME TO 
CANADA.

Friday morning brought to the wit­
ness stand a Montreal lawyer, Mr. 
Busteed—from whom Mr. Barker ob­
tained some explanation. This is his 
testimony :

In the spring of 1904 Mr, Busteed 
was asked by a firm in France to col­
lect an account for some $5,000 worth 
of files and steel against Roland Pre 
fontaine, son of the Minister of Ma 
rine, and proprietor of a mill at Ste 
Agathe. Young Prefontaine tepudi 
ated the order and refused to take the 
goods. The lawyer pointed out to his 
French clients that the process of col 
lection might be tedious and costly 
He spoke to Hon. Mr. Prefontaine 
asking him in vain to assist in effect 
ing a settlement. Ultimately one Mr. 
Strubbe, of Montreal, told Mr. Bus 
teed that he would take the consign­
ment if the firm would let him have 
the goods at half price, and would 
pay him * commission of $500 be 
sides. Rather than go on with the 
suit the exporters accepted the offer

107 PER CENT. PROFIT.

Having acquired the hardware for 
$2,315 45, Mr. Strubbe immediately 
turned the goods over to Mr. Pre- 
fontalne’s department for $4,786 45, 
making a sudden profit of $2,470.90, 
or 107 per cent. It will be seen that 
Mr. Strubbe, of Montreal, like Mr. 
Lodge, of Moncton, had a happy fore­
sight. He judged beforehand that 
the Government would need all these 
files at that particular time,and wou’d 
be willing to pay twice the price which 
the seller would accept. An ordinary 
man would not have known that the 
department needed exactly the supply 
of files that had been «hipped for 
Roland Prefontaine's mill, needed 
them at the time when the purchase 
relieved the legal situation, and was 
prepared to pay a price which left with 
the middlemen more than ball ihe 
total amount.

Rev Gregory MoLellan,D D,of the teach 
log staff of St. Dunstan’s College has been 
transferred to the Cathedral. H* will be 
replaced at the College by Rev. Matthias 
Smith.

By a cloudburst oyer the valley of the 
Sazava River, in the Bohemia, on the 20th, 
sixty houses were demolished and dame, 
bridges and roads were swept away. Seven 
persons are missing.

Mr. Cecil Ward, representing a company 
of capitalists of London, has purchased a 
half million acres of land from the Canadian 
Pacific Railway Company in the Edmonton 
district. This land is to be colonized at an 
early date. The company has a capital of 
$2,000,000.

There are still about 50,000 persons in 
San Francisco dependent on the supply 
camps for food. Major General Greely 
has decided that the refugees at present 
living on the military reservation shall be 
permitted to remain where they are.

A warning was issued the other day by 
B. F Gobrioh, a Chicago bacteriologist, in 
regard to the danger from bacilli in the 
mouthpieces of telephones, particularly in 
public places. Influenza, pneumonia, diph­
theria and tubercolosis, according to Mr. 
Gobrich, lurk in the instruments.

Five women suffragists, who have been 
agitating for their cause with more zeal 
than discretion, were arrested on Friday 
in London near the home of H. H. Asquith, 
Chancellor of Exchequer, while trying to 
annoy the Chancellor-.- They declare that 
they will go to jail rather than pay a fine 
and cry out they are martyrs.

The Danish schooner Bertha sank on 
Friday near the South Goodwin Lightship 
close to Dover, England, the result of a 
collision with the Dutch Tank steamer 
American from Antwerp for New York. 
Eight of the schooner’s crew were drowned. 
The captain’s son was the only survivor. 
The American sustained no damage.

A menace to navigation in the shape of 
& steamer’s mast sticking several feet above 
the water has been reported to Sydney 
several times lately between Scatter! and 
Flint Island on the Cape Breton coast, and 
the Department of Marine and Fisheries is 
to be asked to remove it. The mast is 
thought to be that of the steamer Baines 
Hawkins which foundered off Mira Bay 
last spring.

Advices from Chicago say that twenty- 
one persons have been killed by electric 
cart in that city within fifty days.

The annual military camp of the Prov- 
icial militia commenced at Brighton 

yesterday. The grass was pretty wet for 
pitching tents ; but the pleasant weather 
of today will make the boys feel better.

AtSpringhill, N. 8., on Saturday night 
last, two men took shelter In a doorway 
of a hall from a fierce electric storm. One 
of them was instantly killed and the other 
seriously Injured.

At Ruatico on Saturday last two cows 
and a horse, owned by a man named 
Pineau, were struck by lightning. The 
cows Were killed, but the horse survived. 
The two cows were all the man had.

The Trinity Term of the Supreme Court 
opened here yesterday morning at 11 
o'clock. Chief Justice Sullivan, Mr 
Justice Hodgson and Mr Justice'Fitzgerald 
on the bench.

The Allan line has drawn up contracts 
io Glasgow for the construction of two 
new turbine liners larger than^Çhe Virgin­
ian and Victorian, lately bnilt lor the Can­
adian traffic.

An associated Press despa tch from Rome 
on Monday says that after further discus­
sion with the Propaganda, Pope Pine X 
has appointed Rev E J McCarthy, Rector 
of St Mary’s Cathedral, to be Archbishop 
of Halifax. A private despatch with re­
ference to the foregoing states that this 
announcement is official.

Remember the C. M. B. A. Tea Party 
at Vernon River, on Dominion Day, July 
2nd. The day, the admirable locality in 
which the gathering Is to be held and the 
facilities afforded for reaching the grounds 
should be sufficenfc to ensure a very large 
concourse of people. This is the very first 
opportunity of the season for an agreeable 
outing and advantage should be taken of 
it.

Cablegrams reporting the destruction of 
Sagua La Grande, a town of about 15,000 
inhabitants in Santa C ara province, Cuba, 
were received at New Orleans last Thurs­
day by Stauffer and Helman & Co. Two 
messages were received, the first announc­
ing that the town had been flooded and 
the second that it had been entirely des­
troyed by fire. The messages came from 
the firm’s representative at Havao§.
