IMPROVEMENTS TO INTAKE AND 
X CONDUIT.

Thé' water enters the upper conduit 
through two channels. One a flume- 
like structure consisting of concrete 
walls with a wooden cover. The oth­
er a 24-inch cast-iron pipe lying in or 
below the gravel bottom of this flume 
and extending beyond it some dis­
tance into the east end of Windsor 
Lake. Both of these points of intake 
are close to the surface and the qual­
ity of the water entering is affected 
at time of storm by the wave action in 
the shallow water and by local sur­
face drainage.

The 24-inch cast-iron pipe above 
mentioned does not serve any useful 
purpose nor does the upper screen 
house. In fact the greater part of the 
water appears to pass, not through 
the east-iron pipe, but through the 
concrete intake channel, finding its 
way into the main conduit below the 
upper screen house through varioris 
openings in the walls thereof, not 
primarily intended for the passage of 
the water supply.

Across the easterly end of Windsor 
Lake is a brea^w^ter cutting off an 
area of à few acres and within this 
lies the end of the-Sntake. The water 
enters this area through an opening 
in the breakwater. The location of 
the intake at the end of the Lake is 
unfortunate as the strong westerly 
winds which prevail produce violent 
wave action along this end stirring 
up the bottom and making the water 
turbid.

In winter time also great quanti­
ties of ice called “frazil” and known 
locally as slob ice. are driven towards 
the intake and give great trouble, 
making it difficult at times even with 
the most heroic efforts to keep the 
intake open.

The opening in the breakwater 
through which the water now enters, 
is quite shallow. The minimum 
depth with a full lake is less than 5 
feet. A depth considerably greater 
than this will be necessary to permit 
unrestricted flow under all condi­
tions.

The present arrangements of the
intake on all ot tlfse accounts is it
satisfactory. A new Intake pipe 3k 
inches in diameter should be laid

flume westerly for, a .distance of about 
550 ft et termiriatUig.at-a_cti.ti. at a 
point where the depth with a frill lake 
is 16 feet. The invert of the pipe at 
no point should be higher than 10 
feet below full lake level. The crib 
itsef should be a stone-filled, timber 
structure designed with openings on 
three sides generous in area in order 
to reduce the entering velocity to a 
low point, and protected with steel 
racks.

Below the junction of the 36 inch 
pipe with the intake flume a sluice 
gate should be placed, assessible from 
both sides.

With the flow into the conduit thus 
controlled, the present 24 inch cast- 
iron pipe should be removed, the-strel 
tanks and breeches taken out of the 
old screen house, and a generous 
opening for the unrestricted flow of 
water made through the foundation 
walls thereof.

The conduit should be covered with 
an adequate amount of fill. It is so 
covered over most of its length but 
in some places it is exposed to the ac­
tion of the elements. As frost is a 
most ■destructive agency to concrete 
if permitted to act upon it year after 
year it is desirable to have it covered 
to give it adequate protection.

CAPACITY OF PIPE LINES.
From the basin two lines of pipe 

extend to the city. These are de­
scribed in Mr. Ryan’s memo of Janu­
ary, 1914, as follows: The high level 
service pipe consists of 1,765 feet of

24 inch, and 11,398 feet of 16 inch, its 
lower terminus being on the high 
ground about Merrymeeting Road. 
The lower level service consists of 
1,000 feet of 24 inch and 12.205 feet of 
16 inch pipe, terminating at Rawlins’ 
Cross. These pipes are adequate to 
serve the present ordinary needs of 
the city, but their capacity is not 
great enough to serve the city satis­
factorily either under the condition of 
waste that commonly prevails during 
freezing weather, or in case of large 
fire drafts.

