Canada Raises a
$40,000,000 Loan

IN NEW YORK.
New York, July 21.—J. P. Morgan 

and Company and Brown Brothers and 
Company announced to-day that in as­
sociation with the Bank of Montreal 
and the First National and National 
City Banks of this city, they have 
purchased $40,000,000 of notes of the 
Government of the Dominion of Can­
ada. .

The notes, the announcement states, 
will be dated August 1, and will be 
divided into two maturities, $25,000,- 
000 running one year, and $15,000,000 
for two years. The last named matur­
ity may be increased to $20,000,000.

The notes, bearing interest at five 
per cent., will be offered in the near 
future.

Montreal Confirms Report.
Montreal, July 21.—H. V. Meredith, 

President of the Bank of Montreal, to­
night confirmed the report that the 
Bank of Montreal, acting as fiscal 
agents for the Dominion of Canada, 
had placed forty million dollars of 
notes of the Government of the Do­
minion of Canada in New York City.

He stated that these notes had been 
placed with J. P. Morgan and Com­
pany, Brown Bros, and Company, the 
.First National Bank of New York, and 
the National City Bank t>f New York, 
and that the Bank of Montreal had 
also associated itself with them in the 
purchase.

When asked why it had been found 
advisable to place such a large loan 
in New York instead of following the 
usual procédure of placing it in Lon­
don, Mr. Meredith stated that in times 
like these it was always desirable to 
get money when it. could be had, and 
that under existing conditions it was 
especially advantageous that the loan 
should be arranged in the United 
States.

Reasons for New York Loan.
The two chief reasons for doing so 

were that by having a large amount 
of money available in the United 
States the exchange situation as be­
tween Canada and New York would 
be relieved to a very great extent, and 
it would also have the effect of im­
proving the borrowing exchange situ­
ation as it applied between London 
and New York. We could obtain 
money in New York on more advan­
tageous terms that it would be pos­
sible in London, having in view the 
penalizing rate of exchange in trans­
ferring funds from London to this
Side. " ................... ’ !

PUZZLES IN ECONOMY.
Considerable discussion has been 

aroused by the leaflet of the Parlia­
mentary Economy Committee in­
structing the public how to save. One 
piece of advice is “use home products 
wherever possible.” This is certain­
ly sound, because it tends to decrease 
our import requirements. But oth­
ers argue that it is just as patriotic 
to economize in the consumption of 
home products, for the less that is 
consumed of home products the more 
remains to meet an export demand 
Which at present cannot be fully sat­
isfied because thé country is pre­
occupied by “war work.” If the 
problem is investigated closely it is 
found' to bristle with conundrums. 
But surely it is no good perplexing the 
public with confusing details. “Save 
in everything” should be the compre­
hensive advice. For the working 
man food, beer, and spirits, and to­
bacco provide the main opportunities 
for thrift. Among well-to-do classes 
one meets with sbme humorously pa­
thetic attempts to save. For instance, 
there is the man who smokes his ex­
pensive cigar right down to the very 
end instead of throwing away a large 
stuiiip. Thereby; of course, he pois­
ons hittiselt and does nobody any 
good.' This case reminds one of the 
old story of the page-boy who in re­
ply to bis mistress’s questions declar­
ed, “No, mum; I would eat till I bust 
rather than waste anything.” But on 
the whole there is plenty of evidence 
of a real desire to save among those 
who are reasonably well off. Courses 
are knocked off the dinner, the City 
man’s lunch is fruial, omnibus or 
tube are substituted for the taxi, 
short and cheap hblidays, if any, are 
the order of the day. I know at least 
three or four heavy smokers who now 
leave pipe and cigarette case at home 
when going to the City. Most people 
haVe strangfe pet economies, but I 
think that the case of the lady whose 
only economy Is to cut off meat from 
the servants’ dinner is an isolated in­
stance.1

The 
object of sending the Newfoundland 
Battalion is to fit it in its place in a 
brigade, and ,to train as a Battalion 
to manoeuvre with a brigade, an army 
corps and an army. As an Army 
Troops Battalion it will be at* head­
quarters and will be used as a re­
serve, when the third New Army goes 
to the front, whichever front the third 
army is sent to. The sending of the 
Newfoundland battalion to Aldershot 
is the last step in the training for the 
front, so that before very long we may 
expect to hear of our boys doing their 
duty in the trenches. Now that there 
is really enough money to purchase 
the two larger aeroplanes determined 
upon, and that there is a surplus in 
sight after paying for them, the inten­
tion has been formed of keeping the 
list open to Aug. 4th and then turn­
ing over the surplus to a new fund to 
h-v started to purchase ’machine guns. 
The object is to furnish our regiment 
with a good supply of machine guns 
and turn over the rest to the War Of­
fice for other requirements. A ma­
chine gun costs about $750. Grand 
Falls is providing two and Sir Ed­
gar Bowring and his business asso­
ciates two more.

