Arralgge To Build
Cllanuel Tunnel
Useful For War.

Would Cost Less Than Two Days’ Ex-
penses in Flghtlng.

Paris, Oct.
has taken all the necessary steps to
enter into negotations with England
to build jointly a tunnel under: the
English channel to connect the two
countries, the long-talked of project
which the war has revived because
it has demonstrated as nothing else
could the value of the tube to both
countries.

Had the tunnel been in existence
during the present conflict it would
have been of immeasurable value to
England and France for the trans-
portation of troops and supplies.

The plans were outlined” by M.
Sartiaux, chief engineer of the Nord

Railway Company, who is one of the |-

strongest advocates of the project.
He said:

“The tunnel will cost 16,000,000
pounds half of which would be borne
by E{lgland and half by France. Each
country would bore half of the tunnel.
Well, Britain is spending just now
6,000,000 pounds per day and France
4,000,000 pounds so that two days’
war-time expenditure of both countri-
es would more ehan cover the cost of
making the tunnel.

“It is propesed to make two tun-
nels, one for traffice from France to
England, another for traffice from
England to France. Some people
seem to think a ‘cross-channel tunnel
might be a danger, because it might
fall into the hands of the enemy. To
capture the French tunnel would not
be an easy task. The mouth of the tun-
nel on French soil would be ten miles
from the coast, and in order to reach
it the enemy would have to capture
Calais, and negotiate three intervening
hills of an average height of 150 feet.

“The tunnel on the French side
would begin its journey under sea at
Sangatte. In my belief it' would be
impossible for an enemy to reach the
mouth of the tunnmel and get at the
motive power
could be instantly suppressed and the
tunnel immediately rendered useless
by filling it with poisonous gas.

“One can hardly exaggerate the
services the tunnel would have ren-
dered to England and France had it
been in existance when hostilities
broke out. During the twenty hours
of daily use (for four hours must be
deducted out of the twenty-four for
upkeep and repairs, etc.) between
100 and 120- trains could have been
sent in each direction.

“At 500 tons per train that re-
presents 50,000 to 60,000 tons a day
each way, much more than is neses-
sary.

“Apart from the diminution in de-
lay, risks, losses, and difficulties of
every nature, the British fleet would
have been liberated from one of the
heaviest parts of its task and free
to serve the cause of the Allies in
other directions.” ;

Bell lsiand--a Denial

We are pleased to learn

that there is no founda-

tion in fact for the re-

port, to which we refer-
red yesterday, that a sale is con-
templated .of the Bell Island iron pro-
perties to an American corporatioa.
Sir Edward Morris, whom we have
interviewed on the matter, has em-
phatically stated that there is no truth
in the rumours whatever, that the
Companies that own the mines would
not for a moment consider a propos-
al from an American concern, and
that our own Government would not
permit any such transfer in any case.
We are very glad to have and to pub-
lish these assurances.

We have also been informed that a
regrettable aspect of the matter is the
wide publication that has been given
these groundless rumours, and that
they have even been cabled abroad in
such a form as to reflect on the pat-
riotism of the country. These things
are separable and distinct. If mes-
sages 0of this nature have indeed been
cabled abroad, the party or parties
responsible should be traced and
brought to book: there has been too
much of this sort of thing already.
Such rumours as have been circu-
lated, however, we cannot condemn
altogether, though they are certain-
ly to be regretted, for they reflect a
véry healthy public spirit and they
have had a good deal to excuse them.
What is an indisputable fact is that
certain parties, foreigners, have late-
ly visited Bell Island and certain
mining Jlocations, presumably on
business of their own.

