Tellmg Time by the Glass
Barometers Rise And Fall Like Tides.

Even in the finest weather when we
all decldre that the glass is perfectly
steady, it is really not so at all. It
has a rise and fall as regular as that
of the tide.
| Lowest at four in the.morning, it
rises slowly but steadily until ten
o'clock. Then it starts falling again
until four in the afternoon, when once
more it begins to rise and reaches a
second maximum at ten o’clock at
night.

In the Tropics where the glass is
usually far more steady than in our
unsettled climate, these daily oscilla~
tions are so regular that it has been
stated that the hour of the day can be
told by the height of the barometer.

The exact cause of this daily rise
and fall is not clearly known, but is
due partly to the action of the sun.

The extreme rise and fall of the
berometer in this country is about
three inches—that is, from twenty-
eight to thirty-one inches, If you
lopkat your barometer you will notice
that its usual height is about thirty
inches.

The lowest réading ever taken in
the British Isles was dring the tre-
mendous storm of 26th January, 1884,
when at Ochtertyre, in Scotland, the
glass fell to twenty-seven and one-
eight inches. The highest was just
over thirty-one taken at Markree, in
Ireland, in January, 1902.

The barometer, as a rule, stands
higher in winter than in summer. It
gces to its greatest height in Arctic
regions during a long spell of calm
frosty weather.

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CHEAPE&COAL.

The announcement that it is
the intention of the Government
to grant a bounty on coal mined
in Newfoundland for home con-
sumption, should be an incen-
tive to local coal companies to
proceed with the development of
their areas as quickly as time
and conditions will permit. That
the coal exists in the vafious
sections now undergoing pre-
liminary workings,  in large
quantities has been proven by
minute and exhaustive surveys,
and the burning and heating
properties of the few samples
submitted for demonstration
leave nothing to be desired.

We have then within our own
borders a supply of fuel which
if not inexhaustible, is suffici-
ent, at least to cover the con-
sumption for a very consider-
able period, and the need for
encouragement in developing
these valuable deposits is both
obvious and instant. With such
vast quantities as shown by the
surveys, at hand, the quality of
which is said to be second to
none, the one thing to do is to
get at it, and give the people all
the advantages that can be ob-
tained from a cheaper and su-
perior grade of coal than is be-
ing imported into the country at
present. To bring this desider-
atum about, however, there
must be some guarantee,
and perhaps that can best be
given by the proposed bounty,
though that, of itself, is not suf-
ficient to bring about‘the sup-
plying of the local demands
with the native article. Other
steps have to be taken ere
householders can have New-
foundland mined coal delivered
at their doors. The transporta-
tion problem has to be solved,
and that involves the building
of a railway line to some con-
venient seaport, where at all
seasons of the year, ships can
enter to receive cargoes. In or-
der to construct such a line
there must be spopular support
given to those who undertake it,
otherwise to engage in it would
neither be feasible nor sensible
business. Added to a favour-
able popular sentiment, there
must be certain encouragement
given by the Government, in ad-
dition to that already being pro-
vided in the form of a bounty.
The great difficulty in the way
of supplying the local market
with cheaper coal, even if mil-
lions of tons were in rcadiness
for shipment,~is haulage and
haulage charges. Even if a light
railway were built from any of
the areas on the West Coast to
the trunk line across country,
the cost of freight would be so
considerable that by the time
the coal reached the consumer
its value would be equal to, if
not greater than, the imported
article. Hence if the West
Coast deposits. m% be worked
for the benefit of the dominion,
the only hope of cheapening the
transportation rates will be the
building and operation of a line
of railway from the pit heads to

it is therefore our prime duty
to help by every means in our
power the development and op-
eration of our own coal deposits.
Lack of enterprise in the past,
to which may be added hostility
in certain quarters to the open-
ing up of our natural resources,
retarded progress, and we have
been obliged to import and pay
dearly for every lump of coal
consumed for manufacturing
and domestic purposes. The fu-
ture must witness a change.
Wealthy in bituminous fuel,
Newfoundland should possess
herself of all the advantages to
be derived from the early plac-
ing of native coal on the local
market.

A New Purchase.

The schr. Hérbet and Ruby, Capt.
Charles Hollett, of Burin, arrived from
Halifax via Burin, on Tuesday with a
cargo of flour to Messrs. Campbell &
McKay. The Herbert and Ruby is a
new ship having been launched in
March last, ard was built by Wm.
Brooks, of the Freeport Shipbuilding
Co., Digby County, Bay of Fundy. She
was towed from that port to La Have,
N. S., where she was rigged. The
schooner is 122 tons nett, well and
substantially built, rigging and run-
ning gear of the best material and
the spars and main boom are of pitch
pine. Her sailing qualities were fully
demonstrated during the voyage and
proved. all that could be looked for,
running off twelve knots during a part
of the trip. There were two other new
vessels on the voyage in company for
a short time, but the Herbert and
Ruby showed them her heels and kept
thew well in her wake. Capt. Hollett
is one of our youngest master-marin-
ers, being only twenty-seven years of
age, but has considerable experi-
ence, taking charge seven years ago,
and employed as master in our for-
eign trade for the past three years.
Mr, E. M. Hollett, of Burin, is the
owner of the new ship, and Messrs.
T. H. Carter & Co., are the agents.

Both the young priests will
be attached to the Harbor Grace
diocese.
