Pompeii and Herculaneum are us­
ually spoke of together. They were 
neighboring towns in the foothills of 
Vesuvius and were together destroy­
ed by the great eruption of 79 A.D.

Pompeii was overwhelmed by 
showers of volcanic ashes—hot, fiery 
stuff that drove the people out of the 
city. There was plenty of- warning 
and^ot very many lives seem to have 
been lbst. Crowds were taken off the 
beach in ships. By day there was 
darkness as oi nfght, illumined only 
by the glare of the volcano, and the 
panic must have been frightful.

But the ashes did noth wholly bury 
the town. They fell deep enough only 
to reach the second stories of the 
houses, or not much more than that. 
Pompeii was destroyed, but in recent 
years the task of digging it out and 
uncovering most of it has not been 
too difficult or arduous to be worth 
while from an antiquarian viewpoint.

Herculaneum, on the other hand, 
was buried beneath a flood of lava 
from the buring mountain. It is to­
day entomber in solid rock, and to 
disinter it is a practically hopeless 
proposition. Besides, the molten flood 
must have destroyed it.

One of the most interesting things 
found in ruined Pompeiii was a bak­
er’s shop, with forty-eight loaves of 
bread ready for delivery to custom­
ers. Each loaf was stamped with the 
baker’s name.

There was excitement, especially 

among the little folks, in our neigh­
borhood this morning. The xstork 
had brought Duffy a new little sister. 
The news was brought In at break­
fast by Davy Willis. "It must have 
been the flapping of the stork’s 
wings,” was his version of it, “that 
woke me up at 2 o’clock.”

All the electric lights were on over 
at Duffy’s, and mother was called by 
telephone and hurried across. She 
told father that the stork was not ex­
pected so soon, but that the telephone 
girl had found him at Shelbyville, 
and he hurried home on the inter- 
urban. She told father that they had 
telephoned for two doctors and two 
nurses. She sand they had plenty of 
light and water and that Mary—that’s 
the girl—had to heat water and that 
on the gas stove. At 4 o’clock mother 
came home and sent telegrams. They 
sgid "It’s a girl.”

Just a simple, homely story. Life, 
death, sickness, accident, the unex­
pected or expetÿed occurs every min­
ute in a great city. Duffy’s father 
may be away, but, no matter the sec­
ond, the telephone girl must be 
ready to answer the call; electricity 
must be at the wire's end, ready, at 
finger pressure, to give the surgeon 
plenty of good light”—as Davy’s 

mother had said was needed; pure 
water that will cleanse the new­
born or soothe the wound, must gush 
forth when the faucet is turned; gas 
must stand ready to heat; the tele­
phone to carry the message of Joy or 
sorrow; transportation systems must 
hurry home the absent. At any mo­
ment, any hour, all those servants 
must respond.

Taxpayers maintain police and fire 
departments, schools, parks, librar­
ies.

But when Duffy’s little sister came 
unexpectedly between 2 and 4 o’clock 
this morning, or last week when 
Uncle Charlie died, were any of these 
functions of the city brought into 
play? Or when Brother John was 
married last month?

Schools could be closed for some 
time, police courts and even council 
meetings dispensed with for some 
days, and it is possible that even the 
fire and police departments might 
take a day’s vacation without any­
body noticing it.

But—the instant pure water1 ceases 
to flow through a city, death sum­
mons the hearses. If anything— 
such, for example, as exhaustion of 
coal supply—should happen to the 
great electric plants, not only would 
lights go out, but machines in fac- 
tries would go dead, elevators would 
be deprived of that work which is 
life not alone to them but life and or­
der to the city.

If street cars do not move, the mod­
ern city becomes stagnant and disor­
ganized.

Confusion would be bora if tele­
phones shonld go dead.

The city faces starvation when gas 
falls.

The modern city has become de­
pended on its water, gas, electric, 
street railway, telephone and other 
utilities. These ar^ the modern city’s 
vital functions—its great servants. 
They must be kept healthy so that 
when the call comes, no matter the 
moment or hour, they may meet the 
demand.

All stand through every minute of 
the year ready to serve, and they do 
serve, for very low wages. All of 
them, often for less than the lady tor 
chocolates, or the family for the 
movies or for gasoline.

Head Hunters
Now Peaceful.

