The Canadian shippers could
have no objection to your biiying it on
similar inspection regulations tc those
operating in Canada.”

We publish the above in order

“ should not be lost sight of at a

time when the attention of the
authorities is about to be cen-
tred upon the Enquiry which
may be more productive of sen-
sations, but which is not of
greater importance.

We cannot credit the sugges-
tion made that the Canadian au-
thorities have decided to sus-
pend the regulations because
Newfoun#iand dealers were
willing to take such meat for
distribution. = Apparently
suppliers are under a misappre-,
hension -both as to our require-;
ments and to our discrimination !
in the matter of food.
