The passengers 
and crew, all safe, were expected to arrive 
in Duluth next night by the steamer 
Cumberland. Full particulars of the ac­
cident have not yet been received.

North Grey Railway.—The rails on 
the North Grey Railway are laid as far as 
Thombury, and the construction tram- 
put in its appearance at the station on 
Wednesday. The road is being rapidly 
completed, and will probably be ready for 
traffic as far as that place early next 
month.

Visit of Mr. Johnston to Hamilton..- 
As Mr. Johnston, of Ballykilbeg, Ireland, 
M. P. for Belfast, is to visit Hamilton on 
the 29th instj, the Orange Association of 
that city and' surrounding country have 
determined to give him a grand reception 
on his arrival. There is to be a banquet 
given in the evening equal to any that 
has taken place in the city.

In referring to the crops about Sheffield, 
near Galt, the Reformer says : “The hay 
is this section is nearly all in, and is a 
very light crop.

The horses took fright and ran 
away, some of the lumber being thrown 
on Mr. McNeil, which caused his death 
a few hours afterwards. Mr. McNeil lias 
only been a resident of Elderslie for 
about six weeks, having come from Scot­
land..

Last spring hay was 940 a ton, and oats

We were surprised and delighted oa 
landing to find P. McCurry.Esq., Stipendi- 
ary Magistrate for the Parry Sound Dis­
trict, and Mr. D. Macdonald, an old 
Puslinch boy, who had come from Parry 
Sound, twenty-two miles distant, to join 
the party, and who extended to us a 
cordial welcome.

Hamilton Nominations.
Owing to the peculiar state of poli­

tical aftairs in Hamilton, considerable 
curiosity and some little anxiety has 
been felt with regard to theRefoim 
nominations there. The Reform de* 
legates appointed at the several 
Ward meetings held their convention 
in that city on Wednesday evening. 
The following gentleman were nom­
inated:—Messrs. Charles Magill, Æ 
Irvmg, A. T. Wood, John Proctor, 
John Stuart. These gentlemen ad 
dressed the meeting, and Mr. Magill, 
in the course of his speech, announc­
ed that he was willing to abide by 
the decision of the Convention. This 
was scarcely expected, and the Tories 
were consequently fullyjexpecting 
that Mr. Magill would run on his own 
hook, and cause division in the Re 
form ranks. Each one of the gentle- 
men nominated pledged himself to 
stand by the Reform party. When 
the Lallot was taken it was found 
that Mr. Irving had 47 votes, Mr.Magill 
26, and Mr. Wood 24. The two first 
were accordingly unanimously nomi­
nated to represent the Reform party 
at the approaching election.

• The Reformers of Hamilton will 
now be able to show n united front to 
the enemy, and will carry the city by 
a handsome majority. Messrs. Chis­
holm and Whit ton, the Conservative 
candidates, are actively at work, hut 
tlioy will have to fight against great 
odds. Mr. Chisholm is Mayor of the 
city, and on this account, and because 
lie is well known and in good stand­
ing, will make a much I etter run 
than his colleague, whose name until 
now was scarcely ever heard in con­
nection with politics or any public 
matter whatever. Thu Tories have 
evidently taken h'm up under pres­
sure of the nine hour movement, 
thinking by this means that they will 
secure the working man's vote for 
himself and for Mr. Chisholm, liv 
this moans they hope at least to elect 
Mr. Chisholm, who will poll a, much 
larger vote among other classes than 
Mr. Whitton, who has been put up 
fora purpose only to be sacrificed. 
T ie contest promises to be a very 
keen and exciting one.

ELECTION NEWS.
The result of the Cornwall election 

has had rather a dull effect upon the 
more sanguine of the Government 
supporters.

tains, who sold them to laboron 
Queensland plantations. They prostitu­
ted the British flag, and even personated 
the missionary bishop for this piratical 
purpose. The horrors of this transporta- 
tion were little better than those of the 
“middle passage.” The present act is 
intended to prevent anything like these 
slave-trade abominations. It allows only 

' voluntary service. It requires fair and 
full contracts. It stipulates lor public 
supervision and protection. It remains, 
however, to be seen whether an act of 
the kind can be so framed as not to be 
evaded; whether such a traffic can be 
regulated ; and whether confidence, which 
is a plant of slow growth, will) be again 
restored by these measures amongst the 
unsophisticated South Sea Islanders.