The minimum pressure at the low­
er ends of these supply mains which 
may be considered as giving good 
service throughout the city with, a 
well designed distribution system are 
50 lbs. at Rawlins’ Cross and 30 lbs. 
at Merrymeeting Road. The two lines 
will supply water at a rate of ap­
proximately 6.9 Million Imperial gal­
lons per day with these pressures. If 
the rate of draft be increased the 
pressure at these points will drop 
and the service will be unsatisfac­
tory. It is estimated that at times of 
extreme winter draft, without any 
fire draft, the use and waste of water 
in the city rises to a rate in excess 
of 8 Million Imperial gallons per day. 
At this high rate of flow the pressures 
which exist at these points are so lew 
as to be not at all permissible.

The reduction of a large proportion 
of the present waste would undoubt­
edly help this condition by providing 
a larger margin of capacity to take 
care of maximum rates of drafts. 
With even the greatest measure of 
success that may reasonably, be ex­
pected in the efforts to suppress 
waste, however, the maximum rate of 
draft that may be expected, will ex­
ceed the amount which can be de­
livered through these two mains un­
der the proposed arrangement.

Another condition enters here in 
the determination of the capacity of 
those supply mains. In addition to 
the purposes already stated, provision 
must be made for fire draft. If the 
system were depending upon pipe 
lines alone, these would have to be 
large enough to supply the maximum
combined rate ot draft, Under the 
proposed, arrangement with George's
Pond used as a low service reservoir

flume westerly for a distance of about fluctuations in demand at different

houjs of the day and night, and the 
demand for fire service in the low 
service/ area. The easterly supply 
mains need then have only capacity 
enough to carry the maximum 24 
hour rate of draft, not including the 
fire service.

The westerly, or high service main, 
must have capacity enough to take 
care not only of the ordinary maxi­
mum draft, but also of the fire draft 
in the high service area. A service 
reservoir near af hand for the 'high 
service area would obviate thé neces­
sity for this, but such a reservoir is 
not warranted at the present time.

The capacity of the present east­
erly 16 inch main is not nearly great 
enough to give adequate service in 
the part of the city appointed to 1 lie 
low servlee. A 20 inch main is re­
quired in addition thereto. An ad­
ditional 16 inch main does not give 
the capacity desired. A 20 inch 
main, which is the next larger size 
paralleling the present 16 inch its full 
length, gives more than enough. A 
20 inch main paralleling the present 
pipe for a distance of 10,400 feet in­
stead of 12,000 feet, increases the ca­
pacity to the required amount This 
should be laid from about the junc­
tion of the two 16 inch pipes at Ren­
nie’s Mill Road and Monkstown Road 
parallel to the 16 inch pipe, towards 
the basin, connecting at its end with 
the said 16 inch.

GATE CHAMBER AND VENTURI 

METER.
With the exception of the week of 

weir measurement taken in connec­
tion with this investigation, no 
measurements have been made of the 
quantity of water supplied to the 
city. A reasonable knowledge of the 
conditions of supply and a control 
over the waste cannot be attained 
without a continuous record of the 
quantity of water flowing. Adequate 
means should be provided for this.

The best device for the. measure­
ment of large quantities of water is
a Venturi Meter, A meter of this

t| 111 ï i ]l if I
basin. It should be provided with a 
device for registering the rate of llow
and for giving a continuous chart re­
cord of same. A small house would 
have to be built for the protection of 
this registering mechanism. There 
should also be a gate valve of each of 
the supply mains just below the 
meter.

DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM.
The unsatisfactory distribution of 

water throughout the city was one 
of the conditions first called to my 
attention. The variations in pres­
sure are large and the pressures gen­
erally are not as high as they should 
be. Tim is true with even only the 
minimum quantity of water flowing, 
and with the maximum quantity the 
pressures in many places dlrop so 
low that the conditions are intoler­
able.

The capacity of the distribution 
system is (entirely inadequate. A 
main artery must be laid through the 
length of the city to convey the water 
in ample quantity, and with pressure 
but little diminished. From this, 
branches must be laid to connect at 
frequent points with the existing 
mains.

The capacity of this system must 
be great enough to carry water to 
any part of the city at the maximum 
rate at which it is likely to be used. 
This maximum rate is made up of the 
maximum domestic use and waste, 
such as occurs, in cold weather, plus 
the maximum fire draft.