“The success of the German policy 
of blood-and-iron largely depends up­
on their possible rivals and oppon­
ents adopting a policy of milk and 
water.

Along the western bank of the Vis­
tula, from Ivangorod to Novo Georgi­
evsk, even less progress apparently 
has been made, while along the Na­
rew, where Von Hindenburg has been 
directing operations in an effort to 
drive a wedge behind the city, he is 
now largely occupied in meeting tue 
Russian counter-attacks. These 
counter-attacks, according to Petro- 
grad, have succeeded in forcing the 
Germans, who had crossed the river, 
to return to the northern bank on 
several points. Berlin asserts that 
they completely tailed, and that the 
German force is advancing in an 
easterly direction. The Russians who 
were defeated in the Baltic Provinces 
recently, have also turned, according 
to the Berlin official report, and have 
delivered an attack from Mitau, 
which, however, was repulsed. Fur­
ther south, the Germans continue 
their advance eastward towards the 
Vilna-Petrogracl railway, but there is 
a lot of territory to cover before this 
is reached, and it is considered more 
likely that General Von Buelow, who 
is in command here, will turn south­
west and threaten the Russian ar­
mies which are facing Von Hinden­
burg everywhere. The battles are 
now at their height, especially the 
one in which Von MacKenzen is en­
gaged, and all military critics believe 
that this is the most critical in the 
campaign, for the whole German plan 
depends upon his reaching the Lub­
lin Cholm railway.

With interest largely centred in the 
east, the important offensive of the 
F rench in Alsace has been almost dis- 
regaraed. They report to-night an­
other success noi tu of Muenster, 
which apparently is their objective, 
ana tne repulse of a series of German 
counter-attacks, 'me French have 
concentrated a lot of artillery in this 
region with high explosives, and have 
been simply tearing up the German 
defensive works winch are among the 
strongest along the whole line.

Artillery is likewise playing an im­
portant part in the battle on the Json- 
<-o where the Italians are reported to 
have concentrated for three days 
their fire on the Austrian • positions. 
This fire is said to have exceeded in 
violence that which the Austro-Ger- 
mans employed against the Russians 
in Western Galicia, which, up to that 
time, was the most terrific ever ex­
perienced in war.

THE GERMAN SUBMARINE.
LONDON, July 27. 

Apparently determined to demoral­
ize tne British fish supply as muen as 
possible, two German submarines ap­
peared suddenly among the nshmg 
neet off the North Coast of Scotland, 
and by shell lire sunk nine of tne 
trawlers—Rosslyn, Celtic, Cydorna, 
Cadwell, Strathmore, Honoris, Cassie, 
Hermion, Sutton, in each case, in 
spite of vigorous shell fire from the 
German underwater boats, the crews 
of fishermen escaped without injury, 
although the men of the Honoris and 
the crew of the Sutton drifted in op­
en boats for forty and forty-five hours 
respectively, before being picked up. 
All the men were landed safely to­
day.. Many other fishing vessels 
were forced to take refuge in the 
northern harbors. Some of the fish­
ermen declare that the Germans on 
board the submarines spoke good 
English. In one case they shouted 
out to the British sailors, “We have 
nice little torpedoes here for Winston 
Churchill and Foreign Secretary 
Grey.” ____________ e

BRITAIN’S GOLD.
LONDON, July 27.

The best method of economizing 
gold for individual circulation is en­
gaging the attention of Reginald Mc­
Kenna, Chancellor of the Exchequer, 
who is desirous that the public utilize 
currency notes so far as possible. No 
steps will be taken to interfere witfl 
legitimate exports of gold, Mr. Mc­
Kenna told the Commons this after­
noon, but he adopted the method of 
mobilizing war resources as when re­
quired for the purpose of foreign ex­
changes. The question was raised in 
Parliament by a questioner asserting 
that quantities of British gold were 
daily taken to the Continent by trav­
ellers. Boulogne was infested with 
German agents engaged in buying 
gold coins. McKenna promised that 
travellers hereafter would be more 
closely scrutinized.

DANISH STEAMER SUNK.
. COPENHAGEN, July 27. 

The Danish steamer Nogill, bound 
from Gothenburg, Sweden, for the 
River Tyne, laden with railway ties, 
was sunk in the North Sea by a Ger 
man submarine. The crew landed at 
Wilhelmshaven. The name Nogill 
does not appear on any available 
maritime records.

SECRETARY OF STATE LANSING
RECEIVES COMPLAINT.

WASHINGTON, July 27. 
Secretary of State Lansing to-day 

received a complaint from ‘The Fa 
therland,’ a German paper published 
in New York, that Sir Cecil Spring 
Rice, the British Ambassador, had 
been party to violations of the neu­
trality laws in recruiting for the Brit 
ish Army and in returning Montene­
grins for service. The complaint fol­
lows the action of-the "Ambassador in 
suggesting to the State Department 
that the paper in question, in fore 
casting the destruction, of the Lusi 
ania, has been guilty of foreknow­
ledge of a crime,________

. HAYTIAN MASSACRE.
PORT au PRINCE, July 27.