niggardly with their details and have
given us.only general results. It is a
little comforting to note that the posi-
" tion in Roumania has. taken a far
more favourable turn-.-whﬂe in the
West and on the Austro-Italian front
" the Allies have two. Hrilliant victories
to their credit. Reagv together, the
three have a significance which is
Inost encouraging. :
By the evacuatign of Fort Vaux be-
_fore Verdun the Germans relinquish
the last hold of importance upon the
positions won in so l,ong time at so
terrible cost. Explaifi’ it as they wiil,
_the end of all this episode points a
lesson which must be plain to the most
‘obtuse German. They will character-
istically twist it around to suit them-
selves and take comtort from the ar-
gument that their owr failure to break
through demonstrates’ the certainty:
of a like failure upon:our part. Such
‘an argument, unfértunately, loses
sight of the difference between failing
to burst through and .actually ' ceding
ground, and :also of”r.,the reason why
,<t11ey did cede the ground in this in-
stance. Not to labour a much-debated
. question, it is plain that if the French
and British can take places of such
importance as theseand at such a low
cost, and if they can do it often
enough, whether the Germans give
ground or actually hllow thexr line to
split apart w1II only be a questlon of
degrec. And these conditions are
only too likely to he: fulfilled as the
wastage, always in/our favour, goes
on.

On the Somme frent slight advances
for the British near Le Sars and for
the French at Sailly-Saillisel are re-
ported, but they are not® extensive.
They are countered somewhat, too, by
a reported slight recovery by the Ger-
mans south of the Somme ‘near La
Mzeaisonnette. Nothing of importance,

; really, has been happening, because
the weather has precluded large op-
erations. As soon’f as it improves
another attack on gigreat scale by the
Allied forces is niﬁ merely - possible
but probable. i

After long apparzént quiescence, the
Jtalians have deliyered another hard
blow against the Amstrian lines on the
Gorizia front. The most important
gains appear to have been made due
east of Gorizia in ihe hilly region cf
Tivoli and San Marco, though an ad-
vance is also reported south mnear
Vallone. It must be remembered that
the Italians are now well established
¢n the Carso-high ground and fighting

* has there heen: for .some time in the
regular trench fashion. The taking
therefore of nearl? five thousand pris-
oners inditates a great victory. Apart
from threatening to break the Austri-
an line afd lay the way easily open to
Trieste, tfns"should further relieve the
pressure in. the Roumanian theatres.
Doubtless the gains made will .be foi-
lcwed up vxgorously and we shall hear

more of this front before winter sets
in. With the advent of spring and the
fall of Trieste the  Italian -campaign
will take on an importance far great-
er than that allowed it at present,
equal in its possibilities to any other
in the wide battle-line.

there is practically no mews. Berlin
claims a victory in Volhynia but like:
all the other ' reported engagements’
there it is probably an isolated one.
A great Russian offensive has been
predicted, but there are no signs of it
at present. Undoubtedly they are en-
gaged primarily in the effort, more
important-for, the moment, of lending
aid to the Roumanians. That they are
doing 80 to good effect seems fairly
certain, :
A week ago the fate of Roumania
looked almost desperate. On the one
ide, Mackensen’s victorious troops 4in
Dobrudja had taken Constanza and
'Tchernavoda and pressing on had
got a¢ far as Hirsova, where they
threatened:to make a crossing over
the Danube, On the other, Falken-
hayn had got command of nearly every
piass on the Transylvanian border and
at Kimpolung had advanced perilously
near the vital railway line. To-day
the prospect is much brighter. Noth-
ing more has been heard of the Dab-
rudja operations, except that the in-
vaders are firmly held, While on the
western front, though at the Rother
Thurm Pass the Germans claim a vic-
tory, in the Szurduk Pass, the Juil
Valley and other places the Rouma-
nians have not merely checked them
but claim to be driving them back. It
has many times been pointed out that
complete success is almost a necessity
to the Germans in this cgmp,aign, and
the evidently increasing and more con-
fiGent resistance of the Roumanians
begins already to spell its failure.
Doubtless Verdun and the Carso have
not a little to do with the improved
state of things.