Ginger or Jinja.
Somehow Jinja seems to amuse 

people, as the name of a place, says 
a writer in Blackwood, at least he 
finds that when you speak of it to 
anyone unfamiliar with the place, he 
or she usually laughs and says, 
"Jinja? How do you spell it?" Yet 
Jinja is far from a joke, on a still 
night in the great heat, when there is 
a steep hill to climb; then indeed one 
is apt to wish that the little bungalows 
were not so far above the little pier 
that thrusts out Into the still waters 
of the great Victoria Nyanza. It was 
from Jinja that the journey was 
made to Rejaf, and we are given a 
picture of the country through which 
Andrew Balfour, Ç.B., C.M.G., passed 
to the source of the Nile. “The sward 
slopes gently to the west to the gorge 
where the Nile has its birth, where It 
leaps into being amongst black rocks, 
and spray, and cormorants and count­
less fish—where gilding from the 
mighty lake It gathers force and im­
petus—when penned between high 
banks £t takes a river’s form, and en­
counters the first of its many barri­
cades, plunges over and across it. It 
is a wonderful sight, this birthplace 
of the Nile, wonderful as viewed from 
Busoga, ae one journeys from Jinja."

The first tourist party ever to In­
vade the mountain fastaneeaes <a0 the 
headhunter* of Formosa has Just re­
turned to Japan. The leader of the 
party, Dr. H. H. Powers, of the Bur­
eau of Universal Travel, when seen 
at the Imperial Hotel, said that he re­
ceived the impression that Japan in 
Formosa is doing one of the finest 
tilts of colonial administration In the 
world.

The party which sailed from Naga­
saki for Keelung on an O. S. R. 
steamship a few weeks ago consisted 
of ten persons. Four of the party 
remained in Taihoku, but Dr. Pow­
ers and five ladies, one of them 65 
years old, penetrated into the inter­
ior of Nanto Province, practically In 
the centre of the osland. They reach­
ed a village called Musha, Inhabited 
by headhunting aborigines, fifty 
miles from a real railroad. Most 
of the journey from the railway was 
made on push cars, which run on 
light raalway tracks, about 18-imch 
gauge, and are pushed by coolies. 
The last few miles the party had to 
walk. According to Dr. Powers, 
only two white women are known to 
have penetrated so far before.

In this village the American tour­
ists were struck by the strange spec­
tacle of the children of the head­
hunters in school doing th'eir sums in 
both Arabic and Japanese numerals. 
One lad was sent to a large map 
of the United States, and when told 
where the members of the party 
came from pointed out the locality on 
the map. The schools are conducted 
in the Japanese language.

The Governor of Nante Province, 
Dr. Powers said, impressed him as a 
wide awake administrator with a 
real desire to help the people he 
governed. He conceived the idea 
that all the police administration of 
his province should be in the native 
tongue, and as a starter he sent one 
of his young policemen, a Japanese, 
up into one of the mountain villages 
and told him to stay there until he 
learned the language. The policeman 
returned safely after four months, 
having mastered the very primitive 
native tongue, and since then that 
policeman has instructed every other 
Junsa that has gone into the district.

The headhunters are also being 
taught some of the principles of ag­
riculture. Dr. Powers was shown a 
model track garden In one of the 
villages in which the policemen of 
the post showed the natives how 
to cultivate vegetables and fruits. 
He was told of a new “police post" 
that was to be established, in which 
the force was to be composed entire­
ly of graduates of the Imperial Col­
lege of Agriculture and which would 
in reality be an agricultural experi­
ment station.

The aborigine tribes of Formosa 
are, in Dr. Powers’ opinion, fine 
racial stock, fully worth the effort to 
civilize them. Dr. Powers, who is 
famous as a world traveler, said that 
he had always thought the efforts 
of more advanced races to “save” 
the few remnants of the savage races 
of the world were mere "puttering" 
and wasted effort, but that he came 
away from Formosa convinced that 
the Japanese are accomplishing this 
work in a manner that compares-fav­
orably with the best colonial admin­
istrative work to the credit' of the 
British Empire or of the United 
States. Missionaries in the island 
had told him, he said, that it was im- 

, possible for one who had not seen 
it to conceive of the transformation 
that the, Japanese have wrought in 
Formosa in the quarter of a century 
they have held it.

“I shall do everything I can," said 
Dr. Powers, “to encourage Ameri­
cans to visit Formosa and see the 
work the Japanese are doing there. 
There' is scenery there that compares 
with any in the world. There is a 
comfortable railway hotel in Taihoku 
and everywhere in the interior there 
are clean, comfortable Japanese inns. 
No matter how far one goes from the 
main track one is sure £o find some 
sort of Japanese inn.”

The party which Dr. Powers took 
to Formosa has now gone to Karu- 
izawa for a month’s stay. Meanwhile 
their leader will take another party 
of American tourists through Japan 
and then the two parties will be join­
ed for a tour of China.