To accomplish this, a 20 inoh main 
is required, extending westerly along 
Duckworth Street and New Gower 
Street, from the 20 inch main at 
King's Road, to Barter’s Hill; and a 
16 inch main in extension, thereof, 
along New Gower and Hutching’s St. 
to Water Street.

From the end of this 16 inch main, 
a 12 Inch main is required, extend­
ing across Job’s Bridge and along 
South Side as far as Job Brosi, for 
fire protection in that district.

From the large main on Duckworth 
Street and New Gower Street, -8 inch 
branches are required to connect 
with the existing main in Water St., 
in order to give that street the full 
benefit of the favourable conditions in 
the large maim. These branches 
should be located in Temperance St., 
Wood St, foot of -King’s Road, Court 
House Hill, McBride’s Hill; Mahan's 
Lane and Buchanan Street

A 12 Inch main to required branch­
ing from the large main on New Gow­
er Street to feed the existing 12 inch 
main on Cabot Street. Lime Street 
appears to be the most suitable loca­
tion for this.

The existing mains in Water Street 
West which were laid half a cen­
tury ago, are not adequate for the 
service of that part of the city. A 
new 8 inch main is required extend­
ing along Water Street, from Spring- 
dale Street to Hutching’s Street and 
a new 10 inch and 8 inch from Hutch- 
ing's Street west to Browning's Mill 
Lane.
\At the intersection of Carter’s Hill 

and Freshwater Road where at pres­
ent there is an illogical and inade­
quate connection between existing 
mains, a new connection of 10 inch 
pipe is required.

The following smaller mains are re­
quired:—

An 8 inch main on Garrison Hill,

from Queens Road to Harvey Road.'
An 8 inch main on Quid! Vidt Road, 

in place of existing 4 inch.
An 8 inch, main on King’s Bridge 

Road from Military Road to Forest 
Road.

A 6 inch main on King’s Bridge 
Road, from Forest Road to Circular 
Road.

An 8 Inch main on Circular Road, 
from Rennie’s Mill Road East, in 
place of 2 inch.

An 8 inch main on Circular Road, 
from Rennie’s Moll Road, West to 
Monkstown Road-

A 6 inch main on Victoria Street, 
from Duckworth Street to Queen’s 
Road. ,

A 6 inch main oil George’s Street, 
from Springdale Street to Queen St.

A 6 inch main on Bannerman St., 
from Gower Street \o Military Road.

A 6 inch main on Colonial Street, 
from Gower Street to Military Road.

Several of the above are to sup­
plant certain 4 inch mains which 
were laid many years ago. On these 
streets, the unsatisfactory condition 
of the old 4 inch pipe has come for­
cible to my attention through the 
studies of water waste, which indi­
cated that these pipes were seriously 
choked with the accumulated rust of 
years. The City Engineer has in.Ids 
office some pieces of these old 4 inch 
mains which show this. The. 4 inch 
diameter has been reduced by tills 
rust to less than 2 inches, and the 
pipe is therefore almost useless for 
the purpose it Is intended to serve.

The condition of other of these old 
4 inch mains will probably be re­
vealed from time to time as water 
waste studies progress, or in other 
ways, and as fast aè found, they 
should be abandoned or removed, and 
new 6 inçh pipe laid in their place.

All existing dead ends of pipe 
should be connected through where 
possible.

The above schedule is not intended 
to cover the small mains, generally 
6 inch, which may now or from time 
to time, be required to serve streets 
not now served with water.
SEPARATION OF HIGH AND LOW 

SERVICES.
With the addition of George’s Pond 

and the new mains, a definite separa­
tion of the high service from the low 
service should be made. This will be 
accomplished by merely closing 
valves on certain of the mains. The 
line of separation may be varied 
somewhat as experience with the 
system shows best.

FIRE SERVICE ON THE SOUTH 

SIDE. *
There is a large amount of valuable 

property on the South Side, which 
now has little or no fire protection 
from the city service. A main has 
been provided m the above schedule, 
to afford adequate protection for, this 
district New hydrants will foe re­
quired at intervals of about 400 feet.