General Oscar, Governor of Port au 
Prince, and a supporter of President 
Guillaume, caused to be executed at 
the time of the outbreak of the revo­
lutionary movement in this city, all 
political prisoners In the hands of the 
Government, to the number of one 
hundred and sixty men. The victims 
of this massacre included General Or­
estes Zatoor, the former President of 
Hayti, who was driven out of the 
country last year, but returned in 
March, 1915, when he was made 
prisoner. When the people of Port au 
Prince heard of this massacre there 
was a general outbreak of indigna 
tion. The mob invaded the Domini 
can Legation, where General Oscar 
took refuge, and, after the unsuccess 
ful defense of the Presidential Palace 
against the. rebels, they seized O: 
and dragged him before the doors of

Guillaume. The latter took refuge 
under the flag of France this morn­
ing, after he had" been compelled to 
flee before the rebel attacks.

The Secretary of State to Ambassa­
dor Gerard :
You are instructed to deliver tex- 

tually the following note to the Min­
ister for Foreign Affairs :

The note of the Imperial German 
Government, dated, the 8th of July, 
1915, has received the careful consid­
eration of thé Government of the 
United States ,and it regrets to be 
obliged to say that it has found it 
very unsatisfactory, because it fails 
to meet the real differences between 
the two Governments, and indicates 
no way in which the accepted princi­
ples of law and humanity may be ap­
plied in the grave matter in contro­
versy, but proposes, on the contrary, 
arrangements for. a partial suspen­
sion of those principles which virtu­
ally set them aside.

The Government of the United

States notes with satisfaction that 
the Imperial Government recognizes 
without reservation the validity of 
the principles insisted on in the sev­
eral communications which this Gov­
ernment has addressed to the Imperi­
al German Government with regard 
to its announcement of a war zohe 
and the use of submarines agaihst 
merchantmen on the high seas—the 
principle that the high seas are free, 
that the character and cargo of a 
merchantman must first be ascertain­
ed before she can lawfully be seized 
or destroyed, and that the lives of 
non-combatants may in no case be 
put in jeopardy unless the vessels re­
sists, or seeks to escape, after being 
summoned to submit to examination ;

The Fox 01 the Batkins.
(From the Boston Transcript.)

King Ferdinand of Bulgaria coun­
tenanced a ministerial decree last 
week forbidding the passage of war 
munitions from Austro-Hungary and 
Germany over the railroads of Bul­
garia to Turkey. “The Fox of the 
Balkans,” as he is known in that har- 
rassed region, has therefore thrown 
in his lot against the Central Powers, 
deciding that the better chance for 
him is with the Allies. Roumania 
having done the same thing, Turkey 
has now no ■ way of securing muni­
tions and must depend on herself and 
such unexpected supplies as she may 
possess. No harder blow has been 
struck at Turkey than this cutting off 
her supplies. /

It is reported that Austrian troops 
are massing on the Roumanian bor­
der with the avowed intention , of 
forcing supplies through Roumania 
and Bulgaria—an effort than can 
only end in disaster, as a few miles 
of destroyed railroad puts all of it out 
of service—to say nothing of bring­
ing an immediate declaration of war 
fro mboth of these nations. The issue 
of the ministerial decree at Sofia 
shows that the bait held out to the 
Fox—the restoration of what Bul­
garia won and i lost in her last war— 
was not sufficient, probably in the 
weakness of the guarantee that was 
offered. King Ferdinand, whose 
father was a German, and whose 
mother is a French woman,- has evi­
dently reached the conclusion that if 
Germany wins there will never again 
he any Balkan States .vorth the 
name. If for no other reason than 
that of punishing the litle nations 
who did not join when told to come 
in, Servla, Greece, Bulgaria and Rou-

mania would be so carved and dis­
figured as not to have any importance 
in the world, not even to themselves. 
The extent of the destruction that 
would be visited on Roumania by a 
bleeding, angry Hungary may he 
easily guaged by her persecution of 
Roumanians in Transylvania for 
many years past. Greece feels her­
self in the same position, and Servia 
would disappear.

The Fox joining Roumania in stop­
ping Turkey’s supplies has dealt the 
quickest, most effectual and far- 
reaching blow they could deliver.

From the immense quantities held up 
by the two countries, it is easy to re­
assure the vital needs of Turkey. 
Turkey has been depending on these 
daily trains for some time; without 
them Enver Pacha can comit the days 
of his resistance in Gallipoli. Beaten 
there and Constantinople at the 
mercy of the Allies, the whole of the 
Balkans becomes a fiery furnace in 
which German hopes and plans in the 
East will in an hour turn to ashes of 
dreams. When that is done the Fox 
of the Balkans will smile as only h3 
can.