Though there has undoubtedly been
much hard fighting near Monastir, no-
thing very definite has been issued
about it. The combined Allied forces
are engaged with the enemy in the
bend of the Tcherna Rive;, as it is
called, which crossed, no serious nat-
ural obstacles would present them-
selves before the town was reached.
QGreater activity than before has been
msnifested by the British on the Stru-
ma front, where they are drawing
slowly but surely near the important
railway line between Seres and Demir-
hissar. The latter place is a large
centre on which extensive operations
by the Bulgarians have been based. If
the British can seize this line it is
prcbably as much as they will attempt
to do this year. It will put them in'a
strong poSition from which to move,
when movement again becomes possi-
ble, either north or east, as:the plan
of campaign may demand. All the
cperations on the Macedonian-  front
have the appearance of small and iso-
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From the Russian front proper 3
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way out of an impossible situstion.
‘Another episode that may welll ‘lead to}
something much larger was ‘provided
by the sinking of the British steamer
‘Marina without warning and with the
loss of several American lives. When
the American election is over on Tues-
day next and matters have settled
down again we may look for develop-
ments dn the situation which will be,
to sdy the least, decidedly interesting.
Few take seriously the prospect of
war between America and Germany
and yet few prospects are moxe easily
possible of realisation.

Brilain’s :Grealest War

Did The Globe “slander” Britain in
printing and commenting upon the
letter of a Canadian who has given
thiree sons to. the Empire’s service,
and who, discussjng the greatest
cause of war wasbe, said: “Canada,
for efficiency -in:-war, casts out the
drink evil. Is it too much to expect
Britain, in fairness, to do the same?
Is it not a mockery for Britain to face
our common struggle with this palsy
in her frame? And yet she clings to
this social vice of drink after her Al-
lies and her Dominions have re-
nounced it.”

The letter and comment upon it
aroused wide interest. Strong mes-
sages of commendation have been re-
ceived concerning-it, and even strong-
er messages of condemnation. The
pressure .upon space js too great to
permit the publication, of many of the
dissenting communications, . but a
word as to their purport may not be
out of place. The writers for the
most part declare that the banish-
ment of liquor during the war, or at
any other time, is a question of Brit-
ish domestic politics, and that the ex-
pression of a desire on the part of
Canadians who -have themselves out-
lawed the liquor traffic as a war
measure that the United Kingdom
should do likewise is a gross imperti-
nece.

Public opinion in this country will
not be influenced greatly by this ar-
gument. 'Canada and the other over-
seas Dominions are equal partners
with -the metherland in the struggle
against Prussianism. That which les-
sens the military efficiency of the
United Kingdom is an injury not to
the people of Great Britain alone, but
to the cause of the Empire and of the
Alliance. - Canada bas as valid a right
in promoting the common good to
ask that Great Britain cease to waste
money and men by continuing the
open saloon as the British Govern-
ment had to:“scrap” the Ross rifle and
much of the equipment of Canada's
overseas force when the war material
sent from the Dominion was found to
be less suitable than that provided for
the British army.

Canada, it is true, is but a junior
partner in the war, and has  not yet
supplied either as many men or as
much money in proportion to her
population as Great Britain; but she
is a partner, and has a moral right to
object to anything that may bring
disaster to the Empire or to the Al-
liance. The real issue, therefore, is
one of fact. Does the continuance of
the liquor traffic in Great Britain ma-
terially lessen the national efficiency?
Of that there is no doubt at all. Sir
Alfred Booth of the Cunard Steamship’
Company, gquoted in  the - former ar-
ticle, has shown conclusively that the
cost of the food of the people of Great
Britain has been increased enormous-
ly because millions of tons of food-
stuffs have been diverted to the pro-
duction of strong drink. - Not less than
1,400,000 tons of imported materials
were brought into the United King-
dom during the first wenty months of
the war for the express purpose of
liguor manufacture or in the form of
liguor. The business-men who have
banded themselxes together under the

'ized at Zeebrugge under the shadow
of the huge Krupp guns that bristle
along the Belgian coast.

“This raid, it seems, was Germany’s
reply to the French victory at Verdun,
combined with the relentless British
pressure on the Somme. It has been
expected for a long time, and was the
first effort to attack the British trans-
port service. But despite the deter-
mination with which it was carried
out, it failed in all it sought to achieve.

“No troops were lost on the trans-
port and the crew of the destroyer
sunk were saved. The only loss of life
the British suffered was on the miss-
ing destroyer, and of her crew nine
have been saved.