Royal Authors.
From King David to the Queen ol 

Roumanie
The Queen of Roumanie, who is re­

hearsing her own play, Is the latest 
In s long list of Royal writers which 
includes David at one end of time and 
the Mediterranean and George V. of 
England at the other. And between the 
reputed pealms of King David and the 
collected speeches of King George 
there are to be found Royal writers 
dabbling in every kind of authorship 
from classical poetry to “ad.’’-writ- 
ing.

James 1. of Scotland, who wrote a 
poem that has become a classic, oc 
cupies naturally the most considerable 
place In literature. On his way to 
France to be educated he was captur­
ed, and held prisoner here In England 
for eighteen years. His captivity was 
not too rigorous and gave him op 
portunlty to read Dan Chaucer and to 
fall in love with Lady Joan Beaufort, 
a combination of events that made 
literature the richer by his finely- 
wrought love poem “The King’s 
Qualr."

A Nest of Singing Birds.
His household, too, was a nest of 

Royal singing birds. Three of his six 
daughters became famous ; Marguerite, 
married to a neglectful Dauphin, wrote 
French rondeaux; Isabel, Duchess of 
Bretagne, wrote a fine elegy on Mar 
guerite’s death; whilst Eleanor, who 
married an Austrian Archduke, be­
came the accepted model for German 
authors by her translation into the 
vernacular of an old French romance. 
It must not be forgotten, too, that the 
first English prose writer was a king: 
Alfred was his name, Asser his tutor, 
and Winchesaer his scriptorium. Eight 
centuries lapse into limbo before we 
reach the Royal “ad.”-writer, Charier 
II., who, in the Mercurius Politicus of 
June 28th, 1660. advertised for “a 
smooth black dog, less than a grey­
hound, with white under his breast."

Henry YIII.’s Polemic.
The most successful Royal writer 

was undoubtedly Henry VIII., for his 
polemic against Luther extended the 
Royal title to “Fidel Defensor," which 
has been borne by every English mon­
arch since it was bestowed by Leo X. 
in 1521. James I. of England, as well 
as James I. of Scotland, was a pro­
lific Writer, his best-known work be­
ing the “Counterblast to Tobacco.”

But unfortunately courtiers have of­
ten been too kind to kings, and have 
ascribed to them credit wtjjch a more 
critical world has refused. For in­
stance. just after Charles I. was be­
headed there appeared “Elkon Basi- 
like," whick he was said to have writ­
ten whilst in prison awaiting his 
doom; but the prayers and devout 
meditations were the work of John 
Gauden, Bishop of Exeter, “to vindi­
cate the King’s wisdom, honour, and 
piety”! Louis XIV. also allowed to be 
published a work of which he was sup­
posed to be the author. A critic into 
whose hands It fell handled it with 
tact as well as truth, for his critique 
ran: “If this work is by Hfs Majesty, 
it is above criticism; if it is not. It is 
beneath notice.”—John O’London.

A most interesting discovery has 
just been made in Westminster Abbey. 
On the north side of the great shrine 
of Edward the Confessor, that magnet 
of Royal tombs, some Incised lines in 
the pavement have come to light 
There is little donbt that they are the 
signature, so to speak, of one of the 
strangest episodes in our Royal his 
tory. Henry VI., who loved the Abbey 
wished to be buried there, near the 
Confessor and near to his great father 
the victor of Agin court who lay in a 
splendid tomb over which hung (as 
they still hang) his shield and helmet. 
* The King Orders His Tomb.

He had been King of England at the 
age of nine months, and was only 
thirty years of age when he began to 
think of his tomb, though he was to 
reign twenty years longer. He came 
to the Abbey again and again to choose 
the spot where his bones should lie 
On the last occasion he entered the 
Chapel of the Confessor with Prior 
Flete, and then after praying at his 
son’s tomb went up Into the Chantry 
above it and spent an hour in thought. 
When the conversation was renewed 
It was agreed that the reliquary of 
Edward the Confessor should be mov 
ed, so as to give space for a new tomb 
on the north side of the shrine. The 
final scene, which is so strangely re­
called to-day, is thus described by 
Dean Stanley in his "Memorials of 
Westminster Abbery”:—

The master-mason, Think, by name, 
took an iron Instrument, and traced 
the circuit of the grave on the pave­
ment, Within three days the Relics 
were removed, and the tomb ordered. 
The “marbler” (as we should now say, 
the statuary) and the coppersmith re­
ceived forty groats for their instal­
ment, and gave one groat to the work­
men, who long remembered the con­
versation of their masters at supper 
by this token.