A violent fire with a westerly wind 
blowing, might make the narrow road 
impassable for fire apparatus. A 
small house for the storage of a quan­
tity of fire hosq and other necessary 
equipment should therefore lie pro­
vided at the easterly end of the fire 
district, in order that under such con-, 
ditiens the fire might be reached also 
from that side.

The use of a fire boat has been pro­
posed and discussed at some length 
in the past. For a city whose water' 
front is lined with such- valuable pro­
perties as is St. John’s, a fire boat 
would be an important addition to the 
fire fighting equipment

purchased and devoted solely to firp 
fighting purposes, I am confident that 
thé protection secured thereby would 
cost considerably more than by means 
of a water main.

I have therefore provided for a 
main for this purpose, extending 
from thé end of the principal main 
through the city, across Job’s Bridge 
and along the South Side Road.
RECOMMENDATIONS AS TO ADDI. 

TIONAL MAINS, ETC.
For the improvement of the system 

of supply and distribution of water in 
St. John’s, I recommend the laying of 
new mains, the improvement of the 
intake in Windsor Lake, and the in­
stallation of a Venturi Meter, with 
other incidental works required, as 
above outlined.

The fall of 
Tsing Tan releases more British and 
Japanese cruisers for the Work in the 
Pacific. The Japanese have in- addi-

a number of cruisers which are veil
capable of destroying the two big 
German cruisers, the Gneisenau and 
the Scharnhorst, which destroyed the 
Good Hope and the Monmouth, and 
which are the mo-st formidable of the 
German cruisers known to be at large 
in the Pacific and Atlantic Oceans. 
These are the battle cruisers Ron go 
and Hiyer, of 27,500 tons with arma­
ment and speed far superior to Ger­
mans. There are also four Japanese 
cruisers about half the size of the bat­
tle cruisers, the Kurama, the ïbuk, 
the Ikoma and the Tsakuba. Any one 
of these six would be more than a 
match for the two Germans. There 
are also quite a number of Japanese 
cruisers far superior in armament, if 
not in speed to the three small Ger­
mans of the Leipzig class. It will be 
remembered that the German cruisers 
have kept clear of Australian waters. 
This is largly due to the fact that in 
addition to the Sydney which destroy­
ed the Emden, there is the Melbourne, 
of the Sydney type, and a battle 
cruiser, Australia, which can do 28 
knots and has a chief armament of 
light 12 in. guns. It is believed also 
that thé New Zealand, a sister ship 
of the Australia is either in South 
American waters, either on the At­
lantic or the Pacific, and- we notice 
also that the Defence and the Car­
narvon with the transport Orama 
were reported in Buenos Ayres on' 
Tuesday last. The Defence is a five 
year old cruiser of 14,600 tons and 
carriers four 9.2 guns and ten 7.5. 
Her speed Is 23 knots. The Carnar­
von is 10,850 tons, 9 years old, and 
carries four 7.5 guns and six 6 in. 
There are also fSeter and smaller 
units in these waters. It follows 
from these facts that the career of 
the Karlsruhe in the South Atlantic 
and the Spree Squadron in the Pacific 
cannot be of long duration. With 
these warships rounded up and the 
German fleet bottled up in the Baltic 
and at Kiel, British Commerce should 
become more and more safe.

PRUSSIAN GUARDS HURLED BACK 
PARIS, To-Day.

Official statement declares that from 
the sea to the River Lys the German 
action has been less keen and that the 
Allies have assumed the offensive 
along some parts of the front and are 
making progress south of Bischoote, 
having retaken a hamlet east of Ypres. 
Artillery duels continue along rest of 
line. The British official report gives 
a vivid idea of the tremendous action 
which preceded recent attacks on 
Ypres by the Germans. From dawn 
for three hours the British soldiers 
were under heavy artillery fire, which 
died away to be succeeded by an in­
fantry onslaught by the Prussian 
Guards, who were hurled back after 
penetrating British lines at two 
places. Dixmude has been reported 
as re-occupied by Allies but this lacks 
confirmation.