“In view of the attempt to-day, it is
worth recalling that the British have
not lost a single life since the war
began in transporting troops across
the Channel to France. Large num-
bers of men have been ‘carried across
the Channel to France.

“A deep impression has been made
here by the widespread publication of
the statement made by Mr. Lloyd
George to the United Press corres-
pondent, in which the reason why we
cannot consider peace was lucidly ex-
plained,” says the Times Washington
correspondent. “By our friends the
declaration is regarded as timely. It
will help the President to withstand
the new German peace campaign.”
“Mr. Lloyd George’s statement has
quite dispelled the illusion fostered by
the German-printed papers here that
“everybody is praying for the United
States to take a hand in stopping this
stupid war,”” says the Telegraph's
New York correspondent.

INTERFERENCE ONLY BY INVITA-
TION.

“The occasion for the British War
Secretary’s warning is not exactly
clear, as forced intervention would be
out of harmony with the duly declared
policy of this nation at the outset of
the war,” says the New York World
(Mr. Wilson’s chief supporter.)

“The United States has not had and
does not now have any thought of in-
terfering except as its good offices are
invited on behalf of peace by the chief
belligerents with rational proposals
promising the permanency of peace.”

“Mr. Lloyd George has always been
a hard hitter, and his vigour ‘of ut-
terance does not fail him when he ex-
presses resentment at talk of peace be-
foré Germany is thoroughly beaten.”
says the Philadelphia Ledger. *Mr.
Lloyd George makes it only too plain
that the President’s desire to play the
role of harmonizer has provoked sus-
picion not gratitude.

“He who is not for us is against us
—that is the easily understood attitude
of the Allies. ‘Strict neutrality’ in the
face of the issues in which the princi-
plé of human freedom is involved does
not appeal to them as to those who
roll ‘he has kept us out of the war’ as
a sweet morsel under their tongues.”

THRUST OF BRITISH PURPOSE.

“The grim determination of Great
Britain to make no half-hearted use of
its new-found strength could havé had
no better exponent than the stout-
hearted Welshman who is now the
British War Secretary,” says the New
York Evening World. “If Thiepval
and Combles needed any commentary,
Mr. Lloyd George furnished it.

‘“All the push and thrust of British
purpose, confident at last after long
mcnths of lying low and getting ready,
can be felt in the vigorous phrases of
the War Minister.

The Munitions Crisisin
France.

(i\lorning Chronicle.)

France, as well as other nations of
the Entente Allianceé, had her troubles
with munitions, in the first year of the
war. The curtain has recently been
lifted by M. Robert Pinot, who is Sec-
retary of the Committee of French
Ironmasters. In a lecture before the
School of Political Science he disclos-
cs how acute the crisis was, and inci-
dentally furnishes additional evidence
that France, as Britain was unpre-
pared for, and hence, did not desire
war. On the 17th of September, 1914,
General Joffre told M. Millerand, the
Minister of War, that the army had
practically exhausted its reserve of
shells for the 756’s. The daily pro-
duction at that time was 13,500.

General Joffre demanded that it
should be immediately increased to
100,000. French industry was utterly
disorganized. On the day of mobiliza-
tion, all the metal workers of military
age, all the engineers, all the heads
of establishments left their work to
join the colors. The works were left
with terribly depleted staffs, and were
completely thrown out of gear by the
loss of their heads; so much so that
in certain districts far from the war
zone the factories could not be kept
going and the furnaces were blown
out. Even the arsenals lost much of
their staffs and had to reduce output.
Then came the invasion and the oc-
cupation of the industrial regions of

the north and east. A German author-
lity in January, 1915, estimated that
tlie invasion had paralyzed the de-
fence of France. The output of the
iron mines was reduced by 90 per
cent. To make matters even worse,;
only the armament works had the
special hydraulic presses for making
the 75 shells.

How France solved her problem is
perhaps less interesting than another
inquiry. It is fairly plain, as the Man-
chester Guardian thinks, that ‘“the
French General Staff made a grave er-
ror when it mobilized the munition
wrokers and when it made provision
for only a small reserve of shells. The
root of this mistake lay in its whole
conception of the war of the future.
Orthodox military thought in France
held that the war would be short. It