After all, Henry never filled this 
grave. He died tragically in the Tower 
on the night in which Edward IV. en­
tered London in triumph. Next day hts 
body was lying in 8t. Paul's Cathedral, 
his face exposed for all to see, and 
afterwards was taken up the river 
on a barge to be laid In Chertesy Ab­
bey. The marks of John of Thirsk’s

Proceedings.

TUESDAY, Sept. 21.
The House was called to order at 

3.40, the Lord. Bishop presiding. Pray­
ers having been read, the roll was 
called, and the House proceeded to 
business.

.Minutes of yesterday's sessions were 
read and adopted.

Rev. Canon Bolt, on behalf of Mr. 
C. E. Hunt, read a letter and also a 
constitution for a proposed Church 
Men's Club.

Glimpsing 7h ?
Situation

The constantly increasing 
numbers of men short of em­
ployment, because of so little 
trade movement, recalls the 
Winter of the Bank Crash, fol­
lowing the “Black Monday” of 
December, 1894. But the situa­
tion is far worse for the unem­
ployed to-day than it was even j 
in the stringent period referred 
to, owing to the fact that the 
necessaries of life, such as Coal, 
Flour, Clothing, Molasses, Su­
gar and Salt Meats, not to speak 
of other commodities, have 
trebled in price during the last 
two and a half decades, and 
rental rates have doubled in the 
same period. The present state 
of affairs is appalling to con­
template and consideration of 
them fills all thoughtful people 
with ever-growing alarm.

* * * * * *
The waterfront of St. John’s, 

that always safe epitome of how 
business was working, possess­
es to-day the appearance of 
premises “TO LET” .and there 
is so little fish being handled 
and so few schooners at the 
wharves that people are begin­
ning to wonder if the threat of 
making the grass grow in the 
streets of the capital, has not 
already been brought about. 
Coastal Boats hnd Bay Steam­
ers leave St. John’s and return 
again almost empty of freight. 
Foreign steamships bring noth­
ing only what is absolutely ne­
cessary for the trade to order. 
The purchase of goods in the 
markets of Canada, United 
States and United Kingdom has 
dwindled to such microscopical 
proportions that the revenue 
has fallen off to a most alarm­
ing and perilous extent.

Sagona’s Report.

Labrador Fishery Average One.
S. S. Sagona which arrived yester­

day from Labrador porta brought 270 
packages of freight and the following 
passengers for this port:—E. Hiscock, 
J. R. Clouston, Miss Alfrida Davis, 
Miss T. Saunders, E. P. Clarke, Mye. 
Lewis Dawe, E. S. Parsons, Dr. D. 
O'Brien, G. Sutton, Miss Jennie Bur- 
gress, Rev. J. Skinner. Rev. Pitcher, 
A. Hownsell, E. Simmonds, Rev. W. 
S. Mercer, Mrs. Dr. Smith, and two in 
second cabin.

The Sagona reports that the wea­
ther during the trip was anything but 
pleasant. The fishery on the Labrador 
will be an average one, although 
some of the schooners on the North­
ern Coast have done poorly. From 
Hopedale to Battle Hr., when the 
Sagona was coming south there was 
an abundance of fish with hook and 
line and plenty of herrings for bait. 
A number of the “floaters" with good 
trips have been coming south for some 
time and should now be nearing their 
home ports. Dunns at Macovic, Hier- 
lihy at Iron Bound Islands and Jer 
retts have done poorly. Hiscock at 
Smokey is reported for 6,000 quintals. 
Lewis Dawe at Fishing Ships Hr. has 
7,000 quintals and planters at Flat Is­
lands have fair catches.

At Batteau there are 12 Nova Scotia 
Bankers taking all the codfish they 
can handle. Some ten or 12 vessels 
and two steamers are on the coast 
loading for market, the fish except in 
one instance being shipped without 
any fixed price. Conditions have never 
been worse and dissatisfaction is in 
evidence everywhere. Many of the 
fishermen are refusing to ship until 
more satisfactory prices are arranged.

This 
being agreed the committee was ap­
pointed.

The House resumed its considera­
tion of the resolutions attached to the 
report of the Synod Committee on 
Education, and especially in regard to 
the last of these, asking for the judg­
ment of the Synod on the question as 
to whether a suitable building for ad­
vanced education in this country, to­
gether with the training of teachers 
under the same general management 
would form a most fitting memorial 
of the gallantry of those who fell in 
the great war.

Dr. Blackall stated that this form 
of memorial had the support of the 
Great War Veterans’ Association, and 
of the Patriotic Association, and hop­
ed that the Synod would give it its 
support. After much debate it was felt 
that the resolution would best meet 
the wishes of the House if cast in two 
parts. Dr. Blackall agreed to the divi­
sion of the resolution, and moved the 
first part as follows, viz:—

“That it is imperative in the inter­
ests of the country that facilities be 
organized for affording to its young 
men and women the means of advanc­
ing well beyond the matriculation 
standard, and of studying the applica­
tion of science to the industries of the 
country.”