Four cars of the Southern Shore 
train, which left here at 5.30 p.m. yes­
terday, went off the track about one 
mile west of Witless Bay at 8 o’clock 
last night, and as a result there will 
be no train inward ffom Renews to­
day.

The section men are at work 
to-day replacing the cars 6n the rails 
and the train for Trepassey will leave 
here this afternoon at 5.30 as usual.

How Morgan Met

His Death.
He was Dragged a Half Mile by a 

Runaway Cow.
Allan Stanley Morgan, aged 10 

years, belonging to Burnt Head, Bri- 
gus, met his death in a tragic manner 
a few days ago. Particulars of the 
affair have just been received by Mr. 
Ch. H. Hutchings, K.C., Deputy Min­
ister of Justice.

Shortly after four p.m. on Wednes­
day last Allan Morgan with another 
boy named John Martin went to 
drive the latter’s cow home from a 
field about 300 yards away from the
house. Morgan caught hold of the
cow first, tied a rope around' its 
horns and made it fast to a tree while 
he was opening a gate to let the cow 
in. He then tied the rope around his 
waist. Martin stooped to pick up a 
stick to bar the gate when suddenly 
his companion shouted “Oh John.” 
Morgan had fallen down and the cow, 
which had taken fright was running 
off at a fast clip, dragging Morgan 
after it. Noah Morgan, who was in 
his garden some distance away, saw 
the cow coming towards him with an 
object behind it but for the moment 
did not know what it was. After­
wards he discovered it was the boy. 
The boy was dragged about half a 
mile ever very rocky and rbugh land 
before the cow was caught. The boy 
was dead and his body badly injured.

German Warship 
Has Been Interned.

Honolulu, Nov. 8.—On instructions 
received here from Washington, the 
North German Lloyd’s steel schooner 
Locksun, which arrived here recent­
ly, was interned here last night, un­
der the ruling that the vessel was a 
naval tender. A guard has been plac­
ed aboard the ship.

The Japanese cruisefs Hizen and 
Asama which have been standing off 
and on outside this port, waiting for 
the Geier, coaled yesterday from the 
collier Hatteri.

Formal .proceedings for the intern­
ment of the Geier were taken last 
night at midnight when Rear- Admir­
al C. B. T. Moore, in command of the 
Pearl Harbor Naval Station and M. A. 
Franklin, collector of the port, board­
ed the German gunboat and gave offi­
cial notice that the time limit for its 
departure had expired. The North 
German Lloyd steel schooner Lock- 
jun, which arrived here recently and 
was interned as a naval tender, and 
the Geier will be assigned adjoining 
anchorages in Pearl Harbor. Ameri­
can machinists will assist in dis­
mounting the Geier’s guns.

The officers of the Geier and Lock- 
sun were paroled by Admiral Moore.

The 
charm of a word or two otf sugges­
tion is often greater than that, of a 
lengthy description. It is the adjec­
tive that was left out, the finely writ­
ten paragraph relentlessly dispensed 
with, the superfluous sentence that 
was firmly cut out, that makes the fin­
ished product a work of art.

And as for painting—well someone 
has wisely said, “It takes two men to 
paint a picture, one to paint it and 
one to knock him on the head when 
he has finished.” And perhaps you 
have heard the story of the artist 
who worked for years upon one fig­
ure, steadfastly refusing to let any­
one see it until he had it perfect. At 
last, however, he yielded to a friend’s 
pleading and promised to let him see 
the picture, “although,” he said, “it 
is not finished. One foot is not quite 
as I want it.” The brother artist en­
tered the studio, palpitating with an­
ticipation and saw, to his great as­
tonishment a large canvas upon 
which one -foot alone was visible.

$1.25, $1.50, $1.80; $2.25.of affairsBulgaria is a condition 
which has kept moving irregularly 
over the map of Eastern Europe for 
fifteen hundred years.