This was agreed to by the House. 
Dr. Blackall then moved the second 
half of the resolution in an amended 
form, viz:— ■ '

“It is of opinion that this work may 
possibly be provided for in the same 
building- as the professional training 
of teachers and under the same gen­
eral management, and further the 
erection of a suitable building for all 
this work—so important to the wel­
fare of the country—would form a 
most fitting memorial of the gallantry 
of those who fell in the great war.”

This motion being seconded was 
agreed to by the House in its amend­
ed form.

This brought the Synod to the hour 
appointed for receiving the delegation 
from the Inter-denominational Com­
mittee.

On introduction of Canon Bolt they 
were received and welcomed by the 
Bishop, the Synod standing. His Lord-
sUp assured the delegation that they

On behalf of the Inter-denomina­
tional Committee, Mr. Arthur Mews,
C.M.G., and Mr. J. J. McKay, Chairman 
of the Presbyterian Board of Educa­
tion, then addressed the Synod, set­
ting forth statistics and arguments 
for amalgamated schools in St. John’s.

His Lordship the Bishop thanked 
the delegation for the very lucid and 
able manner in which they had pre­
sented their case, and assured them 
that when the matter came before this 
House, as it would under a series of 
resolutions of which notice had al­
ready been given, that this Synod and 
every member of this Synod would en­
deavour to give the question the full­
est and most careful consideration and 
judgment in deciding upon it The 
delegation then withdrew.

On motion the House adjourned at 
10.30, the Benediction being pronounc­
ed by the Bishop.

Fishery Regulations
newfound.OX THE TRADE OF 

LAND.

The fishery regntatiohs put in torce 
tv tie Government last year have been 
tbe cause of heavy losses on fish 
shipments. Last fall the appoint­
ment of George Hawes as the sole 
medii:m through which fish had to be 
jnlij to Italy proved very disastrous 
,0 Newfoundland shippers and was.] 
really the forerunner of the trouble, 
ttr. Hawes, on account of hiS posi­
ton, made an attempt to fight the 
Consorzio of Italy. While the fight 
was folng on, cargoes of fish which 
should have gone to Italy, were land­
ed in Spain and kept the latter mar- 
bet well supplied, so that when the 
lish that was intended for Spain ar­
rived it could not find buyers and 
had to go into the stores to be sold 
on ron.= ignment, with the result that 
a fc„- weeks ago there were Sixty 
Thousand quintals of Newfoundland 
Ash in Spain on which the shippers 
will lose not less than six dollars 
oer quintal, or six hundred thousand 
dollar: This is based on the prices
r.t Which fish was selling in July. 
But with the new fish going in be­
fore the old is sold there will of né­
cessite be a further decline in the 
value of old fish which will make the 
loss considerably more. There Is, in 
Spain at the present time, fish that 
was shipped in September, 1919, 
which is not yet cleaned up.

If the fish which was intended for 
Italy in the early season had gone 
there, it would have left the Spanish 
market open for the Spanish fish, 
with the result that Spain would have 
been clear of old fish this spring and 
would be now asking for cargoes of 
new cure. The firçt steamer cargo 
of fish in casks sold to Italy last 
year was shipped by the s.s. Buchan­
an late in the season. This steamer 
was held up in Spain for some time 
under demurrage, waiting for George 
Hawes to fight the Consorzio, there­
fore the demurrage which the ship­
pers had to pay Messrs. Job Bros, 
the owners or agents of the Consor- 
io, more than consumed the profit on 
the cargo, and the shippers came out 
with a loss. . In every case in previ­
ous years the first steamer cargoes 
to Italy have returned to shippers 
handsome profits. After Mr. Hawes 
finally came down to the terms of the 
Consorzio. the quality of the fish 
which was sold was not suitable for 
Italy. It was a quality til liable only 
for Oporto. On some cargoes sold to 
the Consorzio, heavy claims were 
made. On one small sailer cargo 
alone, in Italy, six thousand five hun­
dred pounds sterling was allowed 
the buyers on account of unsuitable 
quality. There were also heavy al­
lowances on cargoes in Italy.