Sometimes Bulgaria has been a 
country' and sometimes it has oeen 
merely a disease. Its boundary lines 
are harder to find than those of the 
Standard Oil Company and no man 
presumes to make- a map of Europe 
without looking up. the latest changes 
in the Bulgarian frontiers. In the 
fifth century a section of the Tartar 
army from Asia settled around the 
Danube River and became Bulgare. 
In the last part of the ninth century 
a Bulgarian named Symeon raged ex­
ceedingly and spread the nation over
most of East Europe before he died. 
In the fourteenth century the Turks 
conquered the fragments of Symeon's
country and ran it with exceedingly 
fatal results to the inhabitants until 
1S77. when the Bulgarians, chaperon­
ed by the Russians, carved out a coun­
try for themselves on the south side 
of the considerably reddened Danube 
River and ran an independent state, 
paying dues to Turkey and bossed by 
all Europe, which cut off slices of it 
now and then when it showed signs 
of being too popular.

Two years ago Czar Ferdinand of 
Bulgaria got busy once more, as is 
well remembered and did what, the 
rest of Europe has always been afraid 
to do. He chased the Turks into Con­
stantinople. Unfortunately, ho be­
came involved in a three-cornered row 
with the rest of the Battling Balkans 
and while there is now peace in those 
parts, the man of Bulgaria hits not 
cooled off r.nt. - tied sufficiently to 
be in any way pt : inanent.

The present Bulgaria has less than 
50,000 square miles and about as many 
people as Massachusetts. When not 
at war, it is a placid country, which 
raises grapes, silkworms, tobacco, 
wheat and roses on its rolling hills 
and fertile plains and gets its excite­
ment from traveling over its roads, 
which are as bad as those of Illinois.

Vancouver. B.C., Nov. 5.—The Paci­
fic cable which connects Canada with 
Australia, was re-opened to-day. It 
was put cut of business on September 
7th when the German cruiser Nürn­
berg steamed up to Fanning Island 
flying a French flag and accompanied 
by a collier.

So sure were the cable men that 
the ships were friendly that they 
launched a boat to greet the newcom­
ers. They had hardly started when 
two cutters.loaded with German sail­
ors and marines, in tow of a launch,
came for the beach at full sneed. The 
Germans jumped over into the waist 
deep water and with bayonets fixed 
charged ashore and seized the cable 
headquarters. The Xurnberg's guns 
covered' the landing party.

The Germans then lined up the ca­
ble operators. Several parties were 
directed to locate the shore end of the 
cable and this was blown to atoms by 

dynamite. Other men blew up the en­
gine room, the boiler room, the re­

frigerating room and the dynamo 
room. All the instruments were 
smashed with sledge hammers. Pa­
pers were taken from the office and 
were transferred to the Nürnberg. 
These revealed the fact that spare in­
struments and arms and ammunition 
were buried in various parts of the 
island and that there was $3,200 in the 
office safe.

An officer went ashore, ordered the 
safe blown open and took the money. 
The arms, ammunition and instru­
ments were found and destroyed.

There has been a con­
siderable bulge in the line here for 
some time, but the Allies hold posi­
tions on either flank.

GIVE IT A TRIAL.

War News
Messages Received

Previous to 9 A.M.
GERMAN ATTACK LESS VIOLENT.