The terms of payment enforced on 
Brazil buyers by the Government 
regulations, also caused the exporters 
to lose very heavily. There are two 
large houses in Pernambuco which 
have been practically taking all the 
fish which goes to Pernambuco and 
llaeeio. These -houses are very 
wealthy. The payment for cargoes 
was always made by sixty days sight 
draft. Last year the Government 
made the terms of payment cash de­
posited here in St. John’s. One of 
the buyers, as a result, imported 60,- 
000 drums less than . they did the 
year before. We lost the sale of ever 
sixty thousand quintals to one buyer 
alone. When the most of the cargoes, 
which went forward, were paid for 
here in cash, exchange was about 
four dollars to the pound sterling, 
whereas those who were fortunate 
enough to have sold on the old terms 
received $4.50 to the pound when 
their drafts came due, valuing the 
fish at £5-0-0 per drum, which was 
the lowest price at which fish sold

for Brazil, those who got cash here 
lost 50c. on the pound or two dollars 
and fifty cents on a drum,—a cargo 
of five thousand drums, realizing 
dred dollars less than it should, 
the shipper twelve thousand five hun- 
Thirty cargoes at this rate gave a 
loss on exchange alone *375,000.

There was no excuse in the world 
for enforcing such terms of payment 
on these wealthy concerns In Brazil, 
and at the same time allowing all 
shippers to Hawes to make sixty day 
draft on Hawes & Co. fox only part 
of the value of the cargoes. At times 
Hawes & Co. must have had accept­
ance running into hundreds of thous­
ands of dollars, many of these drafts 
being extended after the expiration

If there had been no interference 
in fish exports last year. Spain would 
have been clear of old fish this 
spring; Brazil would have consumed 
all the fish suitable for that market; 
we would have had foreign fish buy­
ers our friends instead of our ene- 

i mies. and to-day shore fish would be 
selling in St. John’s at twelve dollars 
per quintal talquai, and all the mer­
chants bidding against each other to 
get off the fish cargoes to catch the 
early market as in past years. In 
stead of twelve dollars, shore fish is 
averaging about seven dollars and 
very few buyers. Five dollars per 
quintal off our catch of fish, sav 
1,250.000 quintals, means a loss to t 
fishermen of this pountry and to the 
trade, of Six Million. Two Hundred 
and Fifty Thousand Dollars.

The whole trade is now demoral­
ized. and exporters are afraid to 
stock up at even the present prices, 
fearing that fish will even yet be low­
er in St. John’s, caused by the holding 
back of fish Which should have been 
eaten Exporters are also afraid to 
store fish subject to the dictation of 
Hon. W. F. Coaker. who might some 
day say, you have broken the regula­
tions. and without troubling to inves­
tigate, cancel the export license and 
leave the fish In the hands of the 
exporters here.

The statement of Hon. W. F. Coak­
er, that the season is yet early for 
supplying fish, is wrong and mislead­
ing. Prior to the war and during the 
continuance of the war, when steam­
ers were available for charter, the 
first cargoes of fish in casks left here 
about the first part of September. 
Sometimes whole cargoes went to 
Italy direct and were landed there in 
September. Spain also got steamer 
cargoes In September.

The Government regulations have 
taken the energy out of exporters, 
and they are afraid to speculate. 
Thev have also taken the energy and 
spirit out of the fishermen. All over 
this country to-day men who should 
be fishing, and always have fished in 
September and October, have hauled 
up their boats disheartened, end gone 
to the lumber woods and out of the 
country. From Placentia Bay, Trin­
ity Bay and Bonavista Bay come the 
same reports. There is no doubt but 
that there will be at least a shortage 
of 250,000 quintals of shore fish for 
September and October, which esti­
mated at only six dollars per quintal 
means a loss of another million and 
a half dollars.

What about the revenue for this 
year? Well, I am not a politician, so 
I will say nothing.

Cargoes which were held back on 
the West Coast this spring, should 
have been marketed when exchange 
was $4.20 to the pound. Exchange is 
now *3.80, a loss of over *1.00 per 
quintal.

NEGOTIATIONS BROKEN OFF.
WARSAW, Sept. 21.

Polish successes against the Bol­
shevik! are reported on the southern 
and central fronts, where the east­
ward advance of the Poles has been 
continued. The peace negotiations 
between Lithuania and Poland have 
been broken off, and the Polish dele­
gation has left Kalwaria and is re­
turning to Warsaw. Lithuania agreed 
to withdraw her troops behind the 
force lines, but insisted that the 
Poles retire a similar distance behind 
the line they now occupy. To this 
the Poles refused to agree.

MYSTERY UNSOLVED.
NEW YORK, Sept. 21.

The Department of Justice and 
police officials admitted to-night that 
five and one halt days investigation 
has failed to solve the mystery of the 
explosion in Wall Street last Thurs­
day.