. PARIS, Nov. 13.
The French official announcement 

this afternoon says: From the sea 
coast as far as Lys the fighting has 
been of less violent character than on 
previous days. Several efforts of the 
Germans to cross the Yser Canal at 
the western outlet from Dixmude and 
at other points of passage in Ther- 
mont District were checked. Gener­
ally speaking our positions have been 
maintained without change. To the 
North, to the Bast and to the South 
of Ypres, the attacks of the enemy 
were repulsed at the end of the day 
at different points of our line and that 
of the British Army. From the region 
to the east of Armentieres and as far 
as the Oise there have been artillery 
exchanges and actions of minor im­
portance. In the course of the last 
few days of foggy weather our troops 
have not ceased to make progress lit­
tle, and they are to-day established 
almost everywhere, at a distance 
varying from 300 to 500 metres from 
the- network of barbed wire entangle­
ments of the enemy. To the north 
of the Aisne we have taken posses­
sion of Tracy La Val, with the excep­
tion of the cemetery to the northeast 
of this village. We have made slight 
progress to the east of Tracy Le 
Mont and to the southwest of Nou- 
vrom as well as between Cromy and 
Vregny and to the northeast of Bois­
sons. In the vicinity of Vailley a 
counter attack by the Germans de­
livered against those of our troops 
who had retaken Chavonne and Sou­
pir, was repulsed. Equal failure at­
tended German efforts in the environs 
of Berry au Bac. In the Argonne 
region there has been a violent artil­
lery duel, and we have made minor 
•progress in the region of St. Mihiel 
and in the region of Pont a Mousson. 
Surprise attacks delivered by our 
troops against the villages of Val and 
Chatillon, near Cirey sur Vozoms, 
made it possible for us to catpure a 
detachment of the enemy. The Ger­
man attack directed against the 
heights of Mount St. Marie resulted 
in failure. It is reported that snow 
is beginning to fall on the heights of 
the Vosges Mountains.

action has not been so strong, and on 
some parts of the front we, ourselves, 
have taken the offensive. We have 
progressed to south Bixschorts at the 
east of Ypres. We have retaken, by a 
counter attack, a village, which had 
been lost.

On other parts of the front 
only cannonades are mentioned.

A BATTLE OF AEROPLANES.
PARIS, Nov. 13.

A thrilling encounter, in which 
eight aeroplanes, four German, two 
French and two British figured, oc­
curred in the vicinity of Ypres. The 
German machines were destroyed fin­
ally by artillery, and the eight officers 
whom they carried, were killed. The 
Germans were seen approaching to 
reconnoitre the lines of the Allies. 
The French and British airships im­
mediately ascended to meet them. 
For some time the air craft circled 
about each other, rising and descend­
ing, while machine guns spattered 
bullets among them. The sky was 
clear, and the gunners on the ground 
had a good view of the aeroplanes, 
but failed to cripple any of the Ger­
man machines. Then, suddenly, the 
four Allier aeroplanes made a swift 
dash towards our own trenches, and 
were followed by the Germans, who, 
too late, discovered the feint, and 
perceived the perils of their situatftn, 
only when shrapnel burst among 
them. Jn a few minutes the four Ger­
man aeroplanes crashed to earth.

GERMANS DRIVEN FROM DIX- 
MUDE.

LONDON, Nov. 14.

SEVERE FIGHTING NEAR YPRES.
LONDON, Nov. 14.—(Official.)

The Press Bureau issued the fol­
lowing last night: A very severe at­
tack against the portion of the line 
held by our first army corps before 
Ypres was delivered on the eleventh 
by Prussian Guard Corps. The ene­
my made an effort on this occasion 
to break our line, which they hoped 
had already been weakened by at­
tacks on the infantry line. The facts 
briefly are as follows: Our troops 
were subjected to the heaviest bom­
bardment we have yet experienced 
from dawn, for three hours. This 
was at once followed by an assault 
in force, carried out by the first and 
fourth brigades of the Prussian 
Guards Corps. It is understood these 
picked troops had been brought up 
specially to act against us in order to 
force their way through points where 
previous efforts, made by the infantry 
line, had failed. The attack was 
pressed with great bravery and deter, 
mination, but owing to the gallantry 
of our troops, and their splendid re­
sistance against great odds the at­
tempt to penetrate Ypres was repuls­
ed, hut the weight of the enemy’s ad­
vance enabled them to break through 
our lines at three points. They were, 
however, hurled back, and prevented 
from gaining further ground. An im­
mense loss has been inflicted on the 
Germans, seven hundred of their 
dead having been found in the ground 
behind our front trenches alone. The 
casualties suffered by them advanc­
ing up our line under a direct enfilad­
ed fire must have been enormous. Our 
casualties are also heavy. The action 
of our troeps on this, as well as on 
previous occasions, cannot be praised 
too highly.