English wild flowers have received 
all manner of names, both popular 
and scientific, some poetic, others 
prosy in the extreme, some logical 
reasons, others for no apparent rea­
son at all, some well deserved, 
others absurdly flattering, but one 
plant at least has been singularly 
fortunate in the name bestowed upon 
it, and not praised one whit beyond 
its honest due. Happy indeed was the 
thought that gave to the commonest 
English spiraea the well-merited title 
of queen-of-the-meadows, for no 
other flowers can vie with it in its 
tall, graceful plumes of creamy- 
white that spread in waving masses 
by the stream, and scant the very air 
with richest perfume. Perhaps, too, 
its close kinship with the royal line 
of roses has suggested its deserving 
so proud a title, though only the prac­
ticed eye can detect a family likeness 
to the queen of all the garden flowers.

The likeness is there nevertheless, 
for all who would care to seek it, yet 
strangely enough the fragrance of 
both the rose and the meadowsweet 
is to a certain degree deceptive. We 
have become so accustomed to asso­
ciate the sweetness of such flowers 
as those of the clovers and honey­
suckles with the richest production of 
delicious fragrance of the meadow 
spiraea, or of the pink-white roses 
along the hedgerow, must of neces­
sity offer a rich feast of nectar for 
the bees. Such feeling, however, is 
really very far from the truth, for 
neither flower te known to produce 
honey-juice of any description, though 
bees certainly visit them and carry 
away their pollen. But to us it mat­
ters little Just new whether nectar is

The driving stem of the steamer 
crossing the Banks still remains a 
menace to the fishermen, and in 1919 
sda Canadians went to their last har­
bor through their vessel being run 
down and sunk. In this case, death 
came hurling out of the mist and ere 
the schooner’s crew had time to even 
realize what had happened, they were 
struggling for life in the chill waters 
off Sable Island while tliéir vessel 
was being ground to splinters under 
the bows of a large liner.

Effects of Coal Strike.

British industry will be paralysed if 
the threatened coal miners's strike is 
not averted, and there seems little 
chance that it will be. Nearly a mil­
lion and a quarter miners will cease 
labor and by doing so will force hun­
dreds of thousands of other workers 
into idleness. An estimate of the num­
ber of workers in some of the in­
dustries that would be thrown out of 
employment gives the following fig­
ures: In the first week of the strike— 
chemical industry, 50,000, cotton in­
dustry 225,000, subsidiary cotton 
trades 75,000; in the second week— 
shipbuilding industry 300,000, silver­
smiths’ trade 6,000 cotton industry an 
additional 225,000, and subsidiary cot­
ton trades 76,000 ; in the third week- 
engineering works 45,000, brassfound- 
ers, 24,000, motor works 80,000 
machine tool shops, 40,000, cable 
makers 30,000, explosive trades 30,000, 
boot and shoe trade 87,000, seaman 
35,000, dock and riverside labor 100,- 
000. The total including the miners 
themselves, is 2,643,000. Many other 
trades and industries would be less 
seriously affected and it is probable 
that the coal strike would throw up- 
pards of three million persons out of 
work. There is some relief, perhaps, 
to learn that Mr. Robert Smilie, pre­
sident of the British Miners’ Federa­
tion has denied asking Canadian work­
ers to join in the strike.—Sydney Post

A Fishery Not Worked.
GREAT POSSIBILITIES IN CAP- 

TIRE OF WHITE PORPOISE.

The capture of the white porpoise 
or the white whale or Beluga, which 
is said to abound in the lower Gulf 
of St. Lawrence, is a department of 
the fishing industry which presents 
possibilities and is particularly at­
tractive to investors of a speculative 
turn of mind. In years gone by this 
fishery was carried on at odd lûmes, 
most extensively by ttie Hudson Bay 
Company, but never on any systema­
tic basis. It is not known that anyone 
is now prqosecuting the industry and 
therefore, there is no standard to 
assure one that it could be carried 
on with success under prevailing con­
ditions.

Some years ago the late Mr. Camp­
bell McNab, associated with another 
gentleman, engaged in the industry. 
Their method of capturing the por­
poise was quite novel, b 't most effec­
tive. A long lead was erected—a wail 
of stocks driven into the mud or sand 
—and so arranged that the schools 
when ascending the river with the 
tide were lead into shallow water and 
stranded by the receding tide. Then 
they were cut up, the skin and blub­
ber removed and the flesh and bones 
used for fertilizer.

About thirty years ago it was re­
potted that the most extensive fishery 
of the Hudson Bay Company was that 
of the white porpoise. At one tide 
as many as 200 would be caught by 
the Inshore trap described above, and 
as each porpoise was worth about 

! >100. a small fortune was frequently 
left stranded by a single tide. From 

' 200 to 400 pounds of blubber is 
yielded by each porpoise and oil of

Railway Commissions 
and Other Things.

Editor Evening Telegram
Dear Sir,—With your permission I 

would like to refer to a matter which 
is no doubt of considerable public in­
terest at the present time. Last year 
this Dominion was visited by an ep­
idemic of Spanish Flu and no doubt 
this year of grace will go down in 
Newfoundland History as the year of 
the Commission Epidemic, the latest 
of which is the Railroad Commission.

About a month or so ago this so 
styled commission took a jaunt over 
our Railway System, presumably to 
enquire into its condition and has 
brought back for the public to. swal­
low, the news that the Railroad is in 
fair condition all over the system, and 
that the special train which took-them 
along actually travelled at the rate 
of thirty miles per hour over some sec­
tions, but the sections affording this 
rate of speed—and how far the joy 
ride lasted—is not told. Perhaps this 
terrific rate of speed is accountable 
for one of the freight trains turning 
bottom up on the Port aux Basques 
end of the line some six week ago, 
from which the engineer and fireman 
had a miraculous escape, also the 10- 
12 hour delay occasioned one of our 
express trains near Millertown Junc­
tion some five weeks ago, and even of 
more recent date did one of our trains 
have some delay not many hundred 
miles from Kelligrews. It is wonder­
ful! Can you imagine, Mr. Editor, a 
local train actually travelling thirty 
miles per hour. What an awful lot of 
grease it must have been necessary to 
carry on that special, to afford such 
speed. The most illuminating news of 
course is the extensive report on our 
coal, and at last the Reid’s after many 
years moving up and down our earth 
have (so we are told by the Commis­
sion) located an abundant supply of 
coal at South Branch; no shortage 
this winter Mr. Editor, no going to the 
Minister of Shipping with your hat in, 
your hand for a little more than the 
usual allowance.

And the Commission also tells us 
that they actually saw four feet of 
coal in the Jukes Seam, and two feet 
in the Cleary, but more important 
still the Cleary areas are partly on the 
Reid Co. lands, in spite of the fact that 
these coal areas were under private 
ownership for twenty years before 
this Country had heard of the Reids. 
There though, Mr. Editor, we are liv­
ing in such an age of enlightenment 
that some day we must not be sur­
prised if we wake up and find that 
there was some error in planning the 
universe, and that when lines are run 
again we will really be a part of Cau-
a3«r~

Since the Commission condescended 
to tell us so much’as a result of the 
joy ride, perhaps it will also be good 
enough to give us the following in­
formation:

(1) The section of road travelled 
over at such a fast clip.

(2) Full list of people who travelled 
on the special train at any time 
during the trip.

When the above information is given 
public, it would be interesting to know 
if Mr. Coaker and the Government 
Engineer are the only two represent­
ing the Colony in this Commission, and 
if so what about appointing Mr. Hawes 
as a third party, as he doesn’t seem 
to be doing much with fish at the pre­
sent time, and could probably combine 
both.

This suggestion is not made through 
doubt of Mr. (Soaker's ability or be­
cause he is the only Newfoundlander 
on that commission, for I am sure no 
one could doubt the ability of the 
Poor Mans Friend and wordy expon­
ent of fishermans rights.

Merinos, Llamas
and Alpacas.

There are plenty • of wool-bearing 
animals in Bolivia, merino sheep in 
flocks ranging from—a few sheep 
herded by an Indian shepherd to as 
many as 8,000 under a single owner­
ship; llamas, probably about 500,000 
of these little cousins of the camel, 
and at least 200,000 alpacas, much 
like their near relatives, the llamas, 
but shorter in the legs and endowed 
with a softer, silkier wool. Yet it is 
only recently that Bolivia has begun 
developing a wool industry that reach­
es out beyond the local consumption 
of wool for thp manufacture of wool­
len garments worn by the natives and 
exports the product to foreign mar­
kets.

Indian women, weaving in primi­
tive fashion, shawls, ponchos, and 
other articles of wear, use yearly 
about 1,000,000 pounds of wool; and 
Indian men still shear the sheep with 
pieces of glass or sharpened tin, and 
eo far refuse to be converted to. the 
use of anything so modern as a pair 
of shears. A few years ago, says a re­
cent examiner of the Bolivian sheep 
and wool situation, a hundred shears 
were imported, but, try as be might, 
the importer, could not persuade the 
shepherds to buy them. Methods, in

short, are practically as old as the line 
of sheep, for the flocks that pasture 
throughout the highland region are 
descendants of the sheep brought in­
to the country by the Spanish conquer­
ors.
